SENTFROM THE HIGH-SCHOOL

————

Large Class of Boys and Girls Complete
the Course and Receive Diplomas.

o

A Well-Pleased Audienes Listens to the Ea-
tertaining Essays and Orations of the
Gradustes on a Variety of Topics,

— e ———

The twentieth annual commencement of the
Indianapolis High-school oceurred last might as
Tomlinson Hall, which was filled by a large
sudience, such as customarily attend thess ex-
ercises. Upon the stage were Prof. Jones, su-
perintendent of the city sechools; Prof. Graat,
principal of the High-school;: Rev. R V. Huuter,
who opened the exercises with prayer, and the
filty-eight younag ladies and geotle-
men who were waiting to be hom-
ored with their diplomas. The yourg ladies,
all dressed in white, numbered thirty-three,
while the young gentlemen were but fifteen in
pumber. It was a bright and intelligent looking
company of young people, who leoked as though
they might have earnsd the complimentary
things which Professor Jones said of them, in
conferring the diplomas. The essays and ors-
tions were all of an interesting charscter and
were given without hesitation aod with but
little show of embarrassment.

Miss Eloise Palmer, a tall young lady, with
dark eyes and hair, and from whose arm swung
s porunasntean of leaves and flowers, read the
firet eesay of the evening on “‘Freaks of Fash-
fon.” She reviewed the many odd patterns that
bhad characterized the attire of womankind from
the time of the Greeks up to the present day,
snd was of the opimien that almost all the
changes made bad been for the bester and bad
besn in the direction of simplicity. *“It bas
pow become well recognized,” said she, *‘that
simplicity is the principal adjunct te beanty. Yet,
notwithstandiog the apparent reform, Lhers are
maoy follies and petty vanities in dress at the
present day. This servility to fashion would
serve to make us ridiculous in the eyes of gener-
ations to come just as the whime of preceding
generations appear ridiculous to us. " Miss Palm-
er made the second highest record in scholar-
ship ia the class.

Miss Margaret Anderson, the second essayist,
discussed, in an interesting mruner, the ques-
tion, “Shall We Read Fiction!” Notwitlhstand-
ing the pernicious effect of many so-called
novels, she thought fiction had a fie:ud for doing

good to the world. It should not be read for
pleasure, merely, but should be of a kind to
afford information. Tbe works of many novel-
writers were the most interesting of histories,
and books of fietion bhad hel to adrvance
great reforms, as for example, that of *‘Uncle
Tom's Cabin.” She hoped the time would soon
come when certain story papers would be put to
the only use for which they were fit—baildiog
the kitenen fire.

Chester P. Wilson delivered the first oration.
It was an earnest and sensible protest against
the aestruction of forests. He eclaimed that
forests bore an important relation to she inter-
ests of agricuiture and commerce, climate and
health, and even to education, poetry and re-
ligion. He said that the mass of the American
peovie had gained an inferior opinion of the im-
portance of foreats on account of the custom of
clearing away the trees that had prevailed
smong settlers during the first half century of
the Nation's existence. There was now, how-
ever, a rentiment in favor of protecting forests,
and it should be put into the form of law.

Miss Martha M. Pich read an essay upon “The
Art of Conversation.” Coaversation, she said,
was not merely a faculty for imparting informa-
tion, but also for obtaining it. Madame de Stael

was said to have gained moss of ber greai siore
of information from conversations rather than
reading. The value of conversation was in the
mental stimulus which it gave a person by re-
vealing to him his own ignorance, while it was
also a school of assoeciation, where many ity
prejudices were obliterated and the mind was
broadened. [Everyone shouald strive to become
A& good conversationalist, as 1t was a desirable
accomplishment. The majority of the great
men of the world had been good conversa-
tionalists, although there were some notable ex-
eoptions.

