The Chair Gentlemen of tbe convention, it
is moved and seconded that the rules of the last
Republican convention be adopted for cir use
until further action by tbe convention.

Some difficulty having been experienced in
the identification of delegates who asked recog-
nition by the Chair when about to speak.

The secretary read Colonel Hollowell's resolu-
tion as follows:

Speech of Chairman Jones and Remarks of
Temporary Chalrroau Thurston.

To the WeiUra Associated Press.
ChiCaoo. Jnoe 19. --At 12.30 P. M. ail dele-

gates were ia their seats, and Chairman B. F.
Jones, of the national committee looked out
over tbe delegates and up at tbe tiers of spec-

tators, as if be thought it was about time to
commence. Another minute elspsed before he
acted, but at 12:31 the gavel, fell and Chairman
Jones announced that proceedings would begin.

Secretary Fesaenden then read the call for
the convention, a follows:

Jn accordance with maze and in obedience to the In-

Chairman Jones, aftor Secretary Fessenden
bsd proceeded with the remainder of the call,
apportioning votes to each State and Territory,
addressed tbe convention. Mr. Jones said:
