Forther aloog could be seen
some great crowd gazing intently at large show
windows plastered all over with the meseer
statement of facts. About the pewepaper
offices were other groups and for the time
every other coosideration but that of
affairs connected with the conveotion was dis-
earded The news favorable to General Har-
rison set tongues geing in telling what would be
dooe il he was vomipated. Persons took par-

they koew of him. BEverybody bad mnuns
L4 contribute 10 the gossip as to the love an
esteem with which be is regarded. Kiod words
Lecawo praise and praise enthusiastie zeal for
the dustinguisosd s'atesman. 11 only needed
b8 aunocauncement taat Indianas great wish
had beeu accorded by the convention to awaken
the Iu.rran- fromm one end of thes elty to the
other, “Why don't they get down to balloting!”’
was the frequentinguiry, and tasn wheu some
one assnmiing that be knew all about it would
SAY that a vota would probably be taken
at might specalation turned on the possibility
of the pomination being made before morning.
Some thought that once in the line of voiing the
convention would keep at it for three or four
ballots before adjourniog until another day.

Several Indianians who had retursed from
Chiesgzo added to the interest of the strees
crowds by telilng the resalis of their personal
obssrvauons and what they thougbt. Each one
¢xpresced hLis confidence in haviog the pleasure
of voring for General Harrison for the presi-
deney. This information Leeame curress, and
susnd from Iip to Jip 1 stirengibening the evi-

ancs everybody was eager Lo receive concera.
ing the one wish he wanted to sece realized.
Everything had a Harrison coloriog, which grew
brighter and brighter as tbe day progressed,
and the bulletins more and more favorably told
the evonts of the couveation, Bus the mae
abont whom all this feeling of regard and zeal
centernd sat composedly iu his office as if be
was enjoying an hour's lsisure after a bard day's
work in court. Friends went there to ses him
and spend & few minutes in conversation.
Referance to the eonvention and the develon-
ment of events brought from him ne reply ex-
cept what one far away from any sirect intercst
in them would make.

Nothine in the order of his daily habit has
besn disturbed and a newspaper man ealling
there would find nothing to indieate that within

& few hours probably the modest, dignified,
nurhou- gentleman who would give him p cor-
dial weicome would be a central figure in the
political news of the world. As one saw Gener-
sl Harrison a year, a monsh, or & week ago, so
be will seo him to-day, even in the midat of eon-
gratulations that may come to him from all parts
of the conntry {\mn or through the great rep-
resentatives o! the Republican party.

Those who returned from Chicago yesterday
morning, becsuvse they conld vot be away from
their business longer, were almost exhausted
from their work and the excitement attendagt
which thev had undergons, They were more
esuthusiagtie, however, than they were when
they went away the latter part of last week, *I
came home in advance of the erowd to (iake
preparations for the red-paint demonstration,”
ssid Granwille Wright, peasident of the Board
of Aldermen. *'1 feel as econfident of Gen.
Harrison's nomination as | do that the sun will
shine to-morrow. He has m.dil grown in
favor every day sinee the deloga o to as-
semble, and on the first b.llol will be next
to Sherman, who will lead; after
two or three ballots h- will
gain strength rapidiy, snd it won™t take many
oallots to nominate him. The second choice of
nine out of every ten men is Harrison. Inevery
crowd, apd ¢ demouvstration the cry was for
Blaine and Harriaon. Itis pretly certaln that
the Pacific cosst will come to Harrison in a body,
and he wiil get more than half of the New York
delegation. The way Indianians worked for
Harrison was a surprise to everybody, The
Chicago papers had all along been claiming that
lodisus was not for Harrison, that no son
club would be present, and when five or six
thousand enthusiastic lndianians parsded the
streot, Monday “'onin‘. it cast A damper over
the Chicago crowd.”

Judge William Irvin said he sincerely believed
Harrison would be the nominee, ‘I wogldn't
trads Harrison's chavees for those of any other
candidate,” sald he to & Journal reporter
“Harrisen is undoubtadiy the sseond choiee of
nine teuths of the Blaine men, and it is that fact
that makes me feel confident of his nomination,
His enmnpaign has besn conducted in the best

?lrit. is friends huu antagonized no one,
a'thoogh they have rovoked to do so.
They bave simply vmnudp their argument for
UGeneral Harrison in & straighiforward way, and
have made friends inevery State”

Alter 6 o'clogk last evening the erowds
around tbenews centers increased. Thousauds
of laboring men, bomaward bound, tarried a few
minutes and expresced the h-pn that Indiana
wauld have no cause to be disappointed by the
work of the convention. The announcement
that the convention would probably take a bal-
lot before it adjourned cansed many to linger
uotil the bulletin “Adjourned until 11 o'cloek to-
worrow,” was posted up. All were over-
angious to seo how the initial vote would resnlt,
and there was considerable disappointment when
an adjounrsment was taken withoent a ballo,
After the bulietios had ceassd coming, little
groups of men stood on the street corners and
srouud the hotel lobbies unti! late at night, and
diseussed the probabiiities of the morrow,

A gentleman who bas been in attendance at
tha convention for some time aod returned yos-
terday, said to a Jeuroal reporter last night, I
am conviaced that the undercurrent is for Gen.
Harrison. Tha delogates on all sides concede
bis great ability and great worth, and they re-
cognize thas Indiana  is the key
to the litieal situation. There lhas
been a gradual growth towsrd him in the last
fow days that s unmistakable. Anyone ~an
learn thas tact if be will take the pains to in-
quire. I tried to be as disloterested as 1 could,
and investigate the situation in as unprejudiced
wav as it was possible for me to do, and I am
fnily convineed that the delegates are begin-
ning to ses theconditions just as Indiana Repab-
licans have seen tuem [or some time, and that
means Harrison.”
