What They Think Abous Methods in Stady-
ing History.

A much larger attendance marked the meet-
fng of the county saperintendents, in Plymouth
Chursh, yesterday thau on Tdesday. They
were devoted to the aflairs of institute instrue-
tion. The morning session was openad by s
paper by Prof. W. H. Mace, of DePauw Uni-
versity, oa “History Work in County Insti-
tutes.” There are but two factors, he said, that

determine bow the mind obtains its knowledge—
wind snd subject. Both must play aa impor-

tant part in the study of United States history.
The discussion of the real naturs of

Bistory reveals many ideas of bhigh
teachiog  walue. It shows that the
growth of the Ipstitutional ideas is the
fundamental thought of the subject. All the

facts of United States history are inter
preted in the light of the master idea. By this
kiad of thinking the teacher finds the universal
in the particular, aad binds ideas and events
futo a compact whole. IHistory is a science, and

its conception places in the teacker an intelli-
geot purpose to accomplish. The teacher, there-

fore, who has a correst notion of the real nature
of history will bave a true end to aecompiish.
The average text of Uni*ed States history is
written and divided with a reckless disregard of
each suthor choosing for his own plan »
basis of division. Bat the study of history itself
s the true study. A series of legsonson the nat-
wure of history will bear frait in the method of
thinking.

So much interest is taken lu the projected
Neow York, Mahoning & Western road in the
vorthern part of the State, as it proposes to, in
& measure, parallel the Nickel-plate road, thas
the following, clipped from the New York Bulle-
tin, will be read with interest. It appeared in
the issue of June 26: “It is claimed by interested
parties that the ecircumstances attending the
suit by the North Chicago Rolling-mill Company
to have a receiver appoioted for the New York,
Mahoning & Western, the new trank lioe, have

been misunderstood. It ia stated that the con-
earn is net bankrupt, and further, thas all differ-
ences which were the basis of the applieation
for areceiver have been satisfactorily adjusted.
Dr. Norvin Green's friends say that the suit was
brought by the mill company becaunse the rail-
road refused to pay for raile delivered because
they were not of the required length. It is sug-
Ftﬂl that it might be good policy for the New

ork, Mahoning & Western to make known who
are its backers, if it has such excellent sucport
as it claims. This would remove much of the
openly-sxpressed Jack of confidence in the sta-
bility of the enterprise, which is not surprising,
in view of the tact tbat the concern was un-
heard of until a shors time ago it began to
build railroad at the rate of a mile a day. Noth-
ing more has since been made publie about the
make-up of the company, except what was coun-
mn.t: in Dr. Green's recent very general state-
menta”

The Pennsylvania Company have again con-
sidered two important extensions in this State,

ard they will receive attention as soon as the
deal is completed by which the Pennsylvania
Company is to secure eontrol of the Richmond
division of the C.,, H. & D. road, which will
Emhbly be within thirty days. One of the of-

cial said yestorday that the Pennsylvania can
never do anything as a line between Louisville
and Chieago via Indianapolis, until they have an
independent line between Indianapolis and Lo-
gansport. They are now using the Lake Erie
& Western road a part of the way between the
points named. By building sixty-seven miles
the Pennsyivania Company would secure a road
with low grades and nearly an airline. It al-
ready has its terminal facilities at Indianapolis
and Logansport and will be at no expeuse in
this direction. The present track out of Lo-
gansport to Anoka eould be used to the best ad-
vantage, which would reduce the new construe-
tion five milea. Another extension proposed is
from Bunker Hill, on the Bradford division, to
Peru, a distance of sixteen miles. Peru is an
important manufacturing town and the business
men will do all in their power to encourage the
Pennsylvania people in carrying out such a pro-
gramme,

Cutting Transcontinental Ratea.

New York, June 27.—The Times says: ‘It
was learned yesterday that a still farther and
very sweoping reduction had been openly made
by the “Soo"” line, which reduces the rates on
first-class freight to St. Paul and Mianeavolis to

60 cents per hundred pounds, 52 cents on second
elass, 43 cents on third, 32 centa on fourth, 25
cents on fifth and 20 cents on sixth class. This
being a strietly all-rail route, the rates are far
lower than the bottom rates !eu given by any
line, and as low as the railand lake rate to those
points. The route is over four different roads—
the New York, Ontario & Western, the Rome,
Watertown & Ogdensburg, the Canadian
Pacifle, and the Minneapolis, Sauls
Ste. Marie & Atlanticc. This makes
not only the lowest possible rate to those
points, but also reduces the rates to Pacific

ints via St. Paul, the local rate from there to

ortland or San Francisco being only #2.80,
thus making a first-class rate of $3.40 via the
Canadian Pacifie, or $3.25 as against the regular
transcontinental association rate of $4.  When
the news of this sweeping reduction was made
known to the various freight agents on Broad-
way, yesterday, many refused to believe it, and
said that the route must be wia lake and rail
Information on the subject was very positive,
however, and the agents of other lines will no
doubs shortly be compeliad to believe it.”

The Indianapolis, Decatur & Western road is
not a member of the Central Traflic Association,
but behaves much better in the matter of adher-
ing to rates than its competitors in the associa-
tion. President Hammond says thas until rail-
road officials who enter into agreements live up
to their promises it is useless to nave organiza-
tions of the character of the Central Traffe As-
sociation.

Mrs. Martha Witty, mother of John Witty,
roadmaster of the Belt road and Union tracks,
lies at the point of death at the residence of her
son. Mrs. Witty is seventy-seven years old, and
was one of the early settlers of Indiana, coming
here from North Carolina in the “forties.” On
Sunday last, when sittiug at the supper-table,
she suffered a stroke of paralysis, and has got
recognized anyone since.

The Chicago & Eastern lllinois Company pro-
posed to lay their track im Decatur, Ill., on
ground which belonged to the Indianapolis, De-
eatur & Waatern road, really without consult-
ing with the I, D. & W. people regarding the
matter.
