iD Uetheds Sojrsested bj Religion.

Hall last night to
listen to the lecture cn "Christian Healing, by--

Prof. Eugne B. Weeks, of Chicago. He was ac-

companied by Mr. a W. Famngton. editor of
the Chicago Trade Journal, to whom Lis appear-

ance in this city is due. Mr. Weeks is a pleas-

ant talker, and impresses one that be is an en

thusiast in bis belief. He first began his work
in Battle Creek. Mich., from which place here-mov- ed

to Chicago, where he has been engaged
in teaching classes and conducting his courses
of study tor eight years.

He said he took the Bible aa bia basis, and
o&ened his evening's leetnre, which waa more in
tbe form of a conversation, by reading Mrs. a.
M. L Henry's poem, "Be Still." after which be
requested all bis hearers to bow their heada with
him in si eot prayer. Ho then spoke to eomer
considerable length expounding bia theories of
Christian heaiing. He said: "The true religion
nowadays consists in visiting and caring for the
poor snd needy. Any religion that does away
with this faun falls short of the true ideal.
Ttiere is a law tbat Ilea at the basis of all
human troubles, but this law, iSte alt others,
works in silence. It is particularly applied to
physical tronblea First came tbe methods of
healing d.rpenden upon bleeding, sucar pills
and calomel; next eame electricity, then the fa-

mous mind cure. We seemed to bo drifting
away from material mthda But i telieve we
are to day returning the old Testament meth-
ods. This one law lies at the foundation of my.
teaching. First, we must see good to afl things.
Good is bnt another name for God. Though a
child seems wayward, there is still in bm some
trace of good, which if developed can be made a
benefit to hinnelf and an honor to his
God. Christian science says: "Beiieve,
and it shall be so." I do not
ask you to believe any of my statements if I
eanoot baek them up with Bible facts. Lt, God
be true and every man a liar is my policy,
though it may seem harsh. Put away tbe
tboutbts yon would naturally have in the face
of your difficulty, believe in your desired cnd
and your prayer shall be answered. While yvi
are silent in osing this law, if yon come to thai
attitude of believing ana seeing it is so, you will
derive great aid. A man should do business
with God according to His plan, not to his own.
This grand cause of Christian science denies
evil, denies sickness, by seeking aid from af-

firmed . and repeated belief. The
first step in its plan is God him-
self. The determination to have a nearness to
God adjusts the human mind to a comprehen-
sion of the eternal. I believe in the Christian
ehureh and tbe work she is doing bnt in or out
of tbe church I would have every man strive to
aid his follow. My purpose here is to do good
to draw men nearer to their heavenly Father.
and not to core the sick alone. Christ adopted
physical cores as a means to leading men to
himself. I have the same end to view, and
adopt the tame moans. By my system of treat-
ment I do not claim tbat every patient can be
cured, but that I can cure every disease. "
