was what restored confidence to the Sherman
support and onco more solidified it. It created
a sentiment that, after a couple of ballots on
Monday, Sherman would probably be nomioattd.
Such a result would have no doubt been a catu-r- al

sequence if the New York, delegation, at its
conference on Monday morning previous to en-
tering the convention, had not resolved to cast a
solid vote for General Harrison. This action
was partly impelled by the charges made In the
corridors and in some of the Western newspa-
pers that New Yorks support of Harrison was
insincere. There was never any foundation for
such imputations. The concentration of the
delegates upon Harrison was the result o: a
conftreuee of the four deiopates-at-larg- e from
the State after Mr. Depew bad retired
from the field, for the purpose of trying to
agree upon a candidato and to make the Influ-
ence of New York felt in tha convention in its
fullest force and strength. The unamend i

The party came to the historic old
building in carriages, the little Duke and the
faeinating widow retiring immediately to one of
the side-roo-ms of tho Mayor's office. Mr. Ward
McAllister and Mr. Arthur Leary, who were of
the party, notified the Mayor that he bad been
selected to perform the weddiag ceremony.
The Mayor smilingly accepted the task
and bado the wedding party welcome. Tho
eompany consisted of Ward McAllister and Miss
McAllister, Mr. Fred Soodden and Miss Spod-de- n,

Mrs. Nichols Fisk, Mr. Arthur Leary, Law-
rence Jerr.me, Miss Beckwith, Mrs. Crugerand
Henry Clews. While tho party were gossiping
in the executive chamber. Speaker John G. Car-
lisle and Congressman T. J. Campbell happened
in and were invited by the Msjor to remain and
witness the ceremony.

He took the
newly made duchess by the hand, and she stoop-
ing, be planted a kiss upon her lips. The duch-
ess received congratulations from bar friends,
and. after chatting with the wedding party for
a few moments, drove with the Duke up town.
It is understood that they will sail for Europe
to-morro-w.

After learing the Mayor's office the parties in
interest, with the witnesses, went into a private
room, where, before a representative of the
British consul, certain marriage papers, believed
to define the interests of each in the respeetive
estates, were duly executed. They then drove to
the house of Mrs. Hammersly, Mo.

Enthusiastic Republicans Listen to Hon. It.

New York, June 20. Metropolitan Opera-hous- e

was crowded to-nig- ht by thousands of
citizens in a ratification ' meeting addressed by
Colonel Ingersoll, Congressman Horr, of Michi-
gan, and other popular speakers. Long before
the hour announced for the opening of the
meeting it was estimated that 4,000 people had
entered the bnildiog. Every available space
was soon occupied, and by the time Chairman
Bartlett called the costing to order the building
was packed. The neighboring streets were
packed with interested spectators who came too
late to gain admittance to the building.
The interior of the building was a scene of the
wildest enthusiasm. It was decidedly an Amer-
ican audience, and the national airs disoourscd
by Cappa and his Seventh Regiment Band evoked
prolonged applause. The names of Harrison,
Morton, Sherman and Blaine were signals for
outbursts of cheers and hand-clappin- g, lasting
several minutes. Cries of VNo free-trade- ," "Pro-
tection," and the like were frequent, and the ap-

pearances on the .stage of Bob Ingersoll and
other prominent Republicans threw the audi-

ence into a cyclone of applause. The
boxes were decorated with American flags, as
well as the chairman's table, and
large portraits of Harrison and Morton
were visible in several parts of the house.

The presiding officer of the evening was Ed-

ward F. Bartlett. In opening the meeting he
sooke in warm prsise of the Republican plat-

form and of the candidates who stand on it. He
alluded to Harrison as a patriot and a states-
man, and referred to his services in the field
and in the Senate. Of Levi P. Morton, the can-

didate for Vice-preside- nt, ho slid tnat tho bank
ing house of which he was tho head had largely
aided in tho resumption of specio payments and
the funding of the publio debt.

plause by his reference to Mr. Morton's aid in
sending food to the starving poor of Ireland, in
1S30.

Candidate Cowdrey Writes a Letter Accep-
ting Its Nomination for President

Cincinnati. June 29. The letter of accept-
ance of Robert EL Cowdrey, candidate of the
United Labor party for President was made
public to-da- It is as follows;

Chicago, June 29, 1833.
TCm. B. Oglen, Chairman; Alfrei IlfOguton, Sec-

retary National Campaign Committer:
I am in receipt of jour cfScial notification of my

nomination by the United fjabor party ad its candi-
date for President of the United States. My duty
seems to be so clearly marked that I cannot do other-
wise than aeoept h responsibility 1 am asked to
assume.

