The raising of cheesy and chalky lumps indicates
serious mischief at wotk in the luncs.

A weak stomach and a dislike for food, which
seems to have loet its taste, causes tbe patient
to think he has a disease of the stomach instead
of tbe longs. With these disrrbea usually oc-
curs, and there is some disturbance of the kid-
neys. In brocchtslcatsrrh the voice often be-
comes week, husky and coarse. Tbere is a
burning pain in tho throat, with d.Sculty in

swallowing.

Reminiscences or One who Saw Illta as a
Correspondent.

Letter in London Daily Hews from "An 014 Special
correspondent."
He was always pleasant and genial td those

who came across htm in business, with a well-measur- ed

proportion between suQeient courtesy
to put hit inferiors at their ease, and a careful
avoidence of anything like patronage in bis man-
ner. It has been my lot to meet with a number
of distinguished men, and, like most of my col-lesga- es

on the press, I have noticed that the
higher up you go in the political scale the more
certain you are to be civilly treated. A monarch
can unbend more easily than a minister,
and a commander-in-chie- f, lr he will
tea you at all. is less likely to be fussily cautious
than a general of brigade. But, apart from this
universal rule, the late Emperor, when 1 met
him aa Crown Prince of Prussia; might claim
the merit of an especially frank and straightfor-
ward manner. I well remember him speaking
of the battle of Woerth a few days afterward as
a fight in which he bad been able to meet the
French in line with equal forces and to flank
them with another equal force, and still to have
plenty of men in reserve. He did not for a
moment endeavor to add to the oredit of his vic-
tory by any belittling of forces on Lis own side
or exsggeration as to what number Mac-Mah- on

had commanded. And then he was so
hearty in his recognition of the vslor the
French had displayed, with a touch of Badness
for the losses'on both aides, and with a word of
hearty praise for the conduct of his own staff.
He must have been a pleasant chief to serre un-
der, ft pleasant enemy into whose bands to fall,
a manly and courteous knight, both to friend
and foe. How happiiy, on one occasion, when a
French sons prefer., engulfed by the invasion,
was the truest of the Crown Pricce at a rough
and ready banquet at the end of a long march,
did his highness turn the conversation to pisci-
culture at the antipodes, to the preservation of

' salmon in great rivers, and to the increase of
the fish supply in generaL Not a word . of war
and war's alarms, cot an allusion to the great
host, whose rumbling caisson shook the building
in which we dined. And the well-bre- d French-
man played his part with easy politeness, talk-
ing as best he could on these subjects, of which
It had been ascertained that he had some special
knowledge. The evening passed off excellently,
all thing considered, and when, in, taking leave,
our captive eoos-pref- et alluded to certain requi-
sitions which he thought his countrymen could
not meet, he was referred to General Blumen-ths- l.

the chief of staff, with a quiet but decided
urbanity which left no room for further remark.
The Prince became at once the high German
officer, doing his unpleasant dnty with the same
aplomb with which, bat a moment before, ha
had offered his guest the consolation of a choice
cigar.
. His Hiebness was a typical German in fond-

ness for smoking, and the handsome pipe which
the Crown Princess bad given him, enriched
with a painting by her own royal band, was the
pride of the Third Army in times of rest and re-

laxation. But the Prince was a very moderate
drinker, though not a total abstainer, and tbe
life at his headquarters was one of Spartan sim-
plicity. Early hours and simple fare contribu-
ted to tbe health and efficiency of all concerned,
while those strangers who were admitted from
time to time to the royal table found no lack of
pleasant conversation without in any way
"talking shop" or trespassing upon tbe for-
bidden ground of future maneuvers. I well re-

member how excited the Prince was when the
news arrived of the disaster to her Majesty's
chip Captain, and how fully he entered into the
proa nd coos of turret ships against broadside
ironclads. He was as sory for Door Captain
Coles and the gallant fellows who perished with
him as though he had been on a cruise with
them and loarned to know them all as snip-m-a

tel. Lavish affairs of every kind had great
interest for the Prince, except, perhaps, our
sporting news, in which he seemed but moder-
ately "well posted." lie had a vivid recollec-
tion of our great exhibition of 1851, "the first
and the best of tbe exhibitions," ae be called it,
and once told me with a smile upon his face,
how he, already a grown up man, had con-
ducted his young friend, the Prince of Wales,
through some oi tie galleries trying to interest
him in art, "tut," added his Highness, "ho
seemed to caro more for saddles and firearms
and every.article of theensse than for all the
rest of the exhibition put together."

There was certainly a veiu of manly pity for
his defeated toes in the Prince's view of the
Franco-Germa- n war which could cot be mis-
taken by those who heard him speak. He waa
a German patriot first, as was only natural and
richt; a keen soldier and skilled tactician, as
became bis Hohenzollern blood, but, as to na-
tional prejudice or any special bitterness agsinst
tbe French, he was the mildest of men. One
does not look for members of the peace society
at the headquarters of an invading army, and it
would be an exaggeration to say that his High-
ness gave any sign of opposition to the necessary
Continuance of the war. But after tbe die was
cast, and tbe French Emperor hopelessly beaten,
tho Crown Prince seemed to feel more and more
like tbe captain of a war ship whose enemy will
not strike the colors, and who regrets, at the
bottom of his his heart, that he has to keep on
firing into him. On tbe morrow of Sedan
I remember that the Prince expressed a
general regret for the terrible downfall of Na-
poleon III, and when we arrived before Paris he
was anxious that the fair city should bo saved
from suffering by timely capitulation. Revolu-
tionary republicans were probably not mocn to
his liking, as a matterof theory, yet the question
of humanity always appealed to him. He wished
the con-ccmbatan- ts to get off as easily as possi-
ble, and I think I am cot mistaken in supposing
that tbare would have been no bombardment of
Paris if his Highnesss views had prevailed.
The same bombardment, it may be remarked en
passant, was more of a demonstration to keep np
tho spirits of the blockading Germans than of a
serious attempt to reduce the city by force. It
caused a good desl of sufferiocand annoyance in
tbe southern portion of the French capital and
partially disabled some of the outlying forts. Bat
it had no effect on the food supply, which wss
General Trochu's insoluble problem. The Crown
Prince wonld not himself. I think, have resorted
to bombardment Yet, nevertheless, he did
everytbinr thst a careful general could do to
make the Lre of his batteries effective, and to
see that tbe men in tbe advanced trenches,
whether Pruesisns or Bavarians, were sufficient-
ly sheltered.

Admiral
Monchez, who defends ths proposal against some
rather fierce opposition which it has provoked,
says that astronomers estimate the average
cost of observing and calculating each star at
lOf. It follows that the proposed catalogue
would cost 20,000. OOOf, or 300,000.
