A DIRTY TRICK.

NEW ALBANY, Ind,, July L—Probably the
dirtiest, most eontemptible and dishonorable
triek that will be enacted in the presidential
campaign of the present year was set up and
successfully carried out by a number of Demo-
erats in this city last night. Afterthe Harrison
and Morton ratification meeting had gotten
fairly under headway, these Democrats went to
the Chinese laundry of Wah Sing, and, supply-
ing bim with money and drinks of liquor enouzh
to make him drunk, induced him to purchase a
uumber of Chinese lanterns and a lot of fire-
works, and to suspend the lanterns, lighted,
across the pavement in front of his laundry,
which is at the intersection of two of the princi-
pal streets of the city, and to discharge the fire-
works and then shout loudly for Harrison.

as arranged, and his demonstrations attracted a .

large crowd Several Republicans who had
learned of the dishonorable scheme went to
Wah Sing’s establishment and demanded that
he take down the lanterns and close his demon-
strationa. He was drunk enough to refuse to do
go, snd for a few minutes it looked like
the Chinaman and bis display would be used
by the indignant Republicans to mop up
the street with; but better counsel prevailed,
and the inebriated Mongolian and his gaog of
Democratic assistants were left to enjoy their
dirty scheme, and the Republicans returned to
the speaker’s stand, over a square away. Col.
James Keigwin, one of the speakers, exposed
the infamous trick, which fell flat and without
effect here, where everybody understands by
what infamous trickery it was compassed.
Prominent Demoerats rushed off to the tele-
graph office and sent several special telegrams
about the affair to characterless
newspapers, hoping  thereby to make
capital againet Genperal Harrison. It is a
fact susceptible of the strongest proof that the

Mr. Vance continued: “The
Democrats are not to have a walk-over
by any means, and the sooner the fact is recog-

nized tne better. Connecticut, as is known, is

an exceedingly doubtful State. It never gives
a plurality for either side oi over a few thou-
sand.

Ove of these is his record on the Chinese re-
striction bill of 1882. This bill a3 originally
framed suspended for twenty years the coming
of Chiinese laborers to this ecuntry, and, beiug
vetoed by President Arthur on the ground thas
the period was too loog, was afterward passed
with the period of exciusion limited to ten years.
Senator Harrison appears to bave been op-

to this measure in both the forms in which
i1t cams before the Seunate. Before the veto Sen-
ator Hoar offered an amendment declariog that
the provisions of the bill should not app!
to any ‘“‘skilled laborer who shall establis
that he comes to this country without any eon-
tract by which his labor is the property of any
person other than himself,” and Senator Harri-
son voted for it. He also voted for an amend-
ment declaring that no laborer should be affected
by the bill who had received a certificate from
the American consul at the port from which he
came that he was ‘‘an artisan coming to this
country at his own expense and of his own free
will.” Neither of these amendments was adopted,
When the second bill was brought in afler
the veto Mr. Harrison voted in favor of striking
out the provision whieh probibited the admis-
sion of Chinese to eitizenship and the pro-
viso which declared that *‘Chinese laborers,”
wherever used in the act, should be construed
to mean “both skilled and unskilled laborers
and Chinese employed in mining.” This is the
substance of his record on the subject. His
moderate viewsjon the question were then shared
by many of the best men of his party, and there
is no doubt that he acted conscientiously and in
aceordance with his best judgment of what the
publis interests required.

The other ineident thathas been used to ex-
cite the prejudices of laboring men agaiost him
is the share he took in July, 1877, at the time of
the great railroad strikes, in preserving the
peace and protectine life and property in [odian-
apolis against threats of mob violence. He was
not only a memberof the committes of public
safety, with General Gresham, Senator Me-
Donald and other prominsnt citizens of both
parties, but of a committee of mediation whish
endeavored to securs a settlement of the diffi-
euity between the railroads and their employes
and of a commitiee organized to assist directly
in the enforcement of law and the suppression of
riot. He commanded onme of the companies of
volunteer militia formed to proteet life and
propsrty, and General Gresham commanded
another. His ecourse was simply that of a law-
abiding eitizen, anxious to protect the communi-
ty against a threatened outbreak of violence and
bring to a peaceabls conclusion the trouble
which led to s perilous situation. He showed
no unfriendlicess to the strikers, and not only
triad to obtain eoncessions for them, buti
said to have intercedad to save from punishment
those who were senteuced to imprisonment for
interferiog with the operation of the Obio &
Mississiopi railroad. .

We do not think that attacks upon General
Harrison on account of these two incidents are
justified, and they are intended to work upon
prejudices aud not upon judgment. There is
nothing in them really affecting his merits as a
candlidate for the presidency. He isa ereditable
representative of his party and should be op-
posed only on the ground that the suceess of his
party and the issues which it now represents
would not be conducive to the highest interssts
of the eountry.

Memorial Exercises of the First Corps
the Principal Event Yesterday,

A Series of Short Speaches, in Which the
Merits of the Blue and the Gray Are Dis-

cussed in Words of Fervid Admiration.

