THE FIFTIETH CONGRESS.

The Senate Consider the Agricultural Bill,
and Aaks Farther Conference.

Washington, July 5. Among the bills re-

ported from committees and placed on the cal-

endar was a bill to authorize the construction of
a bridee across the Arkansas river at Cummings
Landine, Ark.

Mr. Plumb presented an amendment whichhe
proposed to offer to the sundry civil ap-

propriation bill, appropriating $3,000 for a mon-
ument at the National Cemetery at Mound City,
Kan.

The conference report on the agricultural ap-

propriation bill was presented and explained in
detail by Mr. Plumb. On one point the com-
mittee had been unable to agree; that was the
the item inserted by the Senate, making an ap-
propriation of $100,d00 for continuing the exper-
iments in the manufacture of o?:ir from sor-
ghum. In his Mr. Plumb'al Delief that item
wa worth a much as all the remaining por-
tion of the bilL Perhaps that statement would
be too strong, bat he would say that
the work heretofore earried on in that direction,
although extravagantly, improvidently, and
with somewhat unnecessary delay, had been of
the greatest possible value. Very great progress
bad been made; so great, in fact, that there was
to-da- y erected and in process of erection in
Kansas four large sugar factories, having an
aggregate capacity of 5,000,000 pounds, and it
was confidently believed that the result of that
work would still further develop the fact that
the United State could in a very short period
of time supply all the sugar that its people con-
sume from that very common and very valuable
plant, which was valuable in other directions.

The conference report was concurred in, and
a further conference was asked on the sorghum
item.

Mr. Call offered a resolution, which was
adopted, calling on the Secretary of the Interior
for information as to improper and unlawful
selections of swamps aod overflowed lands.

A conference was ordered on the postoffice ap-
propriation bill, and Senators Plumb, Allison
and Beck were appointed. Adjourned till Mon-
day.

The Land-Gra- nt Forfeiture) TJlll.
WAsniNGTOK, July 5. Bills were reported as

follows:
By Mr. Herbert, of Alabama, from the com-

mittee on naval affairs: To authorize the ap-

pointment of an Assistant Secretary of the Navy.
By Mr. Jackson, of Pennsylvania, from the

commmittee on public lands: To authorize the
establishment of a land office at Folsom, N. M.

By Mr. Crisp, of Georgia, from the committee
on commerce: The Senate bill to perfect the
quarantine service of the United States and to
authorize the construction of a bridge over the
Arkansas river near Cummiogs Landing, Ark.

The Honse then went into committee of the
whole on the bill for the settlement of the
claims of the State of Florida, on account of ex-
penditures incurred in suppressing Indian hos-
tilities, aud for other purposes.

The morning hour expiriog, the bill went over
without action.

Mr. Holman, ofIpdUna,.then called up the
Senate land-gran- t, forfeiture bill, with the
amendments made by the House committee.
As amended by the House committee, the bill,
whieh, a it came from the Senate, proposed to
forfeit grants applying to lands lying opposite
portion of the aided road not now completed,
.declares a forfeiture of the lands lying opposite
the portions of the roads not completed at the
time specified in the granting acts.

After the substitute had been read, amend-
ment were offered, as follows:

By Mr. Stone, of Missouri: To declare a com-
plete forfeiture of the entire grant where the
road was not completed in time.

By Mr. Payson. of Illinois (representing the
minority of the committee): To confine the
forfeitures to the lands opposite the portions of
the roads not now completed.

Mr. Bolman explained the nature of the prop-
osition before the House, coming from the com-
mittee, and pointed out the difference tn effect
between it and the Senate bilL He said that
the Senate bill would declare the forfeiture of
5,027,436 acres, while the pending bill would
work the forfeiture of 54,323,830 acres, subject
to bona fide sales to settlers. As he was argu-
ing that the railways bad no rignt to sell lands
lying along the uncompleted portions of their
lines, Mr. Payson interrupted him to ask if he
did cot know that the Supreme Court had laid

EXPERIENCE VS. THEORY.

A Chicago Delegate Tell Why He Abandoned
III College-Taug- ht Free-Trad- e Idea.

Brooklyn Standard. Union. .

Timothy Woodruff, ho was one of the Kings
county delegation at the Republican contention
recently held in Chicago, is, without doubt,
one of the brightest young men in the party,
and will achieve a prominent place before many
year have elapsed. He is a graduate of Yale
College, a quick rearoner and a sound business
man, and. therefore, his reasons for being a pro-

tectionist are an offset to those of ex-May- or Low,
which induced the latter gentleman to eever hi
allegiance to his party, so that he roifht adhere
to the free-trad- e policy of Cleveland The story
of Mr. Woodruffs faith in protection was told by
him on his way to Chicago to a group of friends
and the Standard-Unio- n correspondent,
and hence antedate Mr. Low' position in favor
ot free trade while controverting it Tho party
was enjoying a comfortable smoke after supper,
on the train, when Mr. Woodruff surprised
them by suddenly saying that be had narrowly
escaped being a Democrat This was a revela-
tion, and brought forth questions resultine in
Mr. Woodruff telling this story: ,I wa edu-
cated at Yale College, and wa there instructed
in political economy by one of the most pro-

nounced free-trade- rs in the country, and so
when I left college, and was about entering busi-
ness life, I was theoretically a free-trad- er of the
most pronounced type, and finding th Repub-
lican party devoted to. the protection theory,
naturally, I was inclined to join the ranks of the
Democratic party.

