entire repeal of internal taxes rather than the
surrender of any rt of our proteetive sys-
tem at the joint behest of the whisky trusts
and the agenis of foreign manufacturers.’

““If there is any fres whisky in the platform
it is in this sentence, and if there is apy free
whisky in this sentence it is only there as an
inference in a contingency. The plain, open
meaning of the word is this: If the proposed re-

val of tax on tobacce and spirits usea in the
arts, together with the release of duties on cer-
tain imports, shou!d not reduce sufficientiy the
surplus in the treasary, and the alternative
should be the ‘surrender of any part of our pro-
testive system’ orthe entire abolition of the in-
ternal revenue system, the latter shounid be
sacrificed and the protective system retained in
its integrity.

As such we
want it to stand until it bas served its purpose
and issuperseded by something better, or until
it can no longer be retained without saerificing
a part of the protective system. As no temper-
ance advoeate claims that national taxation is
the only true and effective, or aven that it is the
best method of promoting the cause, it is ab-
surd to make all this bue and ery about the Re-
publican party declaring for free whisky. The
piatform of the Republican party, in more than
thirty States, and the legislation, restrictive and
prohibitive, it has secured, are standing proof of
its policy respecting free whisky.

Interesting Addresses on Committee Work—
The Opportunities for Home Missionaries.

Cu1cAGO, June 7.—Al to-day's session of the
Christiaa Evdeavor convention the feature of
the morning was the fiveminute addresses on
committee work. As the society is essentially

the outgrowth of the missionary spirit, the ad-
dress of Edward S. Niles, of Boston, on “The

Missionary Committee,” received the most
marked attention. What was the wuse of

dwscussiog foreign missions, he said, when
there were 10,000 foreign infidels and idol-wor-
shipers being landed on our shores every month,
There was ample room for foreign missionary
labor right in the United States. Beoston, with
600,000 people, had ne more than 250,000 mem-
bers of Protestant churches; New York, with
2,000,000 people, had less than 90,000 Protest-
ants, and Chicago, with 8C0,000 people, had
fewer than 100,000 Protestants. “There
were 2,560,000 peopls in thess three

citiod wno do not attend oa
our churchea Why, then, should they go to
India or China, or Germany, or Italy to preach
the gospell If the Bible was true, those who do
not believe in the Lord Jesus Christ have noth-
ing before them but eternal punishment. The
2.860,000 people were on the road to eternal de-
struction. The speaker here indulged in some
calculations, arriving at the conclusion that
about eighty thousard of these peoplo die and
go to perdition every year, one-twelfth that
number every montb, ete. He thought these
startling facts ooght to induce all Christians to
put forth their greatest Christian endeavors to
save the peopla

Miss Mary Houghtaliog, of St. Paul, reported
for the look-out committee; M. A. Hudson, of
Syracuse, for the prayer-meeting committes;
Miss Hattie Brown, of Decatur, Ili., for the
social committee, and Rev. J. C. Cromer, of
Fort Wayne, for the temperance committee.

WILLIAM II'S SCHOOL DAYS.

—i——
The Care and Attenilon Given to His Educa-
tion by His Pareuts,
Pall Mall Gazette,

William II1s in his thirtieth year, haviog been
born Jan. 27, 1859. Io reply to & message of
congratuiation from the Landtag, his father, the
Emperor Frederick, newly dead, wrote: “'If God
preserves the life of my son it will be my dear-
est task to educate him in the fesl-
and priociples which bind me to
fatheriand.” This undertagking was
faithfully adbered to by the late Emperor and
by the Empress. Both his father and mother
dovoted much of their time to the education of
Prince William. *“The Empress Victoria io the
Nursery” became a favorite subjeet for pictorial
art, acd maoy apecdotez relating to the veriod
of his childhood are preserved. From 1866 the
instruction of the young Prince was intrusted
to Dr. Hinzpeter, who was chosen for this im-
portant task on account of his great knowledge
acnd tact, and at the same time as being a man
of high personal chbaracter and principles
Dr. Hiozpeter took care not to neg-
leet the development of hia charge’s
bodily as wellas mental powers, and gave a
prominent place to gymnastic exercises in the
daily arrangements. He also, with the cordial
aporoval of the late Emperor and of the Em-
prees Victoria, eelected companions for the
ehildhood of the Prince who did not exclusively
belong to the circles of the Court and the aris-
toeracy. Among these were the family of the
then Scoteh Presbyterian minister at Potsdam,
the Rev. Mr. Carlyle, one of whose sons, Mr. A.
J. Carlyle, a companion of the childbhood of the
present Emperor, was president of the Oxford
Union last Lent term. From 1874 to 1877 the
young Prince was sent to the grmnasium of

inge

- Cassel, & much homelier, if not less admirable,

educational institution than those of Berlin or
Potadam. Here he submitied 10 the or-
dinery discipline of Germpn school life, and
met with a different class of school ecm-
panions from those whom he would have found
at the more exclusive and aristoeratic
schools of the metropolis and the royal residence
town.

