Indianapolis is noted as a rate-cuttin-g point, but
it usually only amounts to dividing commission
with purchasers of tickets.

Some weeks ago the line of sleeping coaches
which had been run locally for many years be-
tween Indiananolis and Eransville over the
Vandalia and the Evaosvill & Terre Haute
road, was taken off, but this action caused so
much complaint that the roads are endeavoring
to arrance for putting on a line of Pullman ears
nightly between tbe points named. The Mon-
arch cars formerly run were not popular, end
were cot to be depended upon.

Indianapolis grain merchants claim to have
evidence that the merchants of Chicago are get-
ting a lower rate, all
rail route, than does tho Indianapolis shipper.
Just now there does cot appear to be an official
located here of either of the important lines who
will take the matter up for the Indianapolis
grain merchants. Everything was removed
from Indianapolis to Chicago to help bolster up
the Central Traffio Association.

Miscellaneous Items.
Chicago railroad men are of the opinion that

the proposed Chicago, Oquawka & Kansas City
railroad, which would be the eighth line be-
tween Chicago and Kansas City, will not be
built.

The Detroit, Bay City & Alpena, a railroad
200 miles long, is operated in such a way that
the movement of trains is regulated by tele-
phone. The principal business of the road is
hauling lumber.

Business men of Chicago are a good deal dis-
turbed over the tendency of the Northwest to
throw bnsiness away from Chicago to the lake
routes, via Lake Superior, the bead of which is
as near the East by water as is Chicago.

One of the roads running out of Chicago is
building two sixty-foo- t express coaches,
equipped with the Finlay center truck. This
will be the first time an attempt has been made
to run cars on passenger trains with three trucks
under them.

The United States Express Company has
taken possession of the routes over which the
International Express Company bas been ope-
rating. This eompany rnn many of the lines on
the Eastern coast and did a bg business in the
summer months.

Lake transportation is a growing factor la the
railroad situation, as it bas been reduced faster
than transportation by rail. A dozen years ago
tbe largest lake vessels carried but 12,000 bush-el- s

of grain and were run at about the same ex
pense as the present boats which carry from 80,-0- 00

to 100,000 bushels.

showing the performance of locomotives on the
system for the year ending April 30. indicates
that the cost per mile run by their locomotives
was 17.72 cents, engineers and firemen being
paid 6.39 cents of this amount.

A Russian Protectorate for Bulgaria.

Berlin, July 7. The Czar has asked, in an

autograph letter to Emperor William, that
Prince Bismark accompany the Emperor to St
Petersburg, where M. DeGiert will formally
present a proposal for a nominal Russian pro-
tectorate in Bulgaria. The proposal does cot
involve the occupation of the country by Russia.
A candidate for the Bulgarian throne is to be
appointed by an embassadorial conference to be
held at either Vienna or Constantinople. If
these terms are accepted the Czar will order
the army corps mustering on the Austrian and
German frontiers back into the interior. Prince
Bismarck.presiding at a Cabinet meeting yester-
day, stated these proposals, and said he believed
that they offered a chance for a peaceful solu-
tion of the question, and that he intended to re-
spond by going to St. Petersburg if the Austrian
government coincided in his views. In official
circles here doubt is expressed as to whether
Austria's assent to the proposals can be obtained.
An article, in the Wiener Taceblatt written un-
der Information regarding Russia's offers, says
that to allow Russia to have any special rights
over Bulgaria is to ignore Austria's interests
and stultify everything said by Count Kalnoky
to the delegations regarding her policy. The
Pan-Slavi- st party of Russia does not approve
the Czar's rapprochement with Germany.

A Warsaw paper, the organ of Gen. Gheroky,
asserts that the national party, with whom the
Czar must reckon, is determined to reap the
fullest results for the blood and money expend-
ed in the wars with Turkey. In the same ar-
ticle tbe Poles of Posen and Galieia are exhorted
to rally around Russia in the approaching war
with Germany. All Slavs, the article says,
must unite against the insatiable Germans: and
the promise is held out that wben Germany has
been vanquished by combined French and Rus-
sian forces, tho Poles will be once more joined
in one cation under the Russian protection. In
conneetion with this article, it is known that
Gen. Iganiteff has been making overtures to the
Polish committee in Vienna for mutual action
against the Anstrians wlun the war opens.
The General promises the Poles and the Pan-Slavi- st

party to semi-autonom- y in
Poland, including the areas annexed by Aus-
tria and Prussia.

Faulkner, of Kansas; Dr. J. B. Andrews, of the
Buffalo State Insane Asylum, and Dr. P. M.
Wise, of New York.

Dr. P. Brice, superintendent of the Alabama
Insane Asylnm at Tuscaloosa, read a paper on
"Moral and Criminal Responsibilities.

Dr. J. C Fisher superintendent of the
State almshouse at Tewkesbury, Mass., read a
f)aper on 'The Prevention of Insanity by

of the Dissolute."
Dr. O. W. Archibald, of Dakota, took "Prac-

tical hints of care and treatment of insane" aa
the theme for an interesting paper. The Doctor
is superintendent of the North Dakota Insane
Asylum.

