Under the above significant caption appeared
in the Journal of the 9th a communication so
absolutely false as to be hardly worthy cf no-

tice, much less a serious denial But lest silenee
should be misunderstood, or in some sense
deemed an admission, I will ask throuch the
Journal to make the following brief explanation.

July 1, 1SS0. They adopted an address settlor
forth the objects and purposes of the associa-
tion, which was extensively published in this
and other States. The association on the Stb of
Jane held another meeting, at which steps were
taken to organize auxiliary associations in each
county of the State, and also at the same time
prepared for circulation the following petition!
To the Senate and Ilouso of BepreientaUves of tb

United states of America:
The undersigned do not present their petition in th

character of mendicants or obaeqnioas begxara. W:
do not surrender our proud title cf citizens of a eom
mon country, which is as enduring as the mountain
we. crossed and the plains we trans versed to save ifrom destruction. As citirens who bore arms In th;

. late war, we respectfully submit a brief statement of.

the facts upon which we base our prayer for th per
formance of a solemn contract.

During the war of the rebellion, by the most so
emu promises, embodied In congressional enactment,
the goTernraent of the United States undertook snt
agreed to deal iustly and fairly with those who be-
came the defenders of the Nation, la the main these
promises were faithfully kept cntil the repeal of th
arrearage clause of tbe act tro riding pensions fot
those who were disabled from wounds received in bat
tie, or from disease contracted in the line of asoldier'f
duty. This repeal was justified upon the theory thai
it would only be temporary, in order to enatla th
government to maintain the resumption of specie
payments. Those injuriously affected by the repeal
did not complain; they cheerfully acquiesced in the
supposed or real necessity which then ex
isted for the action taken, and. not unmindful
of the paths they trod in the warlike past, tbey were
for country first, for self last. But the necessity
mentioned has long since ceased to exist. The enor-
mous surplus now in the coffers of the povernment,
the disposition of which seems to baffle the wisdom of
statesmen, justifies a of the law as it
stood prior to its repeal, while equal and exact justice
demands that every soldier who is entitled to a pen-
sion for wounds received in battle, or disease con-
tracted in line of duty, should receive the same from
the date of his discharge. Such was the treatment of
those who filed their applications prior to July 1,
18 SO. Such was the contract. The obligation is one
of solemn contract, faithfully kept on the part of
those who bore arms under the fla? of the Union. It
matters much to tbe weary and shattered veteran,
but we submit that the gorerntxent cannot afford to
violate its obligations. It has bad the use, without
interest, of the disabled veterans' money for nearly a
quarter of a century. It does not become a great na-
tion to plead the lapse cf time against its defenders
and preservers.

It may be asked why we did not apply while the
arrears act was in force. To which we reply that,
being conscious of the burdens of the government un-
der a large war debt, and heevy drains upon the
Treasury for its maintenance, we refrained from de-
manding what we knew at the time to be our letral
rights, and to which, under tbe existing Jaws, we were
entitled, and for the additional reason thct with an
increase of years has come also an increase of our
disabilities.

We, therefore, respectfully pray that the Congress
may re-ena- rt the arrears law which was La force prior
to July 1, 1880.

This petition has been circulated in every
county in the State, and from returns received
up to date, has been signed by nearly four
thousand soldiers interested, giving the name
of each, the company and regiment to which
they belonged, and their postofike address.
Taese petitions, within a few days, will be
placed in the hands of a member cf the associa-
tion, and conveyed to Washington for the con-
sideration of Con press. This is "the ead and
front of our offendinp."

The Senate Devotes the Day to Routine Bast
ness and tbe Fisheries Treaty.

Washington, July 11 Mr. Dawes presented
a remonstrance of a large number of wool man-

ufacturers and wool dealers against the legisla-

tion proposed in the Mills bilL Referred to the
committee on finance.

Among the bills reported and placed on the
calendar was a house bill appropriating $50,000

for a public building at Wabasha, Minn.
The following bills were passed:
House bill to authorize the building of a

bridce across the Mississippi river at Wabasha,
Minn; House bill appropriating $200,000 for the
location of a branch of the National Soldiers'
Home in Grant county, Indiana; the House bill
approving certain acts of the Twenty-sevent- h

Legislative Assembly of the Territory of New
Mexico (as to funded indebtedness).

The Senate then, at 12:30, went into open
executive seesion, and Mr. Georee resumed and
finished the speech begun by him yesterday in
favor of ratification of the fisheries treaty.

Mr. Dolph addressed the Senate in opposition
to the treaty.

On the conclusion of Mr. Dolph'a remarks Mr.
Call offered a resolution, which was adopted,
calling on the Secretary of the Treasury for
evidence in the Treasury Department relating
to propertv of the United States, or to which
the United States has a valid claim, held in ad-

vert possession against the United States, with
his recommendations on the subject.

The house bill appropriating $50,000 for a pub-li- e

building at Brownsville, Tex., was reported
and placed on the calendar.

