A Case of Sochi Dradation That Was Found
in this City by the Ker. 0. C. SIcCulIoch.

Tier. Mr. MeColloch read a paper before tha
'Kailonal Conference of Charities and Correction,
at Buffalo, last week, which baa excited a cre&t
deal of comment and praise. Mr. McCalloch'a
theme was "The Tribe of Iahmael
A Study ia Social Degradation."

In the fall of 1837, in this eitr, he
visited certain persons who were in extreme" des-
titution, and, after providinr for their imme-
diate wants, looked into the records of the
towoship trustee. He found that he had as-

sisted a family known as the Ishmaels, which
bad a can per history of several generations,
and so Intermarried with others as to
form a pauper ganglion of several hundreds.
The Ishmaels first appeared in Indianatolis in
1S40. The original family sim. of whien there
was seant record, was traced hack through Ken-tnek- y

and Pennsylvania to Maryland to the re-
mote date of 1700. Ben Ishmael had eight
ecildren. One son, named John, married a half-bree- d

woman and came to Marion county ia
1640. Of the history of this man, Mr. McCulloch
poke as follows:

IIe was diseased and eonld go no further.
He bad seven children, of whom two were left In.
Kentucky, one is lost sight of, and oneremaioed
unmarried. The remaioinr three sons married
three sisters from a pauper family named Smith.
Thes had children, of wiiom fourteen lived and
thirteen raised families, having sixty children,.

Whisky in One Case and Politics in An-oth- er

Lead to Shooting Affrays.

A Xeihhorhood Roosh Killed in His Ancdetj
ta Fight An Ardent Democrat Desiring

to Whip Somebody Is Wounded.

George W. Ferrand, living eight miles south
of town near the resort known as Shannon's
Lake, shot and killed William Maples, a citizen
of the same neighborhood, yesterdsy morning
between 7 and 8 o'clock. The shooting seems to
have been case of self-defens- e, as from all that
can be ascertained Maples was something of a
desperado when under the influence of liquor.
As Ferrand tells tbe story of the affair, Satur-
day night Maples was tn town, and became in-

toxicated. A colored man named Smith took
him to bis house, leaving him there ever night
Yesterday morning staples, still intoxicated,
saddled bis horse and started on a trip, which
as he said, "would clean .the ranch out" He
bad cot gone far when his horse stumbled and
fell, throwing him to the ground and bruising
his face and head.

Mounting, he rode on and met Columbus
Leech, to whom he reiterated his intention of

cleaning out" the neighborhood. Seemingly,
Leech persuaded him to desist, for Maples
showed some signs of relenting. About 7 o'clock,
however, he appeared at the door of Ferrand's
house and began a friendly conversation. There
had never been any feud of any kind between
the two, and they talked. for a half hour or
more, as juaniea rose to go, ne evinced a ce-si- re

to pick a quarrel with Ferrand, who made
no rebuffs, but 'endeavored to calm him down.
Maples took great delight in showing a quart
bottle of whisky, half empty, that he had pur-

chased the night before, and Insisted
that Ferrand should meet him band to hand.
To this Ferrand replied: "Maples, yon know
I am one of your best friends here Jn the bot
toms," and Maples rose to go. ReacMng the
gate, he began to mount his horse, but, turning,
he exclaimed, George, I'm going to do you."
Seizing a rail from the fence near by, he mode a
rush at Ferrand, who begged him to stop, and
retreated towards his front door. In bis franiio
attempts to' strike Ferrand, Maples broke th
rail into three pieces, and with the fragment
left in his hands he made a final charge. At
tbe same time Ferrand, warning him to stop,
drew his revolver and fired two shots, striking
his antaeonist directly in the, breast just above
the heart Maples turned and walked up the
road some fifty or sixty yards, when he fell and
died.

Ferrand, who made no attempt to run, at
tended to some chores about his place,
after which he went where Maple's
body was lying. His friends urged him to run.
but he concluded that hie best plan was to give
himself up, which he did yesterday afternoon.
He had intended, going to WaverJv to spend
Sunday, and had put his revolver m hi5 pocket,
as he would return late at night Maples is a
married man. Ferrand is twenty-fou- r, single
and an orphan. Two farmers. Andrew Will jams
and William Sawyer, witnessed the shooting

NATURAL GAS AND COAL

Dealers Are Preparin? for the Regular De

mand for the Old Fuel This Winter.

The coal dealers of the city are a little slow in
ordering their winter's supply of both hard and
soft coal, owing to the business-lik- e prospects
that the natural-ga- s companies are holding out
to the citizens. It is so uncertain jest what
tbeir prospects will amount to --that it ia begin-
ning to have its effects. It leems that circulars
have been issued to many on the South side by
the gas companies, notifying them that gaa can
not be carried to that portion of the city before
next year. Over thirty families, residing eaat
of Dillon street, on the South Side, have fitted
up their residences for gas, and are now highly
indignant over the treatment they have received.
By many it is thought that the effort will be to
drive all back to the open grate and base-burne- r.

