A Statement from His Physician That
Refutes Rumors to the Contrary.

The false statements that were given currency

gesterday through Democratic sources unnee-
essarily alarmed some people who should have

taken 1010 consideration the low value for truth-
fulness of the men who gave the lies publicity.

While the misrepresentations were being given
&o importance they did not deserve, General
Harrison was at his office as well as ever. Doe-
tor Jameson, the General's physician, bad been
quoted in such a maoner as to maks it appear
that the malicious suggestions a Sentinel arti-
sle sought to convey had the stamp of suthori-
ty. Yesterday the Doctor gave the following to
& Journal reporter:

““There has been at no time sny occasion to
mﬂl General Harrison as a sick mao. He
an attack of acute indigestion, but not of a
pevere character. It was sufficiently trouble-
sowe, however, to give him some pain and dis-
comfort. There was at no time any febrile dis-
surbance or even an intimation of inflammatory
drouble. The pain yielded readily toa light
anodyne treatment. arding bim as well, I
saw him for the last time this morning, and ad-

vised him to discontinue treatment.

“Hexgy Jameson, M. D.”

In addition to this, the Doctor said that the
efforts to make his condition at any time to ap-
pear serious bad pothing whatever to warrant
Soem, and that no newspaper men had ever re-
geived from him a statement regarding the
General " He bad been quoted, bat bhe had
talked to no reporters. *‘General Harrison,” he
eontinued, ‘““is a strong, healthy man, and has a
first-class organization: Had he been surround-
@2 by ordinary circumstances in this instance,
I would have advieed him to take no treatment

st all. It was only the demands that would be
made upon his strength hereafter that led me to
advise rest for a day or two.”

White Huckleberries,
Blooming Grove, Pa., Epecial.

A very curious fruit crop was gathered last
week in Pike eounty. There is but one other
#pot in the country where such a crop grows,
The fruit is white buckleberries. Whether it is
a species by itself or simply a freak of nature,
the bushes that bear these berries have blos-
somed and ripened their ftuit longer than any
one now living in the country can remember on
East Knob, a mountain 2,000 feet above tide on
the western border of Blooming Grove town-
ship. The berries are about the size of a wild
charry and are a creamy white. They are very
sweet. The bushes yielded this year abous
twelve bushels, but they have produced as many
as twenty bushels in a season. They are usually
purchased by a Philadelphia fruit dealer a: 82 a
bushel. It is =aid Le realizes hacdsomely on his
purchase, as he obtains a very handsome sum
for bis berriee. This white huckleberry erop is
monopolized by a msn named Hobday, who
owns the Iand on which they grow. The only
other white huckleberry district known is in
Sussex Couunty, N. J., on a farm owned by Mr,
McEverett, President of she Port Jervis First
National Bank. The field is not as large as the
I'ike County district, as it rarely yields more
toan a bushel of berries.

An 0ld “Tippecanoce” Club in Chicago.

The Whigs who voted for Gen. William Henry
Harrison for President held a second meeting at
the Grand Pacific Hotel ye-‘erday afterncon.
There wers more than one hundred of them.
Two of them were delegates to the convention
which nominated Harrison at Cineinnati in 1840
One of these was W. D. Scott, the youngest
delegate in the convention, for he bacame of age
Feb. 21, 1810, and on the following day helped
to nominate Harrison. He lived at that time
at Tiffin, O. Charles Duffield, the other dele-

gate, i8 eighty years old. He was a
ehum of Scott Harrison, Gen. Ben lar-
rison's father, wheu they were young men,
and maoy a time, he says, he danced with Miss
Irwin, who later became Mrs. Scott Harrison,
and mother of Ben. Another of the old fellows
was William Heanry Harrison Conkey. He was
old enongh to vote in 1840. For twenty-five
years before his father, Jobn Conkey, had been
a personal friend of Grandpa Harrisor, and, as
a soldier, had fought under him in the war of
'12. Mr. Conkey recalls the time when he shook
hands with General Lafayette at Syracuse, N.
Y., in 1825. The oldest man was J. D. Howe,
ninety, Col. E. H. Castle was there. He
came to Chicago in 1838, He is seventy-seven.
T. D. Thomas, eighty-iwo, cast his first vote for
John Quiney Adams at Utica, N. Y.

