DRIFT OF rOPCLAR OFINION.

What Men Are Saying and Writing About the
Nominees.

Lee Nance, president of a New York colored
Republican club, known as the Hustlers, was in
the city yesterday, and called on General Harri-
son. The Hustlers are all young men who have
either themselves lived in the South and suf-

fered personal injury or loss of property on ac-

count of their political views, or are the sons of
men who have suffered such indignities. Mr.
Nance, for instance, is the son of a man who
was shot to death while making a speech in
South Carolina in the year 1SG3.

"Not all of us," said Mr. Nanee to a Journal
reporter yesterday, "have suffered such an in-

jury at the hands of the South as have I, but we
have all had sufficient reason to eneourage a
feeling of mistrust against that section of the
country, the more especially when we see that
the same animosities which caused the people
then to mistreat ns lead them against any col-
ored man in that section of the country to-da- y

who dare to assert his independenes in the mat-
ter of voting or speaking. w

'What is the object of your society!" he was
asked.

The object of our society is not to foster any
movement against the South. One of our first
objects is to support the Republican party, which
we believe was called into being in order
to release us from our oppression, and to which
therefore, the colored man owes an everlasting
obligation. Whenever we hear, therefore, of a
colored man who forsakes or talks of forsaking
the Republican party we do everything we eau
to dissuade him. My object in coming here is in
view of the forthcoming meeting of so-call-ed in-

dependent colored voters. I propose to do
nothing more than to find oat the opinions of
these men and give them my own views. They
certainly have a right to take any position upon
politics that they choose, but I have my serious
doubts whether any great number of colored
men of intelligence and integrity can be found
doing anything but supporting General Harrison
with every means in their power. For tnv own
part, I still cherish the hope that General Harri-
sons idea of our Constitution will some day be
realized, and that we will yet see in this conn-tr- y

every vote counted that is cast, and erery
man, white or black, allowed to vote according
to his own convictions."

Mr. Nauce yesterday wrote a letter to a friend
in the Sonth in which he extolled General Har-
rison as a fine man in every way. "Ho, strikes
me," the letter continued, "as being a man of
wonderful daring and courage upon any ground
of right. lie fought the rebels in the late war,
which is sufficient proof of his courage. Under
his administration the public will steadily grow
in constitutional strength, and when the Re-
public has obtained every constitntional power
which one term of Harrison will render unto it
the rights of the ballot will be secured to every
citizen in the United States, including even yon
in the South."

James O'Brien, a lawyer of Kokomo, said
while looking at the delegation yesterday with
whieh he came to tho city, 'you can see what
Howard county means by this.

played on special occasions. Every day is alike
to us as far as our politics goes.

The laboring
men are going to go solid for the Republican
candidates, and that means more than you
think when you remember where Kokomo is.
A number of new factories have lately moved in,
bringing men whose polities I can't state. But I
have talked with a good many of the foremen,
and from what 1 gather I don't think Cleveland
will profit very much by their appearance in
Howard county, and a lot of the old Democrats,
men who have been called the "stand-bys- "

of the Democracy of the county, are coming
into our lines. There goes one now pointing to
a man passing on the opposite side of the
street He has been a Democrat all his life,
and to-d- ay is wearing a Harrison badge. He is
a man who can give you all tne facts yon desire,
but he is no lover of publicity, and in all proba-
bility you can't get his consent to publish his
came."

The man in question is a lesding elothlrg
merchant of Kokomo, but on account of his
business relations he preferred that bis
name be kept from publication, although,
should it become necessary, he is willing to let
the world know how Le stands. "You can just
say this for me," he said to a reporter, "that for
all my life, and I have lived In Kokomo for
thirty-thre- e years, I have been what you may
call a mugwump, although I have leaned heavily
toward the Democratic side. In 18S4 I voted
for Cleveland, and I did so after considerable
deliberation. But the past four years have
given me enough of bis style ot government I
am going to vote for Harrison and Morton, and
moreover, I shall exert nyself to my fullest
ability to advance the Republican ticket in
Howard county."

