THE FIFTIETH CONGRESS.

—l—
The Senate Discusses the Bill Admitting
Washington Territory as a State.

Wasmixaroy, July 18 —Mr. Teller said that
be was not well enough to speak on the fisheries
treaty to-day.

The Senate then proceeded to the considera-
tion of the Senate bill for the formation and ad-
mission into the Union of the State of Washing-

ton, to be composed of the present Territory of
Washiogton and part of Idaho Territory.

Mr. Cullom offered a substitute for the bill,
confining the area of the new State to the pres-
ent Territory of Washington.

Mr. Stewart supported the bill. The only con-
troverted poin' in the bill, he said, was as to the
inclasion within the new State of a portion of
Idaho, the portion known as North Idaho or the

Panhasdle. He stated the reasons why the an-
nexation should take pisce.

Mr. Vest doubted the power of Congress to
refer the matter of the annexation of Northern
Idaho to the people thereof. There had been,
he said, a vast amount of adjudication in the
question, and the weight of authority was de-
cidedly against such a delegation of legisiative
power, for this was nothing else. If it was
right that that part of Idaho Territory should
be cut off and annexed to the Washington State,
it sboald be done by Congress, and not sub-
jected to all Lhe chances of a popular election.

Mr. Dolph supported the bill

Mr. Culiom favored the immediate admission
of the new State, but opposed the annexation of
s portion of Idsho. He quoted resolutions of
the eonventions of both political parties of the
Territory against the proposed dismemberment;
and also resoiutions of thanks of Idaho eounty
to President Cleveland tor having vetoed, by
pocketing, the bill of last Congress adding the
four northern counties of Idaho to the Territory
of Washington. He also read a letter from the
Governor of Idabo to himself, expressing the
conviction thas the Senate would not attempt to
divide thas Territory against the memorial of
its Legislature and against the protests of both
political parties, baoked by at least nine-
tentbs of the population of Idaho.
He declared that it was not right, after
twenty-five years of the privations that beloug
to a frontier life, to say to the people of ldaho,
just as they were begioning to see daylight
dawn in the east and to be entitled to aamission
a8 a State, "“we will take off 25,000 equare miles
of your area and 20,000 of your population, and
will attach them to other territory and put you
back twenty years longer.” He hoped the bill
reported by Mr. Stewart from the majority of
the committee would not pass the Senate, but
that the substitute offered by himself on the
part of the minority, which simply proposed to
admit Washington Territory with its existing
boundaries, would be passed.

Mr. Stewart resd the large number of reso-
lutions, letters and statements 1n suppors of the
annexstion of North ldabo, and said that nature
had made those four countiea which are in the
great Columbia basin part of Washington, but
in view of the suggegtion that a majority of the
people were opposed to the annexation, the bill
provided for submitting the question to them,
lh;g being the ouly people interested.

ithout aetion on the bill the Senate pro-
ceeded 1o consideration of executive business,
and soon adjourned.

Proceedings of the House.

WassiNagrToN, July 18 —After unsuccesaful
efforts had been made by Mr. Stahlnecker, of
New York, and Mr. Burrows, of Michigan, to
securs consideration of bills for the erection of
public buildiogs at Yonkers, N. Y., and Kala-
mazoo, Mich., the Hounse went into committee
of the whole—Mr. Springer, of Illinois, in the
chair—on the tariff bill :

On motion of Mr. Tracy, of New York, prim-

uline was stricken from the free list.

The first paragrapb, which bad been paseed
over Informally, that placing cotton ties or hoops
on the free list, was then considered.

Mr. Turper, of Georgia, argued in favor of
the action of the committee in making eotton
ties free, and contended that it was a fallacy
that the purchaser of ecotton paid the price of
cotton for the ties with which it was baled.

Mr. E. B. Taylor, of Ohlo, inveighed against
the injustice of making cotton ties free, while
hoop-iron was retained on the dutiable list.

r. Bayne, of Pennsylvania, could not under-
stand how a Northern Democrat could vote to
place a duty on hoop-iroc and to place cotton
ties on the free list, unless it were true that, as
before the war, cotton was king. King cotton
was again making the Northern dough-faces
come to the front. The people of the West were
going to remember this thing, and would see that
the th should not agata sit in the saddle and
dominate the Northern States, controlling legis-
lation in the interests of the South as sgainst
the North.

Mr. Townshend, of Illinols, inquired whether
Mr. Bayoe wouild be willing w0 piace all hoop-
iron op the free list, and was answered by an
emphatic negative

Mr. Townshend suggested that thers was a
hoop-iron manufactory in the gentleman’s dis-
triet, and that therefore the gentieman was ar-
guiog in the interest of & monopoly which was
levying a tribute on every honest farmer.

Mr. Stewart, of Georgia, was glad that an op-
portunity was presented to test the sincernity of
toe Republican party in 1its professed love for
the colored man; for two-thirds of the six million
bales of cotton produced in the South were pro-
duced by colored labor, and the tax om cotton
ties was a tax direotly affecting their interests.

Mr. J. D. Taylor, of Ohio, 1n bebalf of the
farmers of his distriet, protested against unjust
discrimination, which he asserted the bill made
against them.

Mr. Townshend inquired whether the gentle-
man was not interested in the stock of one of
tbe manafactories of hoop-iron.

“One of them,” replied Mr. Taylor, amid
laughter; “waa the gentioman serving his eonn-
try when for two months he was at bome tryiog
to be renominated!”

“I was,” replied Mr. Townshend: “I was
speaking sgainst the protective taruff, and I was
renomioated.”

Mr. McKinley, of Ohio, said that the peading
paragraph was, of the many indefensible fea-
tures of the bill, the most indefensible. In the
free-trade list generally, what was made free

‘was made free 10 everybody. He was op

to the entire free list of the bill; bas, with the
exception of eotton ties, it would affect every
eitizen and every section of the country equally.
If he were a Demooras, a tarifl reformer, a free-
trader, and proposed to make hoop-iron fres for
any purpese, he would make 1t free for all pur-
pvoses. He, i:onnr, was opposed to free hoop-
iron for any purpose, because the duty which
had been placed upon it had made it cheaper to
the consumer thaan it would bave been had there
been no tariff upon it

Mr. M¢Shane, of Nebraska, offered an amend-
ment placiog oo the free list all iron and steel
boops not thinuer than No. 20, wire gauge.
