The Citizens’ Railroad Company Gains
an Important Point in Litizziion.
An Injunction Lies Against Council to Pre-

vent It From Interfering With Street-
Railway Extensions—Other Matters.

———

The three judges of the Marion County Sa-
perior Court, Taylor, Howe and Walker, yester-
day moroing sustained the petition of the Ciii-
zens' Street Raiiroad Company for a temporary
injunction against the City Couneil, through
the street commissioner, interfering with the
company's econtinuance of work on the
lines beguon on Market and Alabama
streets and Home aod Central ave-

pues. The decision gives the Citizeny'
Street Railway Company use of all the streets
of the city, and will likely settle the street-car
controversy that has beea going on for several
months. The suit grew out of the Citizens’

company, & month ago, beginning to lay a track
along Market asnd Alabama straets. The right

to the streets had previously been given to the
Dudley  Cable-road Company, and the
City Council took the ground thas the
Citizens’ Company had po right to
ocoupy a street without first securing the con-
sent of the Couneil. In order to test the ques-
tion the Council directed the street commis-
sioner to require the company to cease work, by
foree if necessary. The suit determined yester-
day was then begun by the company. It setup
the plea that under an ordinance, passed in 1864,
and one amendatory to that, the original charter,
it had a right to ocoupy without additional eon-
sent every street the ecity now has, and all that
way be added in the future. This position the
three Superior judges agree in entertaining.
The case was argued two weeks ago, and since
tbhat uume each of the judges has been examin-
ing authorities, and without any coasultation
they arrived at the same couclusion. Each of
them submitted an opinion. That of Judge
Taylor, the senior member of the bench was, in
brief, as follows:

The only matter for decision on this hearing is the
right of the plaiutiff to an injunction against interfer-
ence by defendants with plaintiffs construeting its
railroad track on Market and Alabama streets. 1 was
ready to decide the question at the conclusion of the
argument uvon the applieation; and the delay bas
only served to confirm me in the conelusion then

o. The plaintiff is a street railroad eorporation,
organized under the laws of the Sgate of Indiana, and
as successors of the Citizens' Stréet-railway Compa-
ny, which was also a corporation organized under the
laws of Indiana, is clothed with all the rights Leld by
said Citizens' Street-railway Comoan y.

The common Couneil of the city of Indianapolis,
by ordinauce of date of Sept. 18, 1865, had given the

street railway company the right to construet and
operale ite railroad tracks upon all streets that may
be laid off, or that are now laid off, and may be here-

after included in the city by the ex*susion of the cor-
porate limits of the city of Indiana olis.

The plantiff, as the successor of the Citizens’ Street-
railway Company, was in the possession of all the
rights given by that ordinance, and before there had
been any abandonment of rights by the plaintiff or its
predecessor, or any forfeiture ineurred by either, be.
gun coustructing its track on Market and Alabama
streets, which were streets in said city, at the date of
the passage of said ordinance; but a portion of said
Alabama street consists of an extension, which was
not then, but is now, included within the city limits.
The plaintiff has made mno application to the city
suthority for leave to lay the track on said streets,
and neither of said streets, or any part thereof, was in

occupancy or possession, for street
railroad purnoses; and the defendants foreibly, or by
threats of force, compelled the company to cease lay-
ing its tracks on the streete. There is no pretense
that the track being constructed by the company on
either of these streets was not being put down in con-
formity with the statute of Indiana, and the provis
sions of the ordinanee of Jan. 18, 1864, and it does
not appear that any ordinanee chaunging the provision
:i. lui'oot. i has been subsequently passed by

city.

It is my opinion, upon the facts appearing on this
applieation, and stated herein, that the plaintif was
not bound to obtain, anew, the consent of the oity
authority to eonstruct its railroad tracks on either
of said streets, and that the right of the plaintiff to
the extension of said Alabamsa street, not embraced
in the city limits at the date of said ordinance of Sept.
18, 1865, but included therein. attached and was
ecompleted; and that the injunction asked byLEl.hﬂm
should be granted until the fin2]l hearing of the gase.
Other questions mizht be alluded to and an opinion
given, but a: they are not directly or indirectly in-
volved in this application, they ought to be postponed
until a case arises which demands their examination
and decision.

