The most reliable
estimates foreshadow e crop in 1'razil that will be
pleaotnenal in its proportions, and bids fair to ex-
ceed the product of any previous year, bus this
abundance will ome upon markets that have liter-
ally rua dry, end are in e position te develop large
absorbing qualities, so that the present crop, with
ell its promise of abundance, may prove no more tlian
enoazh to supply the requirements of actual con-
sumption and replenish the depleted stocks of Europe
and tie United States. The produce markets are
very active. Potatoes, cabbage, onioos and in fact all
description of vegetables of home production are now
eoming oa to the market and prices are breaking
badly. E.t. butter and poultry steady at quotation;
recefpts fair. Peaches sre in abundant supply, and
some really good fruit sld to-da- y as low as CO cents

Berries of all descriptions are scares and
igher. Apples are becoming plenty at $1.50 to 2

per barrel; the latter figure will purchase me choice
fruit.
