On the Indianapo-
hs & Vincenoes fully as many wers loaded, and
on the J.,, M. & L sbipments are also beginniag
to be heavy.

The opinion prevails in passenger circles that
east-and-west roads are on the eve of an ugly
rate war. The meeting Iast week setiled noth-
ing. but, to the coutrary, rather increased the 1ll
feeling over rate matters, (General passenger
ageuts of the most important east-and-west
lines expreas the opinion that a rate war can
bardly be averted.

The Mackey lines and the Ohio & Misgsissippi
continue to show decreases in earuings. In the
pecond week of Juiy the Evansville & Terre
Haute shows a decrease of 31,871, the Evansville
& Indianapolis a decrease of £1,007, and the Ohio
& Mississippi a deereass of $11,285, when com-
parisons are made with earniogs of the corre-
sponding period in 1587,

S. W. Spow, general passenger agent of the
Wabash, io the time he has held that position,
has demonstrated that it is not necessary for the
road to ent rates to getl business. It is said that
no line out of St. Lounis has so strietly adhered
to rates as has the Wabash, and while ifs freight
earnings have shown decreases each month, the
passenger earnings bave shown an incroass.

Toledo elevator men are working pn several
of the grain-dealers in this territery to induce
them to resumeshipments to that point They
promise a better inspection and po cheating in
waights, One Indianapolia shipper says that
if the Toledo men were to giva bonds of £10,000

The passenger tariff of the Cineinoati, Wa-
bash & Michigan road has one novsl feature,
The further yvou travel on the road the less
money it costs. To illnstrate: The distance
from Indianapolis to Wabash is eichty-eight
miles, the round-trip rate being 35.10; to War-
saw 122 miles, and the ronnd trip rate 25, while
to Cedar Beach it is 143 miles, and the round-
trip rate is only $i.20.

The Union Railway Company, operating the
Beit road, will in the near future doubie the
track of the latter from the track of the Penn-
sylvania lines to the junction of the Ohio, In-
diapa & Western, the Hee line and the l.aake

‘rie & Western, which is some three miles,

rom the Ohio, Indiana & Western { West Sidas)
to the Penusylvania Company’s tracks it is now
double track and in excellent condition.

The grain elevators of the Chesapeake & Ohio
road are pot payiug institutioos, and President
Ingalls has proposed that the rate of interest on
the securities be scaled down 50 per cent.
