And Mr. Labouehere Denounces the Gorcrn-men- t

ia Characteristic Style Ths Bill
Passes Second Eeadinsr Without Division.

Loxdoh, July 24 In the House of Commons,
this evening, Mr. Laboaehsre reiamed the de
bate on the Parnell commission bill. He bad,
be said, a very low opinion of the Times, bat it
was not as low as the opinion apparently enter
tained by Mr. Matthews, who seemed to think
that the Times would plead privilege respecting
certain letters, on the ground that they bad not
been published In the Tines, but bad only been
read "by Sir R. XL' Webster la
eourt Parliament, Mr. Labouehere
ion tinned, was the proper tribunal
to past upon the natters in question. The com
mission proposed was merely a fishing com-

Never, be declared,
bad the effrontery of the government been so
complete as whrn it ' eaid the commission was
granted at the wis'j of the Parnellites, while
all the timr. the government was arrang-
ing with tho Times as to what sort of a
commission to have appointed and what
was to be its scope. The opposition demanded
an inquiry, it was trua, but the inquiry they de-

manded was concerning murder at Mitch el town
and regarding the treatment of Mr. Mandeville.
I Pare el i to and Liberal cries of "Hear!"
'HearP Mr. Labouehere saiJ that be bad pro-

posed moving the second reading of the bill
this day six months, but that Mr. Parnell,
enxicas to bring about an investigation, bad
urged him not to do so. Though be bad no
tope that the bill would be revised in the com-
mittee, the qnestion would be seriously consid- -
sred at its third reading whether Mr. Parnell
and bis friends ought to be allowed to walk into
a trap.

Mr. Chamberlain said that Mr. Labouehere
was, as usual, eynieal in imputing to his political
noonents mean and unworthr motives.

THE FIRE RECORD.

Burnlog of a Cincinnati Shoo Factory, In
volving a Lois of 8300,000.

Cincinnati, July 24. About 4 o'clock this
morning a watchman discovered fire in the sec
ond story of the six story shoe factory of Krip
pendwff, Dittman & Co., situated on the north-
east corner of Sycamore and New streets. The
fire-engi-ne house No. 4 is not more than 200 feet
distant, and an alarm was Instantly given, but
before the department could begin its fight the
flames bad reached the elevator and had spread
to all the upper floors. Then began a desperate
contest by the entire fire department to mitigate
the calamity by subduing as much as possible
the intensity of the heat, so as to save adjoining
structures. It was a great contest, but the fire-

men succeeded after almost impossible work.
Every glass in the large shoe fac-

tory of Blaker, Gerstle & Co.,' a hun-
dred feet away, was broken by the heat,
and the window frames were scorched and al-
most set on fire, but by constant watchfulness
the building was saved. Tho heat was so in
tense as to ruin the high brick wails. The south
wall fell outward, burying beneath it two small
dwellings on the south side of New street, from
which the occupants had fortunately been re-
moved. The firemen foresaw this danger just
n time to escape. Tbe other walls, except the
front and a portion of the rear, fell, one of them
destroying a dwelling on North street. The
front wall is in a very dangerous condition, and
must be thrown down as a means of precaution.
Cable cars are permitted to run in front of the
building, ' but passengers are not al-
lowed to occupy them while passing that
point The factory was one of the largest and
best equipped in the country. It was engaged
in the manufacture of a fine quality of women's
shoes. It had the best and most expensive ma-
chinery, valued at $100,000. The building was
put up especially for the purpose two years ago,
at a cost of $70,000. The stock and manufact-
ured roods on hand were inventoried a few days
ago at $140,000. The loss on everything is total,
making a loss of $310,000. The insurance alto-
gether amounts to $101,000. The emnloves who
