This was another day of moderate activity in

the stock market, accomvanied by s eontin-

terday’s dm“l. The improvement is
recognized as "the eonsequence of legitimate
buying for the “‘long” account; very little ma-
tion is to be seen, and the scarcity of
atoeks for sals points to the fact that there bas
been & great deal of stock bought and taken
away from the strest of late. The improved
b { has for its foundation the unusvally
bright outlock for the erops, which the exiraor-
dinary full suppiy of money at low rates tends
10 aid in every way. The buying to-day wsa
largely by commission houses, while the selling
was seatiering. and almost entirely for the pur-
pose of realizing the profits acerued upon the
use of th:dpau few days. The coal stocks, Union
Pacific acd the grangers were the featurss to-
day, whbile the low-priced shares, while more
active than veual of lats, presented no special
feature of note. London was a moderate pur-
chaser of Louisville & Nashville oo the late re-
yport of Mr. Dorsey. There was another bateh
of “bearish” reports frem Chicago, but they
seeamed to have little influence, if say, apon the
course of prices. The East Teanesses and Nor-
folk & Westeru stocks were quiet, pendiog the
meetiog of the joint committes, but the Soath-
western shares were all strong ou the favorable
crop outlook i that region. New Eagland was
comparatively weak, the selliog in tha: stock
beiog more concentrated than usual of late.
The opening was active and steady to firm, most
of the active stocks being unchanged, with the
rest small fractions higher, and Omaha up § per
cent. The market was strong from the first
sales, and prices moved up rapidly during the
first forty-five minates under a very good de-
mand, and in that time Lackawanua and Con-
solidated ruse 1 per cent., and others fractional
smounts. Reading, New Eongiand aod Rich-
mond & West Poinl, however, were barely
steady. The market thus became quiet, aad,
while the tone remained strong, very slow
progress was made, except for a spurt in St
{:ul early in the afternoon. Toward delivery
ur prices sagged off under frees sales, but they
gecovered, and the market closed quiet bus
strong at or near the best figures. The great
majority of the active stocks are higher tais
evening.

The raiiroad bond market was strong aod
bieher throughoat, but the dealings presented
littie feature beyond the activity displayed by
the Fort Worth & Denver firsts, which fur-
nished $170,000, and the Texas Pacific seconds,
which contributed $134,000 to the day’s total
of $1.365,000. Declines are very fow in number
and for insignificant amocuts.

CHICAGO, July 24.—The prime cause of the
weakness in wheat that developed here to-day
was the practical absndoument of the idea,
which has been generally entertained by many
of the trade, that there was guing to be a squaezs
in July. Duriag the last few minutes of the
tradiog session yesterday tbe July premiuvm
narrowed le, and later, on the ecurb, July ﬁt
down to the level of August, or neariy so, it De-
ing offered at 793¢ The openiog quotation this
morniog was 80je, or lje above August. Trad-
iog in July was not large, and throughout the
morniog the difference ranged from le to lic
The opinion gained ground, bowever, that fears
of adeal or squeeze in July might safely be
abandoned. This cavsed » great lot of miscel-
lansous wheat, bought in aanticipation that
the alleged July deal would be carried over
into August, to be s0ld out Tne effect of
this procedure was to weaken the near-by
futares duwproportionately. The greatest press-
ure was at this end of tbe market. It wes not
until after 12 o'clock that the market got es-
pecially downcast, but about haif sn hour be-
fore the close the props gave way and a further
break of §c oceurred. July weont to 50, August
to 78§c and December to 8ic. Measured by the
closiogs of the two days, August siows a depre-
ciation of 1}c and December of §c. Last prices
weore at the inside. The volame of business was
large during the last hour and light previousiy.
Corn was weak and lower, a further shrinkage
in valoes, amounting to § @ ¢, oceurring. Asin
wheat the closing quotations were practically at
the bottom. At 45 @45je for August and &2
454c, a large firm came in with large buying or-
ders. This torned the markes and it rallied §o,
bolding eteady for an bhour or two
At the improvement, with a mod-
erate business. The firss half of
the session witgessed the covering of large lines
of ‘'short” corn, but for which prices might have
gone lower. Brilliaot crop prospects and good
receipts bave created a widespread bearish senti-
ment, against which the bulls find it impossible
to make headway. Oats exhibited furtber
weakoess to-day, with a decline in July of fully
14c, and in most other fotures of (@4c. The
speculative demand for new crop deliveries was
pretsy well distributed all aloog the lines. There
were some outside selling orders, and to the
furtbher decrease in the demand from July
“shorts,” and moderats estimated receipts for
to-morrow was largely attributed the
weakness. In  provisions the movement
was  again bullish. Hogs continue
to be marketed in comparatively small num-
bers, and with no dimionution in the distribu-
tive trade the market is steadily gainine friends
and support. For the past twenty-four hours
the shipments made from this point amounted
to 3,693,842 pounds of meat, 1,402,071 pounds of
lard, and 1,287 barrels of pork. In to-day's
market, speculation was guites active.” Short
ribs led in interest, though lard and pork re-
esived considerable attention. A heavy loeal
speculator was the larcest individual seller,
while the buying was general Higher prices
were the rule. The advance actually established
in pork was 5@74¢, in lard .05@.074c, and in
short ribs .10c.
