An adventurous representative of the Ameri-
can Farm News, of Akron, will start this week
on a trip that promises to be a repetition of Henry
M. Stanley's expedition, in tbe interest of a
New York paper. For some time past the man-
agers of the American Farm News have been
working on plans to secure a description of the
farming acd stock-raisin- g interests of Africa
and Asia. Mr. Solon I. Goode, the managing
editor of the Farm News, was encountered by a
Leader reporter yesterday and stated that all
the necessary arrangements for the enterprise
were completed on Monday. Tbe representa-
tive of the Farm News will be Mr. A. Bogy, of
Princeton, 11L Mr. Rogy was commissioned
by Governor Oglesby. cf Illinois, last year
to visit France for the purpose of
securing a complete history of tbe Percberca
horses and the compilation of the French stud-boo- k

wee due chiefly to nia efforts. He speaka
five languages fluently and is an extensive trav-
eler, having penetrated to some of the most
dangerous parts of Africa. In the interests of
the Farm News he will cover the countries in
the north of Africa. Egypt, and will visit tbe
central part of Arabia. In tbe latter region
there have been tew Christians in twenty years,
but his familiarity with the Arabic language is
depended upon to enable him to overcome all
obstacles. Mr. Rogy 'a equipment will include a
battery, comprising an eienbant gun, with a
rifled and a smooth-bor- e barrel, a fifty caliber
express rifle, a double, twelve-gaug- e fowling-piec- e,

and two Smith & Wesson revolver. He
will also have a detective camera and has as-
serted with determination, that he will take a
photograph of a lion before killing the animal.
In taking the trip Mr. Rogy was influenced
largely by his love of adventure. His letters
will ,i bo published in every cumber
of the American Farm News, which
is issued monthly, and they ' will b
enhanced with illustrations of farming imple-
ments, stock, representatives of tbe races with
whom Mr. liogy will come in contact, and every
thing else of interest that will come under his
observation. While tbe letters will be of special
interest to agriculturists and stock-raiser- s, tbey
will be attractive also to all persons interested
in a description of travel and adventure.
Messrs. Aultman, Miller & Co. are backing the
expedition.

Mr. Rogy will sail from New York for Trance
next Saturday, lie will write one or two let-
ter?, concerning especially Percheron horses,
from that country, and after a thorough rest h
will leave for Africa. He will arrive in Morocco
on Sept. 1, and will journey into the interior
for huutine and to view tbe methods of agri-
culture. Proceeding then to Algeria be will ex-
plore the agricultural region of that country,
which comprises a atrip of coast line about
fifteen miles in width. The method of tilling
the soil will bo compared with the American
plan, and there will be a review of the stock
interests. Mr. Kogv will make " a tour
of Tunis and proceed thence by steamer
to the Nile. Tbe famous watercourse will be
ascended almost to its source. Syria will be
the next place visited, and then will begin tha
journey into Arabia. In the latter undertaking
Mr. Bogy wi.l be accompanied by native guides
and will be disguised as a Mohammedan mer-
chant He will secure a history of Arabian
horses, the best breeds of which are said to
never reach the coast. Arabia will probably be
reached in December, and the complete trip will
include 2,400 miles of travel by caravans. If
Stanley dees not reappear by that time Mr.
Roey may penetrate tbe Congo region in search
of him. The American Farm News has been
established less than a year, but appears fourth
in Parvin'a star list of agricultural papers, with
a circulation of 100.0CO. Mr. Goode, the manag-
ing editor, was long connected with the In-
dianapolis Journal. He departed for his homo
in Akron last evening.

The German Ruler Arrives at Stock
holm and Is Greeted by King Oscar.

The Customary Salutes and Banquets and th&

WILLIAMS TOCIt.

His Arrival and Ileception at Stockhol- m-

Parades, Salutes and Banquets.
Stock holm, Jnly 26. The Emperor arrived

here this afternoon. He was received by King
Oscar and Crown Prince Gustaf. The streets
of the city were crowded with people and the
bouses were profusely decorated with fiags.
King Oscar, accompanied by the Crown Prince,
embarked at C o'clock this morn-
ing oa tho ironclad Drott and de-

parted to meet Emperor William. The
Swedish squadron, which had previously gone
to meet the German Emperor and escort him
here, met the German fieet off Sandbamm last
evening. At 3 o'clock this morninc the two
squadrons were seen off Galran. Oa the ap
proach of the Drott the German vessels fired a
salute. King Oscar, wearing tbe uniform of a
Swedish admiral, and tha Crown Prince, then
boarded tho yacht Ilobenzollern and were re-

