The Business Situation Daily Becoming
Brighter with the Grand Crop Outlook.

Indianapolis, July 26.
f

Everyday brines new reasons for believing
that the trade of the fall months is to be large
and satisfactory, good crops being the most en-
couraging item. Traveling salesmen for Indi-
anapolis houses state that in the territory from
which this market secures a large per cent of
its business the oats and bay crop are excellent,
the corn crop bids fair to be the largest in years,
and the hog crop promises to be np to the usual
average, which means good times for Indiana
and Illinois. In prices to-da- y there were few
fluctuations. The flour market seems to be
coming out from under the heavy clouds which
havo hung over it for many months. The
New York Produce Exchange, excellent author-
ity, says: 4Dealers have every reason to ex-
pect a good trade in flour as the season pro-
gresses, aod the average expression is one of
confidence and hooe, especially as regards oper-
ations in the winter wheat brands; these have
been sparingly offered, and were held with in-
creased firmness, especially for lots to arrive;
this due to the scarcity of winter-whe- at brands
in the West, the cost there being relatively
higher than at the seaboard ports. New winterwneat i moving slowly, and no doubt the re-
ceipts will be small for a while yet This delay
in the movement of new winter wheat is Attrib-
utable partially to the late copious rains, which
not only retarded harvest work, but rendered
much of the wheat too damn to admit of grind-
ing, hence a good many of the mills in the
winter-whea- t States have curtailed their pro-
duction. The new wheat will be wanted for
use much sooner this season than in former
years, owing to the scarcity of old
wheat. Millers from various sections in
the winter-whea- t States inform ns that
they were pretty well sold ahead and find it im-
possible to obtain any noteworthy quantity of
old wheat at prices low enough to enable tbem
to grind at a profit or even without loss. Ex-
porters have bought a good deal of floar, chiefly
in sacks, in part to go forward direct from the
mills in this State and in the West, but on New
York account, which will go mainly to the
United Kingdom." Grocers were quite busy to-
day; the distribution of sugars continues large.
Keports from the East, however, spea!; of the
market as being easier. The coffee maiket has
taken on a firmer tone, and some of the best
posted merchants are of the opinion that for
ninety days to come the market Is to rule
strong. The produce markets never were In a
more healthy and active condition. Butter and
eggs are both firm at quotations. Poultry is a
little weak. Apples and potatoes are in good
supply, but prices downward in their tendency.
Berries are scarce and tending higher. Lemons
and oranges are in better supply; prices a shade
easier on lemons.
