Tbe Senate Consider tbe Fisheries Treaty
and the Sundry Civil HilL

Washington, Joly 27. In the Senate, to-da- y,

An amendment to strike out of the Item for
the bureau of engraving and printing the pro-
viso that there shall not be any increase in the
Dumber of steam plate-printin- g machines in
that bureau was opposed by Mr. Blair, who, in
tbe course of hia remarks, sent to the clerk's
desk and had read an editorial in the New York
Mail and Express, stating that "the first and
most effectual step to the abolition of ths flour-
ishing business of counterfeiting national bank
notes would be the abolition of the now wretch-
edly managed bureau of engraving and print
ing, which bas become a scandal to the govern
ment."

San Feaxcisco. July 27. She steamship City

surd rumors directed against foreigners, and
which bad weight, owing to tbe dense ignor
ance of the people of Japan.

''Some evil disposed Chinese spread the report
that American missionaries in the country had
purchased a number of Corean children, and,

after killing them, had boiled the remains down
for medicines. This aroused popular feeling
and caused the authorities to take steps
to preserve the lives of tbe mis
sionaries, who were all called in
from the country and placed in safety. Tho
people next seized nine Corean officials who
were said to have been parties to the sale ot tbe
children to missionaries and put them to death
by decapitation in the public streets. In the
meantime, the foreign residents at Seoul tele-
graphed to Chemulpo, to the commanders of the
American, trench, Knssian, Japanese and cdi-nes- e

men-o- f war for assistance. There tv&s one
American man-of-wa- r, the Essex, the l'aloo
having just left; one Frenchman, the Aspic; one
Russian cruiser, two Japanese and one Chinese
war vessel in port at the time. At 10 o clock
on tbe night of the 19th insL, the Essex, the
Aspic and Russian vessels sent about thirty
men each, who started in separate bodies to
Soul to protect their nationalities there.
Trior to thi3, tne Uorean authorities
sent small bodies of troops to guard the foreien
consulates. No further details respecting the
trouble are known."

The Juniata, the United States man-of-w- ar

which left Chemulpo hurriedly June 21, to pro
ceed to tbe scene of the Corean troubles, went
ashore near Gnuch island, and at last accounts
was firmly imbedded in the mud. The North
China Daily News says the vessel cannot be re-

leased before spring sets in. The North China
Daily News is authoritv for the statement that
the Juniata got safely off the mud bank with the
tide on the night of J una 22, and proceeded
again to sea.

IRISHMEN'S RIGHTS.

Debate Concerning the Recent Arrest of
Member of Parliament O'Kelly.

Sexton asked the government
whether, seeing that no Irish member could be
summoned in England for offenses committed
in Ireland, but must be arrested under a war-

rant, it would legislate to relieve Irish members
from this special penalty. Parnelhte cheers.

Mr. Matthews denied that any special penalty
attached to the proceedings azainst the Irish
members. Tho warrants issued by Irish magis-
trates, he said, could be executed in England if
backed by English magistrates, but there was

Count Herbert Bismarck, drove to a number of
points ef interest this morning. They inspected
tbe Katbarina elevator, the National Museum
and the telephone station. On returning from
their drive the party took luncheon at the cas-
tle. They afterwards visited the Riddaraholux
Kyrka, where the ashes of a long lino of Swed-
ish monarchs are deposited.

In the afternoon the royal party proceeded in
the royal yacht to Drottincholm. where dinner
was served. The party returned to Stockholm
at 7 o'clock, and soon afterward visited the yacht
Hohenzollern. The German squadron will sail
at 3 a. m. The Hohenzollern will
sail later, and will overtake the squadron. Em
peror William has asked King Oscar to bo god-
father of his last barn.

Roulangtr's Unique Escort.
