While taking care
of its sick and dead members it also lebors for
tho ultimate freedom and independence of
Poland. Tbe organization has a special emer-
gency food, which is devoted ezclusitely to pa
triotio norpoaes that la, it cannot be touched
unless there is a movement tcndi-j- g to libersto
Poland wLich needs pecuniary support Pound
ed eight Tears ago, with abcutlOO member, the
alliance now has a membership of about G.00O,
and is represented ia all th Urge cities
bf tho United States, la its eoosti
tution there Is a paragraph which
says that all Poles, retardiees of their
religious beliefs, csn become members. It is
this principle of religious toleratioo tbat chiefly
meets with the antagonism of a certain part of
the Polish-Ameriea- o elerjry. Certain Polish
priests in Cleveland. New York. Pittsburg. Cin
cinnatl aod other cities maintain tbat only thoe
Poles who belonr to an organization that recog-
nizes no religion are traitors to the Roman
Catbolio faith. Last February the Polish
priests held a reunion in this city, and en that
occasion they agreed upon an energetic campaign
aealnst the national alliane. They called
upon their pariehooers to withdraw from tbat
organization, proclaimiog it as anti-religio-

asd dangerous. Tbey threatened men wttn
for beloagicg to it, aod actjally

did cot admit to communion those who diso-
beyed their commands. The etrojrele betwaca
the memoirs of te alliance ana the priests went
on for some time. Finally it was decided to ap-
peal to Rome. The appeal, after siting the ease
as it stands, says:
