With the building of the Tabernacle reiigious

There could be no spproach to
God, o use, even by the priests, of soy part of
the Tabernacle, ucul they bad first presected
to God an offering for the sitar, Before this,
altars to God might be erected io manpy places,
bat hencsforth Israel is to have but one sitar
for saerifice, testifying to the unity of the Lord
Jehovah. The detaiis of the worship are from
God, in order to save the nation from a multi-
tode of human and fanciful forms. Heneceforth
every act of service and worship bas a divine
meaning and ‘'purpose. This systew, designed
to educate a nation in trus religion and intro-
duce Cbrist's kingdom, was worthy of the di-
vine wisdom,

the corsage entire makes a becoming and com-
fortable one for eveuing or dinner Wear when-
ever the weather is sultry.

They
are much eooler than any of the corded silks,
snd 80 far pleasanter for hot-weather wear.

1t is the only summit thatis
round like the top of a symmetrical head. It is
covered with fir serub, and the only lookout is
from a tripod which the woodman’s ax has erect-
ed for that purpose. It is not a place where you
could essily spend the night, because there 18 no
water to be had, but for a mid-day outlock the
view is incomparably beautiful

Newport's summer residents are much pat out
by the way their interests sre served by the lo-
cal authorities. The streets are npot properly
watered, they complain, and the roadways are
not in as good shape as they shouid be tosnit
the feet of their expensive horse-flesh, and thea
the tradesmen gouge them on every opportunity.
The loeal business men will suffer, as the cottag-
ers awear that they will order all the goods they
can from their winter homes rather than pur
chase them in a place where they feel that their
coming is not appreciated.

The cottage at Long Branch which was made
go famous by the death of a President within its
walls has not been chapged in the least since his
death. I bas not even received a new coat of
paint, and the dull wood ecolor and red trimmings
are becoming duller every day. The co:tag is
at presant occupied by C. E. Sands, of New
York, and his family. The lawn surrounding it
is well kept, and the old road, on which hundreds
of willing hands labored with all their might 10
putting down the ties and rails over which the
wounded President's car wes rolled, is in excel-
lent condition,

The Adirondacks proper, writes a visitor, are
a disappointmeut. They are good, round family
mountains from a distanee, but the forests are
not grand anywhere, and the treatment of the
trees in “barking,” which leaves them scorched
and dead, gives them a ghastly aspect, and along
the base of the mountaius the serried ranks of
pives and firs struggliog upward for light betray
rkeletons below most unlovely., The wildness
is gone, the clearings up the elopes present a spec-
tacle of stumps, trunks avd huge roots like the
bones of saurians. They are not picturesque,
save in spota.

The Missisquoi goring at Sheldon, Vt., which
was called the ‘‘Baden-Baden of America”
twenty years ago, has been bought by a New
York syndicate with Alexander R. Shepherd the
head. The property will be improved at onece;
cottages will be built in the wielnity of the
spring, and the water, which has been known
for its healing effects for over one hundred
years, will be restored to the market. The sur-
rounding country was once filled with well-pa-
trooized hotels, and the shipments from the
spriog to all parts of the world amounted to
§90,000 a year. The resort was broken up by
bitter lawauits and disagreements, and every-
thing has been aliowed to go o rule.
