mony on the Finance Committeo Bills

Arransinf: the New Schedules The Demo-

crats Fearful that It Will De Accepted by
the House in Place of tho Hills Bill.

The sub-committ- eo of Senators engaged In

framing a tariff and revenue bill will not proba-

bly complete their work in time for the meas-

ure to be reported to the Senate before late next
week, or early in the following on. In general
terns the bill may be said already to be finished

that is, the schedules have been arranged and
the rates of duty upon nearly all articles under
them have been fixed. Bat differences of opin-

ion exist as to what the rates of duty ought to
be on a few important articles differences
amoDS those directly interested in great protect-
ed industries, rather than among the Republic-
an members of tha committee or Republican
Senators not of the committee. The work now
in progress looks to the adjustment of these dif-
ferences, a neceisary preliminary to unity
among Republican Senators in support of tho
bill.

The task of the Senate sub-committ- is a
much more difficult one tfcan was that of the
Mills junto in framing their bill. The latter
did not allow themselves to be bothered by tha
representations of people whose pecuniary in-

terests, whose very business existence even was
to be effected by the changes it was proposed
to make. It was politics, not businesa, as one
of Mr. Mills's Democratic associates declared,
that governed them in making up their bill.
If it was proposed to repeal a duty or to reduce
it to such a point that tbe foreign manufacturer
would be able to take our markets from the
home producer, the only question to be con-
sidered was what its political effect would be.
If the sufferers mostly lived in a Republican
State or concessional district, then the cut was
made, but if a Deroocratia State or district was
to be placed in jeopardy, then there was hesita-
tion acd moderation.

The Republican Senators are working uooa an
entirely different principle. Tbe tariff laws need
revision. There are inequalities and incon-
gruities that ought to be corrected. These have
resulted from two caases. The first is erroneous .

decisions by the Treasury Department by which
the iotent of the law has been thwarted or re-
versed. These hare not all bjen made under
the present administration, although it is re-
sponsible for more than its share of them.
These rulings generally oricinate in decisions of
subordinate clerks desirous of distinguishing
themselves for smartness, and who are always
upon tho lookout for an opportunity to twist a
provision of law by which they can get a little
more money into the public Treasury. These
decisions are approved by one superior officer
after another, until they receive the signature of
the chief law officer of the department and of
tbe Secretary himself. In many instances no
personal examination of the questions involved
has been made, each accepting tbe approval of
his subordinates as evidence of their correctness,
and when an erroneous decision has once been
made by a Secretary of tbe Treasury it general-
ly requires a new law to correct it.

Any one not familiar with the details of cus-
toms administration would be surprised at tbe
great number of inequalities and incongruities
now existing that hate resulted from these er-
roneous decisions. No attempt is made in the
Mills bill to correct these, but the Senate sub-committ- eo

has made a very cartful and ex-
haustive investigation of this whole tubject,
and in their bill it will be proposed to make the
law what it was intended by Congress that it
should be, cr what experience has proved that
it ousht to be.

The other cause of inequalities in the tariff is
changes in conditions since tho laws wero en-
acted. This is an age of restless activity. New
methods of manufacture are daily introduced;
and even whole classes of gods not known in
the markets when the present laws were en-
acted, are now staple articles. Trade has been
turned into many new channels, and articles
that formerly needed protection require no more,
while on others the duty ought to be increased.

The iron and steel schedule is still under con-
sideration by the rob-cemmitt- es, and may be tak-
en as an illustration, of what bas just been said.
The committee, after full consultation with
the representatives ct the steel rail man-
ufacturers,' fixed tbe" Tat of duty on aterl
rails as it was fixed in the Randall bill, at $14 a
ton, and understood those interested to agree to
this. The committee arrived at this rate by a
course of reasoning BoraetniDg as follows: The
market price of steel rails in England is now
$10 a ton. Tbe freight to New York is ?2 nod
to New Orleans $3 a ton. Add a dnty of $U a
ton and tbe cost of a ton of English st?el rails
laid down in New York is 5.13 end in New Or-
leans $36. The market price of steel rails in
this country to-da- y is $30, and tbe committee
think the margin sufficient There bas been
some discussion of the relative cost of transpor-
tation of a ton of steel railr from tbe point of
importation, in tbe case of the foreign product,
and from the point of manufacture for the
American product, and tbe committee, having
heard both sides, seems to have concluded that,
on the whole, the American manufacturer has
the adva.ntaee. The committee will probably
propose to make the duty on steel rails U a
ton.

