Policeman Mystericnsly Killed.

Sr, PavL, Aug. 3.—At 1:30 o'clock this morn-
ing the policemen on the warions beats on St.

Cast-Steel Shells,

PrrrsUurG, Aug. 3.—While awaiting the gov-
ernmental test of the Hainsworth cast-steel
gun, the Pittsburg Steel-casting Company has
produced at their works a cast-steel shell, the
first ever made in the United States, or, in faet,
in the world, which indieates success. Super-
intendent Hainsworth says a few hundred stesl
shells have been made in England, but they
were cut from a forged ingot and then bored,
necessarily makiog them very expensive. The
shells which the Pittsburg works are manufaet-
uring are conical in shape, 6 inches in diameter
at the largest end and taperiog to =a
point 27 inches, including the opening
at which the ecap is placed. It bhas an
elongation of 21} ioches, and weighs 95 pounds,

uiring five pounds of powder for a charee,
makiog the total weight 100 pounds [ifty
pounds of powder will throw the projectile a
distance of six and one-half miles, snd it will
travel at the rate of 2,000 feet per second. MNr.
Hainsworth experimented with the macufact-
ure of cast-steel shells two years ago, but did
pot meet with succoss. The failures in Eng-
land, Franee and Germany, in recent attempts
to produce a serviceabie cast-steel shell, urged
him oo to greater determination, and he is now
confident his shell will fill the expectations of
the world. The Pittaburg Stesl-casting Com-
pany has received an experimental order for 500
shells, which will be followed by one of 2.000.

Unparalleled Storms at Doluth.

A Close Organization Which Proposes to Regu-
late Both Prices and .Production.

——

Sr. Lovis, Aug. 3.—Cireulars have been is-
sued by Alex. H. Smith, seerctary of the St
Louis Millers’ Association, calling a meetiag of
millers of Missouri, Illinois, Kansas, Indiana,

Tennessee, and of all winter-wheat States, for
the purpose of forming a flour trusi. The meet-

ing is to be held 1n St. Louis Aue 31. An agree-
ment has already been signed by all the promi-

nens millers of St Louis, the St. Louis associa-
tion having a capacity of 17,500 barrels per day.
The agreement is very rigid in its stipulations.
It is proposed to call the trust ““The Central
Millers' Association,” the object being to secare

to members a legitimate profit on products. The
following stipulation will be found iu the agree-
ment:

**Absolu te submission to authority, of which
the indiviiiual member is only an integral part.
The power of the directors is made absolute.
They are to fix prices, may order reduction in
output or eclosing down of miil, and contract
with brokers to act for nfembers of the associa-
tion. Creclits are not to exceed thirty days,
Mills at poiints tributary to St. Louis, Detroit or
Toledo |ﬁull not pay over the current prices for
same grade:s of wheat or flour in those markets,
1sss two-thir'ds of the freight rate thereto. All
sales of lesy than car lots must be 10 cents high-
er than current midimum prices.”

The Truout proposes to coutrol, absolutely, thp
output, prine and sale of flour in the territory it
will govern. The circular bas been kept a pro-
found seeret until to-day, and the promoters of
ltho project are very angry over its gaining pub.

THE NEW JERSEY LIQUOR LAYY,

Opinion of the Supreme Court on Loeal

Option and “Special Legisiation. ™
J‘dn Yan Syckle's Opihinn.

In discussing the loeal-option branch of the
law the court thought it pertinest to remark
that there was no express provision in the Con.
stitution that legisiative ‘Eower should not be
delegated. The Justico adds:

“When we recur to the fact that the power of
eminent domain has been deiegated tr railroad
and other corporations without challenge; tbay
the important power of taxation and all the
powers of local government have .for more thag
three generations been delegated in this State
we are admonished not to be too confident in as
serting where the precise limitation is upon the
competency of the Legisiature to delegate
powers of government We must be carefu
how, in the absence of express injunction or
clear implication, we strip a co-ordinate branch
of the State government of the right to give ex.
pression to its will in the form of law within its
own department. Counsel bave conceded thai
the mode prescribed by the inn and tavern acs
for granting licenses is valid; that the Legisis
ture has a right to grant to municipal corpora
tions the right to regulate and probibit the sale
of liquors, and that the Legislature has power
to pass a prohibitory law. With these eonces-
sions the conclusion is inevitable that there
no unlawful delegation of legislative power i

is case.

