Gen. Harrison Greeted by People from
Montgomery and Clinton Counties.

They Form the Largest and One of the Most
Enthusiastic Crowds the General Has

:Two Delegations Will Arrive To-Day.

MONTGOMERY AND CLINTON.
A Large Crowd of Cheering Republicans from
Those Two Counties,

One thousand people from Clinton and abont
R.200 from Montgomery county eame to the eity
gesterday to eall on General Harrison. The
two delegations together make the largest crowd

of visitors that has yet come to the city for this
purpose. The Clinton county delegation came

over the Monon route, and included Harrison
mod Morton clubs from Frankfort, Rosaville,
{Xirklin and some other places in the county.
{They were led by attorney J. T. Hockman, Dr.
Gard, the county clerk, Dr. A. H. Coble, and a
pumber of other leading Republicava. The
Frankfort K. of P. band, and drum corps, with
a band from Lowell, acoompanied the visitors,
Among thom were fifty voters of 1840, omes old
gentleman, Major D, K. Price, being ninety-two
years of age. Upon the visitors’ arrival they were
'taken to the New Denison Hotel to await the
eoming of inhe Montgomery eounty delegation,
which was to have arrived an hour later.
Crawfordsville  peopls, however, Wwere
p ligls ~ate and did not egst to
4he city nuuntil about 1 o'clock. When
they did arrive, the two delegations wers es-
.sorted to the park by the committee, making in

all perhaps 3,500 psople when assembled around
tbe stagd

The Crawfordsville visitors ecarried a
-sized mimature log ecabin made of

les, upon which the ompipresent eoon
ung to the board covering. They also bad
tyrith them a number of transparencies. In this
I‘doloption were Harrison sad Morton clubs
grom nearly all parts of the county, the Lew
Wallace Club (colored), the First Voters' Club,
inciuding 110 young men, and & goodly number
of "“Tippecanoe and Tyler, too,” representatives.
The first voters earried red, whi%e and blue um-
brollas and made aa attractive appearance as
thsy moved toward the park. Quite a number of
Jadies also ecame with the delegation. It required
snore than thirty cars to bring the full delsgation

from Montgomery econnty. Nearly all thelead-
ing Republicans were present—John S. Burford,
Clerk Hulett, Paday S Kennedy, W. W. Thorn-
$on—in faet, all the men who do the party work
o the county. They all eame, and brought
everybody they could secure with them, making
one of the finest delegations that has yeot visited

the city. The Alamo, Ladoga, Waynetown and
two excellent bands from Crawfordsville aceom-

panied them. When the two delegations bad
bled at the park, Peter S. Kenunedy, for

he Moutgomery county delegation, said:
“General Harrison—More than 2.000 citizens
of Montgomery county have come to the capital
to-day for the double purpose of presenting
‘gheir respects to you in person and attesting
Aheir devotion to those great and just prinei-
ples of zovernment which you have long and
y advocated and upheld. They believe in
he doctrine established in the administration of
‘the government by iws founders, that our inde-
ence as a nation depends upon our ability
jto raise and manufacture, within our own bord-
ers, all the real necessaries and comforts of life
—ail that is es=sential to our austenance in
both peace and war. They believe that

‘should be employed to dig American ore and
coal and to roll and hammer all the iron used in

uits of the last twenty-five K"‘ of adherence
the poliey of protection. ey have seen the
of h{w in all our establishments goiog
wup, aod the prices of manufactured products
.eoming down. For the last mixteen yearsthey
ave sean locomotives made of Awmerican iron
'y American mechasics, traversicg the iron
¢rack in almost every ecountry on the globe
where reilroads bhave been built. They have
peen wagons, built of Ameriean wood and Amer-
fean iron, by American labor—thousands of
them from Indiaza—stirring the dust in every
highway in Christendom, where wagons are
used. They have seen with their own
eyes the policy of protection turniog
our couniry into a very bee-hive of industry and
thrift. »They bhave seenjour manufacturers,
within the last quarter of a century, excel in
amount and walue the macufactures of any
other country in the world., And, vow sir, they
hope the privilege acd glory will be yours of
.undin‘ as a bulwark between this magieal
rosperity and progress and the recklessness
bat, for mere partisan purposes, put them to
the bazard of destruction.

