THE CENTRALNORMAL COLLEGE.

The School and Its Faculty—Commencement

DASVILLE, Ind., Aug. 4.—The Central Normal
College was established at Danville in 1876 by
Prof. W. J. Harper, Two years later Prof. F.
P. Adams assumed control of the imstitution,
and, with the liberal aid of the citizens of Dan-
ville, succeeded in giving it character and floan-
cial standing. In this work Professor Adams
was also most efficiently assisted by Professor
Steele, and later by Prof. C. A. Hargrave, who
isnow business manager under Mrs. F. P.
Adams, president of the college. Both
Professor Adams and Professor Steeles died while
the imstitution was yet in its incipiency.
For several years, however, the college has been
payiog Mrs. Adams a bandsoma income. It is
now prospering and has dessrvedly won the dis-
tinction as one of the best institutions of the
kind in Indiana. Its present faculty consists of
Mrs. F. P. Adams, president; Prof. C. A. Har-
grave, business manager; Prof. G. T. Pattison,
in charge of the book-keeping department; Prof.
Kate A. Huron, in control of the teachers’ class;
Prof. C. Dora Lieuellen, scientific class; Prof.
A. M. Wagoer, telegraphy, phonograpby sand
type-writing; Prof. A. J. Kinneman, parliament-
ary law and debating; Prof. Jopathan Rigdon,

in eharge of the clagsical department; Prof. G. L.
Spillman, musio and elocution, assisted in the
former by Prof. E. A. Tuttle, manager of the
college orchestra; and Prof. G. Dallashind, of
the medical department. The annual com-
mencement exercises began Wednesday morn-
ing and terminated Jast night with the work of
the classical class. Thealumni banquet Wednes-
day evenirg at the Metbodist Cbhurch was a
feature of the occazion. The annuval address
was delivered by Conrad Wolf, of Kokomo.
whose theme was ““The Struggle of a Race.”
Toasts were responded to by Prof. John Craven,
superintendent of Monroe covnty; C. Webb Feit,
of Greenfield, and Prof. 'A. Jones, prineipal of
the Daoville pablic schoolas. The departments
were all represented creditably by full eclasses,
and the exercises were unusually
interesting,. The work of the classical
graduates, under Professor Rigdon, yesterday
afternon and last evening, wersa especialiy
worthy of note, Fourteen members graduated,
all of whom were present with addresses except
S. E. Thornton, of Kearney, Neb.,, who was
called home ;wo wesks agn iw the seriousiliness
of his mother. This is one of the strongest
classes, intellectually, that ever graduated from
this institation. Professor LaFollette, Saper-
intendent of Public Instruction, who was preas-
ent yesterday and last night, remarked that
three or four of the speeches delivered by this
class were as able as any he had ever heard at
any college eommencement in this coun-
try. Iiss Jenpy  Shelly's  “Etnice”
was a thoughtful production. ‘‘Beauties Un-
seen,” by Mise Lon Robinson, of Danville, was
excollent, The debate on the tarifl issue, be-
tween George A. Boyd, of Thayer, Mo., and
Charles A. Compton, of Boonsbore, I, was
very entertaining. *‘The American Mind," by
J. A. Joseph, of Casstown, O., was an able ad-
dress, but showed a prefjndic. against the news-
papers. ‘‘Logicand Life,” by W. P. Burris, of
Danvile, was s strong presentation of the
““faith” side of life, showing the insaffisiency
of logie 2nd sci-mce as solvers of the problems
and myvsteries of life. “The Struggle
for Existence.” by’Miss Agnes Courtney, was a
creditable presentation of the battie of life, as
anplying to all forms of organized beings. D.
V. Miiler, of Ferodale, Ind., gave a fine dis-
course on “Law.” Prof. Rigdon's address to the
class was digoified and impressive, Mrs. Adams
delivered a touching and entertaining address
to the collegs and citizens.

The Stevens County (Kan.) Troubles.

