We passed along with scarce a glance at these
side-show- s, for we were anxious to faee an
ostrich with a stout fenee between.

These birds are per-
fectly bare above the neck and legs, and though
their whole body is covered with rich plumes,
the fullest and longest and choicest are gathered
from their wings. Twice a year they are
plucked,' and the annual revenue which they
bring to their possessor is, according to all ac-
counts, quite a little fortune. The finest pair
are valued at $S00.

ten minutes' boiling, and if boiled past this point
will never araiu coagulate. Over-boilin- g eauses
the juice to lose its property of gelatinizing, and
proa aces a moscilaginous or gummy substance.

If the fruit seems to yield a larger quantity
of juice than usual, an extra ounce or two of
sugar should be used, as tbe given amount will
not be sufficient to absorb the natural water in
the fruit, aod tbe jelly will not be gelatinous,
and will remain a syrup, even after long contin-
ued boiling. The second boiling seldom does
any good. The only safe way is to begin trying
tha jelly after five-minute- boiling. Put a tea
spoonful into a saucer, place it on tho ice for a
moment to eool. If a jelly-lik- e film forms quick-
ly over the ton it is almost done; five minutes
more will finish it, I! this film is quite tough
tt is done.

Apple juice will help to harden jellies that in-

cline to be tbin. Much of the jelly in the mar-
ket is made from anple stock, with flavoring cf
various kinds to jus$fy the labels attached.

To keep a light color in jelly care should be
taken not to cook the sugar long, as this will
darken the fruit and cause it to "candy."

A good old eook book says: "In making jelly,
do but little at a time, to keep it of a light color
and crisD and firm. Bright, fair weather im-
proves the color and flavor of jelly."

Grape jelly is quite as desirable as anything
In the jelly line. A person recovering from
sickness will relish grape jelly almost before all
other sauces, and, if possible, it ia well to have
some on hand for this purpose, if no other.

Quinee jelly is easily made from the parings
and odd pieees of fruit left after preserving, but
it Is not well to leave the seeds in, as they tend
to make tbe jelly sticky and ropy. Grape jelly
should be made before tbe grapes turn.

Metz at the Present Time How the French
and Germans Get Along Together.

I had not been in Metz twenty-fou- r hours

when I was informed that the chief commissary
of the police of tbe third section wished to see
me. I found this person sitting in uniform be-
fore a desk in ' a little room. Without being
eordial he was perfectly polite. It appeared that
I had not given sufficient information concern-
ing myself in the printed police form wbien I
bad been requested to fill op on tbe previous
night. The police not only wished to know
my came, nationality and profession,
but also the date of my birth
and my religion. I was also asked bow long I
intended to stop in Metz, and how I proposed to
spend my time here. The account I gave of ray-se- lf

seemed to be satisfactory; for tbe inquisitor-
ial expression had left tbe commissary s face at
the close of the interview, and be was almost
bland. The police keep as firm a grio upon
Metz in a civil sense as the garrison does ip a
military one. The town is divided into six po-
lice sections, the chief commissaries of which re-
ceive their instructions from and make their re-
ports to a central authority. Any stranger who
enters this place soon becomes aware that be is
watched with an interest that may or may not
be disturbing according to bis degree of sensibil-
ity to such surveillance.

My first impression on coming here wss that
the attachment of the native population to
France was by no means so strong ss tbe French
would have us believe. Nothing could be calmer
than the life of the people, judged from the sur-
face. The old French or Mesnn stock seemed
to have grown thoronghly accustomed to the
presence of the Germans in their midst,
and to have become blended with them. Closer
observation has forced me to a very different
conclusion. Metz has been greatly Germanized
by continuous immigration from beyond the
Rhine, but the essins are more French in sym-
pathy than they were before tbe war. They mix
freely with the Germans in ordinary business
of life, but tho two elements do not mix social-
ly. There are many cafes where only French
is spoken, and others where one hare nothing
but German. Even thos Lorrainers of the
lower classes who habitually speak in German
patirs persist in calling themselves French
whenever they can do sowith discretion: Young
Messins who were boys when this city belonged
to France, and who have served their time in
the German army, return to their old associa-
tions as soon as they are free; and they have
the credit of being more hostile to the Germans
than the older generation. Vet indirect taxation
falls less heavily upon tbe workman here than
it does in France. Bread aod tobacco only to
name two articlesare much cheaper here than
they are on tbe French 6ide of the frontier.
On tbe other hand, trade is languishing and
work of all kinds is hard to obtain. Tbe Ger-
mans have spent vast sums upon tbe construc-
tion of forts, bnt tbey have been carefol to em-
ploy only German and Italian laborers. The
Lorrainers and Alsatians are evidently regarded
as a conquered people ready for rebellion. AU
attempt at conciliation appears to have been
abandoned, and it looks as it the provinces were
to be Germanized by the forced emigration of

