A DAY OF DEMONSTRATIONS,

———

Jllincis and Indiana Unite in Honorlog Gen.
Bevjamin Harrisoo.

The ecity was almost given over to strangers
yosterday, who poured in to pay their respects
to Geperal Harrison. Ia the morning two
train-loads from Hamilton eounty arrived, and
after dinner three sxcursion trains came in from
eastern [llinois. Of the former there were
about twenty-five hundred, and of the latter
three thousand, making almost six thonsand
visitors for one day. The Hamilton connty del-
egation made a great dispiay, and in uumbers
far exceeded anvthing that was expected. The
train on the Eria road bronght many coaches
that were crowded to overfiowing, inasmuch as
quits a8 number rode upon top of the cars. The
visitors arrived at the Union Depot shortly be-
fore 11 o'clock, and on disembarking formed in
line immediately for the march up town. The
procession was headed by the Tippecanoce
Club recently organized in that county. Eighty
of the 150 members of the club were in yester-
day's procession. Their banner was one of the
niost astractive ones whieh has yet been seen in
the many processions that have visited the eity.
1t consisted of a large bust portrait of General
Harrison—an excellent likeness—whish was
placed in a frame wrapped in bunting of the
pational eolors. The back of the picture con-
tained the inscription, **Protection, Prosperity
anod Perpetuity of the Union.” Be-
hind the  Tippecanoe  veterans eame
a hest younger and noisier,
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made this morning is worthy of Hamilton
ecounty: it is worthy of the great party to which
you have given the consent of Jour miods avd
the love of your hearts; it is altogsther more
than worthy of him whom you have come to
greet. You come from a county that, as your

kesman bas said, is greatly favored, a county
rich in its agricultural eapacity; bus, as I look
into your faces this morning, I turn from the
contemplation of material wealth to the thoueht
of those things that are higher and better. 'Ap-
plause and cries of “Good, good."] Not long
ago a distinguished Englishman and jurist visit-
ed our courtry. On the eve of hia return, ina
public address, he alluded to the fact that wher-
ever ha went he was asked whether he was nos
amazed at the great size of our country. This
gtuadent of law and goveroment very kindly, bat
very decidedly rebuked this too prevalent pride
of bulk, and called our attention to the finer
and higher things that he had observed in our
American ecivilization.

“So to-day, as 1 look into these intelligent
faces, my thoughts are turned away from those
things that are scheduled, that have their places
in our census raturoe, to those things which be-
long to the bigher man—his spiritual and moral
nature. [Applause.| I econgratulate  you, not
so much upon the rich farmlands of your
county as upon your virtuous and bappy homes.
[Applause.] The home is the best, as it is the
fdrst, school of good citizenship. It is the great
conservative and asssimilating force. I should
despair for my country if American
gitizens were to be trained only in
our achoois, valuable as their instruetion is
Itisin the home that we first learn obedience
avd respect for law. Parental authority is the
typs of beneficent government It is inthe
home that we learn to love, in the mother that
bore us, that which is virtuous, consosrated and
pure. [Applause.] I take more pride in the
fact that the Republican party bas always been
the friend and protector of the American home
than in sught else. [Aovplanse.] By the bened-
cent homestead law it created more than a half
million of homes: by the Emancipation Procla-
meation it converted a million ecattle pens
into homes. {Applause. | And it
18 etill those  principles
rity
in our homes. I grest you as men who have
been purtured in such bomes, and call your
thought to the fact that the Repuablican party
bas always been and can be trusted to be,
friendly to all that will promote virtue, intelli-
gence and morality in the homes of our people.
[Applause. ]

Now, in view of the fact tbat I must greet
other delegations to-day [Cries of *'Don’t atop”],
1 am sure you will be content with these brief
romarks, though tksy are altogether an inade-
quate retarn for your cordial demonstration.”

