The
movement was generally considered a needed re-

action, and the lower prices resulting from the
day’s operations are believed to Dbe simply &
natural ineideat to the long-contiuned rise.
London houses were moderate buyers at the de-
clige, but the purchases for that account fai_!od
to eause a raliy, and, when some heavy selling
orders from Chiesgo and Saratoga were execul-
od, prices gave way easily. Chicago, Burliog-
ton & Quiney was soecially weak, and declined
2 per ecent, after opeaing unchaoged
from last nights ciose. Some sell-
mmg of L & N was caunsed 0oy the
yellow fever reports from the South, aad the
report of damage to the crops reduced the sales
of the grangers. Some large stop orders were
reached by the decline, and belped the ‘“‘bears”
intheir efforts to depress prices. The market
opened geoerally steady at fractional deciives
from last night's final prices, and the first few
winutes the coal stocks made a slighy gain, but
the tone soon became heavy and prices declined
steadily. Toward noon the feeling again be-
came steady, but the decline was resumed and
coutinued until the close. Final prices for the
sctive stocks, with the exception of Richmond
Terminal, are all lowesr, Burlington & Quiney
showiog a decline of 2 per cent, L. & N., 1§;

The Market Healthy in Tone and Full of
Promise.

INDIANAPOLIS, Aug. 14.

Pleasant relations continue to exist between
the buyers and sellers in most departments, and
the market is bealthy in tone and fall of
promise. Very little inclination to speculate is
noticeabls, buta good, conservative feeling that
leads to a development of demand the moment
supplies are required. The promised bountiful
harvest, it is believed, will add to the movement
among covsumers of staple articles. In most
departments there is a steady and firm tone to
prices; upeeull‘foviu this remark apply to dry
goods, fancy notious, ete. A number of buyers
were in to-day, and the bills they purchased
show that they had coofidence that fall trade
was to be good. (Grocers report their trade as
improviog daily. On most articles there is a
firm tome to prices. In commenting on the

three staple articles in the grocery line, namely,
coffees, teas and sugars, the Commercial Bulle-
tin says: “Brazil coffees continue to be fairly
well held, with oceasional expression of con-
fidence taking quite decided form. The mar-
ket, however, does not become active and vigor-
ous in a manner to infuse general confidence,
and iodeed some operators who werse
rather enthusiastic a few days ago havo
toned down a trifle owing to the
slow manner in whieh the negotiations
on distributive outlets progress. Country
wants, however, are really believed to be on the
increase, and a sudden development of demand
is likely at any moment, larger warehouse de-
liveries indicating that business is growing.
Holders of suzars generally fail to find anything
calculated to modify their confidence in the sit-
uation, but on the coutrary the feeling secoms to
be a little enthusiastic in some quartsrs over
expectations of still further gaine. At pretty
much every point of supply the situation is
strong, both as to statistics and eost, and the
eyidences all favor belief in growing wants
among refipers that caonot be met uniess they
come upou the open market. FEurope sends
strong accounts. In teas a certain degree of
caution is siill exbibited amoog buyers—too
mnech caution and too few buyers, some of the
trade appear to think, and there is a complain-
ing tendeney noticeable. It does not aet asa
depressing influence upon holders of desirable
teas, bowever, and when attractive samples are
found the line of valustion is generally in ae-
cordance,” Produce markets were active to-day;
