LAST LECTURES AT BETHANY.

The Topies Apply to Children and the Great
Work to Be Done in Sunday-Schools,

— —

The last lecturer of the season at Bethany
Park, R. T. Mathews, of Lexington, Ky., spoke
yosterday morsing, taking for his subjeect,
“Children Tsught Reverence.” The speaker se-
lected his text from I Samuel, ii, 18 *‘And
Samuel ministered before the Lord, being a
¢hild, girded with a lineu ephod.” He began by
emphasizing the life-liks pictures of the Bible
The great ideas of God, eternity and immor-
tality are revealed through the lowly lives of

men, women and children. The textshowsa child
in the attitnde of reverence. In this age
children should be especially trained in rever-
ence. It is the age of individual rights, not only
of men but of children. Cuildren are born 10
the atmosphere of freedom bhenceforth in Amer-
iea, and therefore no time should be lost in de-
velopiog their eense of reverencs, so that they
may use their liberty arightt The speaker went
on to indicate certain methods of this training
in the family, tne church, and the Sunday-
school. He apprebeunded oo danger of a return
of secordotalism and ritualism, but urged that
the spirit of reverence should be taught to ex-
press itself, according to Panl's precept, “‘decent-
iy and in order.”

The Sunday-school Association was addressed
in the afternoon by the pastor of the church at
Fowler, A. Linkietter, on the best way of wor-
shiping God. The best way of worshipiog
God, he said, is in allaying distress and living
up to the standard of heaven 1n individual life.
All nctions derive their character from the mo-
tive in which they are born. If all our acts
were pander the control of our better elements,
most of our lives would be much more bapoily
spent. Under the warm, genial spirit of kind-
ness this world could bs made a paradise, in the
sense of happiness, as we understand it

Ths | general secretary of the Indianapolis
Young Men's Christian Association also ad-
dressed the society. *“Wondrous things out of
Thy law,” were the words he chose for a text
The point he endeavorsd to bring out more par-
ticnlarly was the wonderful richnesa of the Old
Testament Seriptures. Jesus Christ is written
plainly and prominectly 1 every letter and ad-
dress and division. He noticed great asignifi-
cance in the names meationed in the older divine
writiogs, and spoke about Joseph as the type
of Christ; drawing a parallel of their lives on
earth in many instances. There were several
things in common occurring in the lives of our
Savior and Moses, also,

Pro. Alex. C. Hookins, of Kentneky, talked
for & short time on the subject of Il ustration,”
which means to “light up.” He callied attsntion
to important uses for illustration for the pur-
pose of attracting attention, for the pur-
pose of aidiog the memwory, and for the purposs
of awakening the conscionce. Ha gave an out
line of an illustrated lesson and recommended
the use of the blackboard in all Sunday-schools.

Bethany after tea Lthis evening, & special train
will leave the Union Depot at 6:05, returning at
10:45.

To-morrow is the last Sunday at Bethany Park
this season. The morning sermon is to be by R.
T. Mathews, of Lexington, KJ. The after-
noon sermon will be by Jabez Hall, for many
years pastor of one of the Cleveland (O ) congre-
gations.

A CHURCH SENSBATION,

———

Rev. Dr. Dowling Finds the Baptists Too
Narrow and Leaves the Denomination.

CrLevenasxp, O., Aug. i7.—Some time ago
Rev. Dr. George Thomas Dowling, for eleven
years pastor of the Kuclid-avenue Baptist

Charch, one of the largest and richest in the
city, creatad some excitement among his people
by publicly inviting all Christians to partake of
communion in his church. The Baptist papers
all over the country took up the question and
discussed it at length. All were agreed that Dr.
Dowling was no longer a Baptist.  To-night, at
the prayer meeticg of his congregaticn. Dr,
Dowling, unexpectedly, read the following letter
to those assembled:

