THE LICK TELESCOPE.

Slorelllnts of Wonderful Discoveries Already
Made.

San Francisco Balletln.
Prof. George Davidson, of tbe United States

Geographical Survey, accompanied by several
friends, visited the Lick Observatory, on Mount
Hamilton, Saturday evening, by invitation of
Prof. Holden. The night was a splendid one for
observations, bnt owing to the fact tbat 117 per-
sons were also on tbe mountain, it being visitors'
night, no length of time eonld be spent
at the great telescope, as tbat is always tbe
grest attraction for visitors. It was tbe
first peep through the 36-ine- h refractor that
Prof. Davidson bad enjoyed since tbe comple-
tion of the observatory, and to ssy tbat he was
pleased with the experience is only naif putting
it. "Yes, sir," be said to-da-y, wben spoken to
about tbe matter, "it is tbe greatest and grand-
est instrument on earth. I am not at liberty to
divulge just now what I saw and what has al-

ready been accomplished by the astronomers on
Mount Hamilton. The clory is for the astron-
omers themselves, and when they do make pab-li- e

their discoveries, wbich I bone will be soon,
I tell yon it will astonish tbe astronomical
world as much as any oire else. Some of the
discoveries they have made are. in fact so
novel and wonderful tbat Professor noldeo and
bis corps of assistants are really timid about
announcing thm to the world nntil they
are entirely satisfied tbat tbey really do exist
and are not illusions of some sort Important
discoveries have been made in all of the depart-
ments nebulae, double stars, planets, etc. and
questions which hsve been subjects of doubt
and speculation for generations have been en-
tirely put to rest and accounted for. The tele-
scope exeeeds my most extravagant hopes and
imaginations, and tbe only way to beat it is to
build a bigger one, put it on a higher mountain,
and in a clearer atmosphere, "all of which would
be a difficult combination to get together.

The Street-Ca- r Mule.

The well-inform- ed street-ca- r male knows
when it is time for him to go oat on a trip and
sometimes be will assist the stable boy by going
out before he has been properly harnesed, and
this always creates a bad feeling between tbe
boy and the mule.

driver. Notice one of tbe old trained veterans
in the mnle army of tbe street-ca- r service as he
approaches a street corner and observe how he
elows up. The three-minut- e pace, with which
everybody who rides on a street car is familiar,
is toned down to a jog trot and if be sees a
probable passenger approaching tbe ear he
comes down into a walk and stops at exactly the
right time, and with no suggestion from the
driver, and tbe brake is not needed. Any old
street car driver wiil tell yon this, and he will
also tell you that wben be has a team of well-train- ed

mules they watch tbe streets on both
sides of tbe track as closely as he does himieif,
and tbey always know when to stop.

Old drivers will tell yon how tbe mules, when
well trained, will slow up when tbey hear a pas-
senger ask for change, and particularly if it is a
lady. They also listen for tbe cliek of the nickel
as it drops in tbe fare-bo- x, and some drivers as-
sert that the mules always know how many pass-
engers are on tbe car, though this is not wall
verified.

Food and Milk.

In answer to. a correspondent who asks if
there is any system of feeding by which a poor
milker ean be made a good milker, we would
say no, not if she is naturally a poor milker.
There must be a natural development of the
milk glands, a fact that anybody will recognize
if be chooses to take cognizance of the every --day-fact

that one cow will give more milk than
another upon tbe same quantity and quality of
food. If the milk gland is poorly developed,
food will not stimulate it into froe development.
It is because of this fact tbat it is of so much
importance to select good cows to beein with.
Tbe milk, gland must be well developed, and it
most hate & natural capability to yield milk.
Then the food is an important consideration. No
cow ean give milk without a sufficient supply of
good food, bnt some will not give much milk
however tbey may be fed. A naturally good
dairy animal, it is true, will sometimes give
milk npon short and indifferent food, bnt she
draws npon the fat she bas stored up to do it,
and the end will soon come. The quality of
milk depends largely upon tbe breed and the
animal in the first place. Rich, feeding in-
creases the total dry matter in milk after that.
As a rule, tbe milk of large milkers contains
more water than that of small milkers.
