Michigan Cavalry—His Oregon Fight.

The following statement by John P. Hawkias,
one of Sheridan's classmates, she 8 how Sheri-
¢an gained his first command of troope during
the war:

*The Second Michigan Cavalry, nnder Gordon
Graonger, was an exceptionally fine regiment.
It bad been part of General Pope's command
that eaptured Island No. 10, and joined General
Halleck's army before Corinth just after Shilob.
There Granger told me that he was soon to take
a brigade, must relinquish bhis regiment, in
which he was deeply interested, that the ap-
pointment of his snccessor virtually rested with
him, and asked me to take hia place as its
colonel. I auswered that my army experience
had been almost entirely as an mnfantry officer,

FACTS AROUT WHITE CAPS

The Outrageous Treatment of William
Toney, a Storekeeper at Ecglish,

i —

Taken from His Home in the Night and Beaten
Until He Faints from Pain and Loss of
Blood, All for the Mest Trivial Offenses,

LEAVEXWORTH, Aug. 19.—The interference of
Governor Gray in the *“White Cap” lawlessness
bas awakened the entire country aroand here.
The towns most interested are those where the
““White Caps” are best known, and the visit of
the Attorney-general, together with the imapera-
tive commacd of Governor Gray that the oat-
rages must cease, has run all the White Cappers
in their holes and swakened the people to a re-
alization of their duty. It seems that the White
Caps here haye been particularly industrious in
one direction, and that is in the quiet
edueation of the people that their conduct was
correct instead of reprehensible The search
with the Attorney-general foi facts mocovered
a system of conduct cowardly, brutal and bar-
barous in the bhighest degree. Attorney-
general Miwchener was ©pot misled by
the alleged recklesspess of a good many
with whom he talked, as to the
condition of affairs, and this week he will rec-
ommend that the Governor himself see to it
personally, that thorough exposure of the meth-
ods of the regulators be brought about. It can
be done, but must be done quickly and deci-
sively. If the Govarnor is not equal to the occa-
sion, these outreges will, sooner or later, end in
bloody crimes similar to those in some of the
Southern States. There are feuds here now ex-
isting that will require years to overcome, all
growing out of this White Cap business.
Sheriff Cummins says that he and the other
officers feel that the White Caps must be met
with some force equal to thamselves some way,
but just how to do it he does not koow. The
White Caps bad been a source of great troubie
to him, as hs was expected to clean them oat,
bus everybody komew full well that

he was powerless. He witnesed his
own counsin’s whipping at Eoglish, this
county. English is a rough place, to some ex-
tent, but its general condition has been exagger-
ated. While in Eaglish one night recently, Mr.
Cummins stopped with his cousin, William
Toney, who owns a store there. Toney is a
rough character, drinks at times, and ge's inte
trouble, but has been generally a fair ecitizen.
The White Caps got a grudge against bim, acd
resolved to whip bhim. They had wvarious
trumped- up charges, that they preferred against
him, ove of which was that he charged people
too high a price for things he had to sell, aud
that he h.&’ made himself obnoxious by getting
intoxicated. Toney's house is divided by a hall-
way. ¢)n one side of the hall, he and bhis wife
were 10 their Jbedroom, and oo the other, a
sheriff and his deputy. The White- Caps burst
in the front door with & loud crash and rushed
into Toney's room.

“] could hear him fighting them,” said Sheriff
Cuommins, *‘but they were too much for him,
and they soon bad him bound and gageed.
Two of the regulators, as soon as they were in
the house, rusbed into my room and yelled,
‘Lay down, lay down, —— —— you, lay down,
o= we'll put a bullet through your cussed head
We've got it in for you, any way, and if you
dou’t lay quiet we'll have to make you.'”

“(ientlemen, whatin the name of decency do
yon meani'’asked Sheriff Cammins.

“We don’t want you,” they answered, cover-
ing the sherifl's head with four revolvers, ‘‘we
are after Bill Toney.”

“Of course, it would have been [colhardy for
me to bave resisted. My weapons were in my
coat across the room. and so | lay down and
kept quiet. They took poor Toney out of the
house. He fought them like a wild beast, but
they tied him securely with ropes and carried bim
by main foree to a telegraph pole not 100jyards
away from the house, stripped his shirt from
him, tied him to the pole, and with long hickory
whips beat bim in the most brutal manner. 1
could hear the proceedings distinetly.
reguiators went by oumbers. They ga
Touney about ten strokes, and I heard the le
eall out No. 18, s0 there must have been near
175 licks. They loosened him and earried him
toward the house. Not a sound escaped his
lips. On she way to the house they said to
bim:

“If you ever opsn your mouth again about the
White Caps we will baog you.”

“Well, bhang me now,” yelled Toney. *I7l
teil it to everybody and give you away, and kill
every oae of you.”

