The stock market to-day was dull, and, though

astrong tome prevailed throughdout the day,
the fluctuations were confined to the smallest
fractions and the interest in the transactions
monopolized by a few of the leading stocks.
The tem of the room was still moderately
“bullish,” and the traders econtinued to sell,
though they were very ecautious ia putting out
further short lines. London was again a buyer,
but the ageregate of the foreign purchases was
not very great. There was considerabdle de-
mand for stocks in the early tradiog, but when
this was satisfied the market became very d ull;
but buyivg was resumed toward the close and
there was no appareat disposition to take profits
at that ume, as usoalof late. The feature
of the day was the dealing in Lackawsaonas,
which easily led the list in both aectivity and
"ho points to buy the stoek were:
freely circulated in the morniog, and many
stories of a favorable nature were circulated in
regard to it. The otber coalers were quiet,
though Jersey Central was more active than
usgal on & ramor that the Reading was to
have direcs control by the transfer of Mr. Cor-
bin's interest, for which s collateral trust loan
would be issued.

This
was succeeded bLya reaction which broughs
most of the list, before noon, nnrlﬂy back to the
level of first prices, Missvuri Pacific being moss
conspicuons in the deecline. A firmer tone
prevailed after noon, though, except in a few of
the leading stocks, the duliness was intense.
The improvement, however, met with oo further
pet-back, and was checked only with the close of
business, which was quiet but strong st the best
prices ot the day.

CHICAGO, Aung. 21.—The trade appearsd to
be a little at sea on wheat when business ojenad
on 'Change this morning. There were numerous
sellers for a minute at the closiog price, a shade
under 86e for September. The first buyers
offered 85j¢, and like sheep the crowd turned all
one way anod bid the price up to 86§ @86ic in
quiek time. From this there was a reaction to
86§ @86jc before noon, with the pit guiet. The
howling time in the wheat pit ecame after 12
o'clock. At 12 to 12:15 p. M. September was at
86}0, and at 12:30 it was at 87§¢, or 1} over the
opening price this morning. Toue forces ncder
wheat were three in number—Hutehinson, the
bullish forei news, and confirmation
of yesterdays reports from the North-
west. The market opened, as stated,
steady and without a leader. It was Hutebin-
son’s opportunity, and when he turned buyer
of September the crowd followed and put Sept-
tember to 86ic, an advance of about je, while
December, which Hutchinson was sellicg, only
aadvanced 4e, to B9c. From these prices there
was a reaction on a quiet market before mnoon,
and September soid down to 86ie, October from

730 back to B6jc, and Decosmber back to 88]e.
Here the *‘bull” wave, just after noon, caught
the pit, and Septembver went to 87je, reacting
{eo; December sold up to 39¢. Wheat closed for
September just le higher, at 86je. The action
in corn was somewhat similar to that in wneat.
The cash stuff was not in so good demand, aod
yet there was a bulge in September to 45¢, and
& reactioz to d4jc early, with subsequent
neglect, e¢losing a shade lower than
yesterday. Oats opened with a 2ood demand for
August delivery and an advance of {¢ on buying
by a prominent speculator. Other futures were
not materially ivfluenced, and the improvement
in August was subsequently lost, There was
80 much interest in wheat that the provision
market was ratbher neglected, The opening was
at about last night's closiog figures, and was
about the highest poiot of the day. There was
little yellow fever talk, and the market was with-
out much support most of the time., On the call
Hutehinson bought half a million October ribs
aud some Oectober pork, selling about 8,000
tierces of lard. There was a good demsnd for
May lard. By the close there was a little im-
provement over fowest prices in pork and lard,
the former finally resting at $13.75 for October,
or 10c lower than yesterday, snd lard at B.87e,
a loss of .05e.
