Potatoes are "vegetables," and, potatoes are
not "especially enumerated and provided forn in
the Mills bllL They are especially enumer
ated and provided for in previous acts of Con
gress fixing custom duties, being protected 15

'cents per bushel. See United States Revised
Statutes, page 471. The Mills bill intends that
potatoes shall be placed upon the free list and
be admitted free of duty.

I do not know how widely it is known that we
do not raise enough potatoes to supply our home
market It is, however, a fact that in this city
at our commission houses and groceries our
citizens bought this last winter and spring, Eu--
glisb, Scotch and German imported potatoes.
In some groceries signs were bung np "Import
ed potatoes for sale here. Ibe Clarion eounty
farmer when he brought bis potatoes In for sale
came in direct contact with the price as fixed
by the imported article. If the foreign potatoes
could have been imported free of duty, what
sort of price would our Marion county farmers
have realized? Gen. John Coborn made a
speech at Brownsburg last Saturday, and when
be stated that he bought at our groceries last
winter these imported potatoes, it elicited no
small expression of surprise from the farmers
that attended the meeting.

In the United States consular report No. 91,
J larch, 1888, Department of State, the following
statement is made by Mr. F. Raine. counsul-gen-cra- l

of tho United States at Berlin, Germany,
pace COS:

The reviow alluds particularly to the potato crop,
and emphaiizes that while iu 183 and in 18SG 208,-000.0- 00

and 1G3.00O.000 bushels, respectively, were
produced, only 131,000,000 bushels were produced
in 1887. The review points to the fact that heavy
importations of potatoes from England and Ireland
and also from Germany into the United States took
place, and that this Import woald hare been much
larger if it were not interfered with by the heavy
duties. A bushel of potatoes is subject to' 15 cents
duty in the United States. In Uermanv the centner
of 50 kilos is subject to a duty of 1 .2 marks. This
makes the duty nearly equal in both countries. In
October, IS 37, 4,000 marks' worth of potatoes and
30,000 marks' worth of potato Hour were exported
from Stettin to the United .States.

This is given to us in the official publication of
the State Department of Grover Cleveland's ad-

ministration. The "review" of which the consul--

general speaks is the "review just issued
under the auspices of the Berlia Exchange,"
which is very high authority.

Mr. Bynum says potatoes must be admitted
free of duty. Mr. Bynnm has voted to put
them ou the free list. Mr. Bynum says in sub-
stance to his farmer constituents, "you do not
need any protection on potatoes. You must
take care of yourselves, as best you can. I am
a tariff reformer, and it is against my principles
to protect any thing that "grows." Caa any-
thing be more absurd!

It has been repeatedly said that the farmer
has very little if anything to do with the tariff.
On the contrary the tariff has a great deal to do
with the farmer if he wants to get a decent price
for what he has to sell. The farmer should not
for a moment allow such an impractical states-- ,
man ss Mr. Bynum to do his thinking for him.
He should examine the facts and judge for him-
self and see who are his friends and who are his
enemies. The American farmer has always bad
both the instinct and reason to correctly judge
of all public questions and the acts of all public
men. For one I am not afraid to trust the far-
mers of the Seventh congressional district to
judge of the merits of the Mills bill, and of
the acts and expressed opinions of this free-trad- e

congressman in the coming election.

10; cruel-
ty to cats and dogs, 2; torturing horses, 4; bro-
ken leg, 1; cruelty to children, 5; cruelty to
chickens, 2; prosecutions, 2; abandoned animals,
4; bought and killed horses, 4. One of the pros-
ecutions was the action taken against one Dr.
McGinn, a professed veterinary surgeon, for
eruelty, in the Mayor's eourt This case has
been noticed before in tbe press.

CULIIXGS FROM T1IE COURTS.

Using Figures oa Cigar-Bo-x Stamps to Make
Rocui Money.

Mrs. Christian Kiefer, of Tens Haute, was
brought to this city yesterday and plaeed in
jail She wss charged vrith counterfeiting, and
at a preliminary trial at Terre Haute, before a
United States commissioner, was bound oyer to
the federal errand jury. The form of counter-
feiting with which Mrs. Kiefer is charged is an
unusual one, and has had some precedent in
this State. It is of taking the figure 10 off dear
box stamps and pasting them upon one dollar
bills so as to give them the appearance
of being bills of the figure denominated.'
It is also said that she made bogus $20-bil- ls out
of genuine $2-bil- ls in the samo manner. Only
four or five bills of this kind are known to have
been passed in the vicinity of Terre 11 ante.
Mrs. Kiefer has two daughters, and one of these
was at first nut under arrest as an aceomplice,
but the mother, contending that the girl vras in
cocent, pleaded cuilty to the charge of passing
the money. A case of this kind occur-
red in Chicago a few years ago.
The natural presumption Wonld be that the
pasted slip vrould be easily discernible by the
touch at least, but experience has shown the
contrary. The deception, however, is detected
the moment one takes the trouble to read the
bill or to look for the smaller figures in the cor-
ners. In attempting to pass each certificates,
the person so doing must depend upon the care-
lessness of those whom he is seeking to defraud.
Deputy Marshal Taylor says the job at Terra
Haute was very neatly done, and it required
close examination to detect the tpuriousness of
the bills. Mr. Ktsfer'a bail was fixed at $300.

Confidence Men on Trial.

Zachariab Bush, a farmer, of $1,500, on
July 19, in University Park, and who wsre capt-
