Lovengood entered' his store and
told Boblett not to follow bim.
The latter, however, went to the
rear of the shop and, passing through the back
door, set upon Lavengood, who, with the aid of
his brother, ejected him, violently dumping him
into the gutter. Boblcti returned to the attack
three times. At the fourth advance, after
warning him to go out, Lovengood picked np an
ink stand and threw it at Boblett The missile
etr nek him in the forehead and felled him to
the floor . like an ox. Lovengood, horrified at
what he had done, made a hurried examination
which revealed that the skull had been frac-
tured, and a large fragment of bone forced into
the frontal cavity. He quickly summoned a phy-
sician, who said that the injury would
undoubtedly prove fatal. The injured man re-
covered somewhat, but it was thought at the
time the last Teport was received from Roann,
that death would ensue at any moment. Loven-
good is a sober, hard-workin- g citizen, and has
never been in trouble of this kind before. He
has. of course, made no effort to escape, and an-
nounces hia readiness to stand trial.

A Missouri Man Dreams of Death, and IDs
Vision Is Verified.

Osark Letter In GIobe-Democr- at.

on
"A number of tho citizens of Ozark were dis- -

cassing the msd-do- g sensation that still prevails
in Lincoln township. Christian county, when J.
JL Brown, an old and well-know- n attorney of
southwest Missouri, told the followios remark-
able story of a case of hydrophobia that came
under his personal observation many years aro:

"In 1853 1 lived in Fulton county, Arkansas,
then a younp man of twenty years. . Tho coun-
try theat that time was sparsely settled, and
hydrophobia was a thine seldom hoard of in
that region. One of our niehest neighbors was
Jacob Oxford, constable of the township, a
youne and healthy man about twenty-eigh- t
years old. lie lired but, a mile from my
mother's, and our families were very
intimate. My mother was a woman who. had a
good paactical knowledge of the simple treat-
ment of diseases and took the place of the pro
fessional physician in ministering to the sick of
the neighborhood in those early times. In this
capacity she always visited Oxford's family
when any of the household was sick In tbe
month of (April, 1833, Jacob Oxford dreamed
tbat a small, spotted do?, apparently lost, came
to his house late in tbe evening. The dog
seemed tired and distressed. Oxford fed the
dog and allowed it to remain at his bouse till .

morning. Next morning he fed the . dog again,
and as ' it seemed - contented and
friendly he concluded to keep the animal.
In order to strenethen the dog's attachment for
his new msster Oxford began to play tritb the
animal. The dog received these friendly atten-
tions for a time with apparent deliebt, and then
bit Oxford on the finger and immediately left
the house and was never heard of again. Oxford
then dreamed that he took hydrophobia and.
died.

"'Oxford told his dream to his wife next morn-
ing and seemed much troubled about it. Sev-

eral of Oxford's neighbors, including myself and
mother, heard the dream in a few days and it
became the common talk of the community, Jar
Oxford was so much impressed by tbe dream
that he told it to everyone he saw and seemed
deeply troubled about tbe matter. lie was in
good health at the time, but would brood over
tbe dream and regard it as a warning.

"In about ten days after Oxford had this
dream a small spotted dog. an exact copy of the
animal seen in the nightly vision, did come to
his house late in the evening. Oxford recog-
nized the dog as the very animal be had seen in
his dream. His wife knew the dog at once as
the same one her husband had describe! tbe
moraine after his dream. The size of the ani-
mal, its peculiar marks, tired, homeless appear-
ance, hunger, readiness to remain after being
fed. as well as the hour of the evening, all corre-
sponded exactly with the details of Oxford's
dream, aud the man seemed at onee paralyzed
at what he regarded as unmistakable foreshad-

owing of his doom. So completely did the
prophetic character of the dream fascinate the
mind of Oxford that he would not allow the dog
to be driven away, but regarded the animal
with a kind of superstitou3 reverence. -

"The dog was well fed at night, and appeared
to have no inclination to leave Oxfords. The
next morning the dog was fed, and Oxford be-
gan to fondle the animal, just as he had done
in the d'eam. After seeming to enjoy the ca-

resses of its new master for a while, the dog sud-
denly and without any provocation whatever bit
Oxford on the forefinger, inflictine only a very
slight wound. As the dream bad foreshown, as To
soon as the dog bit Oxford it left the plaee and
was never heard of again. Oxford made dilieent
inquiry for the dog in the direction it went
away, describing the peculiar marks of the ani-
mal minutely, but no further trace of the mys-
terious visitor could ever bs discovered, though
the event was the prevailing topie of conversa-
tion throughout tbe country for aeveral weeks.
- "Oxford told his wife as aoon as the dog bit
him that he would die of hydrophobia. He said the
bis dream bad been literally fulfilled so far, and
that the hand of Providence must be guiding the
whole affair, lie told everybody that he was
approaching a terrible death, but prayed ear-

nestly tbat he might do no violence to his family
or friends when the fatal malady should develop.
He waa very religious, and seemed reconciled to
what he regarded as his doom, only dreadiog the
violence tbat might result from his expected
madness. Oxford continued to perform his offi-

cial duties till some time in August, showing no
signs of illness except tbat settled melancholy
anticipation of hydrophobia that had possessed
him since the dream.

"One day in August, about four months after
his singular experience with the dog, Oxford ha t
been out in tbe township serving some papers
pertaining to bis office, and came home at nicht
complaining of a pain in the finger that had been
bitten. He said that the pain was very eotere,
and that the dreadful malady so long expected
had undoubtedly begun to develop itself. His to
wife and friends tried to persuado the unhappy
man that bis fears were without foundation, and for
the pain in the finger only the result cf imagina-
tion, but Oxford would not be comforted iu in
this way, and prayed constantly
that he might be spared only the worst horrors
cf hydrophobia. lie was willing to die if . he

might only retain his reason to the last and did

violence to his fsmily or friends.
"In about five days from the time he felt the

pain in his finger Oxford beean to show unmis-
takable signs of madness. My mother waited

the man through his entire confinement and
witnessed every rymptom of tbe mysterious
malady as it derel'oped. Several days before bit
death Oxford beiran to have those violent
spasms that medical authorities say are char-
acteristic of hydrophobia. He did not, however,
except in. bis paroxysms, lose his reason, and
never attempted to do violence to anyone. On
about the tenth day after feeling the pain in

finger the man died."

Yellow daisies with brown
centers are pretty, or vrhit onea with pale ysl-lo- w

centers. Use the wash floss for embroider-iog- ,
and if not boiled when washed it will not

fade. Strines and bows of yellow ribbon add
it very considerably. The apron requires

about three skeins of silk for tho leaves and two '
