Judge Falrall Decides the Iowa Cases Id F&Tor'
of the Railway Companies.

Iowa City, Ia., Aug. 23. Jodzo Falrall to
day, aitting aa chancellor, filed hia opinion In
the case of the Iowa railways apainst the Iowa
Railway Commissioners, and in the test eaae of
tho Chicago, Rock Island & Pacific railway
against tbe commissioners, to restrain them
from patting into - effeofe the schedule of rates
prepared by tbe commiasionera in purauance of
tbe recent law of tbe Iowa Legislature, the
Judge gives an opinion of great length, and
nstalns the injunction. He coes into tbe histo-

ry of railway legislation, and quotes
from many autborities to sustain his
position. First, he considers the question of
the jurisdiction of the defendants and whether
tbe State is such accessory party as warrants
assuming jurisdiction of the case. Tbe point is
decided that the court has jurisdiction under the
rule whicn authorizes actions against omcers in
tbeir official capacity, wbetber to arrest or di-

rect their oAcial actions bv injunction or man- -

damn where sucb suits are autborized by law
and tbe act dote or emitted is purely minis
terial, in the performance or emission of wbich
tbe plaintiff be a legal interest, and these may
be maintained, even though the State be di
rectly affected thereby. As to the jurisdiction
of tbe court cf tbe subjeet-matte- r of tbe
action, tbia is sustained on the ground
tbat while the commissioners are authorized to
exercise a discretion in fixing the rates, yet
when tbey fix such rates ao low that tbe earn-
ings are too low to enable the plaiutiff to par
fixed charges and operating expenses, then their
acts contravene the spirit of tbe statute which
requires rates to be reasonable and just, and
are in violation of constitutional provisions
which entitle common carriers to a reward lor
their services. The court further holds that
the title of authority of the legislature la be-
tween rates whieb aro compensatory and tboae
which are not.' and when not compensatory
a court of equity has the authority
to & inquire into the matter. This
is based on tbe rights of aueh a
court to control action of publie officers and to
prevent them from acting in violation of law.
The chancellor holds tbat in view of the numer-
ous prosecutions wbich result for violation of
the schedule rates, the heavy judgments for
damages and penalties, and the liability to
criminal prosecutions, and the liability of tbe
ofiicers ox the companies to fine and impr'son- -
ment, tbat, under the doctrine of the preventing
of a multiplicity of sucb, tbe oourt has jurisdic-
tion; tbat the objections that a court of equity
has no jurisdiction to restrain a criminal prose-
cution is not well taken under facts stated and
tbe prayer of the petition. The court says, in
conclusion: "There ia a line between rates
which are compensatory to the carrier and
those which are not, and on principle aa
well aa authority, wbon complaint is made of
an injury to private rights by the acts of pub-
lic officials, as alleged in this caae, it ia, as in
all other alleged Infringements of such rights,
tbe duty of judicial tribunals to investigate and
determine the very right of tbe matter, whether
it involves the validity of a statute or tbe legal-
ity of the acts of officers thereunder. While
the dissolution of an injunction ialeft to the dis-
cretion of court or chancellor, it is a well-settle- d

rule that in cases where the right to the in-
junction ia in great doubt, and tbe effect of
vacatiog it would bo to leave plaintiff remedi-
less in case of final success, the rule is to con-
tinue tbe injunction, Governed by tbe rule,
tbe motion in this case to vaeate the existing
injnnctionis overruled, to which ruliig tbe de-

fendants except."

EMPEROR WILLIAM'S AMBITION.

Elevated and Patriotic Sentiments of the Ger-
man Holer Von Moltlce's Retirement

Berlin, Aug. 28. Tbe Emperor, in a conver-
sation with a statesman, recently, said: "1 only
recognize as friends those friendly to the father-
land and our healthy progress. No one will
impute to me a desire to sot back the wheel of
time. On the contrary, it is the pride of the
Ilobeoiollerns to govern the noblest, the most
intellectual and tho most cultured of cations.
In this praise I include the whole of Germany.
Our whole legislation is dictated by humane
principles. ' Whoever refuses to reeocnize this
and stirs np strife in men's minds, no matter
what bis leanings may be, must not expect ap-
proval from me. There is, forsooth, more serious
work to do.

Tbe recent correspondence between the Em-
peror andCount Von Moltko is published. Re-
plying to tbe Count's request of Aug. 3, to be
allowed to resien on account of bis inability to
mount his horse, the Emperor wrote that it was
extremely painful to himself and to tbe army
to lose tbe services of & marshal who bad led
tierman forces to the most marrelou's victories
tbat had ever crowned tbe struggles of an army,
and tbat, while acceding to tbe re-
quest with a heavy heart, he must beg
tbe Count, out of love for the sovereign, the
country, and the army, to accept tbe presidency
of tbe defense commission, so tbat tbey might
know bim to be still to be concerned with the
weal or woe of tbe fatherland. Count Von
Moltke replied that the Emperor's letter filled
bim with tbe deepest gratitude, and would be
preserved by bis family as an invaluable me
mento. The Emperor's graeioua words of recog
nition were tbe higbeat reward be could receive
for anything tbat be might have been able to do.
He was happy to be permitted to continue to be-lon- g

to tbe army in the honorable position of-

fered him.

