In Remembrance of Emancipation They
Have Speeches and Various Exercises.

Dr. Derrick Delivers an Eloquent Address to
His Kace and Tells Tliem Their Advance-

ment Is Dne to the Republican Tarty.

The celebration of Emancipation day, yester-
day, was attended by many interesting features.
The idea br.s never been so thoroughly worked
out in any year pretioas, and, despite the com
psratively small attendance, wbich was much
better at nisht than in tbe afternoon, the oris
inal programme was earried out. The celebra-
tion waa conducted under tbe auspices of local
lodges of the Grand United Order of Odd fel-

lows, a national colored secret order. This or
der was firs; conceived of by Peter Ogden, in
New York eity, in 1842. He proposed to the
negroes of America, by pamphlets and other
documents, his intention of asking admission
into the Grand United Order of (Md-feliow- s,

which was the name of the white order at that
time. His application vras refused, however,
and he then went to England, where the su-

preme authorities were, and repeated his plea.
He was received and a branch lodge was formed.
This caused a split in tbe old order, tbe colored
lodges retaining the original same, and the
white membership reorganizing tinder the
name of the Independent Order of Odd-
fellows. Since that time the colored or-
der baa had a Yery prosperous career, now-numberin-

g

nearly 3.000 lodges, representing
every State in the Union, with branches in
Canada and the West Indi.is. Tbe present
officers are Wm. M. T. Forester, Richmond,'
Va., grand master; E. H. Morris, Chicago,
deputy grand master; D. B. Bonner, Philadel-
phia, grand secretary; W. (JL H. Curtiss, Brook-
lyn, N. Y., grand treasurer. The last biennial
meeting was held In Philadelphia. In the United
States there tre nearly 100,000 members, all of
a voting age, altboun politica really cuts no
fieure Id its organization. The Republican sen-
timent, however, is so great that cone but a
member of that party can bold a grand office.

The celebration at the fair-groun- ds yester-
day was managed by members of this grand or-
der, and consisted of foot racing, exhibition
drills by the English and Ross guards, of this
city, and speaking. On account of the small
audience in tbe afternoon all speeches were
postponed until evening, wbeu Allison J.
Sweeney and J. S. FJintoo; both of this city,
opened with short addresses. Benjamin D,
Bagby then read the 'Emancipation Proc-
lamation, after which Dr. W. B.
Derrick, from New York, was intro-
duced, lie delivered a forcible address.
In the course of it the Doctor said the constant
solieitude of the colored race has been an hon-
est endeavor to gam a place among the intelli-
gent and Christian people of this and other
lands. This can only be attained by incessant
labor, a full comprehension of our duties and
responsibilities, and all that so to make a people
happy, virtuous and brave. Emancipation
found the colored people in an awful condition,
npon which tho whites, North and South,
looked with contempt, regarding with suspicion
tbe truthfulness, capacity and honesty of the
whole race. When the war cloted the colored
man was left homeless and penniless. lie at
onee began an independent career, and to-da- y he
has accumulated honors and gained friends
an extensively .as did his former foes,
tie has won the citizenship which he in part
enjoys, although he is debarred from the enjoy-
ment of certain privileges of which other citi-
zens are in full enjoyment The Doctor said
he would ad vis s the colored man to aronse him-
self, and oot to endure tbe gross indignities
that aro heaped upon him. The time has come
when he must speak out calmly and bravely in
demanding bis civil aa well as his political
rights. The negro, if fairly considered is not a
political nonentity. lie can have but one faith,
and that faith is embodied in tbe party that
gave him freedom. Further than this it may
be safely said that the high position which tbe
Republic at present occupies has been obtained
by tho progressive and humane spirit of the Re-
publican party.

