Bpeeches by Mesars. Griffiths, Smaliwood and
Harvey-Bynum's Apology--More Proof that
Puts Bailey in the Position of a Falsifier.

Great Demand from Workingmen for
Documents That Explain Protection.

The Reports from the Field Continue To Ba
of the Most Encouraging Character—Oth-
er Good Work in the Party’s Interest.

An sudience numbering fully 3,000 people
assembled in the Virginia-avenne Rink last
Gight, to hear Hon. John L. Griffiths diseuss
the issues of the present campaign. Ioside the
ball snd out, for at least one hour befors the
time for the orator to begin, there was a perfect
din of martial musie, and a repetition of hurrahs,
The meeting was gotten up undsr the auspices of
ihe South-side Republican League Club, and was
presided over by Albert Wishard. A marked
feature of the evening was the presence of

the Ladies’ Anxiliary Corps, which marched
in line into the hall, headed by the Harrison
Ercort Guards, amid the loud echeeringof the
andience. and formed in line as the rear end of
tae hall. Several choice campaien sslections
wers randered by the Harrison Gles Club, after
which the presiding officer intodaced Mr. Grif-
fiths

He was greeted with freqizent applause and
the meeting was throughsut one of great en-
thusiasm. e was imppressed, he said, with the
interest the poople wers taking with the presen t
issues. Hebad receatly been East and the
people in that section regarded Iiarrison's
eloction almost a certainity. They were not be-
fue deceived by Democratic promises of cheap
elothing but were recogaizing the
contest, as mnot one of tariff reduection,
but of irreconcilable principles. He quoted
*tiovernor Gray as sayiog he did not favor free
trade, while on the other band ex-Senator Me-
Ponald had said that he belisved that free trade
between nations, as individuals, was the founda-
tice upom whieh this Nation shounld rest, sug-
gosting at the ceonclusion that Mr. McDonala
and Governor Gray arrange for a debate. He
gontended that English journals bad not been
able to disguise their sxtreme pleasure over
Cleveland’s fres-trade message, and read as proof
sn axtract from an Eogiish paper beaded *““Not
{iood Times in America, but Good Times in
¥ogland.” Another extract from the same pa-
aper was read bearmmg this heading: “Not a
ig Thing for America, but a Big Thing for
Enzlanl” He thought tnat when English news-
papers espoussd the cause of Demoecracy it wans
for thes reason that free trade would be
»f pgreat Dbemefit to their ecounstry. Said
e ‘I am opposed to Grover Cleve-
iand because his most eathusiastic suppors
comes from a pation which has always been our
‘worst rival ia trade.” The speaker asked why
§* wes, thousands of workingmen flock to
American shores every year, and why it was
that workingmen never lgave America for some
foreien country to better their comdition. Ap-
pealing then to the Irishmen, he asked if they
would vote to further the interest of England.
In referring to General Harrison's record, he
s+id that soom after Bailey made
his malicious speech a personal
4'emx apnreared in the Sentinel, statieg
that Leon Bailey had gone to Cealorado, and
sadded: “He had enough to want to harry him-
eeif of. Why don't some Demoerat come for-
ward stid make affidavit that Harrison said a
doliar a day was enough for a working mani”
Clevelands signing the  harber  bill
enrropriating £22. 000,000, and giving
820 1> the Charleston sufferers, showed
the eourage of the maa wao seat s substitute to
the civil war. How eould such a President con-
t'nus his allegisnce to the people aftar giving
the Charleston people $20 and donating £10,000
to the Demoeratic campaign fundi As Clave-
land was nominated on the mistaken theory
that he was a civil-service reformer, so had
Willinm Ecgiish been nominated for the vice-
presidensy on the mistaken theory that he
would contribute hiberally to the campaign fand.
fa thought the Demoeratic leaders were uni-
‘verssl in the beiief of the following extract:
*Of all sad words of tongue or pen,
The saddest are these, it will be Ban.”

! At the conclasion of Mr. Grifith's speech,
Jonn J. Smallwood, of Virginia, the eolored
bdrator was introduced. Jle was loudly cheered
on taking the platform. He was true to the
Republican party, and ssserted that if the white
yopunlation bad been as true to the Hepubliean
idens as  the eolored man, Grover
Cleveland would pever bave been
srated in the presidential ehair,
nordisgraced it with his presence. Every colored
man had aright to be either a Demoerat or a
Jlepublican, bat he could pot be a Democrat,
pud be did ot believe any other colored man
coitld vots the Demoeratic ticket He accused
the Demoeratio party of not learning anything
&inge its orgsaization, nor forgzetting anything
since it was borm. At the conclusion of
Jis speech be was enthusiastically cheered,
snd cries of “What's the matter with Small-
:oﬁd" were beard from several parts of the

Bll.

