The King is liv-
ing 1z the palace formerly used by the Pope for
a summer residence.

Not balf bas been told about the indig-
nities heaped upon our church by the people of
Rome. There is & bitser feeling against our
religion, and the sooner the Pope moves the bet-
ter. The people are so bitter that a priest is
liable to be ipsulted on the street at any time,
1 myself was never insuited. bas it is wonderful
the feeling that is manifest.”

*‘Every oue [ spoke to was of the opinion that
the Pope would have to leave, and of course
from that [ formed my opinion.”

HE LEAVES HIS OLD PARTY

Once a Democratic Postmaster, Mr. King
Decides to Vote Against Cleveland.

a Very Small and Spiritless Audience.

James King, a harness-maker at No. 256
Massachusetts avenue, is another life-long Dem-
ocrat who has become disgusted with his party,
and as & consequence deserted its ranks. *“'I
have voted the Democratic ticket since 1866," he
ssid to a Journal Reporter yesterday, “but it
bas had my last vote. Although I was in the
war I drifted afterward into the Democratio
party in a peculiar way. When I was mustered
in I was not old enough to vote, but when I
came out I cast my first vote in Greensburg for
Holman, who was thea running on the Green-
back ticket. I voted purely from personal
grounds. Sooa afterward, the Democrats, from
some unknown causs, offered me the position of
postmaster at Greensburg. At the time I evuld
not exactly understand their action, for it was
entirely unsolicited by me. Indeed, it was a
great surprise, but, as I afterward found out, it
was merely a piece of policy. I took the poasi-
tion, and since that time I have stuck to the
party. Baut I bave become fully convinesd thas
it 1s no party for me to support if I want my
friends to believe I am an booest man. Its
leaders are a set of men who are absolutely de-
void of principle or honesty, and when I say
toat I speak from actual acquaintacce with
many whom I have known for yeers.”

‘““What are your grounds for changing your
belief!” the reporter asked.

““Well, let me say first that this is not a re-
cent thing with me, for I bad my eyes opened
in 1885. Ailthough I voted for Cleveland in
1884, 1 will not do so this year, and I told my
Democratic friends as much three years ago.
My observations have been sach as to convince
me that no dependence can be placed in what

the Democratic ring-leaderssay. To-day I hold
papers in my possession which the Demccrats
would do almest anything to get, and they have
confessed it right to my face.”

““What is the charactar of those papers!”

“They are personal letters to me from some
of the leading men in the city, making promises
that L:ve never been fulfilled. The story
is not a long one. On Dee 19, 1884, I
received a lotter from Williamn Henderson, invit-
ing me to attend a meeting in his office the next
nighes. Not thinking asaything ef it, I went,
anl found it was nothing but a political meet-
ing.

That was the first thing 1 had heard
of the affair, and, like the post-office appoint-
ment at Greensburg, it was a complete surprise.
But I was handed a written recommendation, 1a
which a conversation between Mr. Henderson
and ex-Governor Hendricks, thea Vice-
president, was quotec A3 favor-
ing my appointment. Congressman
Bynum and the gang of tally-sheet forgers were
also mixed up in the recommendations. But to
make & long story short, novwithstanding the
written promise of Hendricks acod others, I was
left eutirely alone after that night. I want it
understcod that it was got the fact that I was
pot appointsd that hart me, for it was all un-
ask from my side. But I was disgusted at
utter lack of honesty ins man who held the
next bighest position at the hands of the people.
And right to-day, if there is any doubt about
the antnenticity of their signasures, 1 can pro-
duce the letters themselves.”

‘“*Has there ever been any attempt to recover
them on the part of the Democratsi”

“Yes, they bave tried a bundred times to get
bands on them. They even tried to work this
scheme on me. They sent an old shoemaker,
whose name is H. T. Osborne, who rected nalf
my shop. He stayed with me six months, and
then it leakeod out that he was a Demoecratic spy.
I bave since learned that he is a member of the
Knights of the Golaen Circle. After that
scheme failed, I bhave been asked time and
again to loan the papers, but that won't work.
I bave shem, snd they will serve their purpos
in a short time. 1 thiok they will expose Hen-
dricks and the rest of the Demoeratic gang in
such a light as will make it unpleasaat for them
now. I have never :egretted the time when I
gos clear of them.”

Mr. Bynum Depressed.

