Siddons and Miller Come Together in an
Isolated Place Not Far from the City.

Seven Brisk Rounds Were Ilad, EesnUing ia
the Fight Beins Given to the Former on

& Foul Investigation Threatened.

About the hour the police and one hundred .

or more disgusted men who were out from $2 to
$10 were wending their way home from Broad
Ripple, yesterday morning, Tommy Miller and
George Siddons, the pugilists who had deserted
them, were pounding each other unceremonious-
ly in what is known as the "eleven-mil- e bridge, n

on the Allisonville pike. After the police inter-
ference at Hoffman's grove the fighters and
some of those who had tickets went to Broad
Ripple, and' there planned to have the fight
come off. About 2 o'clock carriages began to
spin away singly and in pairs. Some went
north, some east, some south, and others west
The police who were present were nonplussed,
and, not knowing the fighters by ' sight,
they could not do otherwise tban ' to stand
still and sea the crowd gradually slip away
from them. While the majority of the carriages
came back to the city, a few who knew where
the fight was to occur, managed, after much
driving, to drive np at the "eleven-mil- e bridge"
about 3 o'clock. Fearing the police would again
pot in an appearance a ring was hastily made,
referees and time-keepe- rs chosen, and the fight
began. Thero was considerable of a siabble
over who should be referee, but Tom Ester-broo- k,

the player, was finally
chosen. The men fought with skin-tigh- t gloves,
and both were stripped to the waist . The two
men showel they were very evenly matched, and
alt hough Siddons was given the fight on afoul,
Millers friends claim that he would have won
had it not been for the accident In the first
round Miller got in two blows on Siddons' jaw,
and Siddons got back at him in the neck with
two or three heavy blows. There were two
clinches durinc the round. The second round
was characterized by some good fighting.
Miller got in a good blow on Siddons & neck.
There was no cliochinc Siddons had the beet
of the fight in the third round, although Miller
made a vicious lead on Siddons's neck. Siddons
in retaliating cut Miller's lip, and the first blood
was claimed for him.

There was aome hard fighting in the fourth
round. The men went at each other viciously.
Miller got in a hard blow on Siddons's left ege,
and almost closed it. There was a clinch, and
Siddons went down, giving the first knock-dow- n

to Miller. Siddons claimed a foul as the result
of the knock-down- , bnt it was not allowed.
There was a good deal of in the fifth
round, and some rapid exchange of blows. Mil-

ler bad a slight advantage throughout the round.
At the beeinniog of the sixth round Miller got
in a second lick on Siddons's face, puahinsr him
clear up against the ropes. Siddons did some
butting, for which Miller claimed a foul, but
Easterbvook refused to allow it There was
some good fighting during the round, aud Sid-
dons succeeded in cutting Miller's wind. The
seventh and last ronnd was the hardest fought
of any. Miller at the outset got
ia a heavy blow on Siddons's jugu-
lar, which carried Siddons clear oil
his feet, Siddons retaliated by getting in a good
blow over Miller's eye. The two then elinched,
and referee Eaterbrook in separating them bore
Siddons to the floor. While Siddons was down
Miller struck him. and for that Siddons claimed
a foul and the fight Tho seconds and backers
of Miller objected, and for a few minutes there
was a very lively discussion over what should be
done. Esterbrook allowed the foul, and Siddons
was declared the winner.

Day was breaking when the fight was over,
and those who bad spent a night and considera-
ble moner to see it cam back to the city by
various routes about 7 o'clock yesterday morn-
ing. The police were considerably disgusted be-

cause they failed to stop the fight They have
one consolation, though, they koow all the prin-
cipals, and will have the grand jury, now in ses-
sion, make a full investigation.. The fighters
were still in the city yesterday.

CENTRAL BAPTIST ASSOCIATION".

The Affairs of the Denomination as They Re-

late to This Part of the State.

The Central Baptist Association met in semi-

annual session at the North Baptist Church,
corner of Broadway and Cherry streets, yester-
day, and will continue throughout to-da- y. There
was a very largo attendance, and
the members of the association
claim to be greatly encouraged thereby.
Tl is organization was formed last July by
1 even churches which formerly belonged to
what was known as the Indianapolis Associa-
tion. A disagreement of the churches occurred
on the question of divorce and remarriage, and
caused these eleven churches of Indianapolis
and surrounding country to withdraw. The
new association, it is said, meets under the most
favorable circumstances, with perfect harmony
and a nnited interest and increasing enthus-
iasm. All the churches reported yesterday, and
one new church was received, that of River
avenue, this city.

