He had, yesterday,
offered a resolution, and the Senate bad adopted
it. ealling on the President for a statement as to
whether he had any information indicating that
tae treaty had cot been ratified. No answer had
been received to the resolution, but an answer
would undoubtedly come to day in the ordinary
eourse. If It should appear, as he be-

lieved it would appear, that no such
information had been received; that, in point of
fact, the Chinese minister J was now on his way
from Peru, probably with a ratification of the
treaty, at any rate with some explanation about
it, and if the Senate should hurriedly, wit a out
regard to the ordinary ussges!of the Senate, pass
this bill, it would be a surprise to the whole
country, and to the whole civilized world. He
had information now, from undoubted sources
not from the President or the Secretary of
State that the probability was that no such
action had been taken by the Chinese govern-
ment He was informed that the Chinese lega-
tion had no information on the subject, and
that the President had cone. When -- the bill
came over from the House be had assumed, as
a matter of course, that the House had passed it
on information that came from the President.
The Senate had no information about L The
Senate only knew that the House of Representa-
tives bad suddenly suspended its business in
order to pass this bill, on the motion
of a gentleman who was supposed to be in
favor with the executive. Without such infor-
mation. Senators should cot rush wildly into the
passage of the bill. If it should turn out, as he
believed it would, that the Chinese government
hal cot rejected the treaty, the hasty passage of
the bill would be unbecoming to the American
Senate. He had no right to criticise any other
body. He thought that the Senate was bound,
by the eommon courtesy due between cations as
between lndiviuuals, to await toe action ot tne
Cainese government on this subject. If the bill
were pasted and the treaty were ratified, the
Senate would have placed itself in the ridiculous
attitude of assuming a faet which did not exist.
If, on the contrary, the treaty were rejected,
there would be ample time to pass the bill. He
afked that by cnaoimons consent the bill rnisfct
be informally lata aside.

Mr. Stewart objected- -
Mr. Plstt said he should vote for the bill, but

under protest. He did cot like the way it came
before Con ere ss. Why such hot haste to over-
ride the aet cow awaiting the President's sig-
nature, and to pass a bill whien, under the cir--
eumstances, would be a direet insult to a cation
'with which the United States desired to
continue friendly commercial relational
Was it a vote-catchi- ng performance!
Had it come to this, that high public office had
been prostituted for Democratic electioneering
purposes? If not, what other reason existed for
thrusting the bill on the attention of Congress
in sueh an untimely way? If tne vote was
Jorced upon the Senate now, he would vote for
the bill, because he was cot going to act on the
assumption that the pending bill was an elec-
tioneering dodge.

Mr. Sherman I feel free to say that no com-

munication of any kind has come to the Presi-
dent ot the United States in regard to the
treaty. I believe that that is a fact, and the
wbole of our action on the bill is based upon the
assumption that because a distinguished mem-
ber of the House of Representatives brought it
in and had it hurried through the House, it was
done with the sanction of tha administration.
Certainly we ought not to be satisfied with that.
Suppose the President should veto the act which
be has cow before him, on the ground that we
had passed this bill abrogating the treaty we
would be "in a holo in, a vary embarrassing
position.

Mr. Blair What reason is there, do yon
think, that the President does not answer the
resolution of the Senatel

Mr. Sherman He only had it yesterday, and
probably the answer to it will come to-da- y.

Mr. Blair Suppose we fend a boy over for his
answer. It will not take more than half an
hour.

Mr. Morgan questioned the sincerity of the
Paeifio slope's.' Sentors os to the exclusion of
Chinamen, and remarked that the sentiment

. for their exclusion was far from universal. The
statement was challenged by Mr. Mitchell, who
said, somewhat excitedly, that there was not
one word of truth in it from beginning to end.

3Ir. Morgan repeated that the plutocracy of
the Paeifio slope was in favor of retaining Chi-nre- e

labors.
Mr. Mitchell remarked that the question had

been submitted to a vote of the people of Cali-

fornia a few years ago, and he asked whether
the Snator from Alabama would have the can-
dor and honesty to state to the Senate the result
of that vote.

