The news from Maine is almost too good to
be true. The star in the East has responded
to Oregon and Vermont, and set the drift un-
mistakably and inevitably toward Republican
success in November. In 1884 James G.

The Democrats will be disueartened, but we
must not expect them to be less than vigi-
lant, bitter and releatless in the fight yet to
be made, They are intrenched in power, and
will not easily be dislodged. They will contest
every inch of ground with the bitterness of
desperation, now that Oregon, Vermont and
Maine have indicated tke probability, if not
certainty, of popular overthrow.

MB. OLEVELAND'S “LETTER.”
The President’'s so-called letter of accep-

tance is characteristic and disgraceful. It is
characteristic in its egolism, its assumption
of personal merit and its dogged reiteration of
superficial views on the tariff question. 1Itis
disgraceful, in that it strikes the low level of
a common campaign barangue, arraigns
more than balf the American people for ig-
norance, and appeals to the partisan preju-
dices of the balance for re-election to an office
which the President himself has declared mno
man ought to fill twice. American politics
and the English language are surely urdergo-
ing a change when such a paper can by any
siretch of ecourtesy or figure of speech be
ealled a letter of acceptance. It is the letter
of a canting political hypoerite and self-seek-
ing demagogue, who mistakes his egotism for
greatness and his ignorance for wisdom. We
are not unmindful of the respect that is due
the office of President and its temporary in-
sumbent, but still greater respect is due to
the cause of truth and the interests of the
peopla. The time has come to speak plainly
about this man who is trying to foist himself
into history as a second-term President by
the shallow arts and cheap chicane of a com-
mon demagogue.

It would have been a relief if Mr. Cleveland
bad for once omitted to remind the people of
the awful responsibility that attaches to the
office of President, and the awful consci-
entiousness with which he discharges its
duties. He talks about his complete and
solemn self-consecration, and how his expe-
riecnce has soberly impressed him with the
severe responsibilities which the office im-
poses, as if he were placing the country under
an everlasting debt of gratitude by graciously
consenting to guard the Constitution four years
longer. If anybody can pierce the atmosphers
of egotism in which he envelopes himself, Mr,
Cleveland should be gently reminded that
the office of President has been reasonably
well filled before his time, and will continue
to be long after he is gone. The people have
a fairly intelligent idea of the digumity and
reaponsibility of the office, and do not need to
be continually lectured about it by the small-
est and dullest man who ever filled it.

Agide from its personality and egotism, the
letter is an attack on the Republican party
and the policy of protection, It reiterates
the platitudes and fallacies of his free-trade
message in December with an air of confi-
dence only less than that which he shows in
bis own individual merit. Political maxims

and self-evident truths that might have served
in copybooks when Cleveland's grandfather
was a school-boy, are made to do daty ia
bolstering up the superstructure of his states-
manship and give plausibility to his fallacies.
Thus we are solemnly assured that *‘our gov-
ernment is the creation of the people,” that it
is ‘“‘an instramentality created and maintained
by the people to do their bidding;” that ‘un-
necessary taxation is unjust taxation,” with
much more of the same owlish wisdom and
encyclopedie lore. The plain inference is
that the Democratic party and I,
Grover Cleveland,” are fighting to
preserve  these faundamental prinei-
ples of liberty, while the Republican
party is seeking to doati‘oy them. e rings
the changes on his pet theory, that every
tariff duty is an added tax to the cost of the
article as persistently as Bynum himself, and,
like the latter, repels the charge of free-trade,
and says the Democracy only propose to re-
duce ‘‘the robber-tarifi” 5 per cent. If the
present tariff is an organized system of rob-
bery, and the President only proposes to
ameliorate it 5 per cent., what is he?

The President repeats his solemn warn-
ings and panicky assertions concerning the
surplus which his administration has nursed
80 carefully and ignored the law in order to
husband and accumulate. This surplus, ac-
cordicg to Mr. Cleveland, is proof positive of
the financial folly of the Republican
party, and of the necessity  of
intrusting the government to the
Democratie party, which abhors a surplus as
pature does a vacuum. He cannot find words
to expresa his detestation of the surplus which
he bas so stubbornly refused to apply to the
reduction of the public debt. Ile says it rep-
resents “‘a superfluous burden;” it *‘furnishes
conclusive proof of unjast taxation;” it is a
““menace to the prosperity of the people,” ete.
Nobody favors the accumulation of a surplus
in the treasury, or doubts that the revenues
of the government should be graduated ac-
cording to its reasonable and probable neces-
gities; but only an alarmist and a demagogne
could see a public scandal or a pational peril
in a constantly-inereasing surplus, every dol-
lar of which will be needed in two years to
meet maturing bonds, if any balance of it
remains so long. Many Democrats have
made fools of themselves concerning the sur-
plus, but none ever succeeded mors com-
pletely in this liae than Mr. Cleveland.

