The stock market was not oanly more active
but higher throughout, on both covering of

seerued an uousnal anxiety to cover “shorta” in
the early trading, and this gave tha market at
times & buoyant tooe. When this movement
was satisfied there came a more urgent demand
from new buyers, and the upward movement in
prices was not suffered 10 lag for long at a time.
The feeling ou St. Paul seemed to have under-
goue a change for the better, and there was
heard nothing of passing the dividend, nor were
there any seller-sixty options put out; but, in-
stead, reports that the dividend would be 1} or
14 per cent were freely ecirculated, and Mr.
Armour was even said to be prepared to furnish

money for the regular 2} per eent dividend
The news of the day was almost entirely bullish,
and a very favorable repo=t of the business done
by the trunk lines found publication. This was
accormmpanied by a very decided movement in the
Vanderuilts, and Lake Shore, in particular, be-
came prom.neat for both activity and streagth,
some ronod amounts of the stoek changing
hands. Yhe Gould stocks were largely traded
in, and were belped by the statement issned of
the business of the Manhattan, though when the
dividend was found to be unchangzed, there was
some disappointment, acd ihe stocks sold off
somewhat from best prices. There was more
attention paid to severa! specialties than usual
of Jats, asd many of them made marked ad-
vances, among which Puollman, Hoeking Valley,
Teunessees Coal, and Memphis & Charleston
were most conspicuous. London had some
selling orders in the market at the opeaing, bus
they bad o eflect upon the list, and that
interest became a buyer later in
the day. Toward  afternoenm there was
free reslizing, which sagged the list off from the
best prices, but the movement was of eompara-
tively saort duration and the tons of the market
agsin became strong io the final trading. First

CHICAGO, Sept. 11.—It is not known jast
how bad a crop report would have satisfied the
believers in §1 wheat, for when the government
fizures show a decidedly poor erop, with little or
no improvement in winter wheat at harvest and
worse conditions in spring wheat than reported
thirty days ago, they let go of the wneat as if it
ware hot. The price of wheat went off about j¢
on the curd here last evening, on the figures
telegraphed Lere from Wash on. When the
markets opened on 'Change to day wheat was le
lower, and the deluge of ‘‘long” wkeat soon
broke prices another le. It is more than prob-
able tbat an army of operators with ‘‘long”
wheat were only holding it to unload on the big
bulge which they thought sure to follow the
fierce “‘bull” report for August. When the
figures proved tame the ecrowd felt the
grouud sinkiog under them, and then threw
their holdings, and a two-cent drop in prices
was the result. The weakness continued to the
closs, at 1 o'clock, when prices were 2} @24c
iower than yestorday. The very excellent erop
prospects did not affect prices in the corn pit
There was a greater influence back of the deal.
There was a good export demand for corn at
New York, and orders from the seaboard were
filled in large numbers in this market. The cash
demand here was also very strong, and futures
were easily advanced with the cash price leading
uoward. The opeaing for Oectober was at 450,
and after the price touched 45§ @#454ic there was
some local selling, prinecipally by one house,
which broke the price to 44je. Then, with cash
buying, the price bounded to 45je, the outside
for the session, and the close at 1 o'clock was at
453e., The advance for the sessios was § @ je.
Oats were dull, with fluctuations confined with:n
narrow limits. Pork was strong at the opening,
which was 2{@27}e higher than yesterdav's
lstest. On the call, October declined to $14.40,
where it closed at 1 ociock; January sold up to
$14.25, ciosing at $i4.124. What strength was
apparent during the early hours was due Jargely
to “short” covering.
