ANGRY TALK INTHE SENATE

Messrs. Hoar and Payne Entertain the
Selonswith a War of Personalities.

The Presiding Officer States that the Colloquy

Is Disorderly—The Chinese Execlusion
Bill Goes Over Tiil Next Monday.

Wasnisaeron, Sept 14.—The House bill to
grant the right of way through the military res-
srvation at Ft. Morgan to the Birmingham, Mo-
dile & Navy-cove Harbor Railway Company was
passed.

Mr. Platt's resolution of yesterdayv, in refer-
ence to the copper syndicate, haviog been taken
up, Mr. Vest replied to Mr, Hoar's remarks of
vesterday, based on an article in the New York
World as to contributors to the Democratie cam-
paign fund. The article was to the effect that
President Cleveland was not alone in his coatri.
bution to the campaizn fund; that his check for
£10,000 on Riggs & Co. bhad been “seen” by
Chairman Brice, who had “gone $10,000 better,’
making $20,000; that Congressman Scott did the
same thing, Secretary Whitney ‘‘chipped in’
£10,000; that Secratary Endicott had “‘followed
suit,” and that Ohiver Payne, Wm. H. Barnum
and Mr. Oelrichs had brought the fund up to
£120,000. He read a dispateh which he had re-
coived from Mr. Wm. [. Scott, saying: “There
is not & word of truth in Mr. Hoar's statement,”
acd stated that the journal alladed to was not,

in his jndgment, a Dewmocratie paper. It exer-
cised the liberty, whicth it noquestionably had,
of supporting the administration of Mr. ve-
land or not supporting it.

Mr. Hoar ssked what the misstatement in re-
gard to Mr. Scots was.

Mr. Vest replled that Mr. Scott stated in his
telsgram that there was not a word of truth in
the assertion. The Seoator from Massachusetts
bhad arraigeoed prominent Demoosats for having
made voluntary cocntributions to the campaign
fund of their party.

Hr, Hoar remarked that his point was that,
while Demoerats, from the President down,
were talking about trusts it was proper that the
people should know that the great monopolies
sod trusis of the coontry were on the Demq-
cratic side, ware contributing to the Democratic
campaign fund, and were zealous for the else-
tion of the present oecupant of the White House,

Mr. Vest—I understand the Senator from
Massachusetts to state now that ha makes no
objection or eriticism on the voluatqry contri-
butions by members of the Democratic party or
by exeoutive oflicers!

Mr. Hoar—I will make my own subscription
to the extent of my ability, and beyond my
ability. before this campaign gets through.

Mr. Vest spoke at cousiderable length, and
drifted to the question of the tariff bill. The
House bill, he said, had come over to the Senute
on the 234 of July, and bad not yst besn re-
vorted. He remembered that Mr. Sherman had,
tima and again, stocod in the Senate chamber
and said to the Democrats: *‘Bring your tariff
bill here from the House, and we will take it up
at once and dispose of it.” Where, he asked,
was the Mills bill to-day! Coming back to Mr,
Hosr's remarks, Jr. Vest called upon that Sen-
ator to make his statement good in referencs to
there being a represectative of the Standard
(il Company in Mr. Cleveland’s Cabines, or to
admit that 1t was absoluteiy groundless.

Mr. Sherman took up Mr. Vest's challenge,
and declared that the committse on finance
would report a “‘Republican tarifl bill designed
to protect and foster Ameriean industries as
against the free-trade Mills tariff bill, which was
intended to, and did. weaken many of the in-
dastries of the eountry.” The bill to dbe report-
ed by the Anance committee would be & careful
rovision of the tariff laws and of the internal-
revenue laws. It won!d give to the men en-
gaged io the arts the use of alecohol, untaxed,
and would “sweep away the tobacco tax, eiving
that great agricuitural produet fair and free
play in this country,” but the committee would
take its time about it. If the House of Repre-
sentatives wished to prolong the session until
the tarifl bill was reported, it woulid bave to
wait until the committes was ready to report

Me. Ath.-.-or\ al#o took up the same theme.
Alter deseriblng the labors of the finance com-
mittee, and showing that, even if there weres no
tariff matter pending, Congress was ot yet
readv to adjours, on aecouut of the delays in
the appropriation bills. he said that in view of
the surplus being reduced to tweaty millions,
thare was not that exigeney for a reduction of
revenue which had existed: but that, neverthe-
lese, & tariff bill would be reported that would
reduce the revenue at least $60.000.000. It was
impossidle for him to say when that bill wouild
come in. It would be reported by the sub-com-
mittee to the full commitlee at the earliest pos-
sible moment, and how long the full committes
would take to consider it he could not say. Bat
that it wonld be reported he gave the Senator
from Missouri [Mr. Ves!| absolute assaranes.

At the close of Mr. Allison’s speech the rseo-
lution was laid aside without aetion, and the
SEepate teck up the Chineaa exclusion bil A
vote was tagen on Mr. Blair's motion to recon-
sider the vote by which the bill was passed. and
it resulited, veas, 15; nays, 17. The vote in de
tail was as follows:

The House amendments to the interstate com-
merce bill were non coneurred in, and a com-
mittee of confersnce—Senators Cullom, Platt
and Harris—appointed.

After furthar debate,
was adopted.

