An Irishman's Good Reasons for His Sup-

porting tbe Republican Nominees.

Hie Native Country Prospered Under Protec-
tion, While Free Trade Rained It Ilow
the Democrats Control the Vote of Texas.

Among the gentlemen who accompanied the
Irish-Americ- an Republican Clnb from Chicago
yesterday was Mr. Thomas F. Byron, of Lowell.
Mass., a well known journalist and protective-tarif- f

writer, who is at present a member of the
staff of the Uome Market Clnb of Illinois, with
headquarters at Chicago. Mr. Hyron has also
the distinction among Irish-America- ns of beine
the founder of the Land League in the United
States, having, ia fact, established the first
braneh of that organization formed outside cf
Ireland. Several cities have claimed this honor,
hut the claim wassett!ed in favor of Lowell,
Mass., by Michael Davitt himself, "the father
of the Land League" in Ireland, while on his
last visit to the United States. Mr. Byroa or-
ganized the first meeting of the Lowell branch,
of which be was elected tbe first president, a
position which he held for three consecutive
terms.

In conversation with a Journal reporter last
evening, a remark having been made as to the
large cumber of Irishmen who visited General
Harrison, and given him pledges of their sup-
port, Mr. .Byroa said: "The only wonder is that
tbere are not more. Irisb-Arueiica- are natu-
rally protectionists on the tariff question, both
cn account of their affection for Ireland and
their loyalty to the United States. The tariff
question has been at the bottom of Ireland's
sorrows ever since the days of tbe Stuarts,
when, immediately . after the restora-
tion, in 1CG0. Cuarles tbe Second
suppressed the Irish woolen industry on the
Petition of tho rival woolen manufacturers of
England. As an offset he gave encouragement
to the Irish linen industry, whose only compe-
titor at that time was Holland. If the Loglish
had then been competitors in that line he would
have suppressed the Irish liqen industry too.
Tbe laws against the Irish woolen industry
were mads even more oppressive in the
subsequent reign of William and Mary, and
coutiousd in force until the volunteers obliged
England to grant Gratton'a demand for an inde-
pendent Irish Parliament, iu 1782. The first
act of this Parliament, like that cf tbe independ-
ent Parliament or Congress established by
Washington, was the passage of a tariff to pro-
test native manufactures against the competi-
tion of the English."

"What was the result of that tarifff he was
asVed.

The result, as all Irish and Eoslish authori-
ties agree, wss an era of prosperity for Ireland
such a, in tbe words of the Speaker of the
Irih Parliament. '00 country bad ever experi-
enced in the eame period of time before.' It
lasted eighteen years, until the English covern-rnen- t,

by wholee ale bribery and threats, and the
importation of amenaeingforceof 170,000 troops
to ireiand, had perfected their scheme for the over-
throw of tho Irish Parliament, which culminated
in the so-call- ed act of union, in a legislative
sense, with England. Tne Irish tariff, which
had restricted the importation of Enclisb goods
into Ireland, was tben repealed. English goods,
sent in for a time at or below cost, soon drove
tbe Irish manufactories oat of existence, and
Ireland has been ever since a free market for
articles of Enslish manufacture. It was this stats
of things that made Ireland a country ot fam-
ines and a periodical beggar before the world
for, while raising more farm produee than would
feed twice ber population, she was obliged to
ship it to England to get money to meet her
financial obligations, instead of keeping it at
home to support her people. If she had had
prosperous manufactures within her own bor-
ders, as she bad under her protictive tariff,
she could have kept both her food and
the price of it at borne. and
such a thing as famine would have been un-
known to her. English legislation doomed Ire-
land to accept free imports of English manu-
factures, and to he a mere provider of food and
raw materials for En eland, and when ber pota-to- e

crop failed, bavins: no other industries to
fall tack upon, the natural consequence
was famine and . death. In short, to
English free trade in Ireland, forced upon
her hy bribery and the bayonet, may be
attributed the national famine of 1846-8- . with
its fearful loss of a million and a half of lives
from starvation, at the same time that. Ameri-
can charity was sending shiploads of provisions
to Ireland, and Irish farmers were shipping ten
times as much farm produce to England to get
money to nay their rents."

