in London. The boarded-n- p doorways and
windows of their mansions in Fifth avenue will
not be reopened. They will leave the manage-
ment of their railroads to Chaucey JL Depew,
and their extensive charities to various trusted
agents. The certificates of their ownership,
well along towards $200,000,000, are packed
away in the vaults of the Lincoln Deposit Com-
pany, in Forty-secon- d street under tbe general
care of Thomas L.
James, who is presidentof the Lineoln Bank, in
the same premises. But the combination of the
locks is known only to Corne-
lius and William K. themselves. They will
simply cut off coupons enough to cover
their expenses while abroad, and deposit them
with the London banking house of the Roths-
childs, to be drawn from as occasion requires.
Cornelius Vanderbilt has leased the London
residence of tbe Doke of Sontherland, and Will-
iam K. Vanderbilt has taten tbe Laosdowne
mansion. These buildings are spacious and
fine. They will be gorgeously furnished anew
by the two Vanderbilt families, all the present
contents being removed to make place for en-
tirely new furniture and embeliehments.
Nor will anything be taken over from
tbe New York homes of the tenants. Every-
thing will be bought abroad, and London socie-
ty is going to be dazzled by the displays of
wealth. Not that there will be anything shod-dyis- h

about It. The present Vanderbilts, al-

though their father did not inherit tbe old Com-
modore's millions until ther were grown to
manhood, were brousht up to luxury, and do
not show any of the common indications of sud-
den enrichment. Therefore, we seed not feel
afraid that London will get a bad impression of
New York manners through tbe Vanderbilts'
winter festivities.

although the French, Republic has officially
taken all the titles away from its aristocracy.
Henri has spent most of this week in town. He
is a harmless, ataiafcle young fellow, and is
looked after by Pierre de Boissy, his tutor, who
seems to be training him for a kingly career
that isn't open for anybody in republican Franca
anymore.

"What do yon and the Prince think of Ameri-
ca, now that yon have seen some of ItH I asked
of De Boissy in Frenen that was just good
enough for him to comprehend with an effort

' Oh, we have gained only a partial impression
cf yonr great country," was the reply la French
so pure, and so unlike the boarding-schoo- l

hegnaze with which I was familiar, that I had
to listen sharnly to it. 'We have mi ogled only
with yonr aristocracy. That wis intentional.

I was writing about the Princess
Henrietta. Her husband is a German physi-
cian with plenty of good brain, but do blood
worth mentioning. I kept a scrutinizing
rye on him while he amusedly watched
a group of children at play on the
beacb.