Miss Anoa L. Carter discussed the somewhat
worn theme of ““What is in a Name!” but her
ideas upon the subject were original and inter-
esting. She first showed the value of the names
applied to articies and qualities in indieating the
relation of one race of people to another which
lived hundreds of years ago, for while the worda
would be somewhat changed in form, there
would be asufficient similarity to show iodis-
putably the derivation. Sbe also thought that
the idea that there was nothing io & name was
pot aliogether right There was too mueh in
sssociation for shat to be accepied as wholly

troe

Ralph Bamberger spoke upon ‘““The Conserv-
ative Element in American Patriotism.” He
began as if he intended to defend this rloment,
which he applied to the class of foreign-born
citizens who lived hera It was ovatural, be
said, that theso people sbould pot have as pure
& patriotism as the American-born: yet, in the
time of need, as in the late war, this conserva-
tive ciass frequently showed that they pos-
sessed & deep interest in the Natioo's welfare.
In later years, however, a dangsrous sentim-nt
bad prevailed amoneg this class, showing that
those who did not possess an wuoadulterated
love of country were liable to become treasona-
ble. They should be closely watened, and not
allowed to gain a foothold at any time

Miss Ssther May Allerdice, In appearance the
youngest of the class, won great apolause by aa
admirably prepared and well-delivered essay
upon the subjset “Peacest Any Price.” She
said that not only bad the poliey of arbitration
come very commoniy into vogue within the Iast
balf century, but the old rule of the Quakers,
“prace at any price,” was being advanced by
maay. Tolstor, the Russian writer, was insist-
iog that the noblest was that of non-resistance.
From wmany points of view these ideas ap-
peared ©poble and Chrisuanlike War
was certainly a terrible reality,
and the argument that some one was always to
blame for it appeared aimost unanswerable; yet
as long as love of liberty and love of ecountry
existed, the idea of non-resistance would not be
accoptsd as the preper theory of government
If it did, the words My ecount:y” would lose
their significance, and #ll the nations be the
same to all proplea

E Durbio Dunlap made a vlea for the restrie-
tion of ownership in land. Not merely did the
condition of othsr nations to-day, older than our
own, whersin such retriction did sot exist, in-
dieate the need of such a measure, but the his-
history of Greece and of Sparta showed that in
those early days the world was forced to restrict
ownershio in land. I[n thiseountry the need of
it was becoming more apparent every year; the
Iand was being bought up by corporations who
bhad no thought of cultivating it

The lnst address was by Miss Lueia H Ray
the pupil who had attained the highest scholar-
ship in the course. Her address was one of the
beat of the evening. Her subject was “Women
as Mathematicians.” but was npot confined 1o ex-
tolling the merits of woman's miod ia that de-
partment of learning alone. She said
that for a long time there bad Dbeen
& mistaken idea that woman bhad pe
talent f[or mathematies and for a long timse it
was thought unnecessary to teach mathematics
to girls. This idea had been successfully faced,
and women had made among the most advanced
mathematicians of the world, and in so doing
she bad not lowered or changed berself in her
relations to domeastic life.

Fuuseral.

The funeral of Bishop John P, Mast. of the
Amush Church was attended by over 2,000 per-
sons. There were 350 horses on the ground, and
nearly 200 conveyaness were 1n the proeession
to the grave. Bishop Mast was a very promi-
pent man, and the members of the shurech ob-
served closely the burial ceremonial. All the
Amish women wore black bonnets, of eilk or
eashmersa. A black 'kerchief of the rame ma-
sirial as the dress was worn over the shounlders,
and many also wore a black apron.

The women folk were all together in one
section of the house, and as they arrived they
took off their bonnets, beaneath which they wore
a white cap of thin material. The young ladies
waere similarly dressed, and even the babies had
white caps for a beadgear. The small boy wore
bis hair long, after the fashion of his stalwars
father. The men all had dark clothing, and the
conspienous absance of buttons (hooks and eyes
being used) added to the plainness of their
attire. To a degree, however, the younger men
are lashionable They wear their hair parsed
{o the middls to withia an inch of the forehead,
where the part ceases. In front the bair is
somewhat aflter the modern bangs. It is combed
back behind the ears, however, and worn long,
almost touching the shoulders.