Our ait political history is exclusive proof that
the great truth we advocate can in this way be
brought to the attention of the people more rapidly
than by other means. I sincerely believe the United
Labor party Is the representative of the fundamental
prid pie of equal jnstice to all; that the laws it 'would
enforce and the policy it would adopt would make the
present Constitution of the United States a declara-
tion of living principle! broad enough to frnirantea to
every man that under its powerful protection they
an enjoy the inalienable right to life, liberty and the

pursuit of happins,l and that its perfect j justice
would one more infuse into toe
hearts cf the people a patriotic
lov of country joTrnI hy that best of aU govern-
ments, the government of the people, by tho people,
and for all of the people.

HARRISON IN INDIANA.

A Democratic Paper Shows the General's
Strength in His Own State.

New York ?un (Dem.)
A considerable degree of couriosity exists re-

garding the popularity, or lack of it, of General
Harrison in his own State of Indiana. It is par-

ticularly difficult to arrive at a fair estimate
on this subject, for the reason that he has but
once been a candidate for public office he ran
for Governor in 1S7C and then under circum-
stances entirely exceptional. The Republicans
had nominated Godlovo S. Orth for Governor
against James D. Williams. Personal disclos-
ures about Mr. Orth led to his withdrawal about
the middle of the campaign, acd General Harri-
son, against the protest of Ortb's friends, was
put up to All the vacancy. Tildsn and Hend-
ricks were then the national Democratic candi-
dates, and the popularity of the former in Indi-
ana was so great, and the local sentiment enlist-
ed in support of Governor Hendricks so strong,
that the result of the October fight for State
officers was entirely overshadowed by the more
important issues of the presidential fight of
November.

There were in 1S7G six offices to be filled at
that State election. General Harrison was run-
ning for Governor, and the candidate for Lieutena-

nt-governor was Robert Robertson, who,
beaten in 1S7G, was chosen ten years later, and
now holds that post, his antagonist of a decade
ago, Isaac P. Gray, cow being Governor. This
was the vote on the Republican side: ,
Harmon, for Governor 209,080
Robertson, for Lieutenant-governo- r ...2(KI.041
Watts, for Secretary of fctate 20C..774
Herriott, for Treasurer- - 2(U97
Hess, for Auditor 200.774
Smith, for .School Inspector 205.322

It would seem from this that in 187G General
'Harrison, despite the disadvantages under
which he ran, was in tbat year about 2.000 votes
stronger than the rest of his colleagues pn the
ticket. Thirteen Congressmen were voted for
on the same day that the Governor was elected,
and the combined vote of these on the Repub-
lican side was 204.419. so tbat from this compar-
ison it would seem clear that General Harrison
was from three to four thousand votes stronger
than the Republican organization in the State at
that time. His own countr, Marion, which in-

cludes the city of Indianapolis, gave him a ma-
jority of 1.C00. He carried Vacderbnrg county,
which includes the eity of Hvansville, and Tip-
pecanoe county, which includes the city of La-
fayette. He wasjbeaten by a plurality of 5,034
in a total vote of 434.457. There was that year
a Greenback vote of 13,000, most of it drawn
from Republican ranks.

In the light of theso figures, which yield noth-
ing cf their accuracy either to Republican en-
thusiasm or to Democratic hopes, and which are,
in fact, the solitary point of cuidance in General
Harrison's lone career as a Republican leader in
Indiana', it Seems safe to conclude tbat so far as
that State is concerned ho is a man dsvoid of an- -
tasrooienie. without enemiea, and without any
large or impoainc personal and friendly follow-
ing. Running for Governor twelve years ao,
he received about 3,009 more votes in the State
than another Republican would have dono if a
candidate under like oonditions. H's six
years' service, from ISbQ to 1SG, in
the United States Senate, undoubtedly
strengthened and cemented his hold on
the party organization in Indians; and the fact
tbat he is now a candidate for President will
doubtless eall out a larger Kepnbliean vote there
than would have been the case had tho nomioee
been selected from another State. Four or five
tbonsacd votes cf difference do not usually mat-
ter much, and in most States the? would not
affect the result at alL But Indiana has sircars
ben uncomfortably close, and it gave at tha lust
State election a Republican majority of 3.32L
If General Harrison develops strength and pop-
ularity enough to retain or Increase this lead,
tha Republicans will prove correct in their cal-
culation that the chances of winning Indiana
Are deeidedly in their favor.