GerTYseURg, Pa., July 1L —Bright sanshize
and a delighiful breeze Lave contributed to the
pleasure of the thousands here. Yesterday's
crowd wae fu lly doubled to-day, and the streets
of the town, the various camps and the battle-
field are thronged with people. Toe Niath New
York Regiment, Colonel Wm. Seward command-
iog, came in at an eary hour and marched to
camp in front of the Springsiu finestyle. Prom-
inent among the commands of vetersns
arriving here this morning were the
Excelsior Brigade and the Sixty-seventh Regi-
meant. Religious services were held 1n the morn-
ing at the National Cemetery rostrum, Chaplain
Sayers delivering the sermon. In the svening,
dress parade, in the preseace of 10,000 people,
was followed by a sacred concert by the 'rank-
fort band.

Reynolds Grove was a throng of Lumanity fof
an bhour before the memorial exercises of the
Firet Army Corps began. Daring the gather-
iog of the audience General Longstrest was es-
corted to the stand, and hundreds of veterans of
the blueshook hands with bim. The overcrowded
stand gave way without a moment's notice
and suddenly let five bundred occupacts down

several feet without ope being hurt. Governor

Beaver and his staff, and a number of confed-
erate survivors occupled seats Geoerals
Beaver and Loong.trest were receoived with
cheers. Promptiy at 3p. M Gen. E P. Hal-
stead, president of the First Army Corps Asso-
ciation, opened the exercises and introduced
Bishop Newman, of Washington, who, in »
fervid invoeation, gave thanks for the bravery
and  hercism  displayed bere in the
maintsnance of constitutional liberty,
Goveruor Beaver was enthusiastically received.
Gen. Jobn C. Robinsen, orator of the
oceasion, thanked Gevernor Beaver for the cor-
dial welcome extended the First Army Corps
Veterans. He considered this a great day for
the First Army Corps, to meet after a quarter
of a eantury on the fleld made histotic by their
valor, and ass:ried with emphasis that not nalf
has been told of the deeds of this command in
this, one of the most important engagements
during the entire battle. QGiving full credit to
what others had done here, he thought it should
be remembered that here the First Corps held
in check for six hours two-thirds of the
confederaie army. If those troops had gained
here, the battle of Gettysburg would not have
been fought. General Reynol# being dead, the
spesker tnought, was one reason for the want of
justice in giving the corps bistory, as he would
have done his home troops full measure of
praise. Speaking of the corps participating dar-
in, the battie he said that no other corps hers
was in asction all thres of the days;
in his opinion it was time
that the First Corpa received some
measure of eredit for the important part they
took. The addrees was rather brief, the state-
ments clear and devoid of all verbiage

Gen. Frederick Smith, the War Governor of
New Hampshire, on beisg introdueed, counted
it one of the most important events of his life o
be present to-day, and after briel remarks
closed with the vruression that he should never
cease 10 hold in highest regard the men who had
made this country greas by their conduct on
this spot. !

Pennsylvania's war Governor, A. G. Cartin,
was loudly called for, but was not present.

Governor E. J. Ormebee, preseut Governor of
Vermont, said be did not come hore as & war
Governor, but ss ove who bad takea part in the
battie, having held a command o Staunard’s
brigade of Vermout troops.

General L. A. Grant, in this battle eolonel of
the Fourth Vermont Regiment of Stancards
brigade, considered Picketi's charge ihe graund-
est ever made in the world,

Judge W. G. Veazy, late colonel of the Sixteenth
Vermont Regiment, same brigade, vaid the First
Corps 5 compliment by uyinﬁ.tihat vot only the
glory of opening the battie onged to them,
but also the closing, as his brigads, which fired
the last shots, wis temporarily atiached to the
First Corpa.

The confederate general, James Longstreet,
was next introduced and received hearty cheers.
He said he was not on the fleld in tln: to
witness the engagement bstween the First Corps
and the troops of the South. He was glud to be
prosent and participate in these exercises, for
e saw in them the development of a sym-
pathy sach as was born in the hearts of all whe
knew how toappreciate that feeling, and thoughi
pone kuew better how to manifest these feslings
than the troope of the First Corpa.  After speak-
ing of tbe advantages of the federal position,
he said that here the Southern army mes
itss fate, bnt pot for want of vwalor
fortitude, or faith. In paying tribute to that
valor be said: “Pickett’s charge Las not a
parallei in the annals of war,” and toucmngly
alinding to the dead, said: “‘Such is the uc.rmco’
sometimes demanded by the usages of war.
Giancing toward Round Top, he said: “Yon
crowning heights are now far more asant a
gathering place for fraternal mesting.” In clos-
ing he said: *“The ladies are present, God biess
theis! and may they dispel all allusions thas
may ariss between the u'o'plo."

The band played “'Dixie” before Longstreet's
speech and “Yankes Doodle,” after which Gea,
Fairchild was introduced apd staried ous with
the sentence: *“T'wenty-five years have ﬂlld. it
possib.e to sandwich a eonfoderate and a Yankes
betwean ‘Dixie’ and ‘Yankees Doodie’” He did
not knew a better object lesson for the young
than these fraternal gatherings of thoss two
once hostile armies. He agreed with Governor
Beaver's opening remarks copesrning the use of
the Sabbatn for this purpose, and thought no day
too holy to visit these scenes and hold memaorial
services ever the dead, In limes of war it was
not too haly to fght on Sunday, and with proper
motives ia the heart this was pot too boly a day
20 pay well-merited tribute to the desd.