But just at that time I went into the ware-
house business, and I had an experience there
which soon induced me to believe from a practi-
cal stand-poin- t that the great interests of this
country eould only be developed by protection,
and that it was to the interest of every working-ma- n

to sea to it that the barrier which protects
him against the pauper labor of Europe is not
broken down. And this experience, while dem-monstrati- ng

the value of protection, was gained
at a personal loss. I found among other articles
that were stored in our warehouses was foreign
salt, upon which a large duty was Imposed.
At the same time in this State were our
vast salt interests in which millions of dollars
were invested. I learned on investigation that
the foreign salt-deal- er could mine their salt,
send it to this country, pay the storage bill, snd
yet sell it for less money than onr domestic salt
roenconld, and that it was the protective tariff
alooe which enabled the carrying on of the salt-wor- k

in this State. While without the tariff
the warehousemen would make more money,
and hence my profits would be increased, still,
despite slf-interes- t, I saw thatby the protective
tariff alone could the great interest be maintained
aeainst foreign competition. This realistio illus-
tration of tho effect of protection and its ad-
vantages over free trade put tn in lino of
prsctical investigation, aod all the theories in-

culcated by my free-tra- d professor were
knocked endways by facts, and hence I am a
protectionist all the way through and am re-

joiced to see the Republican party defining its
position in a positive manner, leaving no sort of
doubt as to its intent, and I hope that this will
be clearly set forth in the platform. "

Thi wish of Mr. Woodruff s was gratified by
the convention, and he is thoroughly satisfied
that upon the platform of princirles set forth
the party will win a glorious victory this fall

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Air. noiman aeennea to oe interrupted, ana
continued his explanation of the features of the
bill. He held that the land were sold, in many
cases, to speculators, but even though it wa co-
ins further than justice required, the committee
had recommended toat to the extent that the
roads had been completed, the sale made to
bona fide purchasers should be confirmed. This
would leave the declaration of forfeiture solely
a a matter between the government and the
corporations, who themselves had no claim on
the forbearance of Congress. He then
went on at length to defend the course of the
Democratic party in the matter of granting
lands to railroad companies.

Mr. Stone, of Missouri, spoke to the amend-
ment submitted by himself with the concurrence
of Mr. McKae, of Arkansas, (also a member of
the pnblie lands committee.) recommending the
forfeiture of the entire grant where there had
been a failure of compliance with the terms and
conditions of the grant. He proposed to go
fnrther than the majority in this matter. Their
substitute was a beneficent and meritorioos
proposition. It meant something; but, for all
that, it did not co far enough. The Southern
Pacific Railroad Company, bv a series of jumps
over mountains and bad lands, had, within the
time allowed by its grant, endeavored to cover
and secure the most valuable lands in the grant.
Tne Senate bill would forfeit only the rough
mountain lands; the substitute would take, in
addition, the lands lyice along the 242 miles
constructed since 1878. But this wa of little
value as compared to those lying along the 232
miles constructed prior to 1876. That was the
cream of the grant. The Senate was accommo-
dating; its measure gave the roads all that they
claimed.

Mr. Payson, of Illinois, denied thai politics
bad anything to do with the question, and depro-cate- d

what he described a Mrv Holman' long
political speech. His Mr. Paysons course now
wa perfectly in line with his previous eondnct;
he wanted the publio domain to be reserved for
the use of freemen. After stating the general
rules which bad governed Congress in mating
grants, be declared that, contrary to the state-
ment of the chairman Mr. HolmanJ, the decis-
ion of the Supreme Court never changed, but
had affirmed the right of the railroads to go on
with the construction of their lines after the ex-
piration of the date fixed in the granting acts, in
the absence of a prohibitive clause, aod as fast
as their road progressed and the selections were
made, to sell their lands. This had been the
policy of every administration down to and in-
cluding the present time. He was for a practi-
cal measure; he was weary of waiting here for
years for something to be done. Here was an
opportunity which should be availed of.

Mr. Townseud, of Illinois, recalled the fact
that Mr. Payson had signed a report, several
years ago, declaratory of the power to make to-
tal forfeitures.

Mr. Payson replied that he had never denied
it; but the gentlemen seamed to bo unable to
distinguish between power and policy. To the
gentlemen who talked of Democracy, he would
say that Secretary Lamar had recommended the
confirmation of the Backbone grant, while the
judiciary committee, through ita chairman Mr.
Randolph Tucker, had declared against uncon-
ditional forfeitures. The gentlemen knew that
the majority bill could never pass th Senate,
and delay was costly. Since the last Congress
th Northern Pacific bad constructed enough
road to cloud the title to 3,000,000 acres of land,
acd the process would go on, unless the House
accepted the Senate bill. Having done so much,
it might go on and pass another bill covering
the remainder of the land.

Mr. M cite a, of Arkansas, said that one of two
things ooght to be done either all of the land
should be forfeited where the terms of the
grants bad not been complied with, or the com-
panies should be forced to complete the roads.
The people should not be trifled with. If the
Senate, as constituted cow, refused to pass a
total forfejt. bill, the House should join is-

sue acd go to .tn country, which would elect a
Senate to pass such a bill.

Mr. Weaver, of Iowa, said the roads had not
complied with the terms of their grants, and
never would. The people would be justified in
reasserting their right. .

In conclusion of th debate. Mr. noiman ad-
vised the House that the Senate bill meant
nothing, and the members would be deceiving
the country by passing itThe first pr"position in order was Mr. Stone's
amendment to make the forfeiture complete as
to all lands where the terms of the grant had not
been complied with. Upon a yea-aud-na- y vote,
th amendment was rejected yeas CO. nay 104.

The question wa put on Mr. Payson' minori-
ty amendment imilar to the Senate bilL The
yea and nay besing taken, the amendment was
reiected yea 71, nays 92.

The committee's substitute was then adopted,
and, the question recurring on the passage of
the bill as amended, the vcte resulted: Yeas
141, nays 12 no quorum.

Adjourned, leaving the bill the unfinished
business.