In October, 1877, Prince William entered the
University of Boun, and the present writer, then
a student at the university, well remembers
the arrival of the Crown Princess and her sou.
There was no ceremouny. All felt the intention
was that the Prince himself should feel that he
entered the uuniversity as an ordinary student
and was expected to conform to its regulations
like the rest. While in Bonn he lived in a mod-
est dwelling in the Coblenzer strasse, and used
to be seen going to and from lectures wearing
the white eap of the Corps “*Borussia,” the corps
which corresponds to the Oxford Baulliogdon
Club. 1t is said, however, that at Bona Prinecs
William first formed the predilections for the
life of the army which have sinco marked bis
career. He was much in the compauy of the
pumercus officers of the erack regiments then
quarte in the university town, and on high
authority it is said that be was there taught to
regard his grandfather and Moltke as they he-
lroel whom it ought to be his first aim to emu-
ate.

In 1880 his marrisge with the Princess Au-
gusta Victoria, of Schleswig Holstein-Augus-
tenberg, led to the first opportonity be bad of
declaring his mind with regard to publie af-
fairs. In the course of his reply to an address
from the towns of Prussia, he said that “‘the
example of his beloved grandparents and par-
ents would be the guiding star” of the lives of
himself and his bride, and he concluded by ask-
ing the deputation to assure the whole father-
land *‘that our whole life sbhall be devoted to
the fulfillment of our duties.”

SUGGESTED BY A SUICIDE.
—_——
Some Antidotes Whica a Hospital Surgeon
Recommends in Cases of Foelsoning,
New York Mail and Express.

Some time ago a young woman on First street
quarreled with her busband, and in order to
frighten him swallowed a dose of *‘rough on
rate.” She had taken poison before, butof a
different kind, and only esough to make her
sensibly ill. At first she denied to her better
half that sha had taken poison, but as the
pain became more and more intense ahe
grew alarmed, aod fioally acknowledeed
what she bad done. The busband then started
for a doctor. On the way hs met a policeman
and told Lim of the matter and asked bim to go
for a doetor. Instead the officer pulled an alarm-
box and summoned an ambulance, and had the
poor woman taken to a borpital. All the way
from the house to the hospital she ealled on the
doctor tosave her. She wanted to live “for her
baby's sake.” Soon, bowever, after being ad-
mitted to the hospital she died.

“*Had the police officer who called the ambu-
lance for this poor woman,” said the haspital
surgeon, as he signed the death-warrant, “knowa
s little more about what to do in eases of emer-
gency, and a little lesa of the civil-service cate-
chism, her life might have been saved. Indeed,
many cases that come to us might be saved if
the person first informed only knew a
few common-place things. ~ Take cases
of poisoning, for instance. As a
rule there is in every househould and factory,
or at least within easy reach, simp's and effect-
santidotes. These remedies are of infinite
value. Warm water and mustard can always
be got, as can also sweet oil, butter, orlard. For
poisoning by bug poison. blue vitrol, mercury,
lead wator, salipeter, suiphate of zine, or like
substances, milk or white of eggs in large quan-
tities is always to be commended.”

“For poisons like rough on rats, paris green,
and Fowler's solution of arsenic, one should
tickle the fauces of the victim with a feather, or
induece vomiting by copions draughts of salt and
water, which should be followed by good-sized
does of sweet oil or milk. .

“Where oll of vitriol, maristiec or oxalie acid
is the poison, one ean easily help matters by
seraping some plaster from the wall and dissolv-
ing it in water and make the patient driok it
Soap dissolved in water is also good in these
eases. When caustic poisons are taken, then
water or vinegar, or lemon-juice and water
should be given.

“Many sunicides scek the desired end by
means of carbolic acid. In such cases give the
person drivks of a giutinous ebaracter. Ficur
and water, for instanee, is especially desiralle,

“For enloroform. chioral, and such thiogs,
douse the head, chest and face with cold water
and keep workiog the arms to promote artificial
respiratior. . _ .t”

“Landanum, morphine and opium are in
great favor with suicides. Induce vomitiog and
give all the strong coffee you can get down them,
And so I might goon. All these things I bave
pamed, you will see, are nearly always at band,
and each can be employed with good results, if
ouly until the doctor comes. They are things
the police oughbt to know at any rate.”

A Sample-Case of Veto.
Washington Special.