The evening session was given np to papers
and disenssion on the treatment and care of the
weak-minde- d. The report was read by Dr.
Isaae M. Kerlin. of the Pennsylvania State
Asylum at Elwyn.

Highly Important Sclentifla Discovery.
Newport, Ky., July 7. Experiments here,

the details of which were made publie to-da- y,

have resulted in an extraordinary discovery, if
tbe statements made by tnose interested can be
relied upon. The discovery is that aluminium,
which cow costs $20,000 a ton. and is produced
only in France, can be obtained anywhere by a
most simple process and at less than one hund-
redth part the present expense. The impor-
tance of such a discovery can be judged when it
is recollected that aluminium is tbe most gen-
erally diffused metal on earth, and bas all the
beauty of silver, . besides being con-tarnishin- g,

non-corrosiv- e, more lasting than silver, with
only one-fourt- h its weight. In addition, alu-
minium, alloyed one-tent- h of 1 per cent, with iron
or steel, increases the homogeneous and tensile
strength of the metal nearly half, while for
electro-platin- g purposes it is superior to either
gold or silver. The experiments began in an
attempt to extract aluminium chemically from
common elay and cryolite. This was accom-
plished in a novel manner, and the operators ob-

tained these by raetallio aluminium, chemically
pure. Their method was based upon the theory
of substitution and smelting the ore m a water-jackete- d

steel furnace, a crucible being useless
to resist the strong fluoride fluxes. When the
mass was qmte liquid, it was conveyed into a
converter, or covered slae pot, holding about
400 pounds, and the aluminium extracted there-
from by a syphon tap. The slag was returned
to the furnace, serving tbe purpose of the flux
with ore. This direct continuous process obviat-
ed the necessity of the usual costly intermedi-
ary elements, and made the aluminium about as
cheap as copper.

There
will be no reduction in the pensions of men who
are prevented from paying contributions through
military service.

JLast Week's Freight Traffic Very Light.
The first week in July proves to have been

one of the lightest In freight business of many
months, falling 2,305 loaded cars below that of
the preceding week, 1,300 below that of tho cor-spondi- ng

week in 1837, and 211 below that of
the corresponding weeic in 18S6. On the 4th of
July traffic was practically at at a stand-still- .

No local freights or through trains were run,
except to carry live-stoc- k and perishable mer-
chandise. So far as east-boun- d business is con-

cerned, there is cone eompartively speaking.
Nobody seems to be making sales of grain, or
anything else, at interior points of New Eng-

land, New York; or Pennsylvania, and
there is no export business to
speak of. The movement of lumber and live-

stock westward is extremely light, and indica-
tions are that the coming week is to be equally
dulL It is believed, however, there will be a
decided improvement in east-boun- d traffic by
the third week in July. The west-boun- d ton-
nage i3 not as heavy as it was last month, but it
is heavier than usual in July, the shipments of
anthracite coal, coke, and quito a sprinting of
railroad supplies swelling it considerably. Ship-
ments of merchandise are also heavier than is
usually the case in early July. It will be noticed
that tbe north-and-sout- h roads are handling
their usual number of loaded cars, and as rates
are firmer than at the corresponding period of
1SS7, it is not surprising that their earnings foot
np quite satisfactorily. Watermelons are an
important item in the north-boun- d movement,
and these are carried at better rates
than last year. Southward there
is fa large shipment of ice and a
fair movement of grain and provisions. Local
business is good. Owing to there being one
holiday in the week which reached over into the
second day, the tonnage was cot up to the weeK
preceding, but, taken as a whole, loeal business
is better than at the same time last year. It is
expected that new wheat will begin to come In
in considerable s quantities before the present
week closes, as harvesting south and west of
here has been moving along briskly in the last
six days. In freight circles the belief prevails
that tnere will hardly be such another quiet
week in traffic as the one closing on July 7.
Below is given the cumber of cars received and
forwarded at Indianapolis in the week ending
July 7, as compared with the corresponding
weeks of 1837 and 18SC:

The Bee-lin-e and the Traffic Association.
The managers of the passenger department of

the Central Traffic Association are evidently be-

coming uneasy over the disturbed condition of
things in the territory it covers. The .Bee-line- ,

which has heretofore been the most true to all
agreements entered into, bas practically thrown
off its allegiance to the association, by raising
the boycott on all Western lines, and announcing
that it will now sail in for business. It claims
to have been held down by its competitors, who
practically run the association to suit them-
selves, until self-protecti- on demanded its pres-
ent action. So far as the boycott is concerned,
it is a thing of the past, and all efforts to revive
it will only hasten the payments of commissions
on the sale of tickets, as It was before the asso-
ciation, in a measure, shut them off. Chair-
man Daniels, of the Central Traffio Association,
passenger department, has called a meeting to
be held at Cresson Springs, Pa., on the 18th of
this month, one day before the joint meeting of
tbe Truk-lin- e and Central Traffic associations.
The action of tbe Bee-lin- e in the boycott matter
no doubt led to calling the conference, notwith-
standing the fact that only matters of less im-
portance are mentioned in the call. That the
Bee-lin- e is backed in its movement by tbe Van-derb- ilt