The Senate then adjourned till Monday.

Proceedings of the House.
Washington, July 11 On motion of Mr.

Biggs, of California, a bill was passed for the
investigation of the mining-debri- s question in
California.

Mr. Bionnt, of Georgia, submitted the confer-
ence report on the pcstofSce appropriation bill.
An agreement has been arrived at on all the
amendments, except that known as the "sub-
sidy amendment. The rate of postage on seed,
plants, bulb, roots and cions has been fixed at
one cent each for two ounces or fraction there-
of. The report was agreed to, and then Mr.
Bingham, ot Pennsvhxnia, moved to concur in
the Senate "subsidy" amendment.with an amend-
ment reducing the appropriations from $800,-CO- O

to $450,000; authorizing the Postmaster-genera- l
to increase the mail facilities, not only be-

tween the United States and Central and South
America and the West Indies, but between the
United State and China, Japan, the Sandwich
islands and Australia, and providing that Ameri-
can ships carrying tbe mails shall be allowed
four times tbe rate ot compensation they now
receive. A long debate ensued, which occupied
the entire seeeion, but no conclusion was
reached. Pending further debate, the HoLe
took a recess until 8 o'clock, the evening session
to be for the consideration of private pension
bills.

The House at its evening session passed
twenty-fou- r private pension bills, including tbe
granting a pension to "Muck-a-Pee-Wah-Keu- h

Gab," or "John," and at 10:30 adjourned. .

LABOR INTERESTS.

Five Additional Firms Sign the Wage Scale
of th Amalgamated Association.

Pittsbceg, July 11 Brown & Co., proprie-
tors of the Wayne Iron Company, of this city,
signed the Amalgamated scale this morning, and
another firm is expected to sign this afternoon.
Brown & Co. employ 000 men. It was rumored
that a meeting of manufacturers would be held
bere to-da- y to consider the exigencies of the sit-
uation created by the defection of so many
manufacturers, but the meeting had not mate-
rialized at noon, and prominent manufacturers
denied that there was to be one. In speaking
of the situation, President Keating, of tbe
Western Manufacturers' Association, said: "A
general break may occur but I don's
know; the manufacturers may do as they
please."

The Yonngstown, O. Telegram says the Ma-
honing valley manufacturers have sent out so-
licitors for orders, and are pushing them to
greater activity every day, in order that they
may be in shape for instant resumption once the
signal for starting is given. Tbe scale vfas also
signed to-da- y by the Ohio Falls Iron Company,
of New Albany, Ind.; the Sharon Iron Company,
of Sharon, Pa.; Long ic Co., of this city, and the
Licking Mill Company, of Ohio. This makes
five tignatures to-da- y. The signing of the scale
by the Sharon Iron Company is significant, from
the fact that it is the first break in the Saenaogo
valley.

Switchmen Return to Work.
Kansas Citv, July 13. The striking switch-

men on the Council Bluffs division of the Burl-
ington road to-da- y signified their willingness to
return to work, and they may bo taken back in
the coarse of a few days. They mado an ufl

surrender. The strikers on the
Hannibal division still remain out Traffic- - is
proceeding as usual, as nearly all the places are
filled.

Theo. Cuyler, in a recent letter expresses him-

But that select circle of clergy at Brooklyn
has a platform which eannot take upon it all of
the clergy, much less all cf the religious world.
And I am one of the clergy who dissents from
Dr. Cuyler, for the reason that his position is
untenable, and that what he claims for his
distinguished brother. Dr. Storrs. is unmanly. '

If the draft of the Republican platform before
me is correct and genuine, I claim, first, no in-

telligent, discriminating mind can discern in it
any other doctrine than: (L) That the tpro-tecti- re

tariff system" for American industries,
must be maintained. (2. ) To do this, if it were
necessary to to cancel revenue,' or tax vs. whis-
ky, used for medical and manufacturing pur-
poses, also, vs. tobacco, etc., then the Repub-
lican party would cancel free revenue or tax.
That is all of hat. There is no "free whisky
in that. It urfrt'S temperance as a virtue of a
good American citizen. My personal and pro-
fessional record will present me as clear-cu- t a
practical Prohibitionist, (but no 'political Pro-
hibitionist") as is Dr. Cayler or Dr. Stom. I
can see J.hat free clergy and free church may
preach to American citizens of native birth or
of other nationalises free doctrines of absolute
prohibition, and men will accept it
or reject it as they please where
there is no civil law to enforce this.
A political party may advocate temperance
just as properly as it may advocate 'education
as an essential"factor to a good citizen, and no
sensible man need object to tbat. And if for
purposes of protection the emergency should
arise and the national government should en-
tirely remove tbe revenue or tax from spirits
and tobacco, etc., and remand the question of
revenue upon such products to the States, would
Dr. Cuyler wish any wider field for hisrnfluenco
to secure wiser legislation than in the State of
New York, and others of cs in our respective
States?