A. B. Meyer, of the coal firm of A. B. Meyer &
Co., was asked his opinion yesterday, and said:
"The coal dealers have not yet taken any action
on the matter, but there is no doubt tbat tbe
winter's supply will fall far short of that of
last year. All the dealers concede that the
natural-ea- s boom win nurt tne traae, and as a
consequence I am buyingprbbably not more than
half as heavily as I did in 1837.. Hard eoal forms
tbe largest bulk of our purchaees, aod I dare say
all tbe Indianapolis trade won t bring in twenty
car loads a day. I guess I am the only dealer
who has yet invested at all l nave neard or no
others. No man is going to lay in a big supply,
when there is no prospect of a ready sale,
and that is tbe way this gas question ia begin-
ning to make things look.' This decrease in
stock will be universal among all the dealers I
believe. The faet is, I don t suppose you could
find seventy-fir- e ears of hard coal on the side
tracks to-da- y."

Enos C Pray, of Hunt & Pray, remarked, in
a hopeful sort of a way. "Natural gas will hurt
us, of course, but not to any ereat extent The
principal men who .will be caught will be the
heavy dealers and contractors. A cumber of
eoal dealers stopped the business as soon as this
gas question was agitated, but I think they quit
too soon. There was no necessity for the sud
den scare. Oar firm has, up to this date, made
as many contracts as we had at this time last
year, we are receivme encouragement every
day from old customers, i ney say go antad,
and w are going. We don't want to hurt the
South Side gas customers, but all we can say is
that if the companies dont keep their promises,
they can't blame ns if we sell coal to tbe people.
Tbey must have fires, and from tae present out-
look, they will take coal, inasmuch as they can't
get gas. We are handling as Tnucli bard and
soft coal as we ever did, and many of our best
customers to day are men who live right on the
natural-ga- s routes."

A correspondent of Vick's Magazine says: I
do not believe in being stingy, but. truly, if you
want to suceeed with cactus, yon must refuse
vour friends and all their relations "slips.

Bvnum Has Favored Constituents Who
Want Protection for Their Industry.

Encntistlc Tile an Item of Importance on the
Tariff List Features in the Current
' - of General and Local Politics.

The United States Encaustic Tile-work- s at
this place is one of the largest industries of the
kfcid in the United States. The annual output
exceeds that of any other tile-wor-ks la the conn-tr- y.

Its products are sold in every city of any'
considerable size from Maine to California. This
great industry is owned by three men, two of
whom, John J. Cooper aod Jackson Landers,
happen to be Democrats. It i a business that
ia completely dependent on the tariff, at least
31 r. Cooper so stated to a Journal representative
last evening. He said: We eould not run the
factory at all if the tariff on floor-tilin- g were re-

moved. The industry baa been started in this
country but about fifteen years. Zanesville, O..
I think bad the first manufactory. Ia that time
under the operation of a tariff the business has
been very snecessfal, several concerns having
sprung up ia different portions of the country,
and the result has been to develop quite an
extended industry. If the tariff were removod
I have co doubt but English and French manu-

facturers, who have been running for scores of
years and have the advantage of long experience
and cheap labor, would easily undersell us and
compel a suspension here. I do cot think, how-

ever, that there will be a reduction on fcoor
tiling.

"Will there be any reductions on fine tilingH
"I believe the Mills bill contemplates a cut of

10 per cent a reduction from 55 percent to
45 per cent, but that will not affect our busi-
ness greatly, as that quality of goods is but a
small portion of our sales."

Now this is the condition cf the encaustic tile-wor-ks

at this place, so far as the tariff is con
cemed, according to one of the members of the
firm. The great mass of the business, accord-
ing to Mr. Cooper's statement, is in floor tiling, a
completely protected industry, while a very small
portion of it is in the finer grades of tiling, noon
which there ia already a heavy duty, bat which
Ran stand a small shave in order to keep hands
011 the important part of the firm's business.