Two pails of =ider, with tin dippers, were sent
in by John B. Drake. Tremendous cheers were
raised intormituntl{Iu the crowd drank to tha
health of Gen. Ben Harrison. Dr. D. S. Smith,
the president elected at the Preceding meeting,
was chairman. The roll of officers was com-
pleted by electing Reason J. Bennett vice-presi-
dent and C. R. Vandercook sergeant-at-arms.
The report of the committee on constitution,
through Enos Slosson, was received. The so-
ciety is called *"The Old Tippecance Club.” All
who voted for General Harrison in 1536 or 1840
may be members. The membership is free and
the club is to be devoted to the election of Gen.
Ben Harrison and the advancement of Repub-
lican principles,

“Every little while some donkey writes a long
article pretending to tell all that happened be-
tween Mr. Blaine and myself. There has never
an unpleasent word passed between Mr. Blsine
and mysel?. We have pever had any falling
out. I wmever asked Mr. 3Blaine's in-
fluence for myself. I never asked Presi-
dent rayes, Garfield, or Arthur for any
position wiatever, and I have mnever
asked Mr. Cleveland for any appointment uader
the civil-service. With regard to the German
mission, about which so moch has been said, ail
that I ever did in regard to that was to call on
Secretary Evarts and inform bhim that there
was no place in the gift of the administration
that I wounld aceept. I could not afford to throw
AWAY a good many thousand doliars a year for
the sake of an office. So I say again that I
never asked or dreamed of asking any such
favor of Mr. Biaive. Those favors have besn
exactly the other way—from me and not from
him—go there 18 not the slightest tiuth in the
charge that there was some difference betwe'n
our families.

“I have great respect for Mrs. Blaine, have
always considered her an extremely good and
sensible woman, and our relations have always
been, so far as 1 know, of the friendliest char-
acter, and such relations have alwaya existed
betwaen all the members of both families, so far
as I know. In 1884 1 did not think that 3fr.
Blaine could be elected. I thought the same at
the Chicago convention this year. I knew that
he has a great number of ardent admirers and
exceedingly self-denying and unselfish friends.
I believe that he has more friends than any
other man in the Republican party,
but he also has bitter enemies
—enemies  with influence  Taking this
into consideration, and believing that the
success of the party was more important than
the success of any individual, I was in favor of
nominating some man who would poll the entire
Republicar vote. This feeling did not grow out
of any hostility to apy man but simply out of
a desire for Republican success. In other words,
I endeavored to take an unprejudiced view of the
situation. Under no circumstances would I
underrate the ability and influence of Mr.
Blaine, nor would I endeavor to depreciate the
services he has rendered to the Republican parsy
and to the country, but by this time it ought to
be understood that I belong to no man, that I
am the proprietor of myself.”

SPECIFICATIONS CALLED FOR.

Gen. Clinton B, Fisk in an Uncomfortable Cor-
ner—Will He Answer These Questions?

Gen. Clinton B, Fisk, the Prohibition nomi-
nee for President, is accredited with the follow-

ing three sentences in his Fourth of July ad-
dress at Woodstock, Conn.:

He [the saloon-keeper] sits supreme in the National
Congress and makes laws in the country's capital.

He goveras courts of justice and makes ministers of
the law and iegislatures his lackeys.

He silences the preacher in his pulpit and muzzles
the editor at his desk.

This is a serions indictment. We call for
specifications. This campaign is to be earried
by cold facts, not by fiery rhetor's. We have
great respect for General Fisk, buc we are afraid
that he bas set a bad exampls for political
orators in thess three sentences. The country
may not have passed all the laws it shounld
against the saloon, but it would be difficult
to indicate sny whioh have been passedin
the last filve years in its favor The
pational Congress has unanimously paesed
a law providing for public education
on the subject of temperanes in the Distriet of
Columbia aand the Territories. What has it
passed to counterbalance this for the benefit of
the saloon! The courts have held that the
legislative bodies bave supreme power to regu-
late or prohibit the liquor traffic. What de-
cisions have they made to counterbalance this
in the interest of the saloons! The legislatures
have refused to break down the Sunday law, have
raised the license fee, have established local op-
tion, have passed prokibitory laws. What have
they dome to connterbalance these aects
for the benefit of the ealoon? The preachers of
almost every denomination have passed riznging
resolutions against the liquor traflic and the
saloon. What have they done to counterbalance
these resolutions in favor of the saloon? We do
not believe that 10 per cent. of the eciergy, In-
cluding the Catholic priesthood and the Hard-
sbell Baptist preachers of the Southwest, are
silent in the pulpit respecting the evile of in-
temperance. General Fisk makes a mistake
when he counts in favor of the ssloon men who
are as much in earpest as himself in fighting
the saloon, but who think they can fight to bet-
ter advantage in a different way.

the thousands of Chinese laborers who had lefs
the United States with the intention of return-
ing under existing laws. It therefore became
necessary for the Senate to amend the trealy by
adding to the first article the words: “And this
prohibition shall extend to the returnof Chinese
laborers who are not pow in the United States,
whether holding return ecertificates or not.”

It is also found necessary, in order to secure

the ends for whioh the treaty was negotiated, to

smend the second article so as to make that
effective. DBoth these amendments were pro-
posed by Kepublican Seunators, and carried
tbrough by the Republican side, The treaty
pow awaits the approval of toe Chinese govern-
ment, All delay in its ratiiication is directly
due to the fact that the President and Seeretary
Bayard utterly failed to frame and negotiate a
gtrictly prohibitory treaty. A little less eneer-
ing at the Republican position, and a little more
explanation of Desmoeratic failure and bungling
in this matter are properly in order.