L. B. Morey, of New Jersey, who represents
a leading manufactory in New York city, was
here yesterday, and in conversation with a
Journal reporter gave some very encouraging
facts regarding the campaign in different parts
of the country. He is an enthusiastic Repub-
lican and an ardent admirer of General Harri-
son. In New Jersey, where he lives, the people
are largely engaged in manufacturing, the larg-
est silk manufactory in the United States being
located at Peterson, and there is no doubt, he
says, about that State going Republican this
year.

How do you think New York will goP the
reporter asked.

"I am inclined to think that New York will go
Republican also. The State, outside of the city,
is largely Republican. Morton is very popular
with the people, and will be an honor to the
vice-president- ial chair if be should be called
upon to fill it Buffalo is strongly Republican,
and there the large Irisn element is adding to
the Republican strength by favoring protection.

"Do you find a great interest manifested in
theeitiesr

"Yon saw the enthusiasm that pervaded the
Kokomo delegation that was here this afternoon?
Well, the same interest is to be seen in all the
cities where I hate been only they don't have
General Harrison to rally around as they do
here. Why, in Louisville the other day I was
astonished at the enthusiasm manifested for
Harrison right therein Wattersoa's stronghold.
It is the same thing everywhere. The Chicago
convention could not have found a man who
would have created so muen enthusiasm among
the people. He is a type of pure American man-
hood, and that is what the American people ad-
mire. He bas a record against which nothing
can be said."

"It seems that the commercial men are near-
ly all protectionists; how do you account for
thisr

That is a fact; nearly all the commercial
men I meet are opposed to free trade, and the
reascn is that they know that whatever tends to
improve tho manufacturing Interests of the
country will naturally benefit all others. The
commercial men are a well-informe- d class of

Robt Shriver, president of First National
Bank, Cumberland, Md., in a letter to Wallace
Foster, of this city, gives the following interest-
ing bit of history:

Getting back to General Harrison, it may be of in-

terest to him to recall the fact that in the campaign
of 1840, when his grandfather waa the Whig candi-
date for President, our town, Cumberland, figured
somewhat prominently on account of a large ball con-

structed here, which gave rise to the phrase, used po-

litically, "Keep the ball rolling." It wm built under
the eupervisica of one of my uncles, Thomas Shriver,
by came, who, I think, also deserves the credit of
originating the idea. It was about twelve feet in
diameter and bad a rim around the middle which
served as a wheel on which to roll it. A pole extend-
ing from its two ends, or poles, had handles to the
two tides, by which it was easily guided. To propel
It, ropes wer attached to the two ends, and by hand-
holds tied in them men pulled it al ng. It was taken
from hero to Baltimore and from there went to a
number of other places in the country. The ball itself
was merely a skeleton of wooden strips eur?ed to the
shape of the ball, and the spaces intervening between
these strips were eovered with muslin on which mot-
toes of political significance were painted. The club
which accompanied it to Paltiniore wore bunting
shirts, a quaint costume, peculiar to the mountaineers
or backwoodsman of the day. It i possible that Gen-
eral Harrison haa tronal reeolWUon of it.

A Uy or two ago 1 received a letter from a eousia
res'.d.ng in Carroll countr, Maryland, in which he
states that durir.g the "Harrison fend hard rider cam-
paign" some of or.r uncles, stanch old Whigs, raised a
pole near their home, which bore the stars and stripes
for several year after. In 1847 a bis wind stotni
blew the vole down and broke it into three pieces,
and unroofed their flour mill at the same time. When
anew reef w put on a j.iec cf the pole was rigged
up on the mill as a support for the wind vane or
wether-ock- . and still does service in that capacity.
This is s apposed to be the only r-- in existence that
did service m theeampaign of 1440- - I am sorry to
add, however, that the present owners are on the
other side In this campaign, with no prospect of their
seeing the error of theii ways and coming into thetruj told.