Judge Walker, before whom the case was orig-
inally brought, submitted an opinion of great
length, in which he ecarefully reviewed all the
features of thacase, and the law relating thereto.
The right of the Citizens’ company to construect
a line had, he bheld, been granted by the State
under the incorporation law. Then on Jan. 18,

1864, the ecity, by ordinance, gave its conmsent,
permission and authority to the company, and
its successors, to lay track and operate a carline
upon all streets of the city. In reply to the ar-

gument of the eity attorney that the company
was required to the consent of the Council
before it could begin work; that at the time of
the passage of the ordinance of 1864, a part of
Alabama street was not within the city limits;
that no survey of the lines to be constructed had
been made under the direction of the city engi-
neer, the Judge beld that wvothing could be re-
quired of the company except that it should
obey the State law and the ordinances of the
eity. The ordinances of 1864 gave the company
the right to oceupy all streets that ‘‘may bve
horeinafter included in the city by the extension
of the corporate limits of the city,” and it did
not require that permission to coostruet a line
shonld be secured from the Counecil, or that a
survey should be made under the direction of
the city engineer. The city, be held, mieht di-
rect that certain parts of the streets shouid be
occupied, but the original grant could not be
withdrawn.

The city might refuse to permit the entire or
exclusive use of streets by auy company, and
eould stipulate such conditions and requirements
as it might see ft. The plea that the grantiog
of the injunction wonld give the company a
monopoly of the streets came too late. It
should have been made to the Council many
years ago. In such a case the courts were pow-
::tl:" to prevent a monopoly. Continuing, he

In view of the changed eondition of affairs in the
disccrery of natural gas, u!etr and expedierey would
seem to require a revision of the ordinance relatin
to the use of the streets, and that a proper re
should be had for the construction of tracks in each
street, with reference to the location in the streets fur
the pipes for natural gas, and to the loeation in the
same streets of other lines of track for street-car
companies, or for sransit, oithorr’fy eable or other
motive power, but that is not the right the city is
authorized to assert here.

In regard to the plea of the city attorney that
the company had no idea of making s bona-fide
effort to build and operate the lines on the
streets named in the complaint, but that they
only desired to preveat other companies from
coming in, he said there was no evidence to
sustain such a charge. In case such a state of
fActs should exist, the tracks put down would be
an obstruetion and could be removed

After sustaining the motionfor an injunetion,
the three judges agreed upon the following en-
try:

It is therefore ordered, adjudged and decreed by the
court that, defendants, their servants and agents are
severally enjoined from in any way interfering with

laintiff in construeting its lines of street-railroads on

arket and Alabama streets, and Home and Central
avenues, in the city of Indianapolis /Indiana. 8o lung
as said plantiff does said work with due care, aud sub-
jeet to houorable regulations—-the order to continue
in fores until the final hearing of this cause, and the

The judges gave the city attorney ten days in
which to file a bill of exceptions, but City Attor-
ney Taylor says the ease will likely not be ap-

Trial of John H. Heltkam.

The beginning of the trial of John H. Heit-
kam, for murder, yesterday attracted the largest
erowd that bas gathered in the Criminal Cours
room for many months. During the entire day
the lower floor and the galleries were crowded
with friends of Aroold and the aceused. Among
those present were many ladies. The prisoner
is a pale-faced, harmliess-looking young man,
who does not appear to be more then twenty years
of age. He was attended in court by bis father,

who is one of the principal stock-bolders in the
Cabiget-makers’ Union, on East Washington
street. Agnes Leonard, the young lady ever
whom the killing oceurred, was present all day,
but in order to avoid the eurious, she occupied a
seat in the gallery. Griffiths & Potts appeared
as counse! for Heitkam, and Jobn Duncan as-
sisted Ma .r Mitchell in the prosecution. Nearly
the entire Zay was occupied in securing a jury.
The special venire of thirty-six men was ex-
lmiut-d before the box was filled. It was after
3 o'clock before the taking of testimony began,
and even then no important witnesses were ex-
smined. Toe physicians who attended Charles
Arnold testified as to the nature of the wound.
Dr. Marsee said that when he called to see Ar-
nold, the day after he was hurt, he found bim
suffering from a fracture of the skull, and that
blood-clotting bad already begun, making
death almost certain. The only other
witness examined was William Martin, now of
Cnicago. He attended the dance on East Wash-
ington street on the night of the killing, and
saw Heitkam and Arnold there. Arnold was
with the Leonard girl all evening, and Heitkam
told the witness that he would “fix” Arnold the
next night. Heitkam, he said, seemed to be ex-
tremely jealous of Arnold’s sttention to Miss
Leonard. There area great maoy witnesses to
be examined, and it is probable thas the trial will
last all week.