ceived by Emperor William, who wore on his
breast the decoration of the Swedish order of
tbe Seraphim' The two monarcbs em-

braced and kissed each other. Sa-

lutes were fired by the men-of-wa- r and the
land batteries, and the bands played 'Ileil Kir
in Siegeskrauz.'' The vessels entered port
at noon and were received with a salute from
the citadel. The harbor was full of pleasure
boats, the decks of which were crowded with
sightseers. Emperor William and Prince Henry
end their suites were conveyed in a launch to
tbe landing stage, where a triumphal arch had
been erected. Here King Oscar, surrounded by
the members of bis court, received the Em
peror and Prince Henry. TLe royal
party, accompanied by a military escort,
then proceeded to the castle. The route was lined
with enormous crowds of people who heartily
cheered tho German ruler. Emperor William
seemed to be highly gratified at the warmth of the
reception accorded him, and repeatedly bowed
his thanks. Upon arriving at the castle their
majesties appeared upon the balcony and sa-
luted tbe people. After a drive through the
zoological gardens Ktt.2 Oscar and his imperial
visitors banqueted at 7 o'clock at the castle.
One bandied and fifty guests were present.
Kine Oscar, in toasting Emperor William, said
his most cherished recollection was the friend-
ship extended to him by tbe late Emperor Will-lia- m

I. The King thanked the Emperor for his
visit and expressed tbe hope that God would
grant him a long and glorious reign. The toast
was drunk with enthusiasm, tho band playing
the Prussian national hymn. Emperor Will-
iam, replying, said the traditions of the German
and Scandinavian nations had long bound
them together, and be was delighted on visiting
at length the beautiful land of the Swedes.
He trusted that the bond of friendship between
the Swedes and the Germans would endure.
He proposed the health of King Oscar, and the
band played the Swedish national anthem. Em-
peror William occupied the seat of honor be-

tween King Oscar and the Crown Princess.
Prince Henry sat next to the Crown Princess,
and Count Herbert Bismarck sat opposite to the
King. While the party was entering the ban-
quet ball, tbe life-guar- ds band played a march,
composed for the occasion and dedicated to Em-
peror Willian

Actual Troth About Some of the Reported
Suicides nt Monte Carlo.

London, July 26. A correspondent who really
knows what be is writing about sends ibe follow-

ing respecting the reported suicides at Monte Car-

lo: "I am very giad to see that you have taken tho .

trouble to couircdict some of the lies which are
published in provincial papers concerning Monte
Carlo. A few days after my return from there
this May I was out driving in tha midland coun-

ties and a lady sitting next to me said: 4I see
from the papers that there have been forty sui-
cides this season at Monte Carlo. How on
earth can you go to such a dreadful place!' You
are quite right when you assert that there has
not been a single caso of suicide this season, but
there has beeu one attempt, which happened as
follows: A chemist's assistant from 2s ice lost, .

I think, a louis, and then went out of the room,
sat down on a seat in the square facing the ca-

sino, dramatically drew a revolver 'from his
pocket, pointed it at bis left breast, fired, then
tell down and was immediately carried off by
some gen darmes. A surgeon was sent for and
the would-b- e suicide examined. There was not
a scratcn on him, but a small bullet about the
size of a pea was found sticking in his great
coat. He was sens baek to Nice by tbe next
train, and was the followine day waiting as
usual behind the counter. The most revolting
part of the whole thing was to see two men, I am
glad to say not Englishmen, rubbing some
money for luck agaiost the supposed dead man's
coat a3 he was being carried away." ,

King: Milan's Betting Losses.
London, July 26. King Milan, of Servia, is a

moat despicable creature. Some years ago he
went to Vienna for a brief stay, and the first
night of his visit he lost 24,030 pounds sterling
at a noblo's club. The money had to be paid
within twenty-fou- r hours and, aa tbe amount
was cot within his reach, he went to the palace
and requested a loan from the Emperor, who
gave him the money on condition he wonld not
play again, and yet tha very next night he was
found at the table and did not rise until another
8,000 pounds sterliog had gone. No application
could be made this time to the Emperor, so
Milan raised the amount on a splendid-jewele- d

scimitar, bis most valuable hereditary posses-
sion, which had been presented to the late
Prince Milosch by Emperor Nicholas. This
scimitar has never boea redeemed and it is now
in the possession of Ilerr Bleichroder, a Berlin
banker.