Tbe duty on steel billets, on tbe other hand,
under the present law, is equivalent to $9 a ton,
althoush the market price of them in.Eogland
is the same as that of steel rails. Tho manu-
facturers of steel billets assert that their in-

dustry, being second in importance only to that
of the 6teel-rai- l makers, ought to have as much
protection as tbe latter. Out of the steel billets
are made a thousand and one steel articles. The
committee proposes to increase the duty on
them to $10.20. but this is not as much as the
manufacturers would like to have.

It was originally proposed to reduce the duty
on sugar 50 per cent, but those interested in or
representing the production of sorghum, object
on tho ground that they just now need the en-
couragement which tho present duty, or one
not much reduced, wiil give. Everyone who
has looked into the subject carefully is con-
vinced that the time is not far distant when this
country will produce ail the sugar it can con-
sume, chiefly from sorghum and beets. Tho in-
troduction of these new products has been
very slow, but the discoveries recently made
and the interest that has been aroused during
the past two or three years give promise of much
moro lapid progress in the future. The ques-
tion to be solved is whether 50 per cent, of the
present duty would not be enough to encourage
the growth of sorghum and beet root If it is,
then the proposed reduction ought to be made;
if not, then the reduction ought to be less. A
reduction of one-ba- it in the sugar duty would
cut down the revenue very largely and nt the
same time cive cheaper sugar to tbe consumer,
unless the Sugar Trust should continue to fix the
price arbitrarily, as it does now.

There is also a movement among a few West
ern Senators in favor of free lumber, which
they advocated in the supposed interests of
tbeir constituents. The sub-committ- ee has
civen this matter very careful' attention, but
has as yet reached no conclusion. It is hardly
probable that lumber will be placed on tbe free
list, although changes in the present rates of
duty, including some reductions, will probably
be proposed.

T he Republican tariff bill, when it is com-
pleted and reported to the Senate, will have the
unanimous party support. ' This will not be
brought about, as in the case of the Mills bill in
the House, by changing its provisions in order
to pain votes for it, by putting the party screws
down upon the Sowdens there will be no Sow-den- s

or by any but legitimate and proper
means.

All the Republicaas look forward with com-
placency to the debate that will follow the re-
port of the finance committee's bill to the
Senate. It is expected to continue about a
month or to the middle of September. What
the House will do after that no one can guess.
No attempt to limit debate on the tariff question
will be allowed in the Senate the discussion
will be full, free and unobstructed even if it
continues until November.

which would pass both houses. I do not know
whether he took my advice or not I gare him
my views. '

Two timely articles on educational subjects
appear in the Aneust Atlantic. Horace E.
Scudder, in a study of the "Literature of the
Publio Schools," makes the criticism that the
reading books in use do not contain tbe best
specimens of literature, but are regarded mere-
ly as exercises in elocution, or as a vehicle for
knowledgo, or the inculcation of patriotic senti-
ment or ethics, whereas, iiT his opinion, they
should be first of ail a means of familiarizing
children with great authors and acquainting
them with the highest standards. He would
give tbe preference to American authors, but
onlr to those who are truly great and of these
he instances Bryant, Emerson, Lowell, Longfel-
low, Wbittier and Holmes. "I am arGUing."
he says, "for the free, generous use of these au-
thors in tha principal years of school life. It isthn that their power is most profoudly needed
and will be the most strongly felt We need to
put our children in their impressionable years
into instant and elose communication with tha
highest manifestation of our national life."

In the other paper President Elliott, of
Harvard University asks: "Can School Pro-
grammes Be Shortened and Enrich edr and an-
swers the question in the affirmative. His ar-
guments should be read by all who are inter-
ested in tbe publio schools. Americans are so
accustomed to tbe belief that their educational
6ystem is the "best in the world," that surprise
will be felt over the statement that iu some re-spo-

the French programme is superior to our
own, and that at fourteen tbe French boy is
further advanced thau the American boy of his
age. This surprise, however, and the not im-
probable resentment of the assertion should not
hinder the reforms necessary to place the schools
here on at least an equal footing.