“This part of the case can safely be restad
upon either of two grounds—first, the sale of ine
toxicatiog liquor bas from the earliest history
of the State been dealt with by legislation in ax
exceptional way. It is a subjest by itself, to the
treatment of which all the analogies of the law
Appropriate to other topics cannot be applied
It is of importance to observe that the states
ment that the vote authorized by this law, it
against the sale, prohibits the sale, or that if
makes this law in effect prohibitory of the sale
by small measare is inaccurate and erroneous.
If the vote is in favor of the sale that does nos
authorize the sale, and no more does the adverse
vote prohibit it. The refusal to license does
not prohibit the sale by any one; its only effect
is that Dby such refusal, no one
is enabled to sell in contravention of the law,
which  prohibits sl if license be
granted to some, still all not having such
license are withic the ioterdistion. The pro-
bibition, therefore, is not dependent on the
vote. It arises out of the law, and not out of
the vote. The question whether license shall
be granted is all that is involved in the vote,
and that question bas always been committed
to the judgement of the tribunal seletted by
the Legislature.”

The Justice then goes on o argue in support
of this prineiple. o contends there is no dif-
ference in the principle of the old law and the
new cne, becanse the old law preseribes thas
twelve freeholders must recommend alicense be-
fore it be granted, while the zew one leaves the
question to a majority of the people of the couan-
ty. He says.

“The difference in the effect of these laws is
altogether too slender and unsubstantial a dis-
tinction to justify judicial ioterference with
legislative action. In my opivion the lawis a
complete law in itself.”

Referring to the contention that it is a special
law the court says:

““The argument is that under this law the ef-
feet wounld be to prohibit license in Mercer
county if the vote is sdverse, and to allow
license in Essex coucty if the vote is favorable;
that an express act of the Legislature that there
shall be license in Mercer and shall not in
Eesex wounld be a special law, and therefore
this law, which bas the same effect, must like-
wise be special. This reasoning will render
absolutely void any law general in form which
the most astute mind can draw authorizing
every municipal government in the State to
regulate and prohibit the sele of intoxicating lig-
uvors. Under such a law the city of Trenton might

rohibit license while the eity of Newark wounld

eave the traffic practically unrestrained. In
applying such a law the greatest diversity might
exist in different jocalities. The Legislature
cculd not lawfully enact that the license shall be
prohibitad in the city of Trenton and uotin the
oity of Newark, ar? therefore the law granting
muaoieipal £ - .roments tae power of control
over 8 bieee is vold”

“That ¢ ... 2% be 2ome by indirection which
ecannot be done by Afrect guisiment. The error
lies in cburging 'o La lav the diversity which
| is astribatab's ouly 1o the different modes in
which the varisus corrmittecs elect to govern
themselves under tho deioga‘ed powers. The
objeet of delegating porers is to enable the
local governmenta to make snch diverse laws ag
they may deem exprdient. Otherwise .the dele-
gation is abortive. The inhibition in the Con.
stitution is pot iztended to secure uniformity
in the exercise of delegated police powers, hing
to forbid the passing of a law vesting in one
town or county s power not granted o asother.
If one town or county was exceptsd from the
operation of this law it would epecial ard
local. Under it one county or town has neither
greater nor less power than any other; nor doss
such powsr differ in any respect. The authority
granted is in every aspect the same. It may be
exercised in a different way or the same way.
An argument so totally destructive of the
power to lezislate in any form for the political
subdivisions of the State must be rejected as an
utter fallacy. The law, in my judgment, is un-
questionably a general law.”

The court, in conclusion, treats of the assanlt
upon the constitutionality of that part of the
act which relates to the ordering of an electio
and holds that that legislation also is valid &
constitutional.