1 tender you, sir, the respeet of all the Repub-
Jicans of Moutgomery county, and assurs you of
toeir cordial support and their enthusiastic de-
wotion to the cause you represent. It could not
be otherwise, sir, for we come from the old home
of Henry S. Lane, whoss battie-ax struck the
most, the hardest and the best aimed blows as
the false dogma of free trade in 1840.”

Judge Sauit, of Frankfort, on bebalf of Clinton
county, followed Mr. Kennedy. Hesaid:

““General Harrison—We come as the constit-
uency of the redeemed ecounty of Clinton to
greet you.

Grant and Garfield [spplause| —so uafortunately
iuterrupted by the opaque administration of a
Cleveland. No words of mine can convey to
to you the uine heartiness and fervor of this
spontaneous greeting. With ardent and irre-
pressible love of the supremacy of law, labor
and liberty, these, your fellow-citizens, come
bearing assurance of their deyotion to those im-

ulses and convictions which have exalted the

epublican party to the highest place in the po-
litieal history of the world.

[Ap-
plause.| Youare in large part members of the
Republican party. You have in the past con-
tributed your personal influence, as well as your
ballots, to the great victories which it has won.
Among the great achievements of our party I
think we may worthily mention the passage of
that beneficent act of legislation known as the
‘homestead law.” It was impossible to the old
parties. It was possible only to a party esom-
rond of the stardy yeomanry of the free States.
Apolause.| It bas populated our Territories
and npewer States with the elect of our citizen-
ship. It opened a way to an ownership of the
80il to a vast number of our citizens; and there
is no surer bond in the direetion of good citizen-
ship than tkat our people should have property
in the soi! upon which they live. t is
one of the best elements of our streogth
as a State that our farm-lands are so largely pos-
sessed in small tracts, and are tilled by the men
who own them. Itis one of the best evidences
of the prosperity of our cities that so I::fe a
proportion of the men who werk are cove by
their own roof-trees. If we wounld perpetuate
this condition, we must maintain the Ameriean
scale of wages. - [Applause.] The policy of the
subdivision of the soil is one that tends to
strengthen our natiopal life. God grant that it
may be long before we have in this country a
tenantry that is hopelessly such from one gen-
eration to another. [Applauee.| That condi-
tion of things which makes Ireiand a land of ten-
ants, and which holds in vast estates the Jands of
Enland must never find footing here. [Applause. |
Small farms invite (the church and the school-
house into the neighborhood. Therefore, it wasin
the begioningthe Republican party declared for
free homes of a qnarter sectioneach. That
policy should be perpatuated as long as our publie
domain lasts, and all our legislation should tend
in the direction which | have indicated. I can-
not discuss all the important questions to which
youn have called my attention. I have before
alluded to some of them. My Moatgomery and
Clinton county friends, I thank you for the
cordial and hopeful words you have addressed to
me. My bighest ambition is to be found worthy
of your respect and confidence.

As soon as the specch-making was over the
large erowd, which throughont was most en-
thosiastie, surged toward the stand, and it was

only with great difficulty that the people could
be kept back to pass by in an ordearly way to
shake hands with the General. While the hand-
shaking was going on, Chaplain Joan Hogarth
Lozier, of lowa, mourted the staud and sung a
pong for the crowd, which was received with a
good deal of cheering. He follgwed this with a
two-minute speech, in which he told the audi-
ence that Harrison and Morton enthusiasm was
just as great in Jowa, Nebraska and Kansas ss
it was in Indiana, and that he thought that was
sayiong a good deal. The crowd called for M.
Lozier to go on, but he declined to make any
speech of length. The people then separated,

and spent the day looking over the city.