LiseraL, Kan.,, Aug. 4.—A detachment of
State troops arrived here in a epecial train of
seven cars at 6 o'clock last evening, en route for
Stevens county. The force consists of eight
companies of the Second Regiment Kansas Na-
tional Guards, numbering 400 men, under com-
mand of Col. L. N, Woodeock, and a section of
Beattery B, with one Gatlizg gun, under com-
mand of Lieut V. B. Stose. The expedition is
in charge of Brigadier-general Murray Meyers,
who is accompanied by bhis adjutant, Capt. John
A. Wallace, and aid-Jds-camp Lieut. Howard M.
Davis. Adjutaot-general A. B. Campbell, who
arrived by the regular passenger traino in the
afternoon, provided ten days’ rations and bag-
gsge here and aceompevied the force. The
troops stayed here several hours to eat and rest,
and marched out of Liberal at 9 o'clock in the
evening. After marching eight miles they en-
camped for the night. As many of the young
soldiers are noaccustomed to longz marebes, itis
pot likely that the expedition will reach Hugo-
ton before Saturday night. The regiment brought
its band along to cheer up the boysduring the
long march. General Meyers did not care to
disclose his orders until he reached Hugoton,
but it is intimated that martial law will pe de-
clared in Stevens county, that the inhabitants
will ba disarmed, and that the Unitad States
marshal will then nar in and arrest Sam Robine
son, J. P. Chamberlain and several other Hugo-
ton men on the charge of murder. It is also
supposed that several citizens of Woodsdale are
to be arrested. At any rate, the troops will stay
io Stevens county until order is restored and the
citizens are pacified

Atrocities in Alaska.

OTTAWA, Ont,, Aug. 4 —Special advices from
Sitka, Alaska, give the following particulars of
a terribie affair which happened in an Indian vil-
lage in that region: A woman of the Takeon
tribe gethored certain herbs and administered
them to the wife of the second ehief, Yato Hok,
from the effects of which she died. After her
death Yato Hok gave orders that the woman
ehould be put to death, and accordingly a sys-
tem of torture was inaugurated by bheating
stones red-hot and placiog them jo her mouth,
When life was almost extinct hehad her hanged.
He also gave orders to have her husband hanged,
but when the latter was suspended in the air he
managed to get bis hands in thenoose and there-
by preven strangulation. While in this posi-
tion the chief eut his hand with a knife, but
failled to make him remove his grasp, Other
Indians then interfered and the poor fellow was
freed. Yato Hok was arrested and brought 1o
trial at Sitka, but it turned out thas the village
was in British Columbia, and the prisoner bhad
to be discbharged. Justice Reid severely repri-
manded him, which was all he counld do in the
matter. It is likely that the Dominion govera-
ment will take up the ease and bring the flend
to justice.

Mormons Invading Mexico,

EL Paso, Tex., Aug. 4.—A steady but very
quiet influx of DMicrmons is taking place intwo
northern Chihuaboa to the lands recently pur-
chased by leading Mormons at Salt Lake City,
from bacienda-owners, an account of which was
given at the time by the Globe-Democrat, and
whick was at the time, for obrions reasons, eon-
tradicted and patuorally denied by the chureh
organs at Salt Lake City. But the information
was correet neverthsless. Thess new acquisi-
sitions to the popula tion of Chibuabua usuaily
come io small squads of from ten to twelve fam-
ilies, in charge of an elder, and sometimes a
bishop. The latest squad, seven families, with
a large number of children, came in chargs of
Bishop®™ecFarland. They crossed the interna-
tional boundary linea few days ago soulb of
Deming, and went into camp at the new City of
Pologas during the tedious investigation into the
dutiable portions of their baggage, which had to
be transacted at Ascension, some forty miles
distant. The Mexican collector seemed disposed
to give all the troubis he could.

StaxpinG Rock Acexcy, D.T., Aug 4 —This
being the day to issue beef go the Indians, no
council was beld. Up to this time the only ob-
jections offered by the Indisns are that the gov-
ernment has not observed former treaties; that
the boundaries of the present reservations are
cot those which the commissioners promised
them; that the price is npot enough; that they
wish to keep all their lands for their children,
and that the Flandreaux Indians, under the act,
mAy take aliotment on this reservation. They
also object to the Santez, of Nebraska, and the
Poncas having a weice in the mMalter
or any participation ia the funds Each
speaker has repeated these objections, and in re~
ply, the act has been carefully read to them
aud explained. The commislopers bave en«

deavored to show them that the governmeat
has, during the last twenty years, dooe more
thao promised in treaties, and that when the
time expired for feeding them under the treaty
of 1868, they were fed for four years more until
'76; that since 158 the government has ex-
pended for their use sbout §30,000,000, double
the amount paid for the whole Louisisaa

urchase; that six times a3 much
as been expended {for the Dbuildings
and other thiogs as ‘Wwas promised
by the treaties. It has been demonstrated to
them by the interpreters that the boundaries
are precisely as promised them, and that the
ceded lands to be sold will afford them & fund
pufficient to make them independent and seif-
supporting, if they make good uss of the oppor-
tunity. They eomplain that at least one-balf of
the land to be ceded is of no accoust, and can
never be so. They have been shown thet under