be offended. Possibly yon have been offended
by certain sounds, eights and tastes. Well,
you shonld remember that the sensory nerves
of an infant are far more delica than yours,
and more liable to become offended; therefore,
they should be carefully guarded and protected.
If a child squints up its eyes, puckers up its
face and turns away from the light, you may
know it i offended. If you persist ia keeping
it thus exposed, it will persist in squinting,
frowning and looking cross.' In this way the
sweet expression in children's faces is often de-
stroyed, and they grow up with squinty eyes
and frowning brows.

Pouting, coarse mouths are often tbe result of
children sucking their thumbs or biting tbeir
bands. They should not be allowed to do these
things, because they excite an excessive and un-
necessary flow of saliva, which may impair the
health. In addition to this being a very untidy
habit it is almost certain to be followed by the
worse habit ol dropping the lower law and
breathing through the mouth instead of the nose.
These things are preventable, aod parents must
not become offended when they are told that
they are responsible for them. This you
may set down as solemn truth: That more than
one-hal- f of the ugliness of face and figure now
prevalent is due to improper nursing and to lack
of proper care during the first three years of
childhood.

It is not unusual for a baby to spoil the set of
its nose by pushing its fingers np its nostrils.
It is prompted to this action by some irritation
in the nose, and will stop it as soon as the irri-
tant is removed, unless it has continued tbe
habit so long that it has become fixed. To break
it up it may be necessary to not mittens on its
bands for a few days. If the nose is inclined to
"pug" too much it may be pressed and rubbed
down gently two or three times a day for several
weeks. A nose may be made aa long and slen-
der ss a turkey gobbler's nasal wattle by this
sort of treatment. A mold or mask may be
kept on the nose at night to correct marked de-
fects.

Yon may have noticed that careless, gossiping
mothers have the ugliest children. They will
talk over the back fence, on the steps, or in the
parlor, and allow baby to pull its ears off if it
can. Should its crying interfere with her gos-
sip she gives it the table and mantel ornaments
to play with, no matter how much it may
stretch its mouth trvinir to swallow them, nor
how sore it may make its gums.

Wise, thouehtfol mother will see that their
babes are well taken care of, yet there are
thousands of mothers who only seem to care to
keep theirs alive and out of mischief. They
never study their anatomical development,
much less their nervous and mental character-
istics.

While it is true that children inherit tha char-
acteristics of their parents in a greater or less
degree, it is also true that the average child
may be made to grow up ue&t, trim And band
some.

If your children are ugly and ungainly it is
largely your own fault.

Jams and Jellies.
Nw England Farmer.

In preserves the fruit shonld be kept whole,
but for jams it is mashed and stirred continual-
ly to make a smooth paste. Tha favorite com-
mercial jam is tbe raspberry which is used
largely by bakers. It has been reported that
this kind of jam is made of tomatoes stewed,
strained and glucose added with sufficient hay-
seed to five it a raspberry appearance and flav-
oring added to give it a natural taste. Three-auarte- rs

of a pound of sugar to each pound of
fruit is a good rule for making jam, aod if the
froit is bruised before it is cooked it will not
become hard. Boil it about fifteen minutes be-
fore adding the sugar; by this means tbe flavor
of the fruit is preserved. After tbe sugar is
added a half hour is a good average time to
cook all kinds of jam. A small wooden paddle
is very convenient to uso in making jam. Put
up jams in small glasses or jars like jellies and
keep in a cool, dark plaee.

In making jelly two bags are useful; they are
best made of flannel, although cotton flannel or
linen will answer tbe purpose very well. Take
a square of cloth and fold it in triangular shape
and sew up one side. Tbe recipes for jelly
usually say "do not squeeze the bag," but if two
are used all the juiee may be pressed from the
first and then poured into the second bag to
drain without pressure. Never use iron or tin
in making jelly. A porcelain lined kettle, earth-
en bowl or pan and a silver or wooden spoon are
the best utensils. For all jellies tbe general
ruio may be giveu of allowing the clear juice to
boil about twenty minutes and then add one
pound cf sugar to every pint of juice.

Jelly glasses may be covered with brandied
papers, or paper brushed over with the white
of an egg before the metallic covers are fastened
on.

One or two quarts of jelly is a sufficient quan-
tity to make at one time, aa a larger measure
seeds more boiling.