The band-shaking then followed and for al-

most an bhour the General stood on the lower
one of the steps leading to the stand extending
his hand to the eager erowd which filed past.
Then he was hurried to his carriage and driven
away to dinver, preparatory to passing through
s similar experience in the afternoon.
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The Tlinols Visitors.
The Macon and Douglas county, Tilinis, dele-
gations made a superb display in the afternoon,

Jican. The parades abounded in bands, banuvers
and badges, and macde an imposing display along
the line of march. The Noblesville band led the
way, aod furnished excellent music. Among

the other bands that which attracted the most
attention was the “‘Sheridan Kid Band.” It was

composed of fourteen boys, the oldest of whom
is oot fourteen years of age and the youngest
not yet nine. Yet the boys gave some very fair
music. The teacher of the band is N. B. Corne-
lius, formerly of this city. Master Charles God-

win, whe is only eight years of age, plays a cor-
net very well

The banners were, as usual, full of patriotie
sentiment, serving as unerring indications of
public opinion. One banner was inseribed on
one side, ‘'Proiection means progress, peace
sod plenty,” and upon the other, “Free-trade
means ratrogression, riot and ruin.” Another
banner proclaimed, “We are of the tribe of
Beojamin and Levi, and they will get there,
Ell'"™ There were many others of a similar
character. One of the most noticeable persons
lo the procession was a giant, dressed in red,
white and blue muslin, who bore a banner with
ved, white and blae fringe, with the imscrip-
tion, ““The eagzle and the flag against the rooster
and the rag.”

The procession arrived at University Parlk
shortly after 11 o'clock, and in a few moments
General Harrison appeared. He was eacorted
to the stand by Judge Martindale and Hon. J.
R. Gray, chairman of the Hamilton county Re-
publican ecentral committee. General Harrison
was greeted with enthasiastic cheers, whils two
of the bands played patriotic airs. Then Mr.
Gray was introduced by Judee Martindale to

present the Hamilton county visitors to General
Harrison, which he did in the following words:

“‘(General Harrison—We are here to-day from
Hamilton covuty to greet you. We come for
the p1 of expressing our appreciastion of
the distinguished honor conferred upon the man
of our cheoiee by that grand body of men wko
composed the recent pational Republican con-
vention at Chicago. We come to congratulate
Yyou personally, upon the great unanimity with
whica you have been nominated as the candidate
of the grandest political party i the world's
bistory. for the greatest political office in the
world, aud upon the suspicious signs of victory
attending that nomination. We come as a
collection of citizens representing in a peealiar
sense the beneficent resuits of our American
Eystem of protectioa. We live in
& county in which npature has been
exceedingly gemerous in her bestowal of re-
sources (especially agricultural resources),
which are being constantly improved bv our
people; and wbile at preseat we are not largely
engaged in enterprises that command the serv-
ices of large bodies of men, yet our oceupations
and interests are so diversified that each is the
belpmate of the other; and thus our develop-
mwent and prosperity are continnous and health-
ful, and our prospects and possibilities for rapia
davelopment in the near futures are very great.
Hareare gathered from our county representa-
tives of the various ealliogs, pursuits and oceu-
pations in life to greet you, and inform you that
we are satisfied with the Repnblican policy of

rotection for labor, for home induastries and for

ome markets for home products, becanse that
policy briogs us work, wages aud wealth; and
we will demand and vote for its continuanee.

“Wa present you here to-day the greetings of
this large number of the old veterans who in
1840 were for Harrison aond a protective tariff,
and they defeated a New York free-trade Demo-
erat in bis race for a sscond term for the oresi-
dency then; aad they are for Harrison and a
protective tariff to-day, and thay intend to de-
feat another New York free trade Democrat in
his' race for a second term of the presidency
with our own Gen. Benjamin Harrison in 1888,
We present you here to-day the greetings «f this
large number of ex-soldiers, who, like yourself,
in 1861-63, voluntarily left all that was near and
dear to them at home, and (with their
lives in their bands) bazarded all that
they bad, were, or ho to becoms,
on the bloody baitle-fields of the South, to con-
quer a rebellion agaioss the aanthority of the
government in order that we might have a
country aver which the old flag might continue
to floas forever, as the proud embiem of protec-
tion to ‘life, liberty and the pursuit of happiness.’
These men are for you now, because they know
that you are one of them, were with them and
will stand by them inall their interests.