My Dear People--"“The Lord, n wavs we have not
known, will lead His own.”™ If a prophet had stood in
our midst on that road when I met youall for the
first time after my return from Egypt, in that meet-
ing which you and I ean vever forget, and had an.
nouneed that in three months I would be standing
here with my resignation in my hand, we would have
deemed him mad. Never a more united people; never
& pastor, apparently, more thoroughlv beloved. By
a strange providenece, however, for which no one is
responsible, and, least of all. this beloved
church, we have reached the parting of the
ways. After the few brief weeks of in-
terim between the offering of this resignation
and my farewell discourse, I shall pass out, not enly
from my chureh, but also from the desomination
which | bave learned to love. The cireamstances I
need not recall; they are familiar to you all. The
only tribunal of appeal of which I know in our de-
nomination is that which is composed of the prasi
dents of our colleges and theological seminaries, and
the editors of our denomicational press. When,
after eareful study and prayer, [ reached the conelu-
sion that certain interpretations of Scripture, which
in times past bad formed a doetrine of the Bapiist
Chureh, were opposed both to the spirit and to the
letier of the great guide-book, I said frankly to that
tribunal: *“If thers is room in our denomination for
a proncunced open communionist, then I will stay;
this is my home. But if there is not, there need be
o harsh words; good men have differed before this;
and surely tho last place for bitierness is in the pres.
enee of our Lord's broken body and poured.out blood.
Say so, and I will go myv way.” 1o a spirit of perfect
kindness, but of unmistakatle meaning, the answer
has come back; you have read it in editorial utter-
ances from the Atlantie to the Paeific. There is now
left to me but one honorable course, and, accordingly,
I present to you, to-day. my beloved people, to take
effect on the first day of Ostober next, my
resignation as pastor of this chorch. One
word more. This resignation is final. Though every
ons hers should vote against its asceptance, it wonld
go tato effect just the same. 1 offer it, not becanse it
has been requested, for it has not. No far as an
official aetion of any board conueeted with the shiure
is concerned, there rests with me, and with me only,
responsibility for this step. I made a pledgeto my
denomination, and I made it becanse I thought, under
the circumstances, it was the only hogorable thing to
do. and I think so still. To day I am smply taking
the first step in the fulfillment of that pledge. And
now, my dear people, I will aot yet say farewell
That word wid coma soon enough.
Let us cherish the fow weeks that remain before we
part. If yon love me, speak only well
of every ona, Remember you eould
give me mno grea‘ear pain duripg the last
days I am to spend with you than by permitting me
10 hear that, either directly or indireetly, an unkind
word had been nitered concerning anv.and all the more
becanse there iz absolutely no eause. Lot these last days
be davs of swectest psace, and tenderness and jove.
I shall never forget what you have dene for me. For
these past eleven vears 1ou have been to me, individ-
ually and eollectiveiy, all that & true and noble people
could be to an lltapuisi‘:e. and sometimes, I presume,
an erratic pastor. Wheraver I may go. my heart
will always be drawn towards you, and I shall
never censs to pray that you may nersevers
to the end. and by His grace be enabled to keep your
loins girded and vour lichts burning, and yourselves
like unto those that wait for their inrd. And now,
“the Lord bless and keep vou: the Lord canse Lis face
to shine upon vou aud be gracious unto you; the Lord
lift up his eountenance upon you and give you peace.”

THE SINKING OF THE GEISER

A Corrected List Places the Number of
Lives Lost at One Hundred and Five.

— e

Further Statements by Passengers on Board
the Thingvalla—The Officers of the Gei-
ser Responsible for the Disaster.

———

New YORK, Aue 17.—The corrected list of
the loat is 105, as given by Captain Moller, of the
ill-fated steamship GGeiser. The Geiser carried
pinety-three passengers and a crew of forty-
threa. Of the passengers, fourteen were saved,
aud of the crew, seventeen. This makes the
list of lost seventy-nine passengers and twenty-
six crew. S. F. Hansen, of Worcester, Mass;
A. E. Johnson & Co., of 8t. Paul, Mina.; A.
Mortensen & Co., of Chicago, snd A E
Winnestrom, of Philadelphia, agents of the line,
bave been notified to send on their lists of tick
ets sold on the Geiser. Mrs. Ida Mangrave, who,
with ber ehild, was lost, bought her tickets in
Worcester. Fourteen and a half tickets were
sold in St Paul, of which three were saved.
From Chicago forty-ons and a half tickets wers
ghipped, of which six were saved, and from Phil-
adelphis one shipped and one saved. The bal-
ance of the tickets, twenty-three, were sold at
the office, No. 13 State street, in this city, of
which only three were saved.

Seven bours after the collision the Wieland
hove in sight. Peter Juliua Jorgensen, the sec-
ond officer of the Geiser, says: “The only ex-

planation I ean give is that it was raining very
bard. The first officer was on the bridge and

the third officer was down on the deck, taking
soundings, when the crash came.”

There is po excitement at the office in this
city, as most of the passengers wers from the
West.

At 10 o'clock this morniosg Funchs, Edye &

Co., agents for the live, received a dispatch from
Captain Lamb that the Thingvalla nad arrived
safely at Halifax.

Captasin Moller, of the Geiser, went before
Daunish Consul Braeme, at No. 61 Wall street,
tbis morning, and swore to his statement of the
facts connected with the collision. The consul
states that the circumstances attending the col-
lision will be investigated here on the arrival of
Uaptain Lamb, instead of (opehagen, as the
principal witnesses can be more easily reached
in Now York. Captain Moller states that at the
time of the collision he was about thirty-five
miles south of Sable island and about 155 miles
off Halifax.