This was Toney's great indiscretion. Angered
beyond econtrol he made the direct threats
agaiost them, and it enraged the White Caps so
they wheeled around with him and tied him
again to the telegraph pole and whipped him till
he fainted. It was the most brutal and damna-
ble outrage ever kuown,” said the sheriff.
“Blood saturated the ground under the tele-
graphepole, and Toney's body was covered with

ashes from wkich the blood streamed. The

hite Caps’ guards over me said to the man in
bed with me:

“Youn must stay here till morniog.” And
pointing to jme said: ‘*And you, too, Sheriff
Commins.” 1 didn't answer at ooce, and they
asked erufily, **Well, what about it?” *I won't
tell you what I'il do.” *“Well, you must stay
bere.” \

“I'll go auywhere my business calls me,” an-
swered Sheriff Cummins.

“Well, you, you are sheriff, bnt
weo recogoize no such fellows as you, and don't
proposs to have vou meddling with our business,
and if you do we'll do you up, too.”

Toney was well nigh killed. He suffered ter-
ribly for days over his beatiog, aod will carry
the scars to his grave.

“How were the White Caps dressed!” was
asked the Sherifl

“They had on coffea sacks for drese., and
square box white caps, white whiskers, and
white muslio false faces.”

“Do you think they are thoroughly organ-
1zed "

“No doubt of it. There isa good organiza-
tion. All theirsigns and pass-words are thor-

ouchly undersiood, aad they march off as if
baving drilled for years. They bave a thorough
system, and it is a gizantic undertaking to stop
their raiding, butit must be done at all bazarda
We bave plenty of good people, and plenty of
bad'ones. Asa rule, except in this White Cap
business, our eount{ is one of the most law-
abiding in the State.

The Crawford County Demoecrat, in speaking
of the Tonay whipping, said: *“"There has never
been such a brutal whipping, and the people are
at a loss to know why he was whipped, as he has
always been a good citizen. How shall such
outrages be stopped? Our grand jury is a
failure.”

The next chapter, as gathered by the official
investigation thus far pursued, in whish your
correspondent took part, will relate to the man-
ner in which the White Caps coutrol elections,
and the relations of the parties thersto. There
is great richness in store 1n these developments,
which go to show how utterly demoralized is
lawlessness and mobism.

Six Days of Terrible Suffering.

BrECKENRIDGE, Col., Aug. 20.—0. . Lee left
this place on Auge. 10 for Silver Plume, over Ar
geatine Pass. He reached the top of the range
at about dark, and missed the road at a very
dangerous place, and by following an abandoned
trail undertook to cross a broken bridge. Miss-
ing his [ooting he was precipitated to the bottom
of the gully, a distance of twanty-five feer. The
injuries sustained were a broken arm, and both
lower limbs were broken in two placea. In this
horrible condition tiie unfortunate traveler re-
mained on the mountain for a period of six days
and six nights, suffering untold torture, with no
food or drink, exposed to the severes storms
which prevailed for the entire month, He cried
and praved for help, but no suceor came until
the sixth day, when a traveler happening to
cross the range found the helpiess man, yet con-
scious, but unable to speak, as his tongaue was so
swollen as not o permit articulation, After
giviog the sufferer a drink of water, the rescuer
at once started for assistance, a distance of fif-
teen miles, and upon his return he found the
suffering man still alive, but unconscious. He
was carried to a carriage and placed noon a com-
fortable cushion, and the painfal journey to
medical aid commenced, but before five miles
bad been passed the man died.

BOULANGER'S ELECTION.

The Result of a Lack of Political Courage—
The General Preparing a Manifesto.
Paris, Aug 20.—General Boulanger was
slected to the Chamber of Deputies from three
departments yasterday. Besides Somme, where
he received a majority of 34,723 votes, he wassue-
cessful in Chareate and the Nord, receiving in

the former a majority of 15,060, and in the lat-
te: a majority of 3,585, At Amiens, the eapital
of the Department of Somme, there was rioting
at the polling-places during the whole day. The
disturbances continued at night until midnight,
when the military were ecalled out, and were
compeiled to charge the people at the point of
the bayonet in order to clear the strests. Sim\-
ilar scenes were witnessed at Lalle, the capital

of the Department of the Nord, and fourteen ar-
rests were made.

Republican papers declare that Boulanger's
suecess was caused by the reactionaries, who
lacked the courage to advance candidates of
their own. The Republique Francaise bolds
the Intransigeant. M. Rocheforte's paper, and
the Radicals responsible for the resuit of the
elections. The Conservative journals state that
the vote which elacted (Gen. Boulanger was di-
rected against the Repabiie.

Gen. Boulanger is preparing s manifesto
thankiog the electors of Somme, Charentes and
Nord for voting for him. When he has finished
ithe will go to the country for rest. He is re-
ceiving thousands of telecrams to-day congratu-
lating him upon his snecess. Numerous bouquets
bave also been sent to him,

The Temps says the results of the election in
the Somme, Charente and the Norde yesterday
are humiliating to the good sense of the jnation,
but need not disquiet the Republieans, as the
victory was due solely to a reactionary coalition.