The Atrocities in Morocco.
London Aug. 23. The reports recently re-

ceived descriptive of a terrible condition of af
fairs in Morocco, owing to a desire on tbe part
of tbe Sultan to punish the rebels for the mur
der of Prince Muley, are believed to be colored.
This coloring is believed to emanate from
Spanish official quarters, and it is said
tbat a condition whieb is bad enough is made to
look worse, tbat Spain may find a pretext to
interfere in the administration of the Moroccan
government and thus be able to help herself to
whatever she finds best adapted to her wants.
While the European powers care very little for
Morocco, it la not at all likely that Spain will be
allowed to control any more of the Mediterran
ean coast-lin- e than abe now possesses.

Relations of France and Italy.
Rome, Aug. 23. It is semi-cffletal- ly stated

that Prime Minister Crispi's interviews with
Prince Bismarck at Friederichsruhe have in no
wiso changed the general European policy, The
maneuvers of the Italian fleet in the Mediter.
raneao, it ia declared, cover nothing hostile to
France, feigner Crispi has no intention to pro--
voice France; on the contrary, be earneatly de-
sires to conciliate her.. The report that the
Italian government intends to withdraw her
claims to Massowah is declared to be unfounded.
Italy will maintain the position ahe has takea
with respect to Massowah, bnt has aent instruc
tions to General Baldissera, the Italian com-
mander there, not to go beyond the present
limits.

Dr. Field was born in Jefferson county.
Kentucky, Nov. 9, 1805, and emigrated to this
county in 1821). He was married at the old
Grayson nouse, in Louisville, Nov. 27, 1827.
He studied medicine and graduated
at tbe cli TransvWania Medical
School, the first institution of the kind this side
of the Alleghenies. He was a delegate to
the creat railroad convention wbieh assembled
at Knoxville. Tenn.. July 4, 183G. the ob
ject of wbieh was to build a railroad
from Charleston, S. C, to Cincinnati, with a
branch to Louisville. lie was a member of tbe
Indiana Legislature in 1S3S-3- 9: presi
dent . of tbe Indiana State Med
ical Society in 1SC3, and of
the Third Conereaaiooal District Medical Soci
ety in 1875. During tbe civil strife he was a
surgeon of the Sixty-sixt- h Regiment of Indiana
Volunteer Infantry, rendering valuable aid to
tbe wounded at tbe battle of Richmond. Ky.,
aod Perry ville. He was one of tbe vice-pre- si

dents of the first anti-slaver- y society,
and president of the first anti-slarer- y

convention, as well as president of
the first Free soil convention ever held in this
State. In 1854, Dr. Field came into possession
of a lot of alavea through tbe death of hia
mother, -- which he 'immediately manu-
mitted. He constituted the First
Christian church in Indiana, and tor sixth years
has preached ths gospel free of charge. He was
a voluminous and forcible writer and issued sev
eral volumes of medical and theological works.
His wife died June 24, 1835.

TO DIG VP DEAD PERUVIANS.

A Grave-Robbin- g; Company, Willi 940,000
Capital, About to Get to Work,

ffew York fun.
A limited liability company has been formed

at Mellendo. with a capital of $40,000. It is
called the Compania Annnima Expleradora de
Lss Hnscas del Icca, and its business is to be
the searching: of tbe Old burial grounds of the
Peruvian Incaa, fur buried treasure in money
or other valuables. It has received a concession
from tbe Peruvian authorities, and proposes,to
go at its work in a systematic, business-lik- e

fashion. The field of tbe company has been
pretty well worted over already by the horde
of hap-hazar- d plunderers from all parts of the
world, who have flocked to Pern from the
times of Pizarro till the present day, but there
are yet some very substantial legends of buried
wealth tbat baa not yet been diaeovered.
Under tbe old Castle of Cuzco, for instance,
Felipe de Pomanes tells that there is
a vault containing figures of all tbe Incas
wrought in floe gold, and tbat In bis own day
they had ben seen by a certain Dona Maria de
KsqueviL Sbe, tbe etorr goes, was married to a
descendant of tbe Incas, and reproached him
with being too poor to support her properly.
This, at last, so irritated bim tbat he led her
blindfolded through many winding passages into
a room where she saw wealth such as no mortal
ever dreamed of, and asked her what sbe thought
of that for a poor man's nest-egg- . When Hum-
boldt was exploring in the neighborhood of tbe
Temple of the Sun, at Cuzco, a poor lad, a de-
scendant of the ancient kings, told bim the
story, wbieh is still current among tbe Indians,
that the golden chair of the Incas was sunk in
the baths at Pultamarac, and tbat there are gar-
dens with artificial trees of the purest gold be-