Continuing;, the Doctor said that we will be
called upon very soon to decide at the ballot-bo- x

whether or not the Nation's present status shall
be upheld in the front ranks of sister nations,
or shall abe be called opon to take place with
the almost impoverished countries of the world.
The question wbich tbe people will be called on
to settle in tbe coming election is of a two-fol- d

nature. One side of the question is,
shall protection bo the spirit of American
institutions! If there is a class belonging to
tbe voting population who should, without a
dissenting voice, exclaim ys, that class should
be tbe colored voter. Some may inquire why
should this be so! Because protection carries
with It a two-fol- d meaning. First, we should
vote to protect the indottries of the country,
thus hindering our markets from being made
the highway for the product of pauper and con-
vict labor of other countries, thereby reducing
the working elass In this country to the
same half fed, half-cla- d and half-pai- d coodition
aa are to be found tn European countries-Secon- d,

protection with the negro meaos still
more, as there is no class of citizens which
stands xnoro in need of protection than that race.
Denied civil and political rights, with no place
of redress, debarred from the ordinary privileges
of the humblest citizen, who then would dare to
question the colored man's good sense in voting
for the friends of protection, Harrison and Mor-
ton, who are pledged to carry out tbe principles
of the party of equal rights and
justice! All the rights the .colored
man is now enjoying came through
and by the Republican party. He cannot hope
to receive anv recognition from the men who
mko uo the Democratic renke, as it is impossi-
ble for them to consent that the negro is a legit-
imate factor in tbe Dopulatior of America. Ne-
gro manhood is a word unknown in the Demo-
cratic vocabulary. The colored man is not a
citizen in tbe estimation of this negro-hatin- g

clan; he is a subject, and
as such, is less than a citizen;
for a citizen to become a subject, is to return
from liberty to bondage. No man properly ap-

preciates librty who would part with it at any
price. (

Citizenship is & blrthmht, and, as Such,
we should know through and by what party of
mm a this boon was regained br os, aa w had
been kept out of it for generations, until the
'Black Ropnblicans," as then called, came to
our help. Th colored man cannot afford to aid
io the selection to offx of aoy set of men who
will make and execute laws destructive of tbe
liberties and individual rights of any people.

After Mr. Derrick's speech the remainder of
the evening was spent in dancing.

AN EXEMPLARY PRISONER.

Ths Governor Paroles L1pani?ht, Tllo Hid a
Long Sentence for Manslaughter.

Governor Gray yesterday paroled Adam L!p- -
knignt, a priiocer in the tontbern renitetytiary,
who was sentenced on Nov. 22, 1883, in the Van-derbu- rg

Cirenlt Court, to twenty-on- e years im-

prisonment for manslaughter. The Governor
issued the parole on condition that the prisoner
reform from intoxication and not violate the
law, of which violation the Governor shall be
sole juice He reserved the right of revocation
at anv time. The parties concerned in the kill-
ing were at a picnic, at which a man named Jo-
seph Skeels insulted the prisoner's wife, and, in
company with one or two others, followed the
prisoner's vehicle and made an attark on it.
The evidence seemed to show that Llpknight
fired his revolver at Skeels more for the purpose
of searing him than otherwise, but the ball
struck him, causing his death. The petition (or
release was filed April 5. 1833. The oCcers of
the southern prison certify that Lipknight has
been an exemplary prisoner in evry respect,
and his release is recommended by Judge Par-
rot., who tried the case, the prosecutiog attor-
ney and deputy prosecuting attorney, aa well as
by several hundred citizens of Evansvillo.

Issues No Special Licenses.

He cannot prevent them
from goine to University Park cn days when
visiting delegations are gathered there, nor can
he refuse Vt issue a license on that ground alone.
If the peddlrs and liu?katr5 are an annoyance
there, the police have tbe power to keep them
away.

meet this afternoon at the city clerk's office, at
2 o'clock, to make a further effort to carry out

THE GOVERNOR'S WATERMELON.