This was followed by a short address from
Mr. Harvey, president of the railway elub,
which was warked with enthasiasm throughout.
He was sore that Thurmao and Joha W. Kern
bad learnoed the same speech, stating that he had
heard Kern's speech in the Ninth ward, and a few
days later had read the same speech coming
from Thurman's lips, on that gentleman’s start-
ing out for his trip to the Iakes. The meeting
theg adjourned with three rousing cheers.
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Bynam in an Apologetic Mood.
Congressman Bynum oponed his campaign in
Indisvapelis last night, but not auspiciously.
His free-trade proclivities and his recent =lan-

ders upon Indianapolis workingmean in his At-
-Janta speech bave disgusted macy of those who
were heretofore numbered among his friends,
and the cool reception he received must have
sffected him. An effort had been made by his

admirers to tender him a big recep-
tion, bat no amount of drum-
ming was sufficient to inspire his constiiuents,
and the result was & meeting that would class
with the ordinary ward gathering to hear a local
ppetaker. Three or four clubs, headed by a

baad, tarned out and escorted Mr. Bynum from
the bhotel to the piace of speaking, corner of
Califoruia and Washington streets. The proces-
Sion that marched from the corner of lllin ois
and Washingion streets probably contained 300
men, sod about balf that masy more gathered
around the stand when the escort arrived.

Mr. Bynum's appesrance was greeted with
some applanse, bat it did not have the ringing
heartiness of a gresting which a favorite re-
ceives when he comes home to his own. The
srowd did not even treat him with due respect,
&8 the several drum eorps kent up & noise long
after he had begun speaking. This made it
Decessary for bim to cease seversl times. That
peariy all the elubs hud turned out against their
own will was evident, as the - marchod away ina
body before Me. Bynuse was balf through with
his speech. When the srowd final Iy became or-
derly enongh for the speech to be heard,
there wara not mere than threa
or four hundred people present, and many of
those were Republieans who, out of curiosity,
desired to ses how the alleged friend of the Ia-
boring man would explaia awuy some of his
elanders of Indianapolis wage-workers. They,
however, were disappointed, as he did not under-
take to offer any explanation of his Atlaota
gpoech. On the contrary, he was ecareful not to
refer to it. Thers wore many labarng man who
waited patiently 1o the crowd, wonder-
jne how he would apologize for sayvioe
that Ipdiapanelis workinginen were idle
four montns in the year: had po eredit with
their grocer. and permitted their wives to earn
the hiving over the wash tub. and whea he did
pot do so they wers convinced that he dared not

He deveted himaelf prineipslly ton discussion
of the Milis bil). What he bad to say on the
subiect was io the pature of an apology for the
action of the Demoerats in the House. In giv-
ing bis rensons for voting to put woel and nu-
meroas ather articleion the free list, he loft the
fmpression that he was in prificiple an out and-
out [reoirader, and yet he was careful to
dedes every fow minuies by deciaring thas

the Demonratic party was not a free-trade party,
but belisvsd in the protection of American in-
dustries aad American labor. His spesch was
disjcinted and demagogical, being so construet-
od as to pleass voters with all kinds of views.
Only once or twice during the entire speech was
there any attempt at applause. It was evidently
his intention to evade any reference to the
eharges that have been made and uarefuted
that he has constantiy misrepresentsd the work-
ingmen of Iodiasapolis and Geoeral Har-
rison's  record, but after he had
finished bis tariff bharangue, some
one in the andience made as ion that com-
pelled bhim to say something about the charges
that have bsen made against him. He appeared
to be completely rattied, and only attempted the
following answer: “If they want to meet the
people upon the issues duriog the campaign let
them come up honestly and discuss the issues.
Let them come up and tell the truth. [ am
sorry 1 bave pot the list here to-night—but
the Journal saye sm & great liar.
Now there is one thing sure, either I am a great
liar or the Journal is a great liar, and I have got
the evidence to prove whieh it is, but I have not
gotit here. I have got a long list I want to
show you to show wbkat a truthful paper the
Journal is. Why, it bas sueh a great regard
for the truth it has quit meddling with it eo-
tirely: it don't have aanything to do with it.”
| Laughter and applause.)

After claiming by indirection thet he was a
truthful man and that everything hé nttered
could be established by the reeord, he said:
‘““Now I just arrived here at 6 o'clock this even-
ing and I would like to talk longer to you, but I
bhave had a somewhat tiresome journey, and I
bave had no rest, I assure you, during the time
I bave been away, and I have bad to talk in a
very rambling sort of way because I have had
N0 time to prepare any kind of a speech; but I

am goiog to talk a good deal to you down hers

daring this campaigo. 1 am going to be with
the Indianapolis Journal from this out.”

He also said the Journal, and other papers,
kept constantly standiog in its columns what
purported to be extracts from English papers,
indorsing the Demoecratic party, and declared
that no English paper had ever published such
thiogs. “'I bave the evidence in my trunk,”
said he, ‘‘and | am sorry my trunk didn't get
here, so [ ecould produce i.” When the speaker
closea there were not more than onebhundred acd
fifty or two hundred persons left in the aundi-
ence, and at the request of a gentleman on the
stand they gave three cheers for Bynum.
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Dolings of the Committee.