Notwitbstandiog the publicity given to the
aunounecement, through Democratic papers, that
Congressman Bynum would speak last nicht at
the intersection of New Jersey and Washington
streets, & small erowd turned out to listen to
him. A stand bad been erected mnear the side
entrance to Warden & Slaven's salion, and
around it were collected some two hundred men,
women and children, while the establishment
ineide evidently offered more inducement to the

mejority of men than did the oratorial efforts
of Bynam outside. The Congressman started out
with Lthe assertion that the Journal was a sheet
unworthy of the attention of any respectable
citizen, but, nevertheless, he seemed to consider
it of sufficient importanece to devote half of his
speech to it in a vain astempt to refute his At-
lanta speech. Mr. Bynum was wholesale in his
denunciations of any man or paper that would
accuse him of slandering the manufacturiog
element of Indianapoiis. He empbatically denied
ever having made apy statements that could be
bonestly construed into anything derogatory to
his own city, and tried for an hour or more to
convince his gradually decreasing audience of
the astounding faet that he had uttered nothing
but praises for the workingmen of Indianapo-
its. Aside from this effort Mr. Bynum spoke
for a few moments in eulogy upon the Demo-
eratie party acd its candidates—dwelling to
considerable length upon the adventages of the
Demoeratic platform to the laboring classes.

Wages in England,
William Swanston, master mechanie at the
Panhandle shops, retorned last Waednesday

from a four weeks' sojourn through Scotland and
Eogland, and while there he took special paios
to iospect the condition of wages, and the in-
terest in the political outlook iu the United
States. *'I found everywhere I went,” he said
yesterday, “a universal hope that Cleveland
would be re-elected. They have no opinion to
express, of course, as fo whether or not he will

be, but they are not at all backward in stating
what they wonld prefer. It is not the man
they are after so much as the free-trade
priociple back of him, which they
confess will be a benefit to thermn. 1 was told
that many favor putting a high protective tariff
on all goods made here uniess we open our
markets to them. Butl found, too, that the
English are very ignorant about our polities.
They absolutely kuow bul one thing, and that is
Cleveiand. '

“How did you find Eoglish wages as com-
pared with this country?’ the reporter asked.

I took more care in investigating the wages
of the machinists, and I found that they receive
on an average only twenty-eight shillings a week.

THE WATER COMPANY SURPRISED.
Investigators Find that the Sapply of Water
for Fires Is Not Kept at Uniform Guage.

i

A surprise was given the water-works com-
paoy yesterday afternoon, and the members of
the company are not feeling just exactly right
about it. It was secretly arranged by the fire

committes, and Dr. Earp, ot the Board of Health,
to make a test, and learn how large astream could
be thrown with five hose in operation, and also
what the gallery could furnish with the gate
from the river closed. It was ordered that the
alarm be turned in at 4:30 »p, M., from Box 1L
Officer Crane was sent to the gallery to close
the filter-gate, which cuts off the river supply
to the covered gallery, while Dr. Earp and Cap-
tain Splann stationed themselves at the pump-

house, to ascertain the heighth of water in the
well from which the engines draw their supoly
for the city, and under 120 pounds fire
pressure the rapidity with which water could be
drawn from the well. At 4383 Mer. Trusler tel-
ephoned Dr. Earp from headguarters. asking
bim if he was ready, and when the answer “All
is ready” came back the alarm was tarned in.
Following is the result as saken by Dr. Earp at
the pump-house:

At 4:45 o'clock, pressure 100 pounds; waterin
well four feet six inches. At 4:55, pressure 100
pounds; water in well two feet six inches.
At 5, pressure 100 pounds; water in
well one foot ten inches. At 5:15,
pressure ninety pounyls, water in well one foot
eight inches. At this juneture engineer John
Rail, of the water company, telephoned from
the water-works office to the pump-house askiog
how the water was in the well, as the indicator at
the office which registers the gauge at the
g‘qmp-houso #0 happened to bs out of repair,

hen he learned the gange of the water in the
well was only one foot anid eight inches be teie-
phoned engineer Hodge to drop the pressurs to
eighty pounds in order for the well to
refill. Five minutes luter, after the pressuars
was dropped the water stood two feet in the
well, and at 5:30 the water bad raised six inches.
By contract, the compsoy should have a pressure
of 120 pounds, but when visited yesterday un-
expectediy the gauge marked 110 pounds. It
had been ciaimed that the gallery could get a
sufficient supply frem the springs and wells
without opening the filter gate, permitting the
water from the river to enter the coverad
gallery.

It was shown that while almost full pressure
was earried at the pump-house, the indieator
demonstrated that the water in the well bad fal-
len to eighteen inches. That engineer Rail at
this time had ordered the droppiog of the pres-
sure to eighty pounds, seemed to those investi-
gating tbat half an hour would only be required
to empty the well. If this be true, Dr. Earp
eays the circurastances would seem to make a
tempting opportunity to open the flume wvalve
and let in the sopply from the canal. On the
other hand Mr. Rail believes this to hava bean
the most unfortunate time a test could have
been made. He claims that the gallery was be-
ing repaired at the time of the test and that in
consequence a ten inch stream was running
therefrom. Mr. Rail was not aware that atesthad
been made until last night, owing to the impaired
condition of the office indicator. He is not in
favor of “snap” judgment, and thinks he shonid
have been informed of what was taking place.