After devotional exereises letters were read
by reDresentatives of th various churches, giv-
ing a summary of the work don daring the year.
These renorts indicated a good decree of pros-
perity. The Rev. Albert Ogle, pastor of the
Baptist Church at Franklin, Johnson county,
preached the introductory sermon, from the text:
tThy kingdom come. Thy Will be done." The

association then organized for the transac-
tion of business by electing Rev. Mr.
Ocle, moderator; N. M. Chailte, e'erk,
and A. Shellenbarger, treasurer. The
subjects considered during the afternoon were
"Christian Education' and "State Missions."
The report on education caused considerable
discussion, which was led by Dr. W. T. Stott,
president of Franklin College, which is the Bap-
tist college of the State. Renewed interest in
the institution was awakened by the discussion.
The college has had a very prosperous history.
and especially so in the last eighteen years.
With this growth there has been an increased
demsnd on the denomination aod a growing lib
erality to meet the demand. The important
question pressing for consideration just now is
that of contributions for completing the new
building which is almost inclosed.

The discussion on State missions was led br
Dr. A. T. Coogor. It was shown that the Bap
tist denomination was doing a large amount of
charitable and Christian work among the poor
and the irreligious classes of the State. For this
money was needed, bat the demand was being
generally well supplied. Among those who par
ticipated in th discussion upon the subject was
ivev. Alien nut .

From 3:30 o'clock until 4:30 in the afternoon
the women's mission work was before the meet
ing. Mrs. W. E. Featherston, of the First
Baptist Church in this city. Dreaided. A report
on woman's foreign Missions" was read by Mrs.
Prof. Moncrief, of Franklin, and another on
'Women's Home Missions" was made bv Miss

Belle Billingsley. Mrs. W. W. Grant fur- -
nlshed an elaborate paper on "The Temporal
iieneuts 01 unnstianity." Mrs. Woods mall,
who bad lived in the South, read a paper on
"Work Among the Colored people.'' The
women s work closed with a beautiful recita
tion, "Even Me," by Miss Katie Williams. The
session was one of the best ever enjojed by
these churches.

At the evenine session Rev. J. F. Beaman
read a novel and interesting report on. foreign
missions, as the churches of the association had
participated in it during the year. The report
showed, first, what waa expected of each church
on the basis of membership; second, what each
had actually givep; third, wherein some churches
had fallen short of the amount asked; fourth,
the degrees in which some of
the churches had exceeded the expected
amount These d iff--rent classifications were
called "column of hop,"' fruition," "disappoint-
ment,' "rejoicing." The speaker said: "The
foregoing table shows that the sum total of what
was asked for is $23u.C2. The amount actually
given is 34Ub.vt. beven churches have fallen
ahort of tbeir proportion $83.88. Four have ex-
ceeded their apportionment $121.36, making a
balance in their favor for rejoicing."

President StottJ then preached from tho
words, "Woe Is me if 1 preach not the gos
pel. The discourse was eloquent and in
teresting, aod was listened to with clore
attention. At its conelnsion the work
of the Publication Society and Sunday- -
schools was discussed by S. H. Huffman, the
State Sunday-scho- ol missionary, nia presenta
tion exhibited a very hopeful condition of things.
quite a number of new schools having been or-

ganized and mors of the associations conducting
mission schools. I his association, with several
others in the State, haa reached the point where
every church has a Sunday-schoo- l and conducts
some million schools.

The Annual Session of Their Federation
Considers the Official Keports.

A Good Condition Represented, bat the Sec-

retary Sce&ts Points that Oaght To Ee

Discussed for the Benefit of the Craft.

The National Feteration of Miners and Mine
Laborers is considered one of the most conserv-

ative labor organizations in the country. It
vras formed three years ago in this city, and
has held itself aloof from other labor societies,
believing, as the members expressed it, that
they better understood their own needs, and
Ciin treat with their employers to better advan-
tage, and with more satisfaction on both sides,
than they coald if the Federation was a part of
or in a measure subservient to some other so-

ciety. District Assembly 125, K. ef L, has
made frequent attempts to get the Federation
to merre Into the K. of L, but up to the present
time the Federation has looked with bat little
favor upon the proposition.