31 r. Morgan reiorled, in an indignant manner,
that the word ,hot"sty' was a word which the
Seoator from Oregon ought cot to use with so
much flippancy. On the point of honesty, .he
(Mr. Morgan bad as good a record as the Sena-
tor from Oregon.

Mr. Mitchell explained that he meant political
honesty.

Mr. Morgan A politically dishonest man can
cot be trusted with my pocket-book- . I do not
make sueh a distinction and never made it

Mr. Mitchell The Senator can make his own
Application.

The debate being closed the Senate proceeded
to vote on the passage of the bill. The vote was
unanimous yeas 37, nays 0. There being no
quorum voting, there was a call of the Senate,
when thirty-nin- e Senators, exactly a quorum,
answered.

Mr. Hoar said he had been present when the
vote was taken yesterday and to-da- y, but had
refrained from voting, for the reason stated by
the Senator from Ohio Mr. Sherman.

Mr. Sherman had also withheld his vote cn
both occasions.

It was agreed by unanimous consent that the
vote would be taken w at 1 o'clock, and
then the Senate adjourned.

Proceedings of the Douse.
Washington, Sept. (X Mr. Brumm, of Penn-

sylvania, rising to a question of privilege, read
a letter which he had written to Mr. Scott, of
Pennsylvania, in which he called attention to
the faet that that gentleman had charged him
with making false statements on the floor, and
that he would arise in the House in order to
vindicate himseif. He said that he bad charged
Mr. Scott with employing Pinkerton detectives

' in the coal regions and contributing to the pay
of the ccal and Iron police. These charges Mr.
Seett denied, but Mr. Brumm said that some
William L. Scott, of Pennsylvania, was guilty
of every charge made. If his colleague said that
the charges were as false as hell, he was anxious
to find out who the ether William L. Scott was.

Mr. Scott, addressing Mr. Brumm, said that
the question of dispute CTewoutot Mr. Brumm's
charge that ho employed Pinkerton detectives
and coal and iron police.

The C, H. & J. people deny, however, having
offered to give one" cent rebate, but simply
agreed to do as well br the commercial travelers
as tbe C, I., St L Ss C. would
do. This statement is confirmed ' by
Mr. Hildebrand, one of the-- members of
tbe transportation committee of the commercial
travelers. Hildebrand further states, and
his statement is confirmed by other members or
the committee, that Mr. Martin, of tbe C, I.,
St. L. & C, eaid that he could cot give them a
50-ce- ct rebate, but be would give the association a
pressent of $10i) if they would go over the C. 1..
St. I & C. While this is not a direct rehate, it
would certainly come under the head of shading
rates, and on the other hand it is unquestion-
ably true that the commercial travelers had
been given to understand that if they went over
tbe G, II. & I. tner would in soma manner be
benefited bv taking that ronte. aide from the
running of a special train and giving the usual
excellent accommodations which the C, II. & I.,
as well as the C, I., St. L. ic C, give their
patrons. There are no bftter patrons of the
railroads than th commercial traveler, and as
othfer societies, both charitable and political,
are given a certain per cent or the revenue, it
would hare been a nico thin. for both roads to
have offered to help the association financially
by giving theoO-een- t rebate. The whole trouble

Trial of George W. J.oog Begun with the Tes-
timony f Miss Halter.

The trial of George W. Long, for the murder
of Henry Baker, io the Criminal Court, is attract-
ing much attention. ' Both tbe deceased and ac-

cused have been well known in Indianapolia for
many years, and each has a large relationship
that is taking a great interest in tbe trial. A
jury was not secured until yesterday morning, et
11 o'clock, and thea only after ninety men had
ben set aside, most of them for cause. Tne
following are the jurymen: nenry K. Eng-
lish, Henry II. Feldman, John Wilson
(colored), Charles Clayton, Joseph R. Shelton,
J. H. McCorkhill, and Alfred Burnett, Indianap-
olis, and D. R. Johnson, George E. Williams,
Joseph Whitton, Wm. F. Willsey, Simeon Lof-ti- n,

from the country. The ocening statement
was by John S. Duncan, and was brief. He
said that tbe State would show that Long had
premeditated the killing of BVicer, if the oppor-

tunity was ever presented, because the latter
objected to the attentions he persisted in paying
to the daughter, Alice Baker.