As a hodge-podge of personal egotism, po-
litical cant, ficancial ignorance and transpar-
ent demagogism, the letter itself is its only
parallel.

A CHEAP DEMAGOGUE.

Ie has devel-
oped very rapidly in that direction, though
it is but fairto say he entered polities with a
good outfit in that regard. We print the fore-
going extract from his speech to call attention
to its demagogism and dishonesty. Mr. By-
num asked his audience if they were willing,
for every £100 worth of the necessities used
by themselves and lamily, to pay $47 more
than the value of the articles used! This was
an implied assertion that they doso pay. Any
person who makes such an assertion is either
grossly ignorant or willfully dishonest. As
Mr. Byoum, in spite of bis inaccuracies
and blunders, shows that he knows at
least enough of the tariff to misrepresent
its operation, we assume that he knows
enough to know that the assertion implied in
the foregoing statement is absolutely false,
In saying, in his blundering and inaceurate
way, that the cost of the necessities of life in
this country is 47 per cent. ‘‘more than the
value” Mr. Bynum means, of course, that
theircost is increased in that proportion by
the tariff, and is that much more than the
cost of the same articles in Great Britain.
We say both branches of the proposition are
untrue, and challenge him to the proof. It
was a false assertion made toimpose on un-
thinking people, and made with a knowledge
of its falseness. We leave out of considera-
tion the important fact that wages in the
United States are 50 per cent. higher than
in Great Britain, a fact which we challenge
Mr. Bynum to deny, and which he habitually
conceals; and we assert that most of the
necessities of life are cheaper in this country
than in Great Britain. The following table,
condensed from the report of the Secretary of
State for 1885, shows the comparative cqst of

Here ars fourteen staple articles among the
necessities of life,of which several are cheaper
in Chicago than in Liverpool, and not one is
dearer in anything like the proportion stated
by Mr. Bynum. We challenge him to name
a single necessity of life which is 47 per cent.
higher in this country than in Great Britain,
or which would be reduced in price 47 per
cent. or one-half of that proportion by a re-
peal of the tariff. He cannot do it. Mr.

IT is a fact not generally known that the
ancestral blood of President Cleveland and
General A. P. Hovey'commingled two genera-
tions ago. The following extract from the
forthcoming Life of Hovey shows the degree
of relationship and the further interesting
fact that a brother of Grover Cleveland
served in Gemeral Hovey's first reginvent:

“General Hovey's grandparemts on his
father's side were Rev. Samuel and Abigail
Cleveland Hovey. This Miss Abigail Cleve-
Jand was a member of the family from which
President Cleveland comes, thus establishing
a remote relationship between the Hoveys and
Clevelands. Richard F. Cleveland, President
Cleveland's brother, and the only fighting
member of the family, was second lieutenant
of Company A, Twenty-fourth Indiana Regi-
ment, General Hovey's first regiment. In
1861 this Richard Cleveland was a school-
teacher at Bedford, Lawrence county, and
enlisted as a private. Ile was mustered out
Dee. 10, 1864, and in 1872 was drowned at

Nassau, West Indies.”

A gpenealogical record of the Cleveland
family shows the connection, and the report
of the Adjutant-general of Indiana shows the
enlistment of Richard F. Cleveland, as above
stated.

No contradiction has yet been made of the
assertion, by the Philadelphia Press, that
simultaneously with the transmission of the
President's recent retaliation message aprivate
communication was transmitted by the gov-
ernment of the United States to the British
government, assuring it that it need have no
apxiety as to any official action that would be
taken under the authority that the President
bad asked of Congress should it be given.
Such an act is in keeping with the demagog-
ical purpose for which the message was issued,
and its perpetration should excite no surprise
where Cleveland is best known. Possibly a
measure of the extreme contempt with which
English statesmen refer to the message may
be explalned by this counter document.