Mr. Payue, rising to a question of personal
privilege, declared in reference to a statement
made by Mr. Hoar, yesterday, as to his son, Ol-
iver Payne, in ccunection with the Standard Qil
Company, that there was "‘oot a word of truth
in it nor a particle of foundation for the charge.”
He spoke of Mr. Hoar as making statements “‘in
» disingenuous and dishonorable way.” He de
nied that there was a particle of foundation for
the insinuation that Mr. Whitney, thes Secretary
of the Navy, was interested in the Standard Oil
Company, and read that gentleman’s own dis-
claimer in to-day's paper, in which he said: “1
bave pever owned a dollar in, nor have I ever
bad any relations to it. Every officer or director
is, |1 beliove, & Republican, and so are nine-
tenths of its stockholdera ”

Mr. Payne added that ‘‘the instincts of honer,
vropriety and decency oughs to compel the Sen-
atop from Massachusetts to make an apology or
retraction.”

Mr. Hoar replied in a very indigoant manner,
sayiug that the sneech which the Sepator from
Ohio had induiged in, “belonged rather to the
foul grog-shop, to the place where ruffians and
their companions congregated, than to the Sen-
ute of the United States.” He taid he had made
no insinuations or charges, but had merely sug-
gested a question 23 to some half-dezen trusts to
the two Senators, [ Messrs. Reagan and George, |
whko appear to know all about the subjeet. He
had received a good many letters on the subject
of the Standard O1l Company, (and bad one of
th>m now before him,) stating the great danger
to the Republican vote growiag out of the activ-
ity of that company.

Mr. Payne—Will you read it!

Mr. Hoar—1 will not.

Mr. Payne—I guessed you would not.

Mr. Hoar proceeded to justify what he had
said on the subject of trusts, and added: “I am
pot very much moved to any feeling that de-
serves to be described as indignation or aoper,
or anything above the feeling of contempt, by
the uttersnces that have just come from the
Senator from Ohio. The history of that Sena-
tors accession to this body is fresh 1n the mem-
ory of the history of the country.”

Mr. Payueremarked that the action of the Sena-
tor in the matter last alluded to, had been acon-
demanation of Mr. Hoar's position in it, and
added if that Senator was possessed by the con-
eeit that his pa-tisan discussions were fair and
bonorable, that conceit was contined pretty
much to the Sepator himself.

After some further sharp remarks on each
side. Mr. Hoar exclaimed very augnly: “Mr-
President, this style of behavior on the part of
tha Senator from Ohio had better be stopped.”
Further on Mr. Hoar again broke out: “Mr,
President, the Senator from Obio is disorderly
and insolent in hia style of interruptions. 1f
he has anything to sav, let Him rise in bis place
in an orderly way and ask me to yield to him.
1t is caertainly not becoming in him to ask my
courtesy for such iuterruptions. The whole
styla of them belongs to the low groggery
rather than to the Senate.”

Mr. Enuor—‘l‘h.n I bope that the Chair will
enforce decorum.

éeedings that were disorderly, and does not de-
sire to be called upon daily o rebuke violations
of order.”

The disputation between the two Senators
contirued for some time longer, and several left-
handed compliments were interchanged, but
none more notable thac those already quoted.

The House bill to enlarge the daties of the
Department of Agrienltars and to create an ex-
ecutive department of agriculture was taken up,
discussed at some length, and fival action on it
postponed t:ll Monday next.

Among the bills passed were the following:
The House bill authornzing the Postmaster-gen-
eral to advertise for and purchase improved reg-
istered mail loeks and keys, without amend-
ment; the House bill providiag boards of arbi-
tration to settle differences between interstate
railroads and their employes upon written appli-
eation of either party to the controversy; pro-
viding penalties for violatien of quarantine regu-
Iations; the Houae bill for investigation of the
mining-debris question in the State of California;
the Senate bill to declare forfeited certain lands
granted to the State of Michigan to aid in the
construction of a railroad from Ontonagon to
the Wisconsin State line: the Senate bill aathor-
izing eitizens of Colorado, Nevada and the Ter-
ritories to fell and remove timber on the publie
domain for mining and domestic purnoses.

Tbs Senate then adjourned until Monday.

Proceedings «f the House.
Wasmisarox, Sept. 14.—Mr. Dougkerty, of
Florida, obtained unanimous consent to have
read a telegram received by Mr. White, of New

York, from Surgeon-gensral Hamilton. It is
dated “Camp Perry, Sept. 13,” and is as fol-
lows:

This camp is getting in splendid condition, and a
safe and sure outlet is now provided from Florida in-
fected points to the North. No sickness among ref-
ngees here. There are five cases of yvellow fever in
hospital tents half a mile away. e have in the
place twenty-cight pine baildings and 150 “A”
tonts. The weather is wet and favors developmens.
The demand for aid from frightened Florida ana
Georgia towns entirely beyond the appropriation.

As soon as the telegram was read the House
took up and passed the Senate joint resolution
appropriating #200,000 to suppreess infection in
the intersiate commerce of the United States.
The House thea went into committee of the
whole on the private calendar.

A dozen private bills were agreed to in com-
mittes and passed by the House.

The
letter was, on August 14, sent to the general de-
livery department of the Cincinnati postoffice,
and four days later was advertised. On Sep-
tember 1 it was marked ‘“‘onclaimed,” and re-
turned to this office with ‘‘Postage, one cent
due,” on its face.

This would have lefta surplus of #19,084,
after payment of ths annual interest on the
issue of $4,500,000 first mortgage 4 per cent.

After paying
$233,617.82 in liguidation of every clajm arising
from the accident of the 10th of August, 1887,
the company’s indebtedness at present, beyond
its issne of $4,500,000 first mortgage boads will
be $304,196,