'That is terrible indictment."
"Yes; and tht only wonder is, as I say, that

the Republican ticket does not receive
the hearty support of every Irish-
man in tbe United State, regardlest
of tbir past party affiliations. For this tariff
question is essentially an Irish-America- n ques-
tion, coming closer to their sympathies and
necessities than it does even to native-bor- n

Americans. For on the the free-trad- e or low- -

tariff side is England, seeking with the same
selfish spirit, only by different means.,
to get possession of tbe American
market for her wares, just as she
once intrigued to force free trade
on Ireland when she wiped out the independent
protective-tarif- f Parliament established by
Henry Grattan. They have only to read John
Mitchell's history of Ireland to see both the mo-

tive and tbe disasters following the achieve-
ment. And I also bad occasion to know that
the late John O'Mahorny was as stronc an ad-

vocate of a protective tariff for Ireland as ever
the patriot Mitchell was."

"So you think this election is a good chanee
for Irishmen to strike a blow at their old enemy

Enzland?''
"Yea; they never had a better. She has been

suffering from trade depression steadily now for
nearly a dozen years; her mills are half
closed, and 800,000 of her worklogmen idle,
and if we lower the tariff aud let in her goods,
her factory lords, including Gtadstone'a and
Psrneil's bitterest enemies, John Bright and Joe
Chamberlain, will accordingly orosper, and the
800.000 idle workmen, including Irish-America-

themselves, will shortly be found on
this side of the ocean; so that to
erery thinking Irish citizen the opportunity
for striking England in a vital part in this
campaign must be plain. And I ean assure you,
too, for my acquaintance among them is pretty
extensive, that more Irishmen will vote the
Harrison and Morton ticket in this election than
the most sanguine friend of America versus
England ever dreamed of. Tens of
thousands of them who are Democrats are
waiting eagerly for election day with the same
stern earnestness that they wonld respond to a
call to arms in an Irish rising that gave promise
of success, to show the world that the London
Times was a scoundrel and a liar when it said
that Encland found use for Irishmen when
they went to America and voted for free trade."

Mr. Byron comes from revolutionary stock.
one of his ancestors havine been a colonel in the
Irish rebellion of 1708, and another was an officer
tinder ashmgton in the war for independence.

son Hall, last night, while well attended, did
not draw the crowds it otherwise would had
John r. Finerty and Nathan P. Brady, the
orators they had advertised, bsen able to be
present. Mr. Finerty had been sent by tbe na-

tional Republican committee to speak in Ma- -

rionet, Mich., and Mr. Brady was detained in Chi
cago by business. However, other good speak
ers were present, and ty 8:30 o'clock fully 2,500
people were seated in the hall. Col. Geo. W.
Spabr presided, and in open me the meetine ha
apolorized for the absence ot the promised
speakers, but assured the audience that they
would cot lack able oratory as well as instruc
tion. His statement proved to be true, for from
no other source than an Irish brain eould some
of the half witty, half sarcastic thrusts made at
the Democrscy have emanated. All of the
speeches were brief, well arranged and loudly
applauded.

.Mr. ivenwortby, of lowa. was tne nrss speak
er introduced. He stated that he did cot ap
pear to make any areument. but simply to greet
bis Irish-Americ- an comrades. Iowa, be contin-
ued, is cot a doubtful State, and from the senti
ment manifested in Indiana be was of tbe opin
ion tbat she was no loss a certain Republican
stronghold. Mr. Kenworthy then gave the
reasons why be was a Republican. "First." he
said. "I recognize that the Republican party
stands for the protection of American labor
and American productions as against foreign
importations, which should, by riehts, be
made by our own factories. Secondly, I recog-
nize that tbe tariff issue now before the people
is the same one that was tendered by our South-
ern friends in 1SG1.

tried to destroy. He concluded with these
witty words: I have a word for
the Democrats. U here is time yet for you to be
saved if you will only try. The Republican
party has always bad a mourners benca, but all
of them are converted now. They are waiting
for Democrats to come forward and be baptized
in the living waters of protection. " Mr. Ken-wort- hy

was frequently interrupted by applause,
as were the speakers who followed him.