The shot fired by Senator Davis the other
day in bis report on the President’s record in
vetoing private pension bills .pparomly went
straight to the mark at which it was aimed.
Thres more of these billa, origioating in the
Senate, were vetned to-day, and in diseussing
one of them the President gave very positive
evidence of having lost his temper.

This was the caso of Mra. Doucherty, a
old Iriah woman, the wife of a New Jersey sol-
dier, but now a resident of this eity. Oneof the
reasons the President gives for refusing to sign
this bill ia that Mrs. Dougherty’s husband, who
deserted her during the war, is now drawing a
pension. This wounid have been sufficient rea-
son why the Commissioner of Pensions should
have rejected her application, but not
why the President shouid prevent her from
haviog s pension when (ongress has determined
togive it to her. All private pension bills
passed by Cougress are exceptional cases, that
for some reason or another the Pension Buresu
has felt constrained to throwout. When Con-
gress takes up ona of these cases it does not ask
whether the appiicant is entitied to » sion
undesr sxisting laws or not. It Is assumed that
the law stands as a bar to it or an applieation
wou!d pot be made in Congress.

WITH A SINGLE SPAN.
—
The Bridge To Be Built Over the Hudson
River at New York City,
New York World.

There is great interest taken bere in the bill
introduced in both houses of Congress recently
to provide for the construction of
scross the Hudson river at this eity. The bill
eecks to give the anthorization of Coogress to
Jawes Kiog MacLanabso, Jordan L. Moty
Heory Fiad, Chas. U. Canda, James Andrews,
Thomes F. Ryan, Gustav Lindenthal, Wm, F.
Shuck and their associates to build and ocoupy
s bridge with a siogle span over the entire
river between the established pier lines
at an elevation over the vriver of =t
ioast one hundred and forty feet ia
the clear above high water. An important stio-
ulation is that ‘‘no pier or piers or other ob-
structions to navigation sball be placed or built
in the river between said pier lines.” Some of
the men whom this bill proposes to give sueh
valuable privileges are quite well known. Jor-
dan L. Mott is the large iron manufactarer of
this city. James King MescLanaban is & wealthy
iron manufacturer of Hollidayeburg and Jobae-
town, ’a.; Henry Flad is president of the Poard
of Public Improvements of the eity of St. Louis,
was intimateiy connected with Captain Eade in
the covstruction of the St Lounis bridge, snd
was formerly president of the American Society
of Civil engineers. Charles J. Canda
is the vice-president of the Western
National Bank of this citv, and was formerly
United States Assistant Treasurer bere. James
Andrews is a contractor of repute. He bulls
the piers of the St Louis bridge and the works
at the jetties of the Mississippl river. He is the
successor of Captain Eads in e ship railway
project. William F. Shuok is a civil engineer
who was formerly chisf enginesr of the Now
York elevated railroad. Thos F. Ryanisa
banker of this oity, of the firm of Smith, Oak-
man & Ryan. The author and projector of the
proposed bridge is Gustav Lindenthal. He s a
consulting engineer residing in Pittsbarg. He
built three of the ittsburg bridges and a large
pumber of railroad bridges in warious parts of
the counwry, and bas been engaged in or im-
portant Bagineering works, it issaid. Helsa
mewber of the American Society of Civil Ea-
gineers.

A drawing of Mr. Lindeathal's bridge shows a
suspsnsion bridge much resembling to the un-
professional eye the great structure across
East river, except that there are double cables,
one set below the other. There is a double
tower on sither side of the Hudson with a single
span suspended from gracefuliy bending cables.
The length of the middle span is to be 2. 850 feed
from center to center of the towers, and the
length of the end spans 1,500 feet each, Innklu
a total length, ioeluding the anchorages,
pearly 6,500 fest. The towers are to be 500 fees
bigh and will stand on masonry piers 340x180 feet,
twenty-five feet bigh above high water, with
foundations of rock. Tne towers wili be of
wrought iron and steel, containing sixtesn ool-
umuas each. These columos are 1o be com
of angles and plates, all octagonal 1n shave, and
tapering from seven feet in diameter at the base
to five feet at the ton. The columns are to be
strongly braced together inside with heavy brao-
ing, aud outside with lattice filling. The ane
chorages are to be each 320x150 feet, jand 240
feet high above the water-line. The six rall-
road tracks pass through a tunnel in each
aachorage. The cables are to be fifty feet
apart, strongly braced together to reswst the
deforming effects of heavy loada. Each cable
will bave a diameter of four feet. The steel
wires forming the cables are to be inclosed in
steel envelopes to protect them againstthe
weather. An air space of two inches is to be
left between the steel envelopes and the wire
for the better protection against the heating of
the sun and to preveat udegual temperature
effects. The designer says that in ordioary
travel the proposed bridge would be etrained
only to about 10 per eent. of the maximum load