lines is evident from tbe fact that one of
tbe objects of this joint meeting (which was
called several days before the Bee-lin- e lifted the
boycott on tbe Western lines), was to confer re-
garding the payment of commissions in the
territory of the joint committee oy lines west
thereof and tbe payment of commissions in the
West by lines in the territory of the joint com-
mittee. The general opinion is that the dis-
cussion will lead to serious complications and
possibly to an ugly and general rate war.

Personal, Local and State Notes.
The Indianapolis, Decatur & Western is doing

well outside of the Central Traffio Association,
and when ' the fine crops on its line begin to
move it will be seen that the L, D. & W. is a
road of good earning capacity.

The Sunday half --rate train which the Lake
Erie & Western runs in here In the morning
from Pern and points this side, returning in the
afternoon, has become one of the best paying
per mile trains run cu the road.

At the next'meetinjL'of the Central Traffic As-
sociation permission will doubtless be given lo-

cal ticket agents to sell half-far- e tickets on ac-

count of charity or paV.oral work, within the
territory covered by the association.

It is stated that tho portion of tbe Louisville,
New Albany & Chicago road lying between Mo-co- n

and Indianapolis is, in its physical condition,
much superior to the older part of the road, ex
tending from Monon to New Albany.

Several members of tbe Brotherhood of Loco-
motive Eogineers are arranging their affairs to
attend the twenty-fift- h anniversary of tbe or-
ganization of the order, which will be appro-
priately celebrated at Detroit on the 17th of
August.

The Chicago & Indiana Coal road continues to
show gratifying increases, from month to
month, in its earnings. In June, the dullest
month in the year for eoal roads, an increase
in earnings of $7.CS9 is shown as compared with
the same period last year.

The line of sleeping coaches recently put on
to run between Indianapolis and Grand Kapids,
over the Cincinnati, Wabash & Michigan road, '
is reported to be doing a good business. There
is some complaint, however, that the time com-
ing south is longer than necessary.

Tbe Pennsylvania and Vanderbilt people are
unable to understand how it is that month after
month the Chicago & Atlantic road is showing
such a handsome increase in earnings when
their lines are often dropping behind. In June
the C. & A. came np with an increase of $14,-11- 5

A JAPANESE ARTIST.

Ills Manner of Laying on Colors and Form
lng Lines.

Magazine of Art.
The technique of Khiosi's work was most fas-

cinating. I had come away from England with
all sorts of theories concerning the technical
part of an artist's work, and when I got to
Japan I found there was absolutely nothing
that was not known by that man. This fact is
as remarkable as it is trne. His method
of work, too, interested me exceedingly.
To begin with, the assistant brought his
stretcher of silk a lovely piece of silk stretched
across a wooden frame and placed it in front of
him. Theo, taking a long burned twig, he
thought for a few miuutes, looking all the while
at his silk thought out his pieture, indeed, be-

fore he put a single touch on bis canvas. How
different is this from the man who so often with
us puts on a lot of hasty touches in the bone
that they will suggest the picture. When this
Japanese saw his picture comnleted in his mind
ne began with a little burned twig, to trace a
few sure lines. I never saw such facility in my
life. A few swift strokes indicatied the outline
on tbe silk of two black crows; then he took up
his brush and began at once with the Indian ink,
with full, powerful color, and in abont seven
minutes he had completed a picture, superbly
drawn and full of character a complete impres-
sion of two black crows, nearly life size, resting
on tbe branch of a tree. Khiosi never, under any
circumstances, repeats himself; every picture
he paints is different, while for his work he asks
but a small price. Captain Brinkley told me of
an instance which well illustrates the man's
character. A member of one of the foreign le-

gations had invited Khiosi to come around and
sketch on the floor at an evening party to him-
self and a number of Europeans. Khiosi re-
fused absolutely, although be was to be
paid enormously well for his work, be-

cause he said he felt he would cot have
had a sympathetic audience. After he had
done his crows he painted a colored picture, be-
ginning with Indian ink. First of all, he tried
all his colors, which were really prepared in
different little blue pots, and placed all around
him. These little shallow pots, or saucert, had
each its own liquid which the asssistant
had prepared to a certain extent before-
hand. They contained flesh tint, dra-
pery color, tones for hair, cold orna-
ments, and so forth. These colors had evidently
been used before, as they were in their saucers,
merely requiring dilution before immediate use.
The saucers were arranged chiefly on his rieht,
with a ereat vessel of water, of which he used a
great deal. All his utensils wero scrupulously
clean. When be began there was no fishing for
tones, as on thw average palette. No accident.
All was sure a scientific certainty from the be-
ginning to the end.