The fact is that the Republican party, as one
of the measures t o preserve and perpetuato tbe
Nation, twenty-fiv- e years ago adopted the 'prot-
ective system." It is an essential part of our
present national' life; and under it the Nation
has been prosperous. It has assumed that tho
schedule of tariff rates must be adjusted to the
necessities of trade.

The Republican party afnrms this doctrine by
implication. The Democratic party style them-
selves "free trade,r but define that to be "tariff
revision" or "Mills" bill. In other words, Ubey
build a system upon our protective principle and
then clamor againstsaid system, and by reason of
that political policy, in and out of Congress, have
paralyzed the business interests of the country.

I mink, therefore, that our distinguished
Brooklyn divine has done himself Injustice be-
fore the American Republic, and if be has been
a patriot, as he claims for himself, he had better
oontmue in his advanced years upon that line.

But the great patriotic people of the North
and West have something more than "free or
taxed whisky," or "free or taxed tobacco," etc.,
in this presidential campaign. The doctrine of
"protection" for the American farmer, manu-
facturer and lab' er has been and is one of the
basal ideas of the Republican party. Under it
the people of the land, until 1SS4, were prosper-
ous. It has a thousand interests and details in
it, and these have been tampered with by the
present administration party. To restore
power to protection it is necessary to
restore the Republican party. The patriots of
the Nation, desire "protection" vs. the free-trad- e

trend of the "Southern Democracy." But the
deliverance of patriots from political and civil
oppression is the great issue before the Ameri-
can people. American patriots of the patriotie
States oueht to see that in the fifteen onee
Southern States, by means of a political organ-
ization and method? which make it a "political
conspiracy," have obtained municipal control.
These States record 153 votes in the electoral
college. To patriots of these States the "South-e- m

Democracy" is technically as offensive and
oppressive to us as was their armed rebellion of
1SC1 and 18C5, when they fought to destroy the
Nation, and we fought to protect it

The patriotic constituency here are 5,000,000
white and G, COO. 000 of colored race, vs. 7,000,000
of Southern Democrats of patriotic voters
2.400.000, vs. 1,600,000 Southern Democrats.
We look to patriots of the Nation to turn down
this "Southern Democracy'' in the national ad-
ministration, which for twenty-thre-e years since
their armed rebellion have nullified tbe laws of
,ue land and deprived patriots of the South of
their political and civil rights. This is the
burnice diserace which we ask of tbe patriots
of this Nation to wipe out Patriots native and
adopted! to the Southern section desire this for
our deliverance and for the honor of our Nation,
and then for material aevelopment we will ap-
ply the methods and industries of the West or
protective system and come out of our depressed
condition.

"Protection" and "deliverance of patriots
from the political and civil oppression of the
Southern Democracy" are the issues of the Re-
publican platform, and these are what we need
and what the Nation needs.

In order to ascertain the views of
Ihese veterans in the party, the Journal eorre-iponde- nt

interviewed a number of them with
ihe following result:

Warren B. Cole: I am seventy-nin- e years of
ge. and vividly recollect the old "Tip and Tyler"

fight. I lived in Freeport at that time, and was
at a number of barbecues that fall one in par-
ticular that was held in Rushville. Shelby.
Hush, Hancock and Heory counties made it tne
last crand rally of central Indiana for tnat sea--

ton. The Shelby county delegation was formed
io front of the old court-hous- e in Shelbyville.
it was headed by the usual big
wagon, decorated in red, white and
blue, followed by tbe inevitable canoe with a
full-fledge- d log-cabi- n built on the rear of it.
Tni was decorated with dried pumpkins and
bunches of coonskins. At Rushville there were
Almost miles of tables spread, groaning beneath
their loads of roaated oxen. I was also in C'ia-:;nn- at

that year at the great reception held in
aonor of General Harrison and also heard him
tpeak at Cheviot.

William H. Cooper: I distinctly remember
the barbecue at Rushville in 1340. I lived with-
in a mile and a half of Shelbyville. aud went
with tbe delegation on horseback, with a young
men's elab. pledged to support General Harri-
son. On the grounds at Rushville was erected
a log cabin, and here most of the provender was
prepared. The bad ess worn by the crowd were
pictures of Harrison, having above them minia-
ture log cabins and beiow the State seal. One
surious feature noticeable tome was the dress of
a great brigade of men from Henry county. They
wore coonekw caps, whose plumes were the
Jails of those departed animals.

To What Base Uses m Woman's Temperance

Like that it is a sheer fabrica-
tion, and like that it was intended to appeal to
tbe lowest instinct of ignorant and prejudiced
people. No such a card .appeared at the bead
of the editorial column, or any other column, or
anywhere in any column at any
time in any issue . cf that paper in
'82 or '83. or any other year, sicned
by Benjamin F. Harrison or any other Harrison,
nor waa there ever anything like it in substance
or in fact, either editorial or otherwise.