But uow for the denouement Congress-
man Bynnm is a pronounced free trader. He is
not only bartily in sympathy with the Mills
bill, trat even wants to go farther and wire oot
all dntlcs except on the smallest number of
articles. He baa from the first been .an un-
compromising enemy cf the tariff. Now, when
the list of articles to bo cut on was being dis-
cussed, it was proposed that, since pottery and
all industries of that kind were to receive a
xvbaek, tiling also ought to have its shar. The
nsoal free-trad- e arguments were advanced that,
since but few people were dependent on the til-

ing industry and multitudes were compelled to
buy the prod acta, C would be better, on the
whole, to cut the4 tariff and allow the people of
this country to buy where they coold boy
cheapest It was a question, they said,
of the greatest good to the greatest cumber,
and, of course, the tariff ought then be reduced.
But it turns out that in Mr. Bynum s own dis--
triet is the largest manufactory of tiling m the
eountry right iu his own home, and owned by
two of his personal friends. The circumstances
are awkward. If he carries out his principles
and allows to go in the Mills bill any reductions
of the tariff cn floor pottery of any consequence
whatever, trouble will be raised at home, and he
will have an exceedingly hard row to hoe when
he wants to return to Conzress. This is exactly
the situation, it is said, that confronted Mr.
Bynum. When the proposition arose to touch
the tariff on tiling, there was the liveliest kind
of a tilt, it is asserted, between him and his
party friends, the manufacturers here. They
said to him directly that the duty on that in-

dustry must remain richt where it is, at any
rate as far as floor tiling is concerned. Any
reduction would greatly injure tbeir business,
or, if Mr. Cooper states it correctly, a big cut
would ruin it Letters passed between here and
Washington over the matter, and Bynum, it is
said, was given to understand when a; home
that nothing must appear in the Mills bill that
would damage the industry here. What was
the result? A small cnt cf 10 per cent on the
finer articles is proposed, while the duty on the
great bulk of the basinens is left as it is. All of
which demonstrates that it is an entirely differ-
ent thing when your own ox is gored, or that
when the tariff redaction is brought right home
to Democrats they don't like it any better than
anyone eue.

Ex-Senat- liroce'e Purposes.
Ex-Senat- B. K, Bruce, of Mississippi, is

spending a few dsys here with his father-in-la- w.

He will go to Washington next week to join his
wife and there pass a few weeks in visiting be
fore beginning the work he proposes to do in
this campaign. To a Journal reporter yester-
day he said: "I have been on the lecture plat-
form now for two years, but will devote myself
from this on to the campaign. I expect to take
the stump about the 1st of September and give
it my whole time until the campaign closes in
November. In '84 I made sixty-fon- r speeches,
but do not intend to make quite so many this
campaign, owing to weakness of my throat"

'What can you say of the colored vote this
yearn

'My people are strong for Harrison. . The in-

telligent and educated portion of the race ia
almost entirely Republican, and I have heard of
no dissatisfaction amone them."

"What about a proposed independent party
among the colored voters of the country! "

"O, that is merely a Democratic trick to catch
the colored vote. Nearly all the leaders in the
movement are avowed Democrats. J. Milton
Turner, who is at its head, was American min-
ister to Liberia under Grant, and was afterwards
a Democratic candidate for the same position.

He
made a speech before the board the other day of
snch character that led the members to request
him to redoc hie arguments to writing. Yester-
day Lieutenant-governo- r Robertson received
from Mr. Gilbert a communication. In which the
latter verified his previous statements by figures.
'Railroad property' ia Indiana," he wrote,

"bears its full share, or more then its fnil share,
of taxation; and, as between the several rail-

roads of the State, the Fort Wayne Company
pays upon a valuation very greatly ia excess of
its proper proportion. The grand duplicate of
the State for 18S7 shows the value of taxable
property to be $757,147,713, the value placed
upon railroad property for that year being $02,-002.4- 39

or a2-1- 0 per cent of the total value of
all property in the State as returned for taxa-
tion. The grand duplicate for 1SS1 was $S05,
202.792, being $48,054,079 more than in the year
1837, or a reduction of about C per
cent since 1861. In 1831 there were
4,345 miles of railroad in the State. The
aggregate value of railroad property for that
year was $43,336,140. The mileage in 1837 was
5.G79, and the aggregate value of all railroad
property for that year was $52,092,439. The in--

m

crease of mileage from 18S1 to 1SS7 was 30 7.10
per cent, while the increase of tne valuation of
railroad nroperty was 43 3.10 per cent On the
basis of 1881 the extension of railroads from that
year to and including 1837 would have made the
total value of railroad property, based on the
value of 1831, $5C,621,334; or, while other prop-
erty in the State was valued at $48,054,079, or
abont 6 percent less than in 1831, railroad prop-
erty was increased (in addition to tbe amonnt
which should be added for extension) $5,471,105,
or 6 9.10 per cent y cannot be true
that all property in that State except railroad
property was less valuable in 1837 than 18SL"