Several years ago Mr. and
Mrs. Bevia moved to this eity, and both were
astonished last Sunday morning when Mr. White
appeared. There was a joyful meeting between
Mrs. White and her first husband, and she at
once consented to leave Bevis, who had so
cruelly deceived her. An attorney was at once
visited, and the result was the filiog of the suit
esterday to annul ber marriage with Bevia.
%evi. was loth togive up the woman, and on Tues-
day struck her. A warrant was sworn out for
his arrest, and he will be tried before the Mayor
this morning. Mr. White, it seems, has grown
quite wealthy since he went west, and it is his
intention to take his wife back with him, that

she may help him to enjoy his savings.

All Abuvut Clocks.

The Washington-street jewelers are still quar-
reling over the sign question. After the Coun-

c¢il bad directed that the ordinance prohibiting
street-signs be enforeed, it passed a resolution
permittiog four Washington-street jewelers to
have live clocks in front of their places of busi-

ness. An equal number of jewelers who bhad
dumb clocks out for signs were required to re-
move them. The latter claim there should be
no distinetion, and bave begun to prosecute those
who were permitted to let their eclocks remasin,
under the nuisance ordinance. Louis C. Mayr
yesterday filed pgainst Fred Herron, charging
bim with maintaining a nuisance, and the case
will come up before the Mayor this morning.

The United Order of Honor Has Reached a
Serions Line in Its Affairs,

e

The United Order of Honor, asocial and bene-
ficiary organization, established in this city ten
years ago, and extending now to all sections of
the country, is, it is said, in financial straits,
The Supreme Lodge has iis headquariers in
this eity, and in this State the chief strength of
the society is located. The eondition of the
society, as far as ita embarrassments are con-
cerned, became publie through an interview in
the St. Louis Globe-Demoerat with an
official of the wsociety in that State,
the lodges of which have seceded from
the order. The official said that the ordsr was
in debt £44,000, although it had an active mem-
bership of but 3,500. The supreme officers liv-
ing in this city are Frank A. Macbeth, pfesident;
Heury F. Thompsou, treasurer; Ernest Duden,
secretary: Dr. David Haggart, member of the
finance committee; Dr. W. E. Jeffreys, medical
director; Albert W. Wishard, past supreme pres-
ident. Secretary Duden, when questioned about
the matter yesterday, admitted that the order
was in a somewhat embarrased condition, on ac-
count of the action of the Missouri lodges,
which bad ceased tc respond to their
assessments, There were twenty-four lodges
in that State, and all of them had seceded. The
next meeting of the Supreme Lodge had been
appointed for St Louis, but it will now proba-
bly come to this city. Itoeccurs im September.
Mr. Duden was not willing to reveal the condi-
tion of the society or of its indebtedness, inas-
much as he is now at work on a full statement
of the matter, which, when completed, will be
distributed generally among the membership.
The death rate in the order throughout the past
few months bhas been abuormally large, and that
has largely increased their burdens.

Another of the supreme officers last night gave
to a Journal reporter a few of the inside facts in
eoncection with the order. Said he: “It is my
opinion that we are now fighting against wind
and tide, and I doubt very seriously whether the
organization will last through it Upon the
statement, however, of the secretary, which is
now being prepared, a great doal depends, and
1t may be the efleot of that will be to restore
confidence.”

*“To what is the condition of the order duel”

“To mismanagement. The officers run it into
the ground by scheming to keep themseives in
office and then raising the salaries. The period
of the mismanagement occurred between 188
and last fall, and the present officers are in no
way responsible [ do not know the amount of
the indebtedness, but it is heavy. All the
lodges in  Missourl and man others
in tha West have stopped resvonding to the
assessments, which means that tbey have with-
drawn from the order. It is yet possible to save
the order if all the members would come to the
rescue and go to work for it; but it is not hikely
that that will be done.”

“Upon whom will the loss fall if the society
goes underl”

“Whoily upon the beneficiaries of the dead.
There is, however, quite a cousiderable sum in
the treasury now—enough to pay a good per-
centage to those to whom the order is indebted.
One thing you can anmnounce positively—and
that is, there will be a perfectly honorable dis-
tribution of the fundsin the treasory.”

““There will be no effort to preserve the order
in any form, if it fails pow?”