Balfour Takes the responsibility.
London, July 26. In the House of Commons,

to-nigh- t, Mr. Sexton, referring to the arrest of
Mr. James O'Kelly, M. P., asked why "members
were not warned that the summons had beeu
issued, instead of detectives watching the ap-

proach to the house and dogging tho steps of
members.

Mr. Balfour replied that there was no legal
method under which an Irish member could be
summoned in Egland, except by a warrant. Re-
garding tbe question as to whether he had rea-
son to suppose that any Parnellite would evade'
going to court on a summons, he could state
that several bad refused to obey a summons.
He accepted the entire responsibility for the ac-

tion that had been taken toward Mr. O'Kelly
and others.

Christianity In llustia.
Kief, July 26. The nine hundredth anniver-

sary of the introduction of Christianity into
Russia was celebrated here to-da- y with great
pomp. A cumber of bishops and deputations
from Asiatic and European Russia were present
Tbe leading ecclesiastics of the Greek Church
were also "in attendance. Gen. IgnatielT, as
president of tbe Slav Society, took a prominent
part in the proceedings.

The original Harrison man ia the New York
delegation at Chicago was the Hon. George
West, of Balston Spa. For several months be-

fore the convention this gentleman had been
quietly and industriously at work in behalf of
General Harrison. Mr. West is a shrewd polit-

ical thinker. He carries into his politics those
elements of business success which havo been
so instrumental in building up his fortune. He
carefully scanned the whole list of names which
was before the convention in connection with
the nomination, and made up bis mind months
ago that Harrison was by long odds the most
available Yet it was kuown that New York
would present the name of Chauucey M. Depew,
and for that reason Mr. West said little, but
worked hard. There is no donbt that Repre-
sentative West did more than any other
one man toward transferring the
New York vote in the convention
to General Harrison, and it was due to him as
much as to any one man outside the State of
Indiana tnat the General finally secured tho ma-
jority of votes.

Mr. West will close his congressional career
with the present Congress. He has represented
his district for three terms, and has mads an in-

dustrious and conscientious member. Mr. West
is one of those whole-soule- d, jollv people whom
everyone likes. He was born in England, sixty-fiv- e

yeais ago, and learned his trade of a paper-mak- er

before he emigrated to America, when
he was twenty-si- x years old. He bad nothing
but the knowledge of his trade with which to be-
gin life in the new world, but be had that knowl-
edge so thoroughly acquired, and all the pluck
and courage of his race, that it was not long
before he was on the high road to
fortune. From a jorneyman paper-make- r Mr.
West climbed to the top of the heap in his busi-
ness. He owns seven or eight mills, scattered
throughout New York State; is the proprietor
of an enormous paper-bs- g manufactory, and be-

sides this is interested in a dozen, other enter-
prises, including creosote works in North Caro-
lina, and a railroad in Ohio the Ohio & North-
western, of which he is president. He is, be-

sides, president of a bank and a large owner of
stock in tbe New York Press, one of the most
successful new papers in the country. Besides
this he has another enterprise on hand. A few
years ago be went back to England, and found
that tbe mill in which he learned his trade was
not very prosperous. At once he made an offer
for the property and bought it outright. Then
he introduced American methods and the most
approved machinery, which could be procured,
and last week he had, the satisfaction of hearing
from his son, wbo is over there in charge of tbe
mill this year, that it had started in at a pros-
perous rate, and that everything promised well

Mr. West is looked upon as a millionaire.
Whatever his fortune may be, he is a party man,
always willing to contribute from his means to-

wards the success of tbe party which ho believes
io, and always is ready with sensible sugges-
tions as to the conduct of the campaign. Mr.
West manufactures, almost altogether, manilla
paper, and to make this grado he ues largo
quantities of jute butts. While it would be of
some advantage to him to secure this in foreign
markets free of duty, he is a consistent protec-
tionist, and an ardent Republican, and has per-
sistently fought all proposals to place jute butts
on the free list, as he believes in the principle of
protection, and is quite willing that every one
affected by the tariff should have eqnal protec-
tion with himself. He is one of the prominent
manufacturers of this country, and looks upon
free raw material as the first step towards freo
trade, and he not only voted against the Mills
tariff bill, but against every proposition designed
to cheapen the material which he U5es iu the
manufacture of his products. i. s. jl