Genernl Hur-r-l-:on at Home,

General Harrison entertained quite a number
of callers yesterday after be had metand ad-
dressed the visitiog delegations. Among those
who called on him were Mra. J. Ellen Foster, of
Jowsa, the Rev. John Hogarth Lozier, John C.
Ellin, of Columbaus, and General James Barnett,
of Cleveiand, O. The three former simply
called to pay their respects, but General Barnett
came to make arrangsments for a visit of the

Cleveland Veterans' Club to this city. General
Barnett says the c¢lub will come the Iatter

part . of this month, fifteen buondred
stron and handsomely uniformed. He
has been a persooal friend of General
Harrison for many years, and has a noted mili-
tary record, he having been chief of artil-

lery under General Rosecrans. At Philippi,
W. Va, under Barnett was fired what is be-
heved to be the firat artillery shot on the Fead-

eral side of the war. He afterward participated
io nearly all the great battles of the war.

Last eveniog fifty ladies from the South Side
visited the General, saying that they came as
representatives of the homes in that part ef the
city 1o wish him God-speeds The General
thanked them for their visit, and some time
was thereafter spent in tho enjoyment of n social
meetiog.

(General Harrison's mail continnes to grow as
the campaign advances, and he and his secre-
tary are continually engaged with it when not
attending to otber duties. Among the letters
received yutort_lt{ was one from Hon. Israel
Coe, aged 93, of Waterbury, Conn. The inter-
esting feature of this veteran's letter is the fact
that he states he lost his right hand eighty years
ago, and yet the symmetrieal shading of his left-
haoded chirography is so firm and delicate as to
resemble copper-plate when beld at an arm’s
length. Me. Coe Says he is
the only survivor of the Coonecticnt
Legislatures of 1824 and 1825, that he actively
canvassed his State in 1840, in company with
the late Truman Smith, for the election of Gen.
William Heary Harrisoo, and that if he lives to
vote for General Harrison, it will be his eight-
eenth presidential vote, having cast his maiden
presidential vote for James Monroe the first
time. He concludes: “We are ensouraged to
hope we shall earry Connecticut for Harrison
and Morton,” and requests the (ieneral to send
him an autograph reply, with which request the
(General has cordially complied.

To-day two large delegations will come to the
city. he first will be the miners from the coal
fields along the Iadianapolis & Vincennes rail-
road. They are expected to arrive about 11
o'clock A. M., and the usual programme for the
reception will be carried out. In theevening, at
7:30 o’eloek, the Harriron and Morton Railroad
Men’s Club, of Terre Hante, will come in by spe-
cial train over the Vandalia. The Indianapolis
Republican Railroad Club has arranged to meet
the visitors at the traia. All members will
meet at the court-house promptly at 7 o'clock
with their lanterns and badges. They will
march to the depot. Thnere will then be a pa-
rade, with the line of march as follows: From
the Union Depot, north on lllinois street to
Washington; east on Waehingion to Pennsyl-
vanis; porth on Pennsylvania to Massachusetts
avenue, thence to Delaware street. and up that
street to General Harrison's residence.

The Views of People Who Observe the
Causes and Counditions of Politics,

Chaplain Lozier, of Mt. Vernon, Ia., was in
the city yesterday en route to Noblesville,
where he is to address the rsunion of the Union
Soldiers’ and Sailors’ Association of Central In-
diana, which continues over the 4th, 5th and Gth,
The Chaplain is well remembered by older Indi-

anians as the corresponding secretary of the old
State Temperance Alliance, and & very ardent
and effective temperance worker. After mov-
ing to Iowa he organized the iowa State
Alliance, was its first elected president and also
its first Prohibition candidate for Governor of
that State. On this accouns an “interview”
was soueht and cheerfully aeeorded; the re-
porter asking: ““What is your attitude at this
time;” toward the Prohibition movemeant, Chap-
lain

“Just what it alwayswas. I am & Probibi-
tionist known and read of all men; but, do you
know, you Indiana people don't seem to under-
stand the distinction we lowans make. We are
Probibitionits—about as thick as blackberries
out there, but not third-party Prohibitionists—
not one in a hundred of us. You people always
speak of the third-party people a2 ‘the Prohibi-
tionists,” and we old stagers don't like it.”