“I will not detsin you by traversiog the 1s-
Bues of this campaign. They are many, and
vital, t00; but thank God, our people read, and I
believe they will understand the issues. and de-
eide them corrrectiy—by electing Harrison and
Morton. We want our American Congress to
legislate for the protection of American inter-
ests and not in favor of pauper interests. We
don't want Engiand 1o rob and starve our labor-
ing men, asshe is robbing and starving the
Irish people in Ireland to-day.

“In conclusion, (General, allow me to assnre

u that [ speak the sentiment of all the Repub-

jicans of my county when [ say that we know
your history, life and charaeter perfectly, and
that you have not only proper convictions of the
right, bat that you have the courage, aiso, to -
pert and masintain them at any hazard. And
while we extend our congratulations to you, we
also congratulate ourselves and the country in
the facs thatin this greatstruggle for the right we
bave in you s standard bearer who is a thorough
Republican, fuily equniped, both in head and
heart, for the great trust whieh we intend 1o
place in your hands, and that you will give to
the country an abla, houest and pure adminis-
tration, and we here and now pledge to you our
earnest, faithful support

“Genersl, sllow me to introduee to you tha Ra.
publicans of Hamilton counsy, for it is you they
desire to see and hear. Ladies and gentleren,
I bave the honor and pleasure of introduncing
te you Gen Bepjamin Hgrrison, who will ad-
. dress you.”

There wua another scene of enthusiasm when
General Harrison arose and stood before the
muititude After the crowd was sufficientiy
quiss e spoke as follows:

“Colopel Gray and my Hamilton Conaty

Frisnds—The demonstration which Fou bave

pearance. They came in over two roads—two
traios by way of the Vandalia and one by the L.,
D. & W.—arriving here shortly before 2 o’clock.
The number of ladies was small, and of the
3,000 in the party the majority were young or
middle-aged men, fine-looking, active men, and
vory enthosiastie. The conter of attention, how-
ever, was the members of the Young Men's
Hepublican Club of Decatur. They all wore
white linen coats and high hats, and when they
bad formed into line and the procession was
ready to start, they suddenly dazzled the eyes
of the speotators by hoisting red, white and blue
sun-shades, with which every man in the clab
bad come supplied. They marched three abreast,
and were so arranged that a red, a white and a

 blue parasol were represented in each trio. The

effect was superb, and the throngs of people on
the sidewalk all along the route gave them chear
after cheer. A gentleman who was at the Chi-
cago convention declares that the display beat
anyvthing seen there—not even excepting that of
the Blaine Clab, of Cioeinnati. Thiscludb, how-
ever, by no means constituted the only attrae-
tion in the procession, in the van of which were
pavaral survivors of General Grant's old regi-
ment, the Twenty-first Illinola The name of
Grans still thnlls the hearts of Republicans, and
the little crowd representing the men wbo had
started out under bim when his name was yet
comparatively obseure was an objeet of great
interest. They bore the old regimental flag
—the anly one for which General Grant ever
isened a reguisition. It was too old and tat-
tered to be unforled. It was wrapped closely to
the staff, to which a streamer was attached,
makiog known the identity of the flag.

The lllinois delegations bad few Lanners, but
brought some excellent musical organizations.

The Decatur Band, which accompanied the
Young Men's Republican Club, was an excellent

organization and bhandsomely uniformed. Ae-
companyiog the same club was a drum corps of

thirty-four yonng men. It appeared that the
Decatur young men wers intent upon cutting a
wide swath in every direction, and they about
gucceeded in doing it. The erowd, which had as-
gembled in froct of the epeaking stand when
Geperal Harrison appeared to meat these vis-
itors" wat tha largest gathered in
University Park this year. Many of
the Hamilton county visitors were present
When the General appearad the strangers in the
erowd immediately picked him out from among
the eompany of gentlemen who were sscorting
bim to the stand, although few of them had
ever seen him before, and, after a few hurried
exclamations of “There comes Harrison,” they
broke into cheers, the ovation even excelling
that of the morninz. (General Harrison raised
his bhat in acknowledgement, the cheers re-
doubling when he advanced upon the stand.
Here were seated, in addition to members of the
local reception committee, Capt. T. D. Minturn,
of Douglas county, Andrew H, Mills, a young
attorney of Decutur, and a number of the Young
Men's Republican Club, and several of the rep-
resantatives of General Grant's old regiment,