The following account was given by a young
druggist named Jansen Castborg, who was a

assenger on board the Thinevalla, en route to

alveston, Tex.,, with his sister: *It was just
about daylight, and all, with the exception of
myself and a few friends, wepe asleep, when all
of a sudden we heard a scuffiing of feet on deck,
and then a crunchiog poise. Then for a mo-
ment all was still, Ibp a secoud all the passen-
gers were out of their berths and rushing for
the companion way. The screaming and din
was deafening, particularly from the lower
deck, where the people with families were
located. After considerable difficulty I got on
deck and rusbed to see what the damage was,
and just here [ wish to state most emphatieally
that no whistles were blown on the Thiogvalla
before the collision. I went to the front of the
vessel and saw a gap of about twelve feet. On
the left side the piates were rolled up, and on
the top of them lay part of the corpse of a man,
sod the whole stem was covered
with Llood and fragments of flesh, which were
soon washed off by the waves. The captain
then ordered every one on deck, and after an
examination the passengers were told there was
no danger and they became quiet. The women
bebaved splendidly. On the right side the rails
were broken off completely, and I saw the bow
of our ship go clean into the state-room of an
officer of the Geiser, who climbed up by the
chain attached to the anchor. Duriog this time
there was a terrible rain storm, which was more
the cause offfthe extreme darkness thao the fog.
The Geiser vegan to siok gradually, aod in
eight or ten minutes passed down cut of sight.
There was an effort made on our ship to lower
the boats, butit was so very dark that we could
not see whether it was human beingy or nos

that were floating around the ship: bat a man's |

voice screamed out in the midst of the excite-
ment that be was bitten by a shark. The
gecreaming was something awful. It was
fully twenty minutes befors the boats
were lowered. We all stood on deck looking at
the people being saved, but powerless to
do anything ourselves. [ saw three boats of the
(ieiser, one turned upside down; another
smashed in the storm, and the third bad two
men who were holdiog up a woman between
them, who seemed to be dead. Several had life
preservers on, but were swallowed up in the
whirlpool made when the Geiser went down.
Some came again to the surface and were picked
op. A number of us got life-preservers and
stood ready to cast them out, but I must say I
wondered that so fow were seen after the ship's
sinking. A great number must bave been
drowned in their berths. In about an hour and
a half the boats returned, and the saved wers
hoisted on board by ropes and partly by the aid
of arope ladder, which had been lowered over
the side When they were got
orr deck they were each made to
sit down and they were given a glass of brandy
apiecs. They seemed for the most part to be in
good spirits, except one man, who was covered
witn biood, and the Doetor sent him to the hos-
pital. The boats were sent away again, but
they only found a dead woman. The emigrants
were well treated by *he people on the Thingz-
valla. The passengers und crew then went to
work to shift the eargo from the etem to the
stern, as well as the chains, anchors, ete., on
the Thingvalla. This had a gosd effect on the
passengers, and they got eheerful and hopefal,
as all we had to fear was a storm, and the shat-
tered Bulkhead had been backed with planks
asnd hogsheads, and could stand a hittle shook.

“We were makiog about two knots an hour,
when at noon we saw the Wieland. After some
talk between the captains we were taken on
board the Wieland, beiog only allowed to take
a small wvalise each. It's my first experience of
& voyage across the Atlantis, and I think it will
last me my lifetime.”

After further consideration the Danish eonsul
has conciuded that the investigation will be held
by the courts in Copenhagen, and not here, as at
first determined. The survivors of the crow
and such of the passengers as wish will leave
témorrow by the Slavonias, of the Kunhardt
line. The estimated loss om the vessel is £350,-
000, and the loss on cargo about £120,000. The
insuraoce is not yet fully kaown, The com-
pany, it is said, will, as far as in their power,
idemnify the survivors. -

The passengers of the Thiugvalla wers regis-
tered in Castle Garden this morning, and only
await the arrival of their luggage. A number
of the women seem not to have fully recovered
from the shock.