Gladstone on the Parnell Sult,
Loxpox, Aug. 20.—Mr. Gladstone, addressing

a deputation of Liberals, of Burslem, who had

presented him with a vase, said the government
had treated Mr. Parnell with gross inequality
when they refused to allow an inquiry into the
Times's charge against him by a select commit-

tee of the House of Commons.
The charges against Mr. Parnell,
he said, would, if proved, destroy everytbing he
valued—political power and position. But he
was going to be tried on vague general charpges,
Mr. Gladstone declared he would never believe
Mr. Psrnell guilty of personal dishonor. The
inquiry, be said, might last for years, which
wouid mean pecuniary ruin for Mr.
Faraell, while the expense to the
Timnes wonld be a mere flea-bite.
Regarding the action brought in Edinburgh
by Mr. Parnell against the Times, he said Mr.
Parnell would bs ecertain to get justica. If the
letters were forged he might get substantial
damages, but a special clause in the commis-
sion Dbill indemnifies the Times if the charges
were not made good. That was a speecimen of
the government's sense of equality. In con-
clusion, he referred to the RidleyKand
Mandeville inquests as further proofs of
the nunfairness of the government. The
treatment of political prisoners in Ireland] be
declared to be abominable. It waa all very well
to say thet the government was respousible; ev-
ery man having a vote and not using it agajost
this system was reepousible. He avpealed to
the electors not to depend solely upon their
united efforts, but to devote their individunal
energies to restore Ireland and give real unity
to the empire.

Losses by Fire and Storm.
Viexxa, Aug. 20.—Forest fires are ragiog
fiercely along the Italian frontier, and already a
section of country 200 kilometres long has been

devastated. The town of Trentino, on the bor-
der, and a number of villages have been de-
stroyed.

Heavy thunder-storms-bave prevailed in sev-
eral parts of the country. At Karnenburg
thirty-five houses were leveled tc the ground by
the force of the wind, and several other villages
were con:glouly ruoined and & number of per-
sons killed. In other parts of Austria one hun-
dred houses are reported to have been wrecked,
and many of their inhabitants injured.

SHORT TARIFF HISTORY.
—
Protection auvd Free.Trade Contrasted in the

Experience of the United States.
Washington Gazette,

Duriog the period preceding the adoption of
the Constitution we had free trade, and the
years from 1783 to 1789 saw nearly all of the
money of this country pass into the possession
of British mapufacturers, while our own in-
dustries were suspended, cur manufacturers
ruined, our laborers beggared and our farmers
unable to gather enough money to pay taxes.
Bapkrupteies, judgments, executions, mort-

ages, auctions, were the order of the day.

‘ree trade wae more cruelthan war. Oarim-

ports from Great Britain alone were £30,000,000
in 1784--85, while our exports were only 29,-
000,000. This drained us of-the last dollar, and
the circulating medium was so searce that busi-
ness could not be properly transacted. The
adopticn of the Constitution was immedi-
ately asccompauvied by protection or high-
tariff legisiation, and the result was a re-
vival of industries, while the people became
contented and prosperous. The tariff duties
were increased in 1812 for war purposes, great-
ly to the benefit of home industries and the
farming interests of the whole country. In 1516
the Democratic party repealed the {l' of 1789
and 1812, very low duties only being allowed.
Great distress followed everywhere. Henry
Clay declared that the average decrease in the
value of property during this period was not
less than 50 per cent. In 1824 Comngress gave
the countiry a protective tarif. At once great
finanecial prosperity setin. So helpful was the
tariff that in 1828 the duties were inereased,
acd under this influence new industries started.
President Jackson, in his annual message in
December, 1832, says concerningthe results of
this protection: ““Our country presents on ev-
ery side marks of prosperity and happiness un-
equaled in any portion of the world.” In the
same year, 1332 the Democrats rallied their
forces. The tariff of 1824-28 was repealed. Fi-
nancial  depression followed, manufact-
ures suspended, merchants became insol-
vent, labor unemployed and beggared aod
agriculture ruined. At sheriff's sales good
horses sold at $2, cows at $1 and hogs at 6} cents
apiece, 8o bard was it to raise money for taxes.
Tris condition lasted until the election of Har-
rison, in 1840, when a highly protective tariff
was fouzht through and was establised in 1542
At onee business revived. Tbhe finaneial gloom
paseed away and industries sprang up through
the Northern free States. A

The Democrats in 1346 repealed the tariff of
1842 Business was prostrated; roin overtook
tens of thousands who prospered under protee-
tion. President Filimore, in his annual mes-
sace, December, 1851, says: **The value of our
exports of breadstuffs and provisions, whieh it
was supposed the incentiva of a low tarif and
large i1mports from abroad wonld have greatly
augmented, has fallen from 265,000,000 in 1347
to $21,000,000 in 1851, with a certanty of fur-
ther reduection in 1852."

Io 1861 the Republican party in power en-
acted s protective tariff, and from that time to
the present our industries have prospered.
There has been an average yearly increase in
national Wwealth, for twenty-three years in suec-
ceasion, of £1,500,000,000. Our foreign com-
merce has given a yearly balance to trade in our
favor in the same period averaging the astound-
iug sum of §54,000,000 a year.