neath the temple. These gardens, by the war,
are mentioned by the earliest historians of the
Conquest. Humbolt's lad, when asked why be
did not seek for this hidden treasure, said that
it would do him no good if he found it, but
would only cause his neighbors to hate and in-

jure him. "We have a little field," he said,
'and good wheat" Tbat contented him.- - This

same spirit seems to have animated all the de-
scendants of the ancient race of Peru, and en-
courages people like those who have just put
$10,000 into the Society Exploradora to hope that
only a part of tbe ancient treasure has ever been
discovered. It is alleged that the Indians can
generally get gold when they actually need it, as
at the time of the rebellion of Pumacaqua, in
1814, when, according to the story of an old
woman of the Astete family, told to Mr. Mark-ba- m

some thirty years ago, her father bavin?
been a eolleague of Pumacaqua and present at
the time, Pumacaqua entered the council cham-
bers laden with gold and dripping wet, from a
iourney he had made up tho bed' of the
Huatanay to a cave filled wlth golden
figures. It was always believed then,
according to the historians, that the rebel
chiefs bad some such store to draw upon,
and it is certain that after his final -- defeat
Pumscsqua offered to give a pile of gold bigger
than that of Atabualpa, the ancient chieftain,
as a ransom for bis life. The offer was declined,
and he died with the secret unrevealed, at least
to his conquerors.

This Atabualpa, it is a n atter of history, when
in captivity, ciffered a room filled with gold as a
ransom, but Pizarro demanded double .the
amount, and the Incas agreeing, sent messen-
gers all over the kingdom to bring it These
messengers, on tbeir way to the capital, beard
that Atahualpa had been strangled, and they
threw down their loads of gold, and, it is said,
buried them somewhere in tbe mountains of
Llanganati, to tbe northwest of Quito, though
no search has ever revealed the spot. Then
there is tbe golden chain of tbe Incas, every,
link as thick as a man's arm, and its length so
great that.it went twice around the great
square of Huaeapata, and wbieh is said to have
been thrown into the deep lake of Urcos to save
it from tbe Spaniard. There can atill be Been
a drift which the Spaniard a atarted throucb the
mountains to drain the lake, but which was
never completed. While these and similar leg-
ends do very well to fire tbe ardor of dubious
investors in the stock of tbe Society Explora-
dora, it is highly probable that the actual work
of the company will be in the less romantic line
of digging np the bones of ancient inhabitants
for the sake of the trinkets wbich may. have
been buried with them. Tbia sort of petty
thievery is leas attractive to tbe imagination
than tbe exhumation of forests of golden trees
and conventions of golden Incas, but it will
probably pay better in the end.

CURING THE BLIND.

A New Operation Successfully Performed by
English Surgeons.

New York World. '
English surgeons have devised anew an 1 be-

neficent operation by wbich tbe sheath of the op-ti- e

nerve behind the eye is opened, and not only is
tbe pressure upon the ner? e removed and total
or partial blintiscss cured, but the brain itself if
relieved. The membranes which inveat the
brain 'and are continued down to tbe eye
in tbe form of a sheath, which surrounds the
optie nerve, aecrete a certain amount of fluid,
and whenever there is an excess of this
secretion, or by other means, as by tbe
growth of a brain tumor, the prea-sur- e

within the cavity of the skoll is
increased and a superabundance of fluid is apt
to find its way down tbe nerve sheath . to tbe
level of the eye, subjecting tbe optic nerve to
injurious pressure and frequently destroying
tbe sight This blindness may be .permanent,
even though tbe pressure in the brain cavity
wbich causes it to be only temporary can be,
cured. Dr. Dewecksr, of Paris, sixteen 'or
seventeen years ago suggested that it was pos-
sible to open tbe optie nerve sheath atid thus
not only to relieve the nerve from pressure, but
also to drain the brain cavity and relieve tbe
brain pressure there. H made two experi-
ments in this lice upon two nearly hopeless
cases, feeling his way to the nerve without tbe
aid of sieht and cutting the sbeathby raeana of
an inatrument carrying a eoncealed lance which
was projected by a spring. Only one other at--

tempt of this sort waa made, and the results
not being satisfactory, the experiments
were dropped until last" year. Dr. Rrudenell
Carter, of London, devised a method of
operating by wbich the sheath was exposed to
view, and every step of the operation wss
guided by the surgeon's eye. In a paper read
before the Britiah 3Iedical Association at its re-

cent meeting at Glasgow. Dr. Carter told of four
eases in which he bad performed tbe operation.
In one the result waa necative so far aa the
Bight was concerned; in the other three tbe pa-

tients were not only quickly to sic ht,
bnt were relieved or cured of headache and sick-sea- s

arising from pressure on the brain. Ir.
Carter claima that the new operation could bo
performed with certainty and without titi,
either to life or to any important ttrueture, Vr.
Biekerton, of Liverpool, at the aame meeting
said that after hearing of Dr. Carter s first case
be bad performed the operation himself in two
cases, in one of wbich temporary restoration of
sight was followed by a reUpse, but In the other