Farmer Setzar Indignantly Seeks Redress for
a Hald on His Fruitful latch,

A rather rocca story U ttld on Governor
Gray by Mr. John Setzer, a prominent farmer,
who lives in Knox county, at Purcell's Station,
about five mites below Vineennes. It seems
that Mr. Setzer has a very large watermelon
patch near 'the railroad station, Governor
Gray's special train which conveyed him to the
Evansville encampment stopped at Purcell's Sta-

tion, and while there a score o? moro of the pas-

sengers jumped off the train and plunged into
the watermelon patch, and in a moment or so
had stripped it of all its fruit. The owner of
the patch saw tbe raiding gang and commenced
to show fight. He boarded the train and took
several of the melons away from the fellows
who bad deliberately stolen them. Mr. Setzer
rnshed Into Governor Gray's private car in bis
hot anger to recover his stolen fruit, and there
sat his Majesty of the Hoosier State, in company
with two ladies, quietly sampling the largest,
finest, ripest and most savory of all the melons
that had been taken from Mr. Setzer's farm.
Mr. Setzer was blind to rank or previous condi-

tion, and waa about to take' the watermelon
away from the Governor, when a cry came up
from outside: "That's Governor Grayl That's
Governor Gray!" Mr. Setzsr quickly withdrew
to the platform, very much pni out, and started
to grab another melon close at hand when the
fellow who had it struck at Setzer with his
knife and cut him on the hand. Setzer then
pulled his knife, and was actually compelled to
fight his way ofif the cart to keep the crowd
from injuring him.

At this point Governor Gray came ont and
asked to have the nature of the CiGculty ex-

plained.
"What seems to be the matter, my friendP

he &ked.
"Matter enough,' responded Mr. Setzer. "My

farm lies right there, and the people on this
train deliberately plundered that field yonder of
nearly all its watermelons. It is a dirty trick
and not worthy of honest men."

Governor Gray seemed nonplussed. "What ts
the amount of the damageF he inquired patron-
izingly.

"It cannot bo assessed," answered Mr. Setzer.
"I am constantly robbed in this way, year alter
y?ar, as the trains stop here, but this is the
boldest and cheekiest I ever heard of. It is the
principle of the thing. Mr. Grey, and ft ia an
outrage. It is mighty hard on a fellow to work
in the hot sun putting in a crop of melons only
to have them gobbled no by a gang like thisP

Tbe Governor seemed to be very much hurt
over the turn of affairs, and tried to console the
farmer, but be wanted his watermelons left
alone, and less sympathy. As the train pulled
out tae Governor shoved some money into Setz-
er's palm, who indignantly refused it, but the
train was going, and the money was left in bis
hand. It was a very exciting episode, and will
teach those who witnessed it a lesson in hon-
esty. Governor Gray was in no way responsible
f r the watermelon raid, but the obdurate
farmer gave bim a simile but emphatic lecture
on principle he will n-sv- forget.

CRUELTY IN A TRIS0N.

Coy and Bernhamer Treated Like frinces
Wliile Other Convicts Are Abused

John C Patterson, of this city, who was re
leased from the northern penitentiary on Satur
day last, confirms tbe many reports that are
being made concerning the poor conduct of that
prison. He declares that the contract men are
treated no better than animals, and that the
prison authorities have favorites who are shown
every attention. He says that Coy and Bery
bamer are being treated like princes. "They
do nothing," said be, "but live ia the hospital.
where they live on pie and cake, and when
we filed past them on our way to the
wash-roo- m they amused themselves by
blowing smoke Into our faces." Mr. Patterson
also says that the prisoners are half starved dur
ing the greater portion of tbe year, although
just at the present time they are being fed better
because of the frequency of visitors to tho
prison. He says that on Sunday they eat dinner
at 10:15 o'clock, return to their cells, and remain
there without another bite to eat until
breakfast at 6 o'clock Monday morning.
In rv;ard to the cruelty practiced
be cites tbe statement of a young convict
named Thompson, wbo was sent np from this
city for as.anlt with intent to kill. About six
weeks aeo Thompson applied to the guard to go
to the hospital, as he was sick, and the guard,
although it was not his place to judge, refused
to let him go. Thompson then assaulted the
guard, and was placed in tbe dungeon for four
weeks, bsing released when the directors made
a visit to th prison. As soon aa the directors
were gone, Thompson wss thrown back in the
dungeon, although he had wasted to a skeleton,
and Pattron says he will not be surprised to
hear of bis death at any time.

Allegheny City, Pa., visited the city yesterday
for the purpose of inspecting electrical lighting,
and particularly the operation of the Jenney
system, prospective to voliuj: on the contracts
to supply their own city.