Chairman Jluston is spending the Sunday at

his home in Connersville, and his absence made
the Republican headqurters a rather quiet place
yesterday. Saturday, however, is naver a busy
day, the earlier days of the week being the time
when the rush comes, in the shape of crowded
mails and numerous caliers, whose demandsare

as varied as could beimgained. But notwith-
standing the quietude of yesterday,
the week ending Iast night bas been
the ©busiest sinee the campaign opened.
The demands for campaign literature have been
on a steady increase, and ineredible as it may
seem, the central committee have sent
out on an average a ton of docu-
ments every day. Pamphlets upon
the tasiff and the labor question seem to have
been given the preference, and yesterday 30,000
copies of a two-page circular entitled “Which?

were mailed. It is a vigorous attack acainst
some plagiarisms of Mr. Bigham, Democratic
candidate for the [.ecislature from Marion
connty, clipped from a Journal editorial of some
weeks ago. There has been a remarkable in-
crease of demand among the laboring classes for
literature bearing upon all questions of intersst
in the campaign. Never before has there been
such an evidence of a desire to acquire a
therough knowledge of the exact situation, and.
moreover, coming as it does from the working
classes principally, the committes is led to feel
highly encouraged in the belief that much good
will be aceomplished if the literature that has
been so generonsly distributed is given a fair con-
sideration.

Not oanly has the committee been pressed with
the demands for literature, but the calls for
campaign orators gtill dontinue to come in, and
during the last ten days these have become so
numercus that not all can be complied with in
the short space of time allotted. Bat the man-
agers have been hard at work, and their dili-
gence in attending to the State’'s wants in a po-
litical way bids fair to be well rewarded. Their
rooms have been greatly beautified in the shape
of what is called the Republican picture gallery
around beadquarters. It consists of steel en-
graviogs of General Harrison, Alger, Horvey,
Gresbam, Morton, Porter, Sherman and Blaine,
snd under the inspiration of such a double
quartet, Chairman Huston and his assiatants
dally work. The coming week is looked upon
as beiog a proapectively busy one, but the com-
mittes will be equal to the emergency.

More of Balley's Witnesses.

A thorough investigation of the records, both
public and private, of the men cited by Bailey
in his recent speech nas revealed, to a large ex-
tent, & conglomeration of whisky aod de-
mestic troubles, backed by a reward of Dgmo-
cratic “hush money” upon which no adequate
estimate can be placed. With the exeception
of the men who have had the houesty to conress
that they were misrepresented in what was
given as their testimony, the rest are well known
as men who would lia for their party, or as
ioafers who would do anything. Some of them
bave been long muoce discharged from

their tions, and bave mot for years been
identified with any railroads whatever. It
seeins that Bailey himself invented the so-callea
interviews without haviang even declared his in-
tention of bringing them before the public. The
denial of Isom Hughes showed plainly enough
the truth of this fact, snd the characters of
Charles Fogarty, Ted Callahan, and the politieal
unoreliability of Willism Hugo, William Shook
and Martin Murphy have been sufficlently ex-

to eonvince moy rational man that their
word amounts to nothing, although if more
proof is necesgary it ean and will be furnished
even by toose who have been their friends for

years.

Of Patrick H. King, living on Maeek street,
buot little 18 known except that he s a dragin
his neighberhood, and a perfect slave to whisky.
“*His record,” suid a railroad man last night,
“‘does not stop thers, In 1852 he was discharged
bv theauthoritiesof the Bee-line for drunkenness,
and since that time he has done nothing bht
add to his reputation as a local saleon loafer.
His depravity has grown to such a low degree
of lute that some two years ago his wife, & most
estimable woman, informed him that their rela-
tions must cease, and to escanpe his insults she
returned to her parenta King at one time at-
tempted fo run an East-end saloon and gam-
bling den, but was fioally ehecked by the city
polics. Twice be has been before the city courta
on sthe charge of drunkenness and vagrancy,
and upon numerous occasions has Le employed
himself in ‘cleaining out his neigh borhood.” as
be has been wont to express it.”

John A. Hoskinson, another of Bailey's wit-
nesses, as appears from the record given by men
who know him, is found to be a8 man with no
more worthy repusation than King. He was
three years ago discharged from the I. E. &
W. empioy, on the ground that he was unfit for
any responsible position owing to his incessant
drinking. He, too, is a divorced man,
his wife baviog recently married Charies
Tyler, an eogineer on the Big Four.
Amoog his most intimate friends he is regardnd
as worthless, so far as his word goes. *“I kncw
both King aud Hoskinson,” remarked an o4 rail-
roader last pight, “but I wouldn't place the
least dependence on what either oue would say.
With tnose who know them their testimony is
worse for the Democrats than for the Repub-
licans.”