Yesterday afternoon the delegate! convened
in Labor Hall, 115 Last Washington street
They were called to order by Chris Evans, sec-

retary of the executive board of the order, who,
after briefly stating the objeet of the meeting,
appointed Messrs. P. H. Donnelly, of Illinois; E.
Lewis, of Ohio, and XT. F. Moran, of West Vir-
ginia, a committee on credentials. The commit-
tee reported forty-tw- o delegare e entitled to
feats, the States represented being Ohio, Illinois,
West Virginia, and Indiana.

A permanent organization was then affected
by electing P, H. Penns, chairman; Chris
Evans, secretary; P. II. Donnelly, assistant
secretary, and Daniel McLaughlin, treasurer.
Reports of the secretary and treasurer of the
executive board showed the order to be in good
condition, bnt no figures or statistics can be
given, however, as the latter was received and
considered in secret session, aod the officers re-

fused to give then oat for publication at this
time.

Secretary Evans, in his report, said: "When
we look back a few years and compare the busi-
ness methods adopted in the coal trade then and
now between the employer and the employed,
we have cause to feel grateful that the federated
movement came into existence and placed the
coal trade in the position it now oocupies. It is
true that the condition of our mines is far from
what it should be, but that the principles pro-
mulgated by onr organization have brought
about a much better state of affairs no one will
question. The future welfare of the organized
miners demands that we make greater efforts to
strengthen onr forees in unorganized
coal fields, and without financial provisions we
eaunot accomplish the object in
view. An assessment of 10 cents per member
per month, for three months, would, in my
judgment, be a profitable investment for the
purpose of engacring a few teachers to instruct
the miners in unorganized States the principles
of the federation, and the necessity of a more
thorough organization, in order that we might
be better prepared to protect the general inter-
ests. The joint movement between miners and
operators to meet and adjust a scale of prices
annually is worth r of encouragement in all
States where coal is produced. The propriety
of consulting each other's interests, either
on scale prices or any other matters
connected with the trade, has been made mani-
fest . to all, and a culmination of the system
should receive the hearty support of our miners
in general The question of reducing the hours
of labor in and around the coal mines is one of
lone standing, and its advocates have struggled
hard to accomplish the much-desire- d end. So
far, however, very little progress has been made,
bat the question is still uppermost in the minds
of many."

The secretary urged upon all the importance
ef keeping these matters in view, and ruceested
a geoeral diacuasioo upon the best method to
accomplish the desired object. He also urged
the importance of united action arainst
the employment of convict labor in the mines
of some of the States. 'One of the principal
objects of our constitution," continued he, "is
to remove as far es possible the cause of
strikes, and adopt wherever and whenever prac-
ticable the principle of arbitration. While we
we have endeavored to adhere strictly to this
principle we are often confronted with unreason-
able propositions from our employers, and in
some eases the selfish greed of the unscrupu-
lous ones prevents them from treating with us
on any terms." He also referred to the system
in rogue in many localities of paying the miners
so irregularly and forcing them to receive orders
on the eoropanv stores, and suggested petitions
to the Legislatures to enact laws to remedy the
evil.

9 o'clock Wednesday mornicer to receive anv
committee that organization might wish to send
to the convention with any proposition the K.
of L wished to snake with the view of inducing
the Federation to join the K. of L The con-
vention then adjourned until 8 o'clock this
morning.

CULLING S FEOM THE COURTS.

A Petition to Condemn Property fur the Tost
offlc Extension.

A petition by the United States district at-

torney was filed with the clerk of the United
States Court, yesterday, to condemn the prop-

erty south of the postoface, extending to Court
street, and owned by W.lliam H. Talbntt. et al.
The petition avers that on May 14, IS 33, the
Congress of th United States appropriated
$150,000 for the purchase of additional ground
in this city adjoining the present postoffice, and
authorized the purchase of the same
by the Secretary of the Treas-
ury, for the purpose of erecting
publio buildings thereon for the use of the
United States. In pursuance of said act, Hon.
C. S. Fairchild, Secretary of the Treasury, se-

lected for use the real estate above described,
but was unable to negotiate and conclude a con-
tract of purchase with the owners. It is asked
that the court appoint three disinterested free-
holders to assess and appraise the real estate,
with its improvements, at a fair cash values and
that a copy ef the appointment bo served on the
owners, and that the property be condemned
and appropriated to the use of the United States.