Tbe first witness called was Miss Alice Baker,
dsnghtor of the murdsrad man, and over whom
the killing occurred. Sae is a modest young
lady, with an extremely ead face. She was
dressed in deep mourning. For a while she
bore up well under the examination, but finally
broke down, and whenever her father's name
was mentioned she sobbed painfully. She was
peculiarly sensible to any mention of the rela-
tion she bore to the tragedy, and the scene in
the court-roo- became impressive as she re-

lated the story of the killing. Her acquaintance
with tbe defendant, she said, ran back several
years, and finally culminated in an engagement
to marry. Her father objected to her rticeiving
tb attentions of Long, and, at his request she,
some two years aeo. returned to Long the ring
and bracelets he had given her when they be-
came engaged. She again accepted the
jewelry, and oecasiona!!y kept company with
Loug. lie frequently asked her to fix tbe day
for tbo marriage, but she ref used, and he thea
began to make threats against her aud her
father because of tbe latter's interference with
his plans. On the evening of the murder she
met Lone in an ice cream saloon near the en-

trance of Crown Hill Cemetery. He persisted in
accompanyiug her heme, although she refused,
because sbe knew there would be trouble if he

and her father met. They bad walked but a
short distance when they met her brother Will-
iam. When Lou it saw him he turned to walk
away, and her brother demanded to know what

was doing there. There were some words
theui, and then her father came up and

asked Lccg why he bad been talking about his
daughter. W hat her father said angered Long,
and he struck her father. They then clinched,
and during the sceffio her father fired,
the bullet striking Long in tbe breast
About the time the shot was fired
ber father dropped tbe revolver, cod Long
grabbed it Her father started to run, and when
a fw feet away was shot and killed by the de
fendant V ben the revolver dropped she haa
started to rick it up. but was pushed aside. She

On cross examination she said she and Long had
always been good friends until he began making
threats azainsther. Whenever be met ber he
kept insisting on her answering bis question as
to when they were to be married, and she al
ways put him off by telling him sbe would see
him again. On one cceaion be had told ber he
was ready to furnish either a grave-yar- d or a
house.

After the phv9iciao, who was called to see Mr.
Baker, made a formal statement in regard to the
man death, Charles Kirk, a young man who
was residing near Mapleton at the time of the
killine, was called. He testified that Lon? had
said to him that if Henry Baker intefered
with him, or Miss Alice, he would
blow bis brains out. The witness was
considerably frustrated on cross examination.
He admitted that two years ago he was con
victed of bigamy at New Albany, and sentenced
to ja.il three months. Ills two wives, he saw.
were still living, and he stated that he did cot
provide for either of them. He also admitted
that he had been keeping company with young
ladies in the neighborhoou of Mapleton and cad
never told them that be was a married man.

Mrs. Francis Harrison, of Mapleton, testified
tbat she had heard Long say he wouid kill the
whole Baker family If they fooled with bira.
The next witness was Eli Brunsoo, whose par
ents live on Illinois street, just opposite the en
tranco to Crown Hiil Cemetery. He was one of
the three or four witnesses to the Kuiing, and
told substantially the fame story as that given by
Mies Baker. The revolver, he said, was first dis
charged while Baker and Jjong were clinched.
When it fell to the ground Baker started to run.
Lone picked up the weapon and deliberately
pointed it at Baker, who cried out "Don t
shoot. " He thought Baker had run away fifteen
or twenty feet when the shot was fired. This
closed the testimony for the day.