Mr. Russell, of Chicago, was next introduced,
but owing to sickness be did not occupy much
time. Ihe Democrats, he said, are depending;
upon a Isree vote from the Irish, bnt tbey will
find in November that they have lost their grip
upon them. The Irish koow England far bet-
ter than can any American, for they had
seven hundred years or her tyrannical
domineering. Tbe Democratic party,
backed by Cleveland s administration, is
far more anxious to work for England than for
America, and the Irish-America- ns are a class of
men who can see through their schemes. cr
this reason they will support General Harrison,
although many, will cot make any publio decla
ration of such intentions. But tbe votes,
secretly cast, will show the hieh regard they
have for a hiph protective tariff and
their hostile feelcgs toward English
free trade tendencies. The greatest
blessing of the present campaign is the fact that
the Democrats indorsed the Mills bill, and tne
Republicans did not indorse the fisheries treaty.

now to Improve Betting.
The subject of changing the rules so as to im-

prove the batting is now being quite generally
dicus8d. Various plans have been suggested;
the first is to return to the high ar.d low ball;
another is to move the pitcher's box back five
feet; another suggests making the home plate
smaller; still another advocates extending tne
foul lines so as to make the fair ground greater
in extent, and still another one is to abolish the
calling of balls and slikes, thus compelling the
pitcher to put it over the plate until the batter
strikes at it. The most feasible of these is the
return to the hieh and low ball and the eiten-tio- n

or the fool lines. The objection to moving
back the pitcher's box five feet, or puttinc it in
the middle of the diamond, is that few pitchers
could stand the strain of throwinc a swift ball
that distance, and skill in strategic pitch-
ing would therefore soon be supple-
mented by the employment of brute
force. No pitcher like Shreve could
throw such a distance for cine innings, and
with the adoption of such a rule Clarkson's oc-

cupation wonld be gone, for bis slow curves
would no longer reach the plate, or, by the time
they did. the batter would have been enabled to
draw a diagram of them and print it on his bat.
A return to the high and low ball rule wonld be
sufficient to give batting a big chance. It wonld
compel the pitcher to put tha ball over the plata
and wonld practically roin the effectiveness of
those who are comparatively wild nnder the pres-
ent rules. It would also go a great ways toward
spoiling the record of the pitchers who succeed
by means of a rood drop ball, as batters eould
call for a hieh ball and thus handicap the use of
the deceptive drop. Not many pitchers can
throw three curved balls over the plate above or
below the waist of the batter, and not many
hitters can fail to bit a straight ball which comes
at the height that they want it In order, how-eve- r,

to insure plenty of hitting, return to the
high and low ball rule, and also extend the foul
lines a little.

The Last Week ofltase Hall.
The coming week is the last of base ball in

this city for the present season. The Washing-

ton club plays and Tuesday, and the
Philadelphia team on Wednesday, Thursday,
Friday aod Saturday, two games each on the
last two days, making eight games for the week.

The stockholders of the club are looking for-

ward to a large attendance. The club has been

goine along steadily through the season without
making any especial efforts to interest the pub-
lic in the games or to solicit attendance at them.
But the directors say they have now arrived
at a period when they would like to see the pub-
lic show some especial interest in the team.
The attendance at tne last two series cf home
games has not been eood; during the first series
last spring the attendance was excellent all
that the club could have desired but
since then it has declined to such
an extent as to disappoint the management
Tbrough it all the home clnb has been playing
good ball, with but few exceptions. Taking into
consideration the spring cames. when the club

it has half of itswas so badly erippled, won over
borne eontests. so that thore who have been
regular attendants have gone home in a good
butnor oftener then tny have been disap-

pointed. This is reat improve-

ment over the record of last year.
Indeed, the team haa done far better
than lsst season, notwithstanding the disap-
pointment it has been to some. It -- has had to
contend agsinet strouger clubs, for the Leaeue
is stronger than it was last year, yet it is one
notch higher ia tbo race, and its percentage is
nearly 100 greater. The directors have done
everything ia their power to strenethen the
team and to make it a commendable representa-

tive of the city.