After referring in this way to railroads in gen-
eral throughout the State, Mr. Gilbert said, con-
cerning the Pittsburg, Fort Wayne & Chicago
road: 'It has 152 miles of main track, passing
through the counties of Allen, Whitley, Kos
ciusko, Marshall, Starke, Laporte, Porter and
Lake, all except Starke being wealthy agricult-
ural counties, and a number of them having
large cities and towns with important manufact
uring and other interests. In 187 the assessed
value of all property in these counties, including
railroad property, was $3,514,726, of which $16,- -
3C9.024, or 19 110 of thd total, was railroad
property, and 5 8-1- 0 of the total was the assessed
value of tbe 152 miles of the P., Ft W. & C.
railway, with its side-track-s, rolling stock and
improvements. In the . eounty of Stark (which
I will coneede is by co means a wealthy county)
the seventy-eigh-t miles of railroad pay 50 4--10 of
the entire tax of the county, the Fort Wayne
company paying 18 per cent, or nearly one-fift- h

of the entire tax. and this on twelve miles
of a single-trac- k railroad. In the eight counties
above named there are 1,031.87 miles of main
track, of which tbe Fort Wayne Company has
152.57, or 14.8 per cent, while its valuation is
30.1 per cent of all the railroad property in
these counties, through which several of tbe
best lines in the State, and even of the United
States, pass. The Fort Wayne comparisons are
based upon track, rolling stock and all railroad
property, and in a measure show the discrep
ancy between tne value-- ? Heretofore placed
on the P., Ft. W. & C. Railway and the other
rai'roada in the same territory.

"As before stated, there were 5,679 miles of
main track in operation in the year 1837, and
the aggregate valuation of main track for that
year waa $45,156,493, or

" e thought the valuation high at $20,030 per
mile, and now think that a careful comparison
must satisfy you that this was true. While all
other property has been reduced in value since
1SS1, the tax on money invested in railroads has
been increased, so that property so invested now
pays nearly one-tent- h of the entire tax of the
State."

- GENERAL HARRISON AT IIOHE.

Delegations Comin? to Show Their Zeal in Be-

half of the Ticket and Party.

General Harrison enjoyed a day of undisturbed
rest yesterday. He was absent from bis pew in
tbe First Presbyterian Church for the first time
in a good many Sundays, He desired to attend
services, but his physician advised him to re-

main in doors and subject himself to no more
exposure until be had fully recovered from his
slight indisposition of Saturday. Although the
General felt co traces of indisposition, he con-

sented to follow the advice of his physician. No
distinguished callers were at the residence dur-
ing the day. Quite a number of the intimate
friends of the family called yesterday afternoon:
and last evening to inquire about the health of
the General and other members of the family.

Tbe present week promises to give General
Harrison additional rest, but there is no telling
how many visiting delegations he msy have to
meet before its close. Several Indiana eounties
are making arrangements to come in and con-
gratulate him. but as yet co dates have been
definitely fixed. A delegation from Montlcello,
III, will be here Thursday. In that town are
twenty-fiv- e old men who voted for Gen. William
Henry Harrison in 1840. This excursion will
also have with it the Lincoln and Black Eagle
Clubs, of Springfield, I1L, attended by tbe
Watch Factory Band, glee and escort clubs, of
that city. Decatur too, ta to be represented by
the Tippecanoe Club, of that place, accompanied
by a glee club and Goodman's band.

The Suicide of Iebo.
The friends of Alvin S. Lebo, the young man

who committed suicide at the Insane Hospital
last Friday night by hanging himself, blame the
hospital authorities for his death. The hanging
was done by Lebo tearing up the sheet, fasten-
ing one end of the strips to his neck, and tbe
other to the window grating. The preparation
for the act and its accomplishment must have
made considerable noise, and yet no one knew
of the death until tbe following morning. It
was 6 o'clock when Lebo was found, and he had
then apparently been dead five or six hours. A
watchman is employed whose doty it is to keep
a close watch ott the rooms of tbe inmates, bnt
he was oot near enough to hear any noise in
Lebo's room, or, if he did. he did not seek to tee
what the trouble was. 'If an inmate who is cot
dangerously insane can hang himself without
disturbing the attendants," said a trentleman
yesterday, 4,people who have relatives there
mnst be uneasy about their safety all the time.
There is evidently great need or a new manage
ment there."

Charted with Grmrm Crime.
Chas E. Wilgus, a grocer, was yesterday

placed under arrest charged with a crime which
Invol? es his relations with his niece and four
teen-year-ol- d dauehter. The case was brought
to light through the investigations of the Odd
fellows, of which he was a member. But little
can be ascertained a regards the details of tbe
family's domestie relations, except that Wilgus
insists that for some time his daughter has been
incorrigible and bevonJ his control. Charles
Gardner made the affidavit upon which thi war
rant of arrest was iseued. and he says that the
matter has been investigated by the lodzo of
which Wilgus was a member.

A Brakeman Killed.
John Gregg, a brakeman on the Panhandle

rauroaa, living at ro. y jtota street, was
crushed under the ears and killed near the shops
of the road yesterday noon. He was setting a
brake, and slipping, fell between the car a. His
head and face were crushed. He was thirty two
years of age. married and has bvo children.
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