*Oa the eontrary, Ithink there isscarcely s
doubt but that it will rescive itself into a State
institution. The order has always flourished in
Indisns. We have forty lodges here in good
standing. and there is perfect unanimity among
them. We bave a Grand Lodge 10 this State,
of course, and if the Sapreme Lodge faiis the
Graund Lodge will doubtless be called together
snd arraugements made to continus the organi-
zation.”

Among the original members of the order wers
Dr. Keelev, Dr. David Hagaart, G. S. Bradiey,
John P. Crews, John A. Buchanan, now of Cali
foruia, & Mr. Hamilton and one or two others.
It spread rapidiy, soon baving lodges in Indiana,
Ohio, Illinois, lowa, New Jerssy, New York,

A REGIMENT OF VETERANS

It Is to Become One of the Striking Feat-
ures of Many Campaign Parades,

i —

Ward, Trade and Other Organizations That
Show the Zeal Prevailing in Republican
Ranks—A Card from Mr. Byram.

T

No elass of persons have bsen so enthusiastic
over the nomination of General Harrison as the
old soldiers of this city. They have known him
long and well, and need no testimony as to his
friendskip for those with whom bhe fought.
Sinee “is nomination many veterans who have
hereto.ore been allied with the Democratic party
have publicly announced their determination to
support the Republican nominees this year, and
three days ago several of the more enthusiastis
coneeived the idea of orgamizing . veterans'
Larrison and Morton regiment, with the
view of getting into one organization every
oid soldier in Indianapolis, if not Marion county.
Monday evening a conference, attended by sev-
eral veterans, was held and an organizing eom-
mittee was sappointed, with -John M. Cox as
chairman. It was decided to begin the work of

securing members for the proposed regiment at
onece. The following agreement was prepared
and attached to blanks, which were put in the
bands of the committee:

We, the undersigned soldiers and sailors, do hereby
bind ourselves together as an organization, to be
known as the First Veteran Regiment, Harrison and
Morton Guards, supporting the Republican national,
State and county tickets.

The committee met with such unlooked-for
suczess in receiving names that late yesterday

it was decided to call a meeting at the Criminal
Court room, last night, to take steps toward
forming the organization, No public notice of
the meeting was given, but passing the word
from one comrade to another whs sufficient to
briog out a ecrowd that completely filled the
court room. Among those present were be-
tween twenty-five and thirty o!'d soldiers who

have slways voted the Democratic ticket In

explainiog his presence one of them said to a
Journal reporter: *‘I have concluded that all
the hope we have is with the Rspublican party,
and personally knowing General Harrison to be
a friend of every old soldier, I favor his election.
1 can't vote for a maa who has insulted the
soldiers every time he had occasion to say any-
thiog about them.”

The hour before the meeting was called to
order was occupied in wsecuring new names to
the roll. Every man present, who bad not

reviously done so, attached bhis signature and
ame a member of the rogiment. At 8:30
o'clock, when Cagmin Cox calied the meeting to
order, the roll had on it 501 names. Of the
pumber who had sicned over 300 were present.
Many bhad not been informed that the meeting
would be held. John M. Cox was chosen chair-
man and George L, Moore sooramg; In statiog
the object of the meeting Cantain Cox said that
it must be plain to all old soldiers that their in-
terests were all with the Republican party. If
the veterans worked as stragglers
their influence would mnot be effect-
ive, but if they  organized as a
regiment their very appearance must have an
influence on the younger voters. He felt confi-
deat that a full regiment of one thousand could
be muatered in in a few more days.

The question of forming & permanent organi-
zation before a full thousand names were se-
cured was discussed, and it was decided mnot to
complete it until that number had been ob-
tained. A resolution was then adopted instruct-
ing the chairman to appoint a mustering com-
mittee of ten, to secure the additional names,
and a8 many more as  possible.
Captain Cox appointed the following veterans
as thecommittee: Wm. Lamb, Peter Sunderland,
Warren O'Haver, J. H. Beeby, John C. Will-
iams, E. Shelling, John W, Wood and John
Henry. Each member of the committce was
given permission to appoint as many assistants
as he desired. The chairman then stated that
old soldiers in both¥West and North Indianap-
olis bad informed him that each place wonld
furnish one company for toe regiment. Ke
further said that the regiment wouid not be lim-
ited to 1,000 men. He believed that almost every
old soldier in Marion county could be brought
into the organization, and he felt that each
member could secure at least one vote for Har-
rison and Morton.