**So, then, you Iowa Prohibitionists object to
being elassed witk the third party?”

‘“Yes, we do, so far as it relates to any at-
temps to defeat the Republican party. You see,
Jowa, like Kansas, and all the restot the country,
for that matter, owes all its success ia checking
tbe saloon curse to the Republicans, and when
Brooks and other rebels, and renegades, quit
fightiog saloons and turn their ‘mud batteries’
}mau our best [riends, it warms up our blood a

ittle.”

“Were you not a third-party man oncel”

“Yes, and a third-party candidate, too; but
the world has been growing since that day.
Then the Republican party of Iowa were much
more like the Democrats of Ilowa of to-day.
They gave us no recognition whatever in their
platforms. When I fought with the third party

In regard to the charge ot the Voice,
the New York Prohibition organ, that shs was
contemptuously treated by the committes on
resolutions at the Republican natioaal conven-
tion, she said to a Jotirnal reporter, *“There
isn't an jota of truth in the statement of the
Voice and the person who made “the charge,
whoever it was, knew it when he did so. I was
pever treated more courteously by any body of
men than [ was by that committee. Why, let
me give you a little iccident to show how they
listented to what I said. Duriog the course of
my remarke, a band was passing near by, which
caused a good deal of noise and confusion, mak-
ing it exiremely difficuit to hear what was going
oo. The members of the committee promptly
requested me to stop and wait until perfect or-
der was reswored, so that i could be heard.
don't ask for any better treatment than I re-
ceived at the hands of the Republican commit-
tee, and when the Voice says I was in apy way
slightingly received, it simply does not tell the
trutn.”

“The Voice bas not accorded
ment any way, has it!”

**Not at all. Its editor has knowingly mis-
represented me. When in New York recently
a reporter of that papar called on me and want-
ed to interview me. [ declinad, simply and sole-
ly bacause I knew that I would be misrepre-
sented, and not uuder any circum-
stances accorded fair treatment. 'The reporter
was persistent, but 1 steadily declined,
and finally wrote the editor a letter, saving that
1 was extremely sorry I could not talk to his
representative, and why 1 did not do so. Well,
what did they do then?! Why, they garbled
what 1 said, left out parts, and thean published
the rest, knowingly and wilfully giving an en-
tirely wroung tone to my letter, No, yon ean
say that the Voice is knowingly unfair in what
it has had to say of me.”

“What do you think of third party prospects!”

*‘I do not believe the party is growing nearly
as fast as its leaders Delieve 1t is, Of this I am
sure, it is in no wise eommensarate with tem-
perance sentiment in 1ts growth, [ don't think
it is makiog any great progress in lowa. The
great mass of temperance people
there remain firmly with the Hepuob-
licans, because they know that they bave
given them everythbing the; ever got in the way
of temperance legislation. In otbher States |
have not had opportunity to know as well as I
do in lowa.”

““Where do you go from here!”

“l am goiog back to New York. We lLave
beadquarters at at 3¢ West Fourteenth street,
and I shall remain there until after the election
in charge of the organization of women's Ke-
bublican clubs. You ean say the organization
is progressing so far most satisfactorily. We
are getting the most influential ladies in the
land, and receiving great epcouragement.”

““No, I bave pot seen the paper, but have
heard of the charge, I was told of it by a lady
in Iowa, who was informed by
the editor of the Union Signal that Mrs. Helen M.
Gougar, of Lafayette, was the Signal's au-
thority for the statement [ ean hardiy beliave
Mrs. Gougar would make the statement and at-
tempt to injure (Gsperal Harrison in that way,
however. Of course, I know that it is entirely
unfounded and that the Journal denies it.”

Mrs. Foster was very much interested in
learning the political situation here was good,
and was pieased at the aetivity which she saw
displayed everywhere.