Judge Martindale first introduced Captain
Minturn, who spoke as follows in behalf of the
Douglas county visitors:

“(ieneral Harrison—These are the bors that
represent the Sucker State, the State that sent
a Lioeoln, and a Grant, and a Logan to help pre-
gerve this Nation. If it were not forbidden by
our opponents | would make some reference to
the history of the United States; but that isa
thing that has been ignored. We are told we
ought to let bygones be bygones. I could tell

ou that our candidate for the Presidency of the
‘pited States had a great grandfather who
signed the Declaration of Indepecdence, [ap-
piause,] and he bad s grandfather who risked
his life to maintain the Declaration of Inde,
ndence, fighticg Joho Bell; and that grand-
ather has a grandson who, to-day is willing 1o
risk his life in the maintonance of the govern-
ment. We bave men in our delegation who
stood with onr candidate for the Presidency
on the bloody fleld of battlee. We have
men in onr delegation, old veterans,
who voted for William Henry Harrison in 183
and 1840, who swear that if the great God in
heaven spares their lives they will vote for the
grandson in 1888. You may think that the war
of independenca freed us from Great DBritain;
but, through the ehicanery of the Cobden Clud
and the Democratic party, they are still tryiog,
by money and ballots, to gain that which they
could pot gain by bullets. [Applause.| They
want to destroy the manufactories; they want
to reduce the workingmen of this conntry to the
condition of the serfs of Europe, avd they have
the Demoeratic party backing them up. But
when the poils roll in with 20,000 majority for
Harrizon and Morton, which lllinois intends to
give in November, they will see that we have
reiegated the Demoeratic part)’ to ‘innocuons
desuetude’ [applause], a position that they are
eminently qualified by nature to adorn.” [Ap-
plause, |
Mr. Mills made the speech introducing the

Decatur end Macon county delegates to the
General. He spoke rapidiy and with great ear-
vefness, being frequently interrupted with ap-
plause. Said he:

“Greneral Harrison—We, the Republicans of
the city of Decatur and Macon county—1,200
strong—desiring to add our testnonial to vour
worth as a private citizen and a faithful publie
servant, bave left our farms, our offices and our
shors to greet you, the chossn and able leader of
the great Kepublican party that is pledged go
delend and proteet American citizens and Amer
ean induatries. We congratulate you oo the
pirasing fact that in your nomination the bick-
erings of the past are forzotten; the hrokza
lines are elosed. We stand shoulder to shonlder,
with o deep convietion in the justice of our cause
and an abidiog faith in the wisdom and patriot-
isw of our sta _ ), realizing that every

man should do his duty, and we here pledge you
to do it as God gives us light to see thlt'dlty.
Some of our number, whose locks are whitened
the frosts of many winters, voted for your
illestrious grandfatber; others stood by the
cradle of Liberty at the birth of the grandest
party of any nation or of any aga: others promptly
responded to the Nation's call of danger, and
fought side by side with you until tresson cried
‘enough’; while others will cast their first presi-
dential vote for you.
“We have more young men in our party to-
day than st any period of its history. The Re-
ublican party has arisen from the ashes of de-
eat, stronger, better organized, and more de-
termined than ever that the results of the war
sball not be curtailed, defeated, or repealed by
adverse lezislation, or the reorganization of the
Supreme Court,
“There are two subjects mentioned io our
latform that twwer high over every other issue
fore the Ameriean people, and these ars pro-
tection to Ameriean labor and a free ballot and
a fair count, As during the darkest hours of
the rebeliion you were ever found in the thick-
est of the fight atthe head of our army: with
words of cheer you strengthenad their already
brave hearts, aud turning in your saddie you
shoutad, ‘Come on boys,’ and plunged into the
breach, so in this battle for liberty and eguality,
for protection and prosperity, you are our con-
quering  hero, leadiog wus to  Vieto-
ry. Your soldiers are enthusiastie,
econfildent and trues. Your bearing et the
focus of public  thought has turned
respect into eonfidence, esteeamy and love; your
utterances have been words of widosm, treasured
by vour friends and dreaded by your enemies.
And the stars and stripes [producing a silk
flag] —this ensign of vietory—ihis flag, whose
gtars seem real, whose lines of white symbol
the purity of our heroie sires, and those of red
their patriotic blood shed in defense of the
right: this flag, that has kissed the breeze over
many hard-fought battle-flelds, this tiag has been
chosen the 1nsignia of Republicanism in this
campaign, and you our color-bearer. Then go
forward, inspired by the loyal millions of your
coantrymen who are looking to yon to plant
this flag |here bhanding General Harrison the
flag] in triumph in every Northern State at
least, thereby guaranteeing to us a pure, honest
and efficient administration.”