Statement of the Captain of the Thingvalla,
Harirax, Aug. 17.—The Danish steamer

Thingvalla was sigoalled of the harbor at 6

o'clock this morning, in charge of pilot William
White, of boat No. 2. She crawled along at the
rate of two miles an hour, and three hours
elapsed before she arrived at the wharf of Pick-
ford & Black, her agents. Meanwhile crowds
of people lined the water front. Captain Lambd
made the following statement: “I was in bed

on the morniog of the 14th. The second officer
relieved the first officer on the bridee at 4 o'clock

in the morning. Abount 430 I was awakened by
hearing tbe second offieer shout out, *‘Port
helm.” A moment later the telegraph bell rang
to reverse engines. I jumped out of
bed and roshed on deck in my
night clothes. Just as I arrived on deck there
was a tremendous crash. We bad collided with
a large steamer and strueck her amidships, just
below the main-mast. For a moment all was
confusion, and there wera Jound shrieks from
people on both ships. I immediately ran aft
and ordered my crew to prepare boats for
launching. By tbe time I returned to the bridee
we had disentangled ourselves from thestrange
ship. I tound on the bridga the second officer
of the vessol we bad collided with, From him I
learned that she was our sister ship, the Geiser,
Captain Moller, The Thingvalla bad cut into
the (Geiser ciean to the mate’s state-room. That

officer was asleep at the time. He rolled out of -

his bunk and grasped the chains of our anchor.
My first duoty was to look alter my ship and
quiet my passengers. This I did. - Daylight
was jost breaking, and thers was no fog, but it
was hazy, and there wasaslight shower of rain.”

“Captain Moller told a more wonderful story
of his eseape. IHe was standiog on the Gewer's
bridge as the steamer settled down, and bhe
jumped into the sea. He feit that he was being
sucked under by the ship, and while struggliog
to keep afloat got both legs entangled in a piece
of wreckage. This turned him arovnd io the
water thres or four times. For some moments
he was heipleas, but finally succeedad in disen-
gaging himself, and managed to
reasch the surfece again, breathless
and almost exhausted He then got
on top of an wupturned boat and heid on until
rescued by men from the Thingvalls. In my
opinion, nearly all the people on the Geisers

deck and in the boats sack with the steamer.
Everything that we could possibly do to save
them was done.  After the Geiser dissppeared,
we began jettisoning the eargo to keep the
Thingvalla afloat. The erew and the passencers
worked side by side, throwing overboard what
was brought cut of the hold. What was jettisoned
consisted solely of wood pulp and provisions.
There was not much wiad, but a heavy swell.
Between 9 and 10 o'clock we reached the
forward bulkhead, stopped throwing the cargo
over, and got to work shoring up the compart-
ment. We were leaking badly in the fore-hold,
and kept the pumps going all the time, so that
the water bad not time togainonus. Atll
o'clock the steamer Wieland, for New York,
hove in sight, and we transferred all the res-
cued passengers, as well as our own 450 passen-
gers, to her. The Wieland proceeded about 3
o'ciock in the afternoon, leaving wus aleo
steering for New York. We continued,
the work of shoring up the compartwment
but after awhile, on account of the wind and sea
increasing, we found it impossible to kesp on
for ;\'9: York, and decided to head for Halifax.
At this time it still looksd very much as it we
might sink, and some of the crew had rafused
to work, wanting to be transferred to the Wie-
land before she left nus. We wentas slow as
two knots an honr, and sometimes found that
too much., We just had to crawl—that was
all. On Wednesday afternoon a fishing vessel
hove in sight, and we bore down on her. She
proved to besthe schooner Capis, of La Lave,
Captain Cleversey, and I engaged her to stand
by and accompany the steamer to Halifax, so as
to be able to help us in case she should go down.
Last night the sea was o heavy I had to turn
the steamer sround, running stern foremost,
and stesring by the schooner, which was con-
nected by a hawser with the steamer’s bow. We
ran against the wind this way all night.

“Capt. Moller was atill in bhis underelothing,
when he was taken ofi the capsized bost. He
was also in his berth when the collision oceur-
red and rao on deck without dressing himself. [
did not have time to ask him for any particulars
before the Wieland came along and took him
off. Wo did nvot know on the Thingvalla what
steamer we struck til the second
offieer of the Geiser jumped on our deck.
When [ resched the deck, immediataly after the
shock, the lights on both steamers wére burning
all right; of that [ am certain. The Gelser had
been seen Ly our first officer several minutes be-
fore thea collision. She was mnearly straight
ahead of us, but a little bit on the port Bow.
She stdrboarded to get out of the way, and we
ported. She should have ported likewise. Our
whistlo was not blowing at the time, as there
was no reed for it”

From Captain Lamb’s statement of the disas-
ter it would appear that the fault lay with those
on board the Geiser, who put the helm to star-
board instead of to port. The Geiser's officer
who was cn watch at the time of the ecollision
was among thoss who perished. First Officer
Petersen, of the Thingvalla, occupied a similar
position on the Geiser for three vears, and was
transferred oniv a short time ago. Captain
Lamb himself does not express an opinion on
the cause of tha disaster. He rays he will leave
that to be found by the official invesuigation.
First Officer Petersen has been asked to make a
statement, but says he does not wish to do so.

Censiderable excitement was caused at the