John H. Burford, of Crawfordsville, chairman
of the county central committee, and a member

of the State central committes, said: *“'The
laboring men are all going to support Harrison
in our county, with the exception of but a very
few life-long Democrats. The number of Dem-

ocrats coming over is remarkable. I know of a
number who 2aid they could not vote to re-elect
Cleveland, and they are men of determined ac-
tion, men who mean Wwhat they eay.
Old soldiers who have since the war voted with
the Democracy say that Cievelonud's vetoes and
rebel flag bave disgusted them acd turned them
to Harrison and Morwon. Our pecple are mainly
compesed of farmers and mecbanics, and among
them there is a growing demand for tariff liter-
ature. I am pushed every day with requesta for
pamphlets setting forth buth sides, and I believe
that there is a greater tendency to
become educated on these issues
this year than ever Dbefore. This is
where the Republican party bas the advautage,
for their protective doctrins cannot help but be
seen in a correct light where aony thorough in-
vestigation is made. In regard to the State
ticket, we all koow that Wallace would not ae-
cept the pomination if it was offered, and so we
let him drop. Porter's withdrawal we are in-
clined to accept as final, and we do not see why
it should not be taken as it was meant. As 1o
our choice, it wonld have been Hovey, but our
people are a little undecided at present. We all
want Chase for [Lientenant-governor, and we
have hopes for his nomination. With any good
man at the head of the ticket, I can safely sav
that I think Montgomery county is good for 250
KRepublican majority.”

J. W. Harrison, of Frankfort, has been a life-
long friend of General Harrison. His great-

grandfather and the General's wers brothers,
and upon this distant relationship a life-long
friendship has resulted. *“We all wanted Porter,
down in Clinton county,” he said. *“He stands
well with the laboring men. But his withdraw-
al reads as if he meant it, and we have other
good men in the State to chooss from. Weare
not in the fix the Democrats were at St Loauis,
only one man to pomicate. Our eounty will
give 200 majority this fall. The Democrats bave
had a ropture in their Jocal ranks, and it will be
to our advantage. It dates back to the eam-
paign of 1884, when the Democratic majority
was 250. A lot of them left their party, aod it
is my opinion they will never retarno. 1t i« said
that over 200 will vote agsinst Cleveland That
shows the way our people are going to go. Har-
rison need have no fears about Clinton county.”

John Johnson, of Montgomery county, said:

“Our county gave Blaine a majority of 160, but

from all appearances Harrison has a much
stronger hold on the people. 1 think we will
give him 300 majority. Owur people have been
depending upon Porter as the candidate for Gov-
ernor. They bave had some idea that heis the
strongest man in the State with the laboring
classes, and his withdrawal met with universal
regret. Of course, Lew Wallace was originally
our man, but we knew he was out of the field.
Hovey will, in all probability, be a popular man
with our delegates since -Porter has declived.
As to the condition of the party in our county,
I have never known 1t better. There is a more
general satisfaction expressed for General Har-
rison than I have ever heard for any presiden-
tial candidate. He will carry Indiana without a
doubt, even if Porter is not vn the ticket.”

W. W. Thornton; of Crawfordsviile, candidate
for the pomination of Reporter of Supreme

Court, said: *“T know of a large number of men
who voted for Cleveland in 1884 and who now
say they will s upport Harrison. A politician
told me recently that he has a list in his posses-
sion of sixteen old roldiers heretofo re of mo-
eratic affiliatron who will vote the Republican
ticket. Our eounty will poll a big majority this

A DETECTIVE'S QUEER WORK
Judge Taylor Says A. V.C-.Stawart Was
Arrested Without Authority of Law.

The Prisoner Is Released, but h Immediately
Afterward Taken Into Custody by Cinecin-
nati Officers Who Came Here for Him.