Then General Harrisou arose, and, after some
moments of cheering and waviog of parasols and

hats, proceeded tc epeak, as follows:

“My Republican Friends-—-1 feel myself un-
able to respond suitabiy to this maenificent
demonstration and tothese kindly words which
you have addressed to me. Public duties ia-
volve grave responsibilities. The conscientious
than will not contemplate them without serious-
ness. DBut the man who sincersly desires to
know and to do his duty may rely upon the
favoring help of God and the friendly judgment
of his feilow-citizens. [Great applause. |

“Your coming from another State and from
distant homes testifies to the observing interest
which you feel in those questions which are to
be settied by the bailot in November. [Cries of
“We will settle them.’]

“'The eonfessed free-traders are very few in
this country. DBat English statesmen and En-
glish newspapers confidently declare that in
fact we have a great many. [Applause. ]

“We are told that it is only an average redue-
tion of 7 per cent. that is contemplated.
{Lauoghter.] Well, if that were true and not a
very deceptive statement, as it really is, von
might fairly ask whether this average reduction
does not sacrifice some American industry or
the wages of our workingmen and workiog
women. You may also fairly ask to see the
free list, which does not figure in this ‘average.’

Applause and eries of *That’s it’] We would

ave more confidence in the protest of these re-
formers that they are not ‘free-traders’ if we
could oceasionally hear oneof them say that he
was a protectionist [applause|, or admit that cur
eustoms duties should adequately favor our do-
westicindastries. But they seom to be content
with a negative statsinent.

*“Those who would, if they could, elimiuate
the protective principle from our tariff laws
bave, in former moments of candor, deseribed
themselves as ‘progressive free-traders,’ and it
is an apt designation. The protective system is
a barrier against the flood of foreign importa-
tions and the competition of underpaid labor in
Euarope. |Applause.] Those who waat to lower
the dyke owe it to those who live behind it to
make a plain statement of their purposes. Do
they want to invite the flood, or do they bLelieve
in the dyke, but think it will afford adequate
protection at a lower level! [Great and enthu-
siastic appliuse. |

“What I say is only suggostive. 1 eaunotin
this brief talk go into details, or even properly
limit the illustrations I bave used. But this 1s
an approvriate and timely inquiry: With what
motive, what ultimate design, what disposition
towards the sﬁneiple of protecticn is it that our
present tariff schadule is attacked! It may be
that reduetions should be made; it may be that
some duties should be increased, but we want
to know whether those who propose the revision
believe in taking thought of our American work-
ingmen in fixing the rates, or will leave them to
the chance eifects of a purely revenne tariff,
lApplause. |

**Now, baving spoken onee already to-day, you
will accept this inadequate acknowledgment of
thic magnificent demonstration.

“I thank you, my lllinois friends, not only on
my own bebalf. but on behalf of the Repub-
licans of Indiaca for the great intersst you have
manifested.” [Applause.]

It bad been thought that the CGeneral would
not attempt to shake bands with the afternoon

delegation, and some of his friends advised him
pot to undertake it, as the crowd wonld not ex-

pect it if an explanation was made, but he said
he felt perfectly able for the job, and according-
ly gave the visitors the satis{action of shaking
hands with bim. The expressions of those who
passel him were full of encourage-
ment. “We'll elect you, General,” was
ona of e most frequent, “Illinois is
golid for you,” was another, and ‘‘God bless you
and eleet you,” was also heard. (Gen. Harrison
within four hours had ihaken hands with proba-
biy not less than 4,000 people, at the smallest es-
timate, but Le stands the strain with all the
etrength excellent health and the inspiration of
good feeling give him.