The detectives who arrested Archie W.
Stewart, charged with embezzling the funds of
the Longview Iosanpe Asylum, ia Hamilion
county, Ohio, bave pursued a very peculiar
course with their prisonsr. Thursday they
stated positively that he had been returned to
Cincinnati, when he had not, as the develop-
ments of yesterday showed. The full particu-
lars of the arrest were not made public wuntil
yesterday, It appears that the prosecutor of
Hamilton county has had reason to belive for
some time that Stowart was liviog in Indianap-
olis, and requested detectives Hobbs and Wise
to keep on the lookout for him. Tte firstof the
week Mr. Wise discovered that Stewart was liv-
ing on Pleasant street, under an assumed name,
and he telegraphed to that effect to William H.
Pugh, the Hamilton county prosecutor.

Pugh telegraphed in return instructions
to Wise to arrest the fuogitive and

hold him until requisition papers
counld be secured. Wednesday morning Wise

went to Stewart's house, but did not fied him.
Late in the evening ho returned, and found the
accused at home with his family. Mr. Stewart
consented to go to Cincinnati without a requisi-
tion, and Wise took him to the jail. Sheriff

Kipg refused to receive him, becauss Wise bad
no commission as an officer and no warrant.
Superintendent Travis also refunsed to allow
Stewart to be locked in the station-house on the
same gronnd. Later the sheriff permitted Wise
to place his man in the jail over night. Early
Thursday morning he was taken out, and the
detectives announced that they had sent him to
Cincinnatl. Instead of doing that, bowerver,
they took bim to a room on the fourth floor of

the block at No. 83 East Washington strest, and
put him under guard. Late that night he was
again taken to the jail and locked in a cell.

Early yesterday morniog Charles H. Jen-
ner, a friend of Stewart, pow living at
No. 935 Pleasant street, learned that Stewart
was still in"the ecity, and at the reguest of the
prisoner’s wife, employed Harrison J. Everett,
the attorney, to bring habeas corpus proceed-
ings. While the suit was being filed the detect-
ives again took Stewart from the jail, back to
the room on E ast Washicgton strest. They
then gave it out tbat their prisoner had been
put in & buggy and driven several miles out in
the country, to eatch a traia for Cincinnati. The
habeas corpus complaint charged that Wise was
pot an officer; that be had no warrant, and that
he bad arrested Stawart for the purpoes of
black-mail. Notwithstanding the detective’s
statement that his prisoner had been taken back
to Cincinnati, he was summoned to appear and
answer at 2 o'clock. 1t was nearly 4 o'clock
when he appeared in court, and to the surprise
of those who supposed he was telling the truth,
be brought Stawart with him. Judge Taylor,
after hearing the detective's own statement of
the arrest, released the prisoner, holding that
po private citizen bad a right to arrest a man
ou the mere authority of a telegram,
po matter from whom it came. Just as the
{ludge bad completed his decision, Joso?h Moses,

aliff of the Cincinnati Criminal Court, and
Frank Zumstein, deputy sheriff of the same
gourt, appeared with a requisition for Stewars,
snd took him in custody. Stewart seemed giad
to meet his old {riends, and zaid he would have
been back in Cincionati before mnow if he had
had hisway. *‘This is the most painfal daty I
ever performed,” said Mr. Moses. *“I went to
school with both Mr. Stewart and his wife, and
betfor hearted people I cevar met.”

In regard to the charge against Stewart, he
said the indictment charged him with embez-
zhing £12,000 fram the Lorgview Asylum. It had
been pending for over four years but no great
effort bad ever been made to hunt down the ac-
cused. There bad been a good deal of talk about
other people being concerned In the embezzle-

ent, and he did not know what the trial woald

ring out.

Stewars for the first timue talked very freely.
He said he was glad he was going back to face
the music. ‘I have boen a fugitive sufferiog
for other men’'s sins long enough,” said he.
“For four vears I bave kept quiet, but now that
the crisis has eome I propose to make a good
many people sweat, [ know I bacame infatuat-
ed with the faro bank, but I cannot be blagned
for all that oceurred. There were several other
men who helped squander that money. While
I have been a fugitive they have been living in
splendor, but they will have to come to time
now.”