Thie will be another busy day with General

OUn the formear dg!r
delegations will come from Vermillion, Johnson,
aud Bartholemew counties, and Paxton,
Jacksonville and Kankakee, 1ll. Saturday
will probably be the biggest day of the
week. White, Newton and Jasper ecounties
and Montgomery and Cnyoshoga counties, Ohio,
will send delegations. Toere will also be here
saveral hundred commercial travelers from
Bloomington and Peoria, Ill. The Hlinois com-
mercial travelers bave extended an invitation to
the traveliog men of Lafavettsa to join them,
which will probably be accentad. Copgressman
Rowell, of Bloomington, will be the® spokesman
for the visitors. The Indianavolis commercial
travelers are prepariog to meet their visitiag
breshren at the depot and give them a recep-
tion.

EXPRESSIONS FROM THE PEOPLE.

Leonard Wild, of Noblesville, waz a delegate
to the State convention and a member of the
committee on permanent organization. *Ham-
ilton county,” he remarked, *‘will poll a solid
vote for Harrison.

Pro-
tection is &n issne that will alwars win, "no mat-
ter what party’s colors it saile neder. It is not
the Repablican party that ssks the people for its
supremacy to ba restored, it is the platform on
whieh it standa” ,

“How is tho State ticket received!” he was
asked.

“The ticket, from one end to the other, gives
unanimous satisfaction. We were all for Porter
at first in Hamilton eonntr, bLbut after he so
strongly refused we wanted Hovey. 1 believe
Porter was honest when he gaid he didn't want
the nominntion, and I coald see no nse in foreing
it upen him when Dne repeatedly smd

that he could accept under no eonsideration.
The ticket as it stands will win »
good many Cleveland votes over. I kmow this
to be a fact, for I can pame four men right
there in Noblesvile and two in Westfield who
voted for Cleveland in 1884 and will support
Harrison this year. Hovey is the very maa to
carry the State.”

W. M. Strange, auditor of the Terre Haute &
Peoria railroad, was with the Decatur delegation
yesterday. He has for years been an influential
Republican of Decatur, and reported the pros-
perity of lhe party throughout his section of the
State as remarkably good. **We live in a Re-
publican eounty, to be sure,” said he, *‘but then

we intend to make 1t more distinctly Republican
this year. There are features about this eam-
paigo that I have never noticed in any other.
Its unity is very evideot. Tbe party, not only
in Illinois, but all over the country, seems to be
in better working order than it has ever succeed-
ed in reaching. The only way I can account for
itis that four years of Demoeratic probation
bave elearly shown the peace-loving citizens that
the old party that governed the Nation for a guar-
ter of acentury cannot bs improved upon. Auoth-
er thing I have noticed is the great support that
the laboring men are goiog to give us. Wecan
int to numerous cases where Demoeratic
borers—men who voted for Cleveland in 1884,
aod who have mnever known anything but the
Democracy—have pledged their hearty support
to the Republican platform. I ean name eight
or ten right in Peoria, men who sre well known,
that say they cannot vote for Cleveland, as
they did four years ago. To my mind this means
s great deal. The Demoeratic editors will tell
you, when you ask them why they don't refute
it, that they know of hundreds of cases where
Republicans will vote for Cleveland, but that it
is not their policy to make a publie faet of it
Now that is a very weak argument. Anyone that
knowa the policy of Democratic papers knoows
that if such a case could be substantiated by
reliable evidence it wounld be published with
double head-lives. 1 can speak for the railroad
employes, I think, and they will back me up,
when I say that Harrison will receive a stroog
vote from their ranks. There is no ill fecling
among them againat him. Nor is such a decis-
jon on their part the result of blind enthusiasm.
They have investigated hia record, his conduct
in your eity, in 1877, acd his every act, and in it
nll they cannot discover a single incident where
be has shown himself as anything else than a
stauch friend to their interseta. I think yon
can count on five hundred majority for him from
Macon county, next November, and not only our
county but the entire State will give a good ma-
joricy.” .

William Frazier was one of the most enthusi-
astic members of the Young Moan's Republiecan