“Stewart does not look like the same man he
was four years ago,” eaid Deputy Sheriff Zum-
stein, ‘I wounld not have known him if I had not
seen bim smile. When he left Cincinnati he
was very dressy, and looked ten years younger
than he doss now. I never will belisve he was
s dishonest man at heart. He was too good
natured to occupy the position he did at Long-
view, and reckless men who claimed to be his
friends no doubt got him into the troudle. If
he is punished I hove they will be also.” The
officer further expressed the belief that there
was not much of a disposition to prosecute Stew-
art vigorously. They returved to Cinecinnati
with him on the 6 o'clock train last evening.

Her husband,
who is a machinist, works eteadily and gets
€5 per day. Hbe said the money his wife gave
away was her own, and she could do what she
pleased with it. Recently the woman's faney
has turned in another direction. She has been
spading up the commons 1n the neighborhood of
ber home and plantiog flower beds. She said
ghe did it because she wanted to sse the eity
beautified. Her actions became so queer that
yesterday so>me of her neighbors bhad her
arrested, acvd a jury im 'Squire Swmoek's court
found her tc be insane.

THE SCHOOL COMMISSIONERS.

———

Another Tilt Taken on the German Question,
Appearing in a Certain Motion,

At the meeting of the School Commissioners

last night the report of retiring t~easure Frenzel
was submitted, showing a balance in the treas-

ury July 21, of $17,955.76, and on Aug. 1, a bal-

" ance of $14,651.16. The report went to the com-

mittee on finance. Upon motion of Mr, Frenzel
it was decided to include the balance in the
treasury at the present time in the Gregg fund,
amounting to £3,988.77, and that the old note be
canceled.

Superintendent Jones stated that heretofore
his report had been read at the proper time, al-
though its presentation in a printed form was
regularly provided for. He bhad placed it in the
hands of the printer and it would be ready in a

short time. This has been, he said, the most
successful year of the city schools, there baving

been an inerease of 471 pupils in the yearly en-
rollment and a gain of 1,397 who have attended

the entire course of ten months' instruction. J.

H. Greenstreet, chairman of eommittee on libra-

ry, reported an ioerease in the circulation of
books from the Publie Library, for July, of
1,184, and receipts of fines amounting to $48.12
for the entire month. Miss Elizabeth Hamilton
was onanimously elected as clerk for the super-
intendent.

At the conclusion of the routine business Mr.
Haughey proposed to the board a series of
amendments to the present manual of rules and
regulations, urging that the time for the open-
iog of the city schoo's was fast approaching, and
his proposed amendments were necessarily im-
portant. His ides was to bring the German

uestion before the board in order to iay it oven

or a fair diccussion. He propoeed that instruc-

tion in German be begun no earlier than the
sixth grade; that only three teachers be em-
ployed 1n the sixth, seventh and eighth erades,
and in High-sehool No. 1; and further, that the
instruetion be limited to the sixthh district,

igh-schools Nos. 1 and 2, and to the annexes.
- Mr. Frenzel at once objected to the introduc-
tivn of this subjeet at the time, ciaimiong that
bat few membera of the board had had time to
confer with their constituents in regard to its
propriety, and to further his desigos he at once
made a wmotion to adjourn, but the motion was
lost. Mr. Haughey was persisteat in ¢laimiog
the right to present bhis amendments on the
ground that the preszent constitution of the
board gave him a technical right to such pre-
sentation, which opinion the Chair upheld. But
Mr. Frenzel argued from precedent that such
was not customary, and that to be fair to all
parties concerned Mr. Haughey's amendments
were not even debatable, and that to be valid
they must lie over until the next meeting. Not-
withstanding the decision of the Chair to the
effect that Mr. Haughey was ertitled to present
his amendments, upon motion of Mr. Frenzel to
adjourn all debate was cut off, and the matter
will be submitted at the next meeting, when all
the members of the board may bave their ‘‘con-
stituents” at their side.
